Considering tho duluess of yesterday's
market, it may be said to have shown a
good deal of strength. It is usually the
cnse when the market is extremely dull,
prices are inclined to sag.  This was not sv
yestorday. Norfolk pfd was one of the
strongest stocks, tho recent excellent earn-
1ngs of the company have attracted consi-
dorable attention.  As a four p.c. dividend-
payer it i3 very cheap. Indications aguin
point to an extremely dull and narrow mar-
ket to-day.

Now York, noon, June 7,

From a Commission Housu point of vieg
this muining’s murket has been oven duller
than yesterday. The opening was very flat
and prices throughout the list generally re-
sponded to the fractionally lower quotations
from London and all around the Room
stocks wero fractionally Jower.  Thers wers
a fow exceptivns to this, which deserve
comment. Thismorning’s papers publishéd
a story from Chicago that an enormous
Sugar consolidation was soon to be brought
about which would include the A.S.W. Co.,
the Glucose, Arbuckles & Droschers, This
story, coupled with a feeling, that tho
regular dividend will be declared, resulted
in a higher opening for Sugar. This same
story has come from Chicago so many times
that the effect is only transicnt and shortly
aftor opening declined again,  Various
rumors regarding the dividend bave been
going the rounds, but nothing defimtely
will bo knowx till after directors meet at
noon.

Tho pressure to sell at the opening was
tho greatest in Anaconds, almost all the
London Houses wero ranged on the selling
sides. Thero were only one or two buyera
of any sizo and the result was that it
was shortly after opening 1 p.c. below
last night's close.

RAILWAY DEVELOPMENTS.

Rev. Dr. J, L. Muray, the Canadian
traveller abd lecturer, takosa very rosy
viow of the future despite the crop failue,
He says that ho has never known Canada
fu show more fnherent vitility, and pro-
ise so much  prospurity.  Her trade with
the mother country has inerensed boyond all
anticipativns and more than componsates for
what Josses have beon austained through
tarifl troubles with the United States.
These troubles in his upinion are ofa super-
fictal transitory character, and should be
adjusted without any bad fi:eling.

The worst clement in the present Cama-
diap situation is the crops. The wintor
wheat crop does not promiss to make up
much of the deficiency. It is too early to
make estimate of the Manitoba crop, which
was planted under favorable conditious, but
indications point {o a good one. The total
crop, howover, will bu disappointing.
Apart from this, and the tariff feature, Dr.
Murray sces nothing but bullish clements
in tho situation as affecting railroads and
other properties.  Immigration is greater
than ever before to bonu fide settlers  Be-
sides 6,000 Galicins, 5,000 Doukobours and
crowds of Finlanders and others, muny
American  farmers from tho Dakotas are
crossing the lino. Canadian emigration on
the cther hand is relatively very small,
British Columbia promises a mizning boom.
All industries are busy and enlarging their
spheres of usfulnese.  The people are con-
fident. Tho trust fever is just begiuning to
scizo them.
