The rapid rate at which the United States Government is paying for its
war debt must be a matter of surprise to some of the European monarchies
in which the public liabilities are as steadily increasing. In cighteen sixty-
five the U, S. debt was about two and three juarter billion dollars, it is now
a little more than one billion dollars. The reduction has been at the rate
of seventy-two million dollars per annum; and if continued for the next
twelve years, will enti ely wipe out the war indebtedness.

There are State laws against the consolidation of corporations in the
United States, but there are likewise no end of loop-holes by which wealthy
compaunies manage to escape irom their direct violation. This is evidenced
by the recent purchase of the Baltimore and Ohio telegraph system by that
great and growing monopoly, the Western Union Company. The B. & O.
systemn has been leased for fifty years, and five million dollars cash has beet,
pawd for the privileges. ‘The ®aw forbids purchase outright, but does not
prolbit leasing, which, however, as far as the public are oncerned, practi-
cally amounts to the same thing.

The Uniied State. s n) duulit a great country, but we ate sametimes apt
10 be carricd off our feet by the deluge of natonal statistics which is poured
forth frum Washingtun.  La vie of these, respzcung tha dairy interest, we
read that une hundred williva acres of land are devoted to pastarage, and
that the annua! yield of butter is one billion three hundred and Afty
mitlivn pounds.  Now. this sounds Jarge ; but as a matter of fact. it merely
| teans that about une twentieth of the arca of the United States is devoted
(1o pasturage and ciups for duiry purposes, and that the yield of butter 1s
cquinalent to a haif a pound per week for each man, woman and child.
Aggtegaiions are loud souading, but "t may .eli be doubted whether the
cows over the border are Letier fed, or the bread of the people better but-
tered than is the case in this well favored Province of our own.

PEACE OR WaAR?

The European political sky is seldom cloudless , thero are generally a
few storm-clouds flitting about, attracting the attention of Christendomn.
Fortunately the store clouds are readily dispersed, aud the storm comes
not, cvca when mus. expected.  Such scems to be the posuion of Luropean
affairs at present.  In the early part of this year it was the general belief
that the hurrors of another war could not long be averted. Germany and
France were eyeing cach other jealously, each on the alert lest the other
should surpuss her in warlike cquipment. Even in England there was no
little alarm lest France should scck ina war with the sea girt nation an
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escape for the pentup morufication caused by the humiliating Franco
German war. ‘Ihe belief that France was getting into a promiscu-
ously bellicose state of nund was strengthened by the hostile utlerances
of the French press, and by the coquetting of France with Russia about
the Lastern embroglio. At the same timo the hand-shaking of the thr-e
Ewperors was suspended, and it scemed as if Russia were about to give
up the friendship of Germany for that of France.

But the aspect of the heavens has changed.  Russia shows a disposition
10 go back to her old love; and has only flitted with Frauce to gain an
end. The new Pan Slavonic organ, Graydann, gives the following not
very flattering estimate of France and Lrenchmen .—** Away witii a nation
that does nat believe n the Almughty, a nauun incapable of defending
itsell, and which sutrenders itself to an cnemy in hundreds of thousands
* * * The Frenchmen of the present day are a depraved body,
destined by fate to exhibit the spectacle of degenerated patriots. The
present Frenchmen is composed of nothing but words—everything is
words; and, in fact, there are wanting in his practiced qualities, a
superabundance of which is found in his words—manliness, bravery,
. patriotism, solidity, and sincerity,” Whether or not we can subscribe to
the whole of this character-sketch, whether or not parts of it remiond us of
the proverbial pot reproaching the kettle with blackness, at least one thing
is pretty clear~-the spirit it breathes is not a friendly one. Thus with
Fiance isolated, and with the old harmless good-undesstanding  bLetween
Russia and Germany, the peace of Europe may be looked upon as safe for
some time to come.

SCIENTISTS AND THEIR THEORIES,

1t is, perhaps, well for the peace of mind of many human beings that
their circumstances do not admit of their closely investigating the scientific
theories of thz age ; or of their reading the aiticies upon scientific subjects
which have been contributed by savants of the nineteenth century. Not
long since in perusing a report of the late meeting of th. Dritish Associa-
tion, we were particularly struck with the hard matter of fact way in whick
the questions were di-cussed, as well as with the positive manner in which
the scientists undertook to prove that the human race was fast going to the
dogs. One writer declared that man was fast reverting to an earlier and
lowlier ethnic form, and, as a proof of this fact, he called attention to the
growing popularity of trowsers among men, and to the divided skirt among
women. In India, he claimed that the missionaries appear to be as much
pleased when the natives donned tho latter garment, as when they became
converted and were baptized. Another savant of high standing stated that
the increase of consumption was due not to hereditary causes, but to the
low physical conditions of mankind. Qne speaker declared that we ate a
much greater amount of food than did our forefathers, while another
asserted that owing to the prevalence of dyspeptic and other kindred
complaints, we could not now digest as much food as our ancestors In
speaking upon economic matters one gentleman remarked, that while the
material wealth of the world is greatersthan ever before, the general
uneasines that exists in commercial circles prevented mankind reaping the
fuli benefit therefrom.  \We might go on and give the gist of several other
papers read before the Association, all of which were tinged with tho same
despondent feeling, and show that scientific investigations have not a
tendency to make the intellect more hopeful, or the spirits moro buoyant.

