own, and a sail thrown over her, that she might
oot be recognized. The crew were 1nstructed
to keep themselves out of sight while the twe
vessels were ¢ mmunicating.

Now the doctor of the Neweastle was at that
present moment in our cabio, be having been set
adrift in the boat with the captan ; but M-Gre
gor would of course bring some one to pereopate
the character, This would take seven men from
ber crew; and it was also certain that bhe
would man his boat with his choice spirits, for if
be brought any doubiful or lukewurm ones, they
might prattle. We Lad our instructions, and
wmithin five minutes after the seven mes had
stepped on our deck, they bad all been decojed
below and quietly secured.

The boat was veered astern by the wa-p, and
the maintopsail filled on a wind, just as we bad
made arrangements for a day’s ¢ gam,’ acenrding
to the usage of whale-slups on crwsing ground.
Of course our partper followed our lead keeping
company with us all day, without the {east sus
picion. The remainder of our plan to regain
possesston of the ship could only be carried out
under cover of darkness,

McGregor and bis associates in crime were
wroned aod placed ia the run for safe keepiog.—
After dark, we hove to and set alight in the rig
ging, which was at once answered by anotber
from the Newcastle, as she closed with usand
lay under our lee.

Away went a boat from us in charge of our
mate, with a picked crew ; wiile a short distance
astern of her followed another, with Captan
Watson and his whole party.  The ruffian who
was in charge of the bark, calling himszIf mate
of her, was amused by the story that their cap-
tain had made a bargawn for a quantity of gun
powder and tobacco, and that our mate bad been
sent for the money in payment. Suspecting
nothing, be invired ks visitor below, to drink and
epjoy bimself a while. Oar wmen mapaged
adroitly to evpage the attention of those oo
deck, and the second boat was almost alonpside
in the darkcess, before her appreach bad beeo
observed by them.

The alarm was given by the cry ¢ boat aboy !’
but too late. As she touched her side, ber crew
sprapg up to assist ours, forming a suporior force,
with all the advantages of a surprise. McGre-
gor’s lieutenant was kaocked cown by our mate
n the cabin ; the few men who really bad any
beart in the mutiny were quickly disposed of ;
and 10 less than two minutes, from the time the
boat was bailed, the quarter-deck ot the New-
custle was 1n possession of her former officers,

MeGregor and the other principals n the re-
volt, atill ironed were carried to Sydoey for trial.
As our season was up, we kept company with
Captain Watson, and made our port there, where
we were liberally rewarded by tbe owners of the
recaptured vessel for our share i tbe busi-
ness,

REPEAL OF THE UNION.

To go back to 1759, The project of & Union belng
rumoured, the populace of Dublin Protestaut and
Cathalis, surronnded the parjlament-touse, and com-
pelled every member they met to awear upon the
Bible that be would give it every oppoeition.

Tn 1782 the Drotestant nobility gentry, and people
of Ireland rallled round tbe atandard of national in-
dependence with & farvour and energy that speedily
achieved saccess. Who does not koow that the
{llustrious Grattan, whose geniug inepired the mova-
went, was 8 Protestant 2 You, sir, are perfectly right
in claimiag for the QOatholice of the period the
glory of contributing all the help in thelr power to
the struggle for liberty. Tbere wag s noble rivalry
between the members of both Churches, who ehould
best sorve the pational cause. It may possess &
1ocal ipterest fur your readers to present them with
n record of the Protestant patriotism of the Queen's
Oounty. Ata meeting of the grand jury of that
connty, held at Maryborough, Tuesday, 208 April,
1782, resolutions were adopted; of which the foliow-
ing ig the firgt :— .

Regolved - That the King, Lords, and Commwons of
Ireland, beiog folly and slone competeat to enact
tawg to bind the game, the interference of any other
legislature i8 inconsiatent, injurions, and oppressive ;
and that we will ever reeist the execution of anj
-uch pretended laws, at the hazard of our lives and
fortuned.