The humanrace may be deteriorating ; consumption may be on the increase,
and the economic malaise universal, but does any man whose brain is not
excited by overstudy, and who enjoys good health, believe for a moment
that the human race is not advancing mentally, morally, physically and
materially ? Science itself proves that we are now in a position to take an
intellectual grasp of many subjects of which our predecessors were pro-
foundly ignorant. \Vho that has dipped into the history of bygone ages
can question the moral superiority of the men of to-day over their blood-
thirsty progenitars? If there arc in this nincteenth centry many persons
whose physical condition is far from perfect, it proves notling but that the
conditions of life aided by medical skill have enabled tic-~ to live and
enjoy their existence, whercas a few centuries since persons similarly
conditioned would have probably sunk into an early grave. No one whose
memory extends back over a quarter of a century can doubt that inaterially
our advancement is phenomenal. Our parents’ luxuries we now regard as
necossities ; and with each decade we find, as our wants become more
numerous, the means of supplying them are improving. The man who
belicves that the world is going to the dogs, will have to shut his eyes to
the visible evidences to the contrary which surround him on every hand ;
even the members of the British Association, while they take occasion to air
their pet theories, would scarce dare to assert that the wheels of civilization
were rolling backwards, and that, in the course of centuries, the human
family would return to its primitive state, and live upon the spontancous
products of mother earth.

CORRUPT PRACTICES AT ELECTIONS.

We have frequently been surprised at the comparatively low moral tone
of public opinion with respect to bribery at clections. This or “that
sepresentative, may be unseated for bribery, but, saving in the columns of
the newspapers opposing the candidature of any such men, we never hear
or read of any protest against trafficing in franchises. We are, of course,
aware that the party of purity is 2 myth, and that few strong party men
have any hesitation in buying up votes as if they werc goods and chattels,
We arc also aware that hundreds of persons who would shrink from
committing 2 dishonorable act, or to whom the idea of interfering with

freedom of religious thought would be regarded as detestible, have never yet
come to look upon the purchase of & man's vote as in any way a reprelici.
sible acl. or une that would imply political immorality. Any one whn ha,
had much to do in political campaigns knows that what we have saidl ;.
true, and yet, beneath a1l this apparent corruption, there is a strung
sentiment of justice and fair play w!nch will eveutually force its way to the
surface and aid in purifying the methods by which nen are chezen to be
the parliamentary ropresentatives of the people.  Meantime, it is the duy
of every man who wishes to preserve his honor unsallied, and his character
free from the leprosy of conscivas wrong-doing, ‘o strive by all the means
in his powcet to prevent the offering of bribes to those among the clector.
whose poverty often, alas, makes them susceptible to such corrupt practices
It is the Lriber rather than the bribed that is to be condemned, for it is he
who, by the use of money or by unduc influence, throttles the free
oxpression of public opinion, purchasing for a mess of postage the birth
right of a brother citizen It may be claimed that there are many electors
who have no definite opinion as to the merits or demerits of cither
politicsl party, and who have no particular preference for either of the
party candidates , but in answer, we would say that this is due to the filse
tune of public sentiment with respect to bribes, of which the greedy or'need,
classes of vuters take adyantage, and that were there no such thing as the
purchasing of votes, such clectors, instead of markeiing their citizenship,
would study more closely the public questions of the day, and deposit their
ballot according to their own convictions.

Within the next few weeks we are to have in this Province four or five
political contests, in all of which party fecling will probably run high ; hut
as four of these have been made nccessary owing to bribery by agenty, of
the former candidates, it is to be hoped that the lesson of these contested
elections will have a wholesome influence upon the constituencies, and
result in an wbstention from those corrupt practicos which have too frequemly
thwarted the will of the people and called in question the wisdom of
popular representation in the government.

THE N. W. MOUNTED POLICE FORCE.

We reccived some communications about three months ago from the N.
W., which induced us to notice what seemed to be current opinions among
those qualified to kuow, as to the state of the Force. There was evidently
dissauisfaction, more or less widely spread, and it was especially asserted
that the Force was recruited from unfit material, and that the rate of descrtion
was higher than that of the army.

We regret to find that the dissatisfuction still exists, and is the subject
of frequent discussion by the press of the Territories. It is not likely that
there is so much smoke without some fire, and if the systemt under which
the force 1s being worked by its chiefs is vexatious and faulty, the wmore
public attention is drawn to it the better.

Private advices, which we occasionally receive from persons competent
to judge, agree with more than one respectable newspaper in the territories
in allusions to a tone of discipline calculated to encourage a rash use of
fire-arms in cffecting arrests, and to an excess of militarism. It is said that
mere smartness of appearance on parade in the person of & recruit of a
few days standing, outweighs apprecistion of the superior qualities of
prompt readiness for service, and the coolness and self-reliance which are
absolute requisites in dealing with jaw-breakers—white or Indian.

Comparisons are drawn between the alleged recent muster of every man
along a constderable section of railway to arrest a single Indian, who was
not after all arrested, and the capture by Major Walsh, out of Sitting Bull's
camp, of all the Indians he saw fit to secure with about eight m:n only of
his force.  Allusion is aleo made to the rapidity (a little exaggerated) with
which Major Walsh’s troops were accustomed to respond to the call of
* Boot and Saddle,” a rapidity which, it is implied, cannot be attained
under a system of excessive drill, burnishing and pipe-claying. Now, the
methods of Major \Walsh, probably the smartest officer the force ever had,
were not without some points of particularity which were not always
agreeable to his men, and he was by no means altogether indifferent to drill,
having been himself a particularly capable adjutant. Still, we fear, from
what we gather, that drill and pipe-clay are being carried .n to an extent
detnmental to real efficiency, and provocative of discontent aud doubts of
the competency of superiors.