The resolations were aigned by George Burdett
foreman of the grand jury. We may msk, by wny
~f parenthesis, if the principla thue enuncisted is not
+§ frue in 1870 as it was in 17822 [ couid pname a
very distioguished gentleman. pow resident in the
Queen’s County, who has laboored with great zanl
vnd ability to sbow that the Eoglish legislature bas
civen uy grievoua reason to regret that an [righ
-arliament no lopger regulates our ficsncial o~
teredta.

In 1782 Proteatast corporations, Protestant grand
juries, Pro.estant £nilds, Protestant and Oatholic
volunteer corps, poursd forth resolutions affirms-
tory of their utter borror of any legislative inter-
ference with Irish concerna save that of a domestic
parlinment.

In 1795, the project of a Union beiog again spoken
of nn aggregate meetiog of Oatholica iv Dublis de
clared by public resolution that they wonld reject
their own emancipation if the price to be psid for it
wag the extinction of the national legislatare.

In 1798 the bankers of the city of Dablin, who
then, I beliave,were exclusively Protestant,azsembled
at the Mansion-bonse on the 18th of December, under
the presidency of the Lord Msyor; and, haviog
borne their testimony to the natiuvoal prosperity
resulting from the settlement of '82, passed the fol-
lowing resolation :—

That we look with abhorrenca on any attempt to
deprive the people of Irelsnd of their parliament, and
thereby of their consti utional right and immediate

.power to logislate for themselves.

Iz 1799 all Ireland bristled with anti-Union de
clarations. Many Orange lodges protested againsr
the minigterisl crime in cootemplation. Oace again
let me refer to the Queen's Jouuty, where a mesting
of the freeholders, convened by the bigh sheriff.
unanimously resolved —

Thatany other than an indeperdent parliamentait
ting in Ireland is unfit to legielate for 1reland,

In 1800 the Daoblin Oathalics met at the Royal
Exchange on the 13th Jannary, and unanimossly
passed reaclutions condamnatory of the Union.

It is sometimea pretended that the Iriah Catholics
sopported the Union. Tbhe proot is pl-in that they
were not goilty of such basrness. Ouat ot a tots)
popalation of about five millions, the utmost efforta
of the goveroment oould only procure tive thoussrd
igostures it favor of their measore, and of these
five thousand only three thougand names were Ap-
pended to prayera for its enactment, The remain.
ing pames were affixed 10 petitinne merely praying
that it might be discuased. Whereas, in epite of
martial {aw and the whole weight of goveromsnt
bostilny, 707,000 peraona signed petitious against it.
These figures show that the [rish Oatholics were no
parsies ta tke Union ; the chirge agninst them meraly
rests oo the fact that a few Oatholie aristacrats, and
some nine or ten bishops, wera cajoled by the gov
ernment to desert the interests of their covatry.—
Marquis Corawallis, in & letter dated 318t Janaary.
1800, teatifies tk»t the Catholics were !joining the
a'andard of opposition.” In a letter dated 4th Feb-
rosry, he confesses that he was fighting a hard
battle againat fthe pride and prejudices of & ua.
ton., To the real hatred borpe to the Union by the
very men who were it8 bribed supporters in parlin-
ment, be bea:s witness in these words written 18th
of April, 1800 —¢I believe that half of our majinty
would be at least ap much el ghted a8 any of our
apponents if the measure were defeated. I peed
not eay that the majority or & t e opposition of whom
the Viceroy epiaks were excl isively Protestants.

After the Ucinn wae ca ri d, the firat movement
wade for it8 repeal emanstel from the Protestant
guifds of Dublin ip 1805 Tuoe Oraoge corporatino
ot Dublin prepared a perition ‘or Repeal ia 1810; the
corporatorg carried the petition by a majority of
thirty. Ia 1813 a large mestiog to promote Repeal
was held iz Oublin by men of all religious creads.