If such errors of judgment are prominent, they can lie only with the
actual chief, the commissioner. The Comptroller, Mr. Frederic White, is
a gentleman of excellent judgement, but it would not occur to him to inter-
fere in the details of executive command, unless indiscretions were specially
brought to his notice, '

The Assist.-Commirsioner is a gentleman who has had more experience
in continued aclive service than any officer in the Canadian Forces, his
employment having heen without intermission from 1870, when he was
appoinled a captain in the Red River Expedition of that year. He has
been cleven years in the police, entering as u Superintendent (then
Inspector), and h. has, we believe, always been ponnlar.

Superintendents Mcllree, Neil and Greisback, and Inspector Normav,
have been in the force from its inception in 1873, and Superintendent
Cotton’s service has been countinuous in the N. W. for 13 or 14 years. He
is also in every respect a good officer The former Commiissioners, Col.
French, Col. MacLeod, and Col. Irvine, were all men peculiarly fitted by
natural ability, as wcll as by N. \V. and military experience, for their
important post ; but, be;rond the fact that Mr, Lawrence Herchmer was, we
believe, at one time a Lieutepant in the army, we are unaware what were
cither his fitness for, or his claims to, the supreme position.

83 vans, and 161 locomotives.

The City Council should take up tho matter of an Exhibition in Hali-
fax next year, and push it with energy and determination. If the Exhibi-
tion is to bo a succeas, the thonrand and one details of its carrying out
should not lLio left until the eleventh hour. If Halifax iz to have the
Exhibition, it should do it well, otherwise it had better be loft aloue,

It has more than once been hinted that a syndicate of capitalists wero
desirous of purchasing the Intercolonial Railway, but it is said that the
Government will not entertain the idea of its sale until the completion of
the Short Line. For our own part, we hope that they will not entertain it
even then, as the road, which helongs to the people, should remain wuder
Government control.

It is satisfactory to note that the Opposition, as well as the Government
press, unqualifiedly endorse the appointment of Sir Charles Tupper ag the
Canadisn represontative upon the Fishery Commission. Sir Charles is
ungestionably the strongest man that could have been appointud, and as he
will he supported by tho Minister of Justice as legal adviser, both purties
may rest assured that the Canadian case will bo presented in a proper man-
ner.

Dalhousis Collego was formally cpened on Tuesdsy last by appropriate
ceremonies, which wero hell in Orpheus Hall, The addresses Ly
Professor Scth was decidedly profound, and Lis arguments in fuvor of his
claim that philosophy is the science uf scivnces, were logical throughout.
The new college building is almust finished, indeed, so near has it approached
to completiou that several of the lecture rooms will be roady fur occupation
on Monday next.

A definite offer, it is said, has beon made to the Dominion Government
by o syndicate of English capitalists, to construct the subway conuecting
Prince Edward Island with the mainland. Uwenty thousand dollirs a year
for {wonty years is the subsidy asked for. The sum appears modest, as
compared with the eetimatod cost of tho work as laid down by Semator
Howland, but if a company can bo found to do it for the monoy, the
chances for the subway project are decidedly bright.

county. The evidenco given at the trial can leave mo doubt in the minds
of thoso who huve read it, that corrupt practices were indulged in by those
who supported Mr. MacDonald ; and on account of these the election has
been voided.

‘This ston,
which appeared in the Hulifax dailies, is no donlt tene, but it is.somewhat
curions that a mistake should he made botween dark-colorod beef, iroun and
wine and light clear carbolic acid. It isalso strange that the mothershould
have asked the daughter to drink it dJown quickly, secing that heef, iran
and wino has quite a pleasant tasto. At any rato, tho folly of leaving
bottles of mixtures without labels has hoon sadly proven,

carriages,

other day, thiee of these hardy villians, closely masked, stopped an expres
train 2 fow miles out of El Paso. Two of them covered the engine-driver
aud fireman with revolvers, while a third attempted to blow open the deor
of the express cas, but the agont in charge shot him dead just as he was
about cutering the carriage.

The Freuch military scandal uccupies the attention of Loth publiv and
ofticial circles. It is impossiblo to deny that the 1evelations gratify Getman
sentiment towards Frauce.  Gen. Boulanger’s conduct is especially
coudemed by the whole press.  His action is revolting to the German
jdeas of army discipline. Tho relations bLotween German and Jussin aro
becoming more embittered, no mask is now worn on cither side. The
press of St. Petersburg and Moscow is now permitted to indulge in its
natural disposition to abuse the Germans. The inspired press is not
backward in responding in kind. An articlo in Krewz Zvitung caundidly
wams QRuxgians that Germaus may favor a rostoration of tho anciont
kingdow of Poland, consisting uf the present provinces of 1tu-sian-I’oland and
extending to the Black Sea, thus forming a hulwark botweon the aggressive
Crardom aud the rest of Europe. Diplomatic intercourse between the two
Giovernments is limited to unavoidable communications which are exchanged
with frigid civilities. The noted Nihilist, Loon .Jassevitch, has beeu
arrested in Vienna, Ruasian agents at Paris warned the Vienna and Berlin
police to watch tho Nihilists, who they supposed lad started to operate a
plot in Moscow. Jussevitch wus shadowed from Geneva and was arrested
i Vieuna «s ho was about o start for Copenhagen wheto the Caar is at
present residing. It ia aurmisod ho jutended 10 astempt to assassinate tho
Czar.  He will be surrendered to the Russian authorities.