The facts [ have recorded demonstrate that Inab
Proteatants and Irlsh Oatholics have repeatedly
stocd up for their country’s independence. Nearly
nll Ontholic Ireland declared for Repeal in the days
of Q'Connell's later agitation. Although the Pro-
testants were in general kept apart from the move-
ment by special circumatances that have ceased to
exist, and by prejudices whiob are daily losiog force,
vet they bave far too often coms forward ss the
apirited assertors of cur national right to self.gov
eroment 1o repder it in the least degree surprising
that they aliculd do 8o agsin, or to leave the shadow
of excuge with their present asasilants for impeach-
fog the sircerity of their nationalist professions.

Why shonld they not be sincere? Do they not
seg and know as well a8 sny of wva the bavoc the
Unpion makes of Iriah prosperity ? Do they not see
and know thst whatever ipjures the material in-
terests of Ireland must injore themselvea as well as
their Oatholie countrymen? If their country be de-
epoiled by slien rule, and degraded by the want of
geif government, do they notauffer from the national
spoliation and parteke of the national iguominy ?

If, then, it be theit clear intereet .to join the Oa-
tholics in seeking Home rule, if the noble gentiment
of patriotism glows ia the eonla of both Oatholics
and Protestants, what ahell we say of writezs who
labor tu k2ep them asunder; who labor to destroy
their mutusl trust, aod thereby to prevent their come
bioation for a purpose dear to both: a purpose vitsl
to Ireland ; & purpoge requiring above all things the
united efforts of the Trish people ?

A keen observer
of men and manners, be muat bave ebserved the vast
diffzrence between Americs, wistrers of her own
destinies, and Ireland, mis-goverced by a strange
people. Beyond the Atlantic he suw a nation ruled
by ita own sons, and epjoyiog the epirit, the com
fort. and the eplendour of & land well governed.

Mora forcibly than ever the tratb
wust heve flanhed on his mind as he travelied from
Cork to Newry, \hat Ireland can never have pros-
perity uat!, like Americs, England, and Fiance she
posgezges the power of native government.

Whilet in the United States Mr Martin strictly
maintained in the fsce of adverse sudiences—or rather
in the face of men who say that nothing less than
separation will make Ireland bappy 2nd prusperous
—tbat all we require to render us a happy and
contented peopls iz the Repesl of the Union. He
stated that onr great complaint was, that the Eng
lish parliement ondertnkea to accomplish for ns what
3he is totaliy incompeteat to perform, and that when
Treland i legislated for by our own Parlisment the
qrieveace will be ewept away.

Tee Late ConoxeL Macvonery, O, B.—It ie cot
every day that we have to record the death of an
officer whose father was left for dead on the battle-
field of Oulloden, and whose firat commisaion in the
army dutes back no less than 75 years ago  And
yet this i true of Colonel George Macdonell, 0.B.,
who died 8 few days gince st Wardour Cagtle, near
Salisbory, Wilts, the seat of his nephew, the present
Lerd Araodell, of Wardour. He was sprung from
& branch of the Macdounells, of Glengsrry, the head
of which clan, Alistair Macdonell, was chosen by the
Highland chieftains of a ceatury and a quarter ace
to carry to ‘boonie Prince Charles’ an address
sigoed with tbeir blood, and bis father was an officer
apon the stsfl of the ucfor:unate Chevalier at the
battle of Culloden. Ic this engagement Macdonell
was geverely wounded and left for dead; but being
carried off eacretly from tze field, and beiog tenderly
ooreed by a faithful adbersnt of the cause, he reco-
vered, contrived to eacape to France, and, marrying
late in life, became the fatker of the gallant officer
now deceased, who wan ane of the first Roman Ca-
tholics admitted on the relaxation of the ponal lawa
to kald a commizgion in the British army. His Girst
commission dated from 1790, so that if he had not
retired from the service eeveral years ago, there
would bave been scarcely more thao one or two Seld
officers his geniors in respect of military standing
Accordiog 10 Hart's 4rmy Lust, be beld for many
years 8 commission 1o the 79th Regiment of Foot,
with which be gerved in the North American War,
and be was sevrrely wounded in the engagement at
Obatesugoay. He waa rowarded with the Qompanina-
ghip of the Buth in 1817 Qolonel Macdonell married
on the 18th of April, 1820, the Hon. Laura Argudell,
fourth daughter of Jates Everard, 9th Lord Arondell,
of Wardour, bat was left a widower at her deatb,
May 19, 1854, He was baried on Saturdsy by the
side of his late wifs, in the chapel at Wardour
Castls  Colonel Uacdonell lived and died a devoted
adherent of the Catholic faith,—Post.