A writer 1 the Queen, describing a trip by stoamor aloug and among
tho western 1sles of Scotiand, has tho following passage :—

** Before wo go any farther, let us meist—1t scarcely scoms nccossary i—
on the pronuuciation of our bonny vessel's namo. It 18 not Ivanhoc, s you,
my dear lady, thinking 1o be more conrect than your neighbors, porsist in
calling 1t. It 1s not A French nor o Russiat: name, but a Scottish, god-
mothered by the knglish, or, may be, the vxact reverse. At auy rato, it is
¢ Ivanhoo’; ns 1t is Ardnishaig, and pot Ardrishieg; Oban and not Obiu ;
as our well-beloved cousing, tho Americans, will go on saying, mn spite of any
numbor of quiot correeticns by the bettor informed, whosoe cars aro panod
by tho filse quantity.”

Just so.  What will our woll-beloved cousins xut go on aaying and writ-
ing, 1 defiance of all reason, taste, and annlogy? And first, 8 wo have
been led to 1t, lot us notico the snobbish conceit of acconting tho lnst sylla
ble of words and nnmes of two syllables, which thoy think so ** comme-il
faut,” such na Parnéll, Darniill, &e¢. They always remind me of the young
tellows whoso chall and check my old colonel’s old servant used to take
down with = calm ond scornful sueer, and *“ Ah! you think you'ro d——d
srwart?”

Another Amorican pet affectation of recont years, is tho perpetual use of
the participle ** gotten,” wnstead of *got.” It cannot be called 1ncorrect, at
least 10 most 108tances, but svunds absurdiy pedantic.  As an examplo of its
clumay awkwardness, I read, recently, 1o astory 10 the New Engluasd Farmer
this 1nstance .—* I had just gotten off iy hurse.” One is conunually
reminded of its burlesquoe use 1u vnes of the Inguldsly Lugends—

* Aud none of the crew may vonture to hint
Qur skipper hath gotten a simster squint.

Which half conveys tho Judicrous idea of the ‘skippor* having obtained
bis squint by his own will or endeavor, or “ by some mysterious accident ”
begotten it.  And, as usual, Canadian writers ailow themselves to fall into
any slip-shod proviucialism of which awkward American writers set thom
the ovil example. Such and such a book is * woll yufter up,” is as frequont
us it is unpleasant.

A most detestablo valgarism, which has come to be couly printed as if it
wero porfectly proper, is * most " for almost. * When T was most well,” is
one instance out of half a-dozan (no, dear frientd, I decline to write “a half-
dozon,”) in a fairly well wiitton American novel put into the mouths of por
sons supposed to be woll-bred.

In the same novel I noto the following elegant passago :—* Both of
whon' accopted, Grace for the entive holidays, and the Judgz for a day or
two, as ho did not wish to crowd

To have a person do so and so, is another frequent picce of boorishness,
as—*“and hud her father ask him to their dioner tablo.”

Equally clownish is the trick of using the verb to order or direct beforo
a past participle, instead of an infinitive mood passive, as ** I ordered the
room kept dark,” instead of *“to be kapt dark,” or “I ordered that tho room
should bo kept dark,” &e.

Some and any at the end of some sentences, are singularly ungraceful,
as ** though she snubbed me ~ :n#”" and * he ask:d if he could help them
any.”

tions at country tavorn tables by persons who wished to bo civil at maals.

“ Plenty,” for * plentiful ” is another frequent abomination. ¢ This
fall’s report shows them to be more plenfy thau for a number of years.”
‘ In favorable seasons the birds are very pleaty in that locality.”— Forest
and Stream.—Which ought to be ashamed of itself !

It seems to he becoming impossible for any oue to write * round ”
simply. It must always be “around,” n word which can rarely be legiti-
matoly ug¢ed, except in poetry. Wobstor gives two examples which illustrate
with clearness the poetical and graceful, and the common and vulgar use of

the word—
‘A lambent flame vund his brows, "—Dryden.

“ 1 was standing arvand when the fight tuok place.”—N. Y. Dulice Guadlt..
And, bo duubt, hoe gave full nasal twang to his ovidence.  If vno wete hyper
critical, it might bo open to ask how a follow could bo standing «round any-
thing ,  get sound it hic wuust mwove, sud when s jwoves bu is Dot stand
ing. It is quite pussible the “a” was originally prefiaed when an
additional footl was required tv rvund a metre.

Aud, wv, again, my respoofed Amorican fuiond, I will wel wiile i
meler ! Many of the current vulgarisms cume of the lack of tasto inci
dental to superficial cducativp, and to the slip-shiud plessure of the uneuiti-
vated in slang on tho one hand, or crude pumpo:ity and wwathiness (tv
invent a word) on the othor, Dut thoro are wwuceits whick have obseured

tho judgment of those even who sre ontitled to be called authorities, which
leaves a doubt swhothor there ia not an inhorenoy of questiouablo taste ou
the American atmosphore. Tho lack of fine poercoption is apparent enough
on tho part of the English Rovisors iu tho Revised Version of the Testa.
mont in the numborless instances, in which thoe flow, nnd ring and dignity of
the authorized version have beon aacrificed to an incongruous modurnization,
without the excuso of any necessity of altoration of evon a shade of meau.
ing. Let nny one compare the oponing verse of the Lpistlo to the Ilebrow,
in the two vorsions, and he will al onco becomo awaroe of tho point. But,
in bad tasto as are the Jnglish omondations, those of tho American condju
tors, as may ho scon in nn appoudix, are in a worso. It is this crude
desiro of modornizing which has lod the American pross to porsist in writing
theater, micter, &ec., ignoring the Grook doviations #healrun, melren, &c, nnﬁ
destroying the associntion. Tho substitution of plow for plough, though
opposcd to the Teutonic, Slavonic aud Zech analogies, hos a better common
sonso rccommondation in the excision of two lettors iu writing tho worl,
Any assumod reform, however, which obscures derivations is of question
ablo value in an age which recoguizes its groat indebtedness {o philology.