Mr. Willard. the Assistant Marshal met with a
etrong worded opposition ag to the right of the Ga«
vernment to take the armas, Willard was made to
understand that they must be forthcoming, where.
upon ho disgorged 23 boxes of fized ammuniticn,
eleven rifles, and a large ot of eabres, knapaacke,
belts, &c., meking two double wagon loads. As
Gates’, notbing but ammunition was fonnd, It wag
geareted some balf mile from bis residence, in bis
gugar houge, and under a large kettle. Tt wag also
faund that he bad taken two dooble wagon loads of
puns &c., Acoss to his father's. It geems that this
Gates is B warm friend of the Oanadian Goveroment,
for it is currently reported that he was tbe person
who took the cannon acroes the line and snld it to
the Oanadiane. The U S. Marghal, we understand,
brs geen G=tes, and made n request for the arms
taken acroes the line. 8hould Gates rot sacceed in
getting the cannon back, it will go bard with bim.
8ome A00 gung bave been tecured besides & large

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

The 1rish Laod Bill seems to be getting along
pretty smoothly in the House of Lords, aod the
pricciple therein invoked will certainly be carried.
Some alterations in detail are to be expected,
but oa the whole we thiok that the Bill will go
dowa to the Commons azain pretty much in the
same state as that in which 1t left them. There
-3 less interest taken in the measure in Ireland,
than might be expected. The truth s that the
question of Repeal of the Union is fast taking
the place of the Land Question, as the question
of the}day. Protestants seem wclined to vute
with Catholics in the growing demand for a
restoration of the Legislative independence of
which the Union robbed ler,and should this
demand become geoeral in lreland we see pot
bow it can loog be resisted.

The Loodon T%mes speaks cheerfully of the
cessation of agraran outrages in lreland, but on
the other hand it is rumored that Fegianism is
active 10 England, and that 1t meditates an- attack
upon the dockyards, and arsepals. Extra pre-
cautions bave been tzken to assure the safety of
these all important institutions.

The Irish papers, not altogether without a
show of reason, wsist upon the application to
Eogland of a stringent Crines Prevention Bill
The English journals indeed contain a sad record
of Enghsh criminalitp. Murders of the most
brutal description are of daily occurreace, and
crimes which cannot be publicly spoken of are
perpetrated openly in the metropolis of the land
which brags of 1ts “ open bible.” Apart from
agrarian, and quasi~politico cffences Ireland op
the other hand 1s remarkably free from crime,
and the supersor morality of its people the result
of their rehigion 18 strikingly apparent. Under
these circumstances the exceptional legislation
for the latter does seem somewhat incongruous.

There is nvothing very important to record
from the Continent of Xurope. The French
Emperor seems to bave had a slizght touch of
gout, and the papers bave done their best to
creale a sensation, I'rom Rome we have tidings
which assure us that the Council bas come to a
decision on the great question of the Papal pre-
rogatives, but as yet nothing has been given
officially to toe world. Italy is stifl in a very
disturbed state : the revolutiocary movement 1w
for the moment suppressed by the troops, but on
the first favorable opportumty it will again break
out. Spam s still in a condibon of wirtval
anarchy, and there are as yet no sigus of the

-establshment of a regular government.