HORSE WHISPERING.

1L s commonly bLolioved that thote are unduubtedly mysterivus influence,
by which an imn.cdiate ascondoncy is gained over tho horse, indepondent of
tho process uf teaching or the promptings of aflcction. Thero was formerly
living in tho county of Cork a family who laid claim to the possession of a
sccret by which tho wildest or most vicious horse could be tamed. This
secret is said to have been originally imparted by a Bohomian gipsy to the
then head of the family, a century and a half ago, and to have been rogularly
transmilted, as a parling legacy at tho time of death, from the fathor to the
oldest son. Possibly there may be residing in county Cork a scion of the
family stsll practising, with more or luss success, the art of * horsoe whisper-
wg;” but 1t is an indisputable fact that, at tho commoncement of the
prosent coniury, the fame of Cen Sullivan, the then head of the family, for
miraculous cures of vicious horses, had spread far and wido throughout
Ircland.

Among tho many woll-attested accounts of the woundorful achiovomonts
of Con Sullivan, * the Whisperer,” tho services which he roadered w
Colonel Westenra, who afterwards succeeded to the titlo of Rossmore, were
the tatk of <he wholo country. The colonel had a splendid race-horso called
Rammbow, and he was anxious to run him at tho races on the Curragh of
Kildare ; but the horse was so wild and vicious that his owner found he
must give up all thoughts of bringiog him out and running him. He would
bito everyono who went near him (hko the proscut Lord Falmouth's brute,
Muley Edris, who *savaged” the late Fred Archer’s arm), and it was neces-
sary to tio up his head whon the groom who attended him was with him,
If a horse chanced to be near him, ho was sure to bite him or try to ; and
tho legs of the jockey who altompted to mount him did not escaps lus
fangs.  Lord Doneraile said he know a person who could cure him. The
colonel could not believe him, and a wager of £1,000 was laid on the
matter A messengor was despatched for Con Sullivan ; who was kuown
throughout the country side as -* the Whisperer,” from the supposition that
he whispered into the horse’s our, by which moans he yuioted such as were
unruly. When ho was told tho stale of Colonel Westonra’s horse, ho
desired to go into tho stablo to sco him. “ You must wail till his head is
tied up,” was said and repeated by those who were present. * No ogcasion,”
said Con ; ** he won't bite me.”  So in ho went, after poremptorily ordering
1o ono to follow him ull a given signal should imply that they had his per-
mission. e then shut the door for the unenviablo éte-a-téte. In a littlo
moro than a quarter of an hour #ho signal was heard. Thoso who had been
watting in alarm for the result rushed in. They found the horse extonded
on his back, playing like a kitten with * the Whisperer,” who was quictly
sittng by him. Both horse and operator appeared exhausted, particularly
the latter, to whom it was nccessary to administer brandy and odher
stimulants beforo he could be revived. The horse was perfectly tame aud
gontle from that duy.

In tho spring of 18v4, Mr. Whaley’s King Pippin was brought vut w
run at the Curragh of Kildare. Io has been described as a horse of the
most savage and vicious disposition ; he had a habit of flying al and worry-
ing any person who came near him. Whon ho could turn his head round,
ho would seize his rider’s log with his teoth and dreg him from his back.
The difficulty of managing such a horse may be conceived, and on this
occasion it was impossible to put a bridle on him, *The Whisporer” was
now sont for. He romained shus up 121 the stable all night. In the morning
King Pippin was seon following him hke a dog—lying down at the word of
cowmand, and pormitting any person, without resistance, to put his hand
into his mouth, while ho stood * gentlo as a lamb.” Ho was brought out in
the cuurso of tho mooting, was run, «nd won tho race. The famo of “the
Whisperer” Liad now spread throughou! thoe cuuntry, and his sorvices wue
in oxtensivo demand. .

Thio oatraotdinaty porovts has beon noticed iu wany and svarious publics
tivia,  Crofton Croker speaks of him in his ¢ lairy Legonds” as “au
iguorant rustic of the iowest class,” whils ho bLoars amplo testimony to hi.
extraordinary powers. “I onco saw his skill,” he says, ¢ tried on a horso
which wuld never bofoie bo brought to stand fur a smith tu shoo him.  Th»
day after Sullivan's leciure I wont, not without incredulity, (o the smitl's
shiop, with many other cutivus spectators, who wore vyo witnessis of the
complote sucgess of his act This Lad been & uoup horss , it was ouppusel
that wfter rogimental discipl’ 10 had failed, no other cvuld bu foand availing.
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1 obsorved that the snima! scomed terrified whon Sullivan vithor spoke tu
him or looked at him.”

Wore we to recount all the well-authenticated details of the warvellous
powers of “ the Whispoter” wo shuuld far exceed out limits, Thoro aro
hundreds of cases on record of porsuna— sumio, wa Leliove, stili living—who
wero witnosses of his marvellous powers, ur who have Lenefited by them.
How hie obtained this wonderful comumand vver the horse has naver yet
been ascortained.  Sumo fancied that Lie puuted suine vpiate into the ear of
the animal, while others ascribed his succoss to magic.  Ciofton Crokar
observes that  lic seomed tu possess an iutuitive power of inspiring awo,
tho result, perhaps, of vatwial intropidity, in which § bolisve a great puit of
his art consisted, though the circumstance of the fte « (Ct. shows that, vn
particular ocersions, sumething wust have been added to it.”