They were orpa-
mented with evergreens, flowers, draperies apd
sacred devices, DMany of the residences ard
shops along the streets were tastefully decorated
for the occasion with flags, festoons and bangings.
Towards five o’clock an immense crowd bad
assembled at the Chorel of Natre Dame, and at
the end of Vespers the Procession was formed.
Tt passed tbrough Craig, St. Lawrence Main,
St Catbertne, St. Dens and Notre Dame
Streets to the Church of Notre Dame, frem
which 1t started. At the coroer of St. Ca-
therme and St. Denis streets, opposite St.
James’ Church, an elevated altar was erected
at which the Procession belted. The Chor of
St. James’ Chureh, which is 1t a very efficient
state, sang the Tantum ergo, after which fol-
lowed the Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament.
After the Adoration the Processicn proceeded
down St. Denis street to that of Notre Dame to
the Freach Church.

Througliout the Procession several Bands
played difierent airs, They were jowed from
time to time by the Clergy, the Religious Com.
muaities, and the differeot National Societies
wilh hymns and psalms.

Immediately after Lhe arrival at the Church
of Notre Dame, a solemn Benediction took
place. The Choir, under the able drection of
the Bev. Mr, Barbarin, executed several pieces
of sacred music, joined alternately by the clergy
in the Sanctuary. The Grand Altar, on which
the Blessed Sacrament was exposed, blazed with
light. The sight was truly magmbcent, After
the Adoratior, the Montreal College Band,
wkich is certainly a credit to that istitution,
struck up an air, and thus ended one of the
greatest religious demonstrations that occurred
in Montreal for a long time.

‘We are very happy to be able to say that not
the least incident occurred ta mar the arder of
the Procession—that the utmost barmeny and
concord prevailed from beginning to end.

RevisioNy oF THE Worp of Gobp., — The
¢ Religion of Protestants,’ tbat is to say the
Bible is apparently to be revised. A motion to
that purpose bas been made, and carried, io the
Canvocation ot the Church of England—the
largest and most influential of the many Pro-
testant sects. The proposer was the Bishop of
Winchester, wha thought that ¢ 1t was the clear
and bounden duty of the Church to use every
means to put forward what 1t conceived to be in
truth the real Word of God ;” though bow the
body which be calls the Church, and which be
acknowledges 1o be fallible can do this—or cap
bave tbe right to do this, is not very clear.—
Perchance in puttiog forth what it conceives to
be the Word of God, it mght put forward some-
thing very contrary thereunto, and might there-
fore {ead those who are so silly as to rely upon
fallible, because merely buman testimony, op a
matter of such wital importance, into deadly
error. :

That the authonised Protestant version of the
Bible, as 1t stands at present, does not contais
the pure unadulterated Word of God was ad-
mitted by all the reverend speakers who took

part in the discussion. ¢ Everybody”—said the
mover of the proposal fer a revision —  who
studied the matter knew that there were in their
present volume parts of it which did not really
belong to the wnspired Record.” Other Bishops
spoke to the same purpose, instancing numerous
and most tmportant passages, and indeed whole
books, in the New Testament, of doubtful au-
thenticity ; such as parts of the Gospels ascord-
ing to St. Matthew and St. Mark; part of St.
John's Epistles ; the whole of that of St. Paul
to the Ephesians —of which one speaker, the
Bishop of Gilocester and DBristol, said, that ¢ it
was beld to be very doubtful whether it was ever
written by St. Paul at all to the Ephesians ;”
and other Scriptures hitherto set fortn as canon-
1cal by actharity of Kiog James the first,

Some of the Protestant bishops objected te
the propesed revision of thewr “ Word of God,”
pot because they dented the facts which the
athers brought forward as proof of 1ts necessity :
but because they felt that if once they bezan
their tinkering work there would be no end to
it.  Oaue revizion would be followed by a call for
another revision ¢ and the blind confidence which
the uneoquiring place ta the present ¢ authorized
version” of the Bible—the stronghold of Pro-
testaotism considered oo its positive or religious
side—would be shaken, acd men would no longer
know what to believe, Besides as there was no
person, no body in the British Isles whose revi-
sion of the Bible would be authoritative, it was
to .be feared that one reviston would pro
voke another revision in apother sense ; so that,
as the Bishop of St. David’s pointed out, there
might be .0 a few years < a Church Bible, and a
Dissenting Bible ” and this would be suck a tre~
mendous evil that no advantage winieh could pos-

Thus some thiok that it 1s safer to retan the
actual Bible, corrupt as it is, and as it 18 admit-
ted to be, than to attempt a correction, or revi-
ston thereot. Of course, if the assent of all non-
conformicg bodies zould be cbtained toa revised
edition of the Scriptures all difficulties would be
removed, but the Bishop of St. Darid’s was
afraid that such a revision would deprive many
Dissenting ministers of mapy of thewr principal
texts.