Tho power of “tho Whisperat” is glanced at in ** Burtow's Dible in
Spain,” from which, teo, it would appear, that lic had taken sume lessuns i,
his art.  In ¢ Lavengto, tho Scholar,” Lo onlarges on the subject , and from
what ho says it would appoar that the cure of the avimal is effected by o
word. Tho emith of whom ho speaka, he tells us, * uttvred a word which 1
had never heard bofure, in a sharp apd pungent tone.  The eflut upun
myeelf was something extravrdinary , « stiange theill rau through me, bLut
with regard to the cob it was ti.aible. The animal forthsith becamo liko
vbo p'ad, and roared wnd kicked with the utmost desperation. He afterwaide
ultere'l another word in a voico singulmiy modified, but sueot and alinost
plaintive.  The effect of it was instantancous as that of the other, hut was
different, the animal lust all its fury, and becamo at vnge calm and genge?”
Lbis extraordinary power, hithorte so inexplicable, may uow, poethaps, be
tracod to mesmorism--by such as beliove in it. .

Dr. Esdailo, in his “ Natural and Mesmeric Clairvoyance,” yuutes
rowarable paseage from Catlin's account of the Nurth Awmcrican Indians,
ubsorving that ** it appuais that they know the svuthing cilects of mosmerisin
upun Ltutes, and turn it to practical purpuses.” 1o descnibing the captute
of buflalo calves after tho death of their mothers, he says. 1 have ofien,
in concurreuice with a known custom of the country, held my hands over
the eyes of a calf and breathod a fow strung breaths into his vustrils , aftor
which I have, with my hunting companions, rode .overal nales into our
oncampient with the little prisoner bLbsily fullowing t..e heels of my horse
the whole way as closely and as sffectionatoly as its instiact would attach it
to tho company of its dam,” In doscribing the capture of wird horses by
the lasso, he also says: *‘I'he hunter gradually advances, until ho is able to
place his hand on the auimal’s nose and over its eyes, snd at loagth to
breathe into its nostrils, whon it becomes docile und conquered, so that he
has littlo olso to do thau to romove the hobbles from its feet uud lead or ride
it into camp.”  No doubt this attractivo powoer has often beeu employed by
those who liave stolen cattle. It is said to bo practised in Hindostan in
luring away children. Thore are rumors all over that country of porsous
compelled by charims to follow othors. “ It has been discovered.” siysa
Malacca journal, ‘‘ that thore exists s gang of child-stealors. .\ person,
whon waiking in the suburbs of Canton, recognised a child of his employer
who had lately suddonly disappoared from Caleutta. The child did not
know him, but appeared stupid. When brought home tho stupetying
charmz could only be dissipated by the priests of Buddha’--who wero pro-
bably well acquainted with tho weans by which the child had heon stupefiod,
and doubtless know the corrective or antidote. Dr. Iisdaile saw a boy in
Irdia of about ten years old, who had beon found two miles frow his home,
following u man aad appearing in a stupofied stale. When he came to his
recollection ho told that, whou in a field by his fathet's house, a maun whow
he had nover scen Lofore cawe up to him, took him by the hand, aud began
to mutier charg over him ; very soon after the man passed his hands across
bis oyes, and thereupon he lost his senses aud folt compolled to foliow him
That ono person can compel othor persons to follow and obey thew, by the
exorcise of somo occult power, is an articlo of bolief all over tho East.—bt,
Janies' Gazetle.

COMMERCIAL.

Nu material vanativn has been observallo in tho general course of
trade during the past week. A fairly active and satisfuctory movemont hag
continued in mwust of the staple lines. As a rule, prices have remained
steady ; and as there have boen nou flugtuations, business has Leen dune vn
a stoady basis.

Figures aro curivus things to mauvipulate sumetimes.  For instance, wo
note that some of the Uppositivn papers cre shvwiog that the ofticial 1etuins
fur the fiscal quarter and year cuding on the 30th of June last show the
“balance of trade” to be wofully against Canada. That is, that in that
period, wo 1mpurted snd paid dutics on wote gouds than wo exported.
Looking merely at the surface, this appoars to bo yuite trus, but tho fuctis,
that, as every one knows, the changes in tho tarifl’ which wero made to go
into effect aftcr the 3Uth June caused immonso quantities of goods to bo
hurried forward, entered as fur cunsumptioa, and duties paid on them before
that date. Alsu, that large quantities of spirits paid the internal revenue
taxes at tho same time, to avurd the now rogriations respecting warchousing,
which went uto offuct on the 1st of July. It would e as reasonable to

arguo that the consumption of intoxicants was suddenly, mysteriously, and
onormously increasad at once, and lo nesort that in the last woek in Tung
moro liyuor was drunk than in tho wholo of any provious year.

This ovent will afford tho Board of Works an oppottunity to blunder, if
they a e not very careful. The contractor was under bunds to cowmpleto tl.
work within a corlain time, and his suretics should ho held to tho termm of
thoir bunda. At all events, no action or inactivn on the part of the city
should givo them a loophole for ercapo.

Wo noto that his lLonor the Recorder has Leon instructed by the ity
Council to urge on the Departmont of Agriculturo the claims of this city
to havo the Dominion Exhibition of 1888 hold in Halifax. Wo trust he
may suceced, Speaking of cxhibitions, leads us to romark that the plan of
holding an aunual county fair is a palpable failure for wany reasons, It
would be botter for the Government to anve the money thus frittored nway,
and to have IP’rovincial Lxhibitions held at stated iulerva'g, say once in
cvory four years, If this should Lo douo, pnizes could be offered that would
ho worth compelivg for, and competitors end the public would stand »
chance of learning something which they caunct do under the presout sys
fom.