Here 1t will be seen 1s a very pretly dilemma.
Og the one band it is umversally admitted thet
the Bible in present use does not contaia the pure
Word of God aad should therefore be revised,
Oa the otber hand there is the certainty that no
reviston made by avy one seet, say that which is
Establisked By Law, will command the respect
of al} the o:her and unestablished sects; whilst
it 15 equally certain that it will be worally im-
possible to get cll the disseating sects, to agree
upen a revisionsof the Bible, as thereby many of
them would be deprived of many of their favorite
texts. The Unttarian Protestant for instance
would be for cutting away or paring down magy
a- passage which the evaogelical would insist
upon retainng ; the fatter would also insist upon
retaimog much that his brother Protestant of
the Unitariapn persuasion dencunces as a corrupt
addition to the Word of Gad. Inshort without
an infallible sutbority it 1simpossible for apy man
to koow with certainty what is the © Word of
God,” and what is not.

The Montreal Gazette copies from the N.
Y. Sun the report of an interview hetwixt the
latter, and a Mr. Gleason, who styles himsell
Major General! ane of the leaders 10 the late
marauding expedition on Canada.

O’Connor, winlst his views bave been urged by
the press, east and west, during the last fortmght
with singular vnanimty, We have no doubt
that the Government feel as strongly as M.
O’Conuoor in this matter, and that it will not be
their-fault it the American Government is not
made to reahze 1ts dulies and responsibilities.
There is one pomt m his letter demand-
ing atteotion. He observes that a [Fenian
raid raises ““uojust suspicion  and conse-
quent distrust of a lJarge and important
class of the people of Canada—ithe Irish
Catbolics.” We beg to differ from M, O'Con-
nor 10 this matter to a certain extent, Distrust
and ill-will might bave been engendered but for
the bouorable and patriotic bearing of ihe Irish
Roman Catholics. Not one of them jnmed the
vaders, whilst many of them marched against
them.  Mr. O'Connor 1s right i justifying their
ioyalty, and many feel proud 1n domng so, It has
been recognized and appreciated by inteliigent

Harvest Prosprors ix Faarce.—A report of the
gtate of the crops in the various departments of
France published in Le Nosd states thal the recent
raing in gome districts have tended to diminish the
ipjury which wae being caused by long prevalling
drougbt. Still the complaints of the farmers are
loud sod generzl. Wheat has suffered lesst. The
rye in many places is alwoat entirely lost; owing to
the continued dry weather at the period of its coming
into ear, there will be sbort straw and very emall
ears. The colzs crop, too, has failed. Maize, beet
and potatoes are still safe, but their growth is very
slow from lack of moisture. With respect to the
hay barvest even half & crop wonld exceed the expec-
tationa now entertainec from the parched condition
of the meadows, Lean cattle will, it is expected, be I
cheap; bus fat stock on the ether bhand, will be
excessively dear. The vines are reported to have
puffered greatly from hailstorme, but at present
appearsnces are favourable. The fruit trees in the
cider distrie's promise beavy crops, but unlegs co-

of the present year, a mortality equivalent 10 an
anousl death.-rate of 27 per 1,000 of the population,
the corresponding ratio for London beiog 01 por
1,000, Thers appears to be not the Blightest question
that this moat lameutable siate of things in the
French capital iz attributable to the neglect of vacei-
pation, Nobody doubts that the relative eicaoy of
snimal, ap distinguished from humar vaccine, is an
importsnt scientific question ; but 1t is unfortunate
(to say the lezst) that the publio mind of the Parisians
should have been unsettled, and their taith in the
Jennerian principle shaken, at a time when smallpox
ia raging epidemically in their city. Who will ven-
ture to any, with 8 knowledge of what Is now eccur
ing in Parig, that a law rendering vaccioation com-
pulsory is not hamans, politic, and aecessary to the
well-being of every civiliced community 7— The
Lancat.