Civic aflnirs aro coming toa protty pass in mnu{ things. Tho City
Assussor declines to furnish the Ticonso Inspector with lists of the partics
whu are entitled to sign petitions for liconses unless hio is paid extrn for
doing su,  The City Council should hero interfero and compel the Asscesor
to-do all the duty for which ho receives higsalary, ‘I'he City Health Inspec.
tors aro vot proporly backed up by their official suporiors in their offorts to
compel nuisances to bo abated where the offenders are mon of wealth and
standing in the community. A certain Iawyer has wade it his business of
late to hunt up women who have Leen #o unfortunate as to bear children
withvut previvusly going through the logal forms prosceibed, aud inducing
them ty o to the Poor Houso for a fow days, so that they and their illegi
timato offspring may becoms chargeable upon the city. He then,in the
nerio of tho Boaid of Charities, prosecutes (or persecutos) tho alleged father,
and gencrally makes him a charge on tho city, by lodging him in jail for
six months, This ho dves with tho (perlsps innocont) counivance of the
Board of Charities. His object is, of courso, to get fees from some one,
but we are pleased to note that some of the Aldermen have had their atton-
tion dirccted to the watter, and they doclare tha: they will not vote the
monsy tu pay such bills. It is to be hoped that this species of black-mail-
ing wiii bo at onco effoctually stopped.

A TRIP TO THE EASTERN GOLD DIST!
( Continued.)

Proceeding o shaft No. & West, Coptain Archibald intreducod me 1y
Mr., Irwiue, the underground foremun, and we prepared to visit tho under
ground workings. Ono of lho workmon loaned wme ks overallg, tie
Captain procwied mo a miner's jucket, and then lighting our cndles w.
commenced the descent of the 200 foot Indder that Jeads 10 the Jower levi!
‘The foreman went first, the Captain sccond, and 1 folluwed.  Outsido it wi
right sunshine, but in a recond all was "loom, iutensified by the Hicketine
n«m of the candles, Koent Archibald did not go with ug, and just us |
dl~uppe.ued 1 noticed s sardonic grin on his face, which phinly said,
¢ we've got a duffer-in this time,” (uo joko intended). ‘Tho lndder followed
the mclmu of thoe lead to the south, and then went to the bottom without s
break, so that we had to stop down—down—down—with a mouotony that
grew itksome in the extromo. 1 had been given the best position, us the
Tower men ou the lndder hava tho benefit of all the dirt kicked off’ the runy,
Ly those overhead, but somehow I did not feel happy. A peor man had
been killed by fnlhu" from that very ladder, and this thought would recum
to me, and ] found myself grasping the rungs at a great expenditurs of
strength, and taking most unnecessary paius about my footing.

1€ the descent had beon hrecomc the asceut was oven wore so, avd, a5 |
cruwled on deck and liid down on a pile of quaitz, gasping for brenth
wentally vowed that it would be many a long day before I would again
aftempt such a climb.  Examiving the great blocks of quartz that came 1o
the surface, 1 found them pueppered with gold, aud concluded that tho west
oud of the mino must bo yielding very ric h ore. On attempting 1o walk, |
found that my knees weie vary ~hnky, with a decided tendency to beud
inward, but saying nothing, 1 folloved my guides to shaft No. € et
Here the Captain concluded to remain on the suifaco, and only Mr Irwiue
and 1 went down.

Tho deseent was made puitly by ladders and pmtly down the incline of
the mine—and 1 cin't say which is the worst, as the inclines ae very
slippery. At one place a short lenath of ladder led down to whero the
miners wero at work. The ladder did ot reach to tho bottom of the level
by son ¢ six feet, and it was necessary to scramblo down as best oune could.
1 found slight troublo in gelting down, but onthe return what little strength
I had left was nearly exhausted in ;,otung up

In this manner we reached the bottom of the woikings, 160 feot from
tho surface, and herc passed through the cross-cut into the north level.
This wo followed for 400 feet caslcrlv, and came upon thoe miuers workinyg
on the face of tho tunuel, where tho lead was fully 25 feot wide We alo

virited the middle lead, \vhu,h is from two 1o threo feet wido, and the souil,
which is from five tosix. In cutting the cross-cul a now lead was dis-
covered between the middle and north, which also is gold bearing. 1 was
simply astonished at the sizo of the ]mds, the extont of tho worl.m"s, aud
the perfection with which the mining oporations are conducted. Cross-culs
and galleries seemed to lead off in “all directions, and T should certainly
have Jost my way withoul a guide. After somo timo spool bolow, we
returned to the surfaco and went down another shaft still further ca-t. This
wag less than ono hubdred fect deep, and at ono timo wo were over the
workings wo had visited from shaft No. 2. Wo inspected all tho levels,
found the miners busy in all direclions, aml wok refuge while shots w.re
being fired in a cross-cut.  Fiunally we reached the surfaco by a different

Wuex Favt Praxmiza 18 Best.— Ede. Country Gentlemtan—The ques-
tion of full planting of trees periodically occupies the columns of the lending
agricultural and horticultura) juurnals , and Juring the early fall months no
question is oftenor asked by purchasers of trees than, ¢ Do you recommend
fall planting 1 Tho answers, “ no” and *¢ yes,” may both be applicable if
%(he situation and condition of the soil whero the trees are to bo planted are

nowu,

On soils imperfectly drined, in which an ovor-abundanca of water
temaing from the time our sutumn rains fall until the first of May, then I
wonld say ““ no” leave your plantiug alone until spring. Do tho tree ever so
carefully lifted, there are a good many mutiluted roots , thesn broken roots,
if the #oil in which they are placed is in good cundition, will callus and be
in a suitable stute for making a new growth on the first approach of warmth
in the soil in spring. If, however, too much moisturo is present in the eoil,
instead cf forming a callus, it blackens and decays back tu thie main root.