The capture of forty men of Gagliano’a band near
Volterra in & matter of very slight importance, s
the rest of the forces, eight buadred resolate and
trained Garibaldians, had already, on a signal given
by Mayer, of Leghora, the movar and orgenizer of
the movement, returned to their employment as
mivers and railway workmen in hie pay. Gugliano
was a man of no weight even in his own party,
and is noted only for his attack on Bagoores in 1867,
where he waged war on the convernts and ptole the
altar-plate, bnt did not sbow distingnished gallantry
when the Zonaves ru-took the town. He jssusd a
proolamation sgainst the Pope as a matter of course
tbe other day, bat this was a felnt, 88 no intention
of crossing the Viterban frontier ever existed, and it
weg done to divert the attention of the Italian Gov-
ernmept from ita own danger .

' RUSSIA AND POLAKND,

A lotter has recently arrived in Rome from Mgr,
Borowski, Bishop of Zytomir ané Luck, one of the
last of the Polish Oathelie Prelates. It gives griev-
ous detall of the insidous persecution of Oatholigism
and Polish Nationality, carried on by the Russian
Government, For a loog time Mgr, Borowski strove
‘to0 avoid giving offence %o the Ruasian authorities
but his refusal to send a depoty to the so-palled
Oatholic Oollege of St. Petersburg brought on bim
a reprimand from the Uzar, wbhilst the Goveroment,
ordered a Volhynian priest to go to the echismatic
college, The Bishop was then forbidden to make bis
vicite of inspection to the churches of his diogese,
or to appoins priests to them without the congent of
thelocal aathorities. Catbolic churches were destroy-
od, B considerable number of them handed over to the
achismatics, and the diecesan seminary withdrawn
frore the jurisdiction of the Bishop and placed under
that of the echiamatio College of 8t.- Petershurg, A
final rupture was cauvsad by ibe Imperia]l uksse
commuanicated in & eircalar of the Governor-General
nf Kiew, dated the 8:b March last. Tbis document
requirea the Bishop:~—1st. To bave annonaced in
every Ohurch that apy Catholic ean, by the inter
veotion of the police, demand that the Rassian lsp
guage be used in all the prayers, bymne, and sermors
of tho Charch, 2ad. To bave sil the prayer books.
rituale, &o., of the Church tramslated into Ruasisn,
and submitted to the Governor for approval; and if
the Bisbop cannot find woyone with a sufficient
koowledge of Rnsgsian, to inform the Governor, who
will provide & izapslstor 3rd. To cause addresses
of thanka to the Gzar, for the favounr conferted by
the above order, to be signed And tiansmitted to the
Emperor. When Monsignor Biroweki expressed bis
opposition to thia edict, a3 being coatrary to the
canons, he wap ordered at once to proceed to Kiew
onthe 220d March. 'The parting between the Bishop
and bis people was most affecting. The whole popu-
lation turned out en masse 10 bid him farewel), and
mothers carried their children toreceive the episcopal
benediciion, What fate is in store for the venerable
confessor is not yet known ; but, from the tone of
bis letter, Mgr. Borowak: seems penstrated with the
idea that a guite and speedy death awaited him at
Kiew, jost as had bappened to Bishops Lubierskiang
Wojtkiewics, one of whom died on the road to exile,
ond the other at Wilon, whbither be bad been sum-
monen from bis diocese of Minek. The letter con-
taining most of the above details, was written by
Mgr. Borowski whilst on hia way to Kiew, and com-
mitted by him to & confidential friend,by whose means,
after a long series of adventures, it has at length
reaghed Rome.