The same holds true iu the trausplanting or repotting of greenhouse
plants. Take roses, for inetance. Remove a good, thrifty plant fiom a
small to a larger pot, thon keep the soil soaked with water, and the reotlets
will soon decay, while if, after recoiving a good watering ufter the operation
of potting has been finished, the soil is kept dump without any approach to
saturation, the broken ends of the reots will soon heal over and emit stroug,
healthy, fleshy uew tout~. Under cerlain conditions a tiee ean be trans-
planted at any sessoun of the year.

In the early part of last August, in building some new greenhouses, a
fine, strong, healthy tree of cut-leaved maple was in the way and had to be
removed. I accordingly cut back tho immature shoots, and cut off, not
pulled, the most of the remaining foliage, then carefully preserved 1l the
roots possible, and replanted in another placo, watered woll, and the tree is
now in excellent condition. 1t has formed new roots, aud put out a fow
short shoots, just suflicient to help mature the roots.

My reason for cutting off, instead of pulling off, the leaves was to
prevent all dacger of 1ko stiipping process adopted by many nurserymeon in
order that they may ship trces and ehrubs early in the fall, many wounds
aro made, especially if tho leaves are iu a healthy, vigorous condition ; these
wounds often doing an irreparable injury to the tree. If tho leaves are
matured 1 would bave no objection tu stripping off the leaves, butif ina
growing state I consider it a considerable injury to take thom off.

On all well drained soils, eithor natural or artificial, and where the trees
to be planted aro well matured, I prefer fall planting ; the trees get sattled
in their pcsition, and aro ready lo commence rvot-growth before spring-
planted trees are moved, and if a dry time occurs during May or June they
stand it better than tho spring planted ones, especially the late-planted ones.

One point I would impress upon tree-planters—to pack the soil closely
around the roots—if shoveled in on top of the roots and the feot used to
pack the soil, a grect many empty spaces are left around the root . which
prevent the production of new ones, and leave the old in a coudition to
essily dry up. 1 gonerally use in filling up these cwpty spaces a short,
round stick abqut an inch or s0 in diameter ; put the soil in in small quan-
tities, and.pack firmly under, above and all around every root, leaving no
possibility for uny air spaces, nor any root in & condition to die from lack
of moisture. —M. Milton in N. Y. Culticator and Country Gentlemun

Tue Henvock Srauce—Anies CaNapensis —The loudon Gurden sayz
that among the conifers, the hemlock spruce stands out as conspiculously
from the rest in point of graceful growth as the weeping willow does amonyg
deciduous trees, and that it is not too much to say that the hemlock is the
most bexutiful of all the spruces. DBut it must be seen in health and vigor,
and not be placed in a wind-cxposed place, or in a wet, undrained soil.
Some persons who have secen it in this country growing in dense wuods
only, and moro or less distorted for want of space, aro not aware of the
araceful form the trees will arsume if allowed ruum for the branches to
expand in all directions, with their partly drooping shape, and the rich
green of the foliage at all seasons of the year. Onoe of its highcst merits is
its freedom from the stiffness and formality of inany other conifars.

Rures ror KinrLixg WEEDS.—Weeds are of three kinds, namely—I.
Annuals, which depend cutirely on seeds for increase and growth ; 2. Bion-
nials, which bear seed the second yesr and then die; 3. Porennials, which
continue indefinitely, and increase by seeds and by spreading and running
roots. To clear the land of aunuals aud biennials, tho seed must ot b
allowed to ripen, and the soil must be stirred over znd over till all the
hidden seeds aro started and the plants are destroyed. Amoug annual
and biennial wecds are mg-weed, pig-weed, chess or cheat, wild mustard
and many more. Among perennials aro ox eyo daisy, plartain, johnswort,
and others which do not sprexd by creeping roots, snd Canada thistle,
quack-grass, milk-weed, and others, which have creeping roots and spread
by them indefinitely. Tho easiest way to kill these and all percnuials
weeds is to smothar them, cither by continued clean cultivation, by summer-
fallow, or by choking them by means of luxuriant shading crops.

Aox or Arrre TRees.—Western orchardists have remarked that apple
trees do not last moro than twenty or thirty yoearsin the Wostern States.
Charles Tonbnorstatod, in an address before the Missouri Horticultural Socicty,

that thero woro several causos for this brief period of their existence, amoug
which weroe poor soil, want of drainage, overbearing, growing in stift sod,
no manure, and want of moisture in severe droughts. Accidental causes
wero stated {o be horers, mico, rabbits, cattle, sheop, heavy praning, &c.
‘I'hete is 1'0 question that trees, hoth East und West, would live longor with
proper manuring. We have scon old trees standing in gardens, wheio thoy
recoived more or less annnal cultivation and fertilizing, which were still
bearing flne crops at sixty years of age, whilo neglected orchards in tho
neighborhood of the same had half the branches dead, and they had aearly
consed to bear. In ouo instance a tree of the Fall Orange wae supposed by
the vwner to bo nearly dead at sixty years, a large portion of the tup
conisting of dead limabs. But a new owner pruncd out tho dead portions,
and liberally top dressed the ground for a rod on each side. New lifo was
impartod, and 1t gave sixteon bushels of fine fruit in 4 singlo yvar. -N. Y.
Country Gentleman,
