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- DIARY OF THE SIEGE
(Fram Correspondents of London Jmu nats.) :

May - 2.—There was a very brilliant exploit per-
formed by seven battalions of French infantry, :in
which ‘the 46th Regiment were particularly distin-
guished, last night and this morping.  They advanced
before mldmght and seized on the Russian ambus-
cades under a heavy fire. The Russianscame out (o
meet them in force; a tremendous conflict ensued,in
which the French used the bayonet in repeated
charges, and at last they forced the Russians back
into the works, followed them, stormed the outworks
of the Central Dattery, and taak off eight cahorns,
which they brought to General Pelissier. In this
gallant affair, which lasted 1ill 2 o’clack this mora-
ing, the French liad 63 killed and 210 wounded, and
9 oﬂicers pt hors de combat. 'The obstivacy of
the combat last night and this morning was sufficiently
evident from the spe'.lacle prcsented by the ground

between the Freach lines and the Batterie du Cen-
tre. The space of rubbish, broken eartls, ruins of
batteries, and the débris of cutworks, was covered
with gabions, {ragmeuts of arms, and dead bodies,
and the Russians were busily engaged in burying
those who had fallen nside their lines. The firi ingon
the left was incessant and exceedingly heavy, and the
Russian artillerymen did their best to avenge the loss
of ‘their comrades, but probably not with much effect,
although the air was obscured by the clouds of dust
arisinw from the shower of cannon balls, wlich tore
aloncr the surface, marking their course as they ri-
cochietted among the batteries by pillars of earth
tdashed up by the concussion. The French replied
with vigor, and from dawn till eve the contest was
continued . bel\_vm.n the artillery and the riflemen in
front -of the - Flagstaf' Battery. Our batteries all
(lay maintained a most profound silence. I wvas
watching both the right and the [eft attack to-day for
an- hour closely; and during all that time I did not
see one shot or shell from the left, and only three of
- four “were “fired" from the right. prmclp’:lly at. the
quarry “anil Tille fits in thie front of the Redan, where,
it is said; the Russians have a masked battery of
nine guns. T'here is no appearance of it to the eye,
but our. engineers are pretty sure of the fact.’ On
the extreme right again the French ballerles fired
pretty: frequenlly at-the Inkermann batteries. Early
this morning a little flotilla of some 25 or 30 Frencl
vessels, most of them brigs and schooners, sailed
from Knmwsch, and stood over 1o the south-west
with a gentle breeze. At 2.30 a body of Russian
troops, in three divisions, each about 2,500 strong,
were seen marching into Sebastopo! from the camp
arer the T'chernaya, A very large convoy of carts
and pack animals also entered the town in (he course
of the day, and an equally numerous string of carts
and horses left for the interior. The tmupi marched
along by the road al the head of the harbor on the
south sxde, and were'lost to sight at 3 o’clock be-
hind the rise of the cliffé on the south of the roads.
The day was so clear that one could almost seé their
faces through the glass, Their officers were well
mounte¢, and the men marched solidly and well:—
I\umhers of dogs preceded and played about the line
of march, and as they passed hy the nuinerous new
batteries, at which the Russians] are workmnr night
and day, the laborers ceased from their labors for the
time, saluted the oficers as they passed, and stood
gazing on (he sight, just:as our own artisans would
stare ata body of troops in some quiet English town,
About 4 0 LlDCk it was observed by us on the right
that the enemy’s battalions were forming in columns
in the rear of the I‘Ing:taﬂ Battery, and in a few
moments afterwards about 2,000 men, who were most
likely volunteers, made a desperate rush out of the
works close (o the Central Battery, and with a loud
cheer flung themselves on the French advance. For
2 moment - their ‘numbers and impetuosity enabled
ther (o drive the French out of the imperfect works
and ambuscades as far as the parallel, but not without
a desperale resistance.  The musketry was so heavy
that the smoke soon obscured the scene of the con-
fiict from sight, but the French could be seen ad-
vancing rapidly along the traverses and covered ways
1o the front, their b1yonets flashing through the murky
air in the sun; and -in a few moments the Rumans
were drivén hack b) the cold steel, and forced.to fly
hastily’ behmd their entrenchment:, which instantly
opened .a lieavy, cannonade and volleys of grape to

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thing. The most unraordmary rumors are aﬂoat
respecnuc tlie reasons of its return re mﬂ'crl? but
the subJe(.l. is one of such delicacy that it is better to
refrain from any comment or hy pothesis rcspeclmu it.
Tt is sufficient (o say that the fleet, consisting of about
40 sail, with'nearly 12,000 men on board, arrived at
the rendezy ous, lat. 44.54, long. 36.28, on Saturday
morning and on the previous m_frht and lha! they were
summened to return to the place whence they came
by an express steamer, which left Kamuesch on Tri-
day night or Saturday morning with orders (it is
said) from General Canrobert.  ‘Tliese orders were,
it is reported, sent by the French General in conse-
quence of a communication from Taris, which ren-
dered it incumbent on kim to concentrate the forces
under his command in the Chersonese. Tt is not to
be wondered at that {his abrupt termination of an
expedition which, from its secret characfer, was
doubtless intended to effect imporlant services, ex-
cited feelings of annoyance and regret among thase
whao expected to win honor and ulor; and p0=|hon.

| Admiral Bruat could not venture to take on himself

the responsibility of disregarding orders so lmpera-
tive and so clear, and Admiral ‘Lyons was notin &
position to imitate the glorious disobedience of Nel-
son. No doubt all the officers engaged, IFrench and
Xonglish, experienced the bitterest dlsappomlment
when tliey heard the orders to go back to Kamiesch.
Of the feelings of the men there can be no question,
for they bave heen only too loudly expressed since
their return. It is rumored that the Emperor direct-
ed all the troops to be concentrated for some impor-
tant operation, which is to be undertaken forthwith,

but it is scarcely probable his- -Majesty knew the ex-

pedition bad actually sailed and was close to the

real objects of the expedition be known unless. the
Generals who conceived it think fit to communicite
them - to the world. Ttis certaia, however, that the
Russians. were quite aware of our proceedings, be-
cause they must have seen the flofilla cruising along
the south coast-of the Crimea fo the eastward, and
for miles the biue sky was seamed wilh streaks of
black smoke from the steamers, which cven at the
rendezvous were visible from the land. Those on
board the ships which were the furthest at sea could
easily make out the land. A high peak rising oul of
the sea to the north was visible to .the whole squa-
dron 5 two or three smaller elevations at no great dis-
1ance could also be seen distinetly ; and there is no
doubt but that the low land. itself could be discerned
from the tops of the men-of<war at the rendezvous,
Sir dmund Lyons is said to be unwell, and his il}-
ness_is attributed to chagrin at the’ result of the ex-
pedition, or rather at the want of it. The firing was
very heary last night; particularly on the French
side, and our casualties in the advanced trenches are
hecommtr heavier every day. . The French hiave con-
structed some very fine new battenes on the left,and
have now put all their new guns in position. Our
works are camplete, 'md as our new bhatteries are
armed very hicavily, and are 500 and 600 yards closer
to the enemy than the old.lines, we may expect tre-
mendous results from their fire.. - Captain Arnold, of
the 4dth,in posting ' his sentries on the left a few
nights ago, was fired at'by the Russians, and fell.—
As lie had only a few men with him, ‘and the enemy
rushed on at oncé, he fell into their hands, and it is
hoped he is now alive and a prisoner, "The 49ih|o
were surprised in the advanced trenches on the right
the same night, and several of them were bayoneted
and received mortal‘or severe wounds before the 2nd
Battalion of Rayals, who were on duty behind them,
could come to their assistance.. Captain Corban re-
ceived a bayonet wound from one “of ‘his.own men
while leaping mto the trench. . The enemy were re-
‘pulsed by the Royals, aided by some of the 49th,—
‘The latter had five or six killed and 15 wounded.

-May 10. — About l o’clock this morning the camp
‘in front was roused-up'by an- extremely |18'1Vj fire of
musketry and repea‘ed ‘cheeéring along our. R:ght At
tack, The elevated grouud and : ridges.in. front.,of the,
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cheers of our men, zmd the \olume of' the fire indi-
cated the position, and showed that a contest of no-
ordinary severity was taking place. There is an
earnestness and reality 'lbOllt the inusketry on such
occasions which has a language of its own that can-
not be mistaken. 'The regularity and precision of
the fewx de joie, the platoon or file firing of our re-
views, have little akin with the p'lsswu'\te, intense,
and startling bursts of rifle and musket, and give but
an: lmperfet.t notion of the deadly r'mle and fitful
roll of small arms in action, where every man is load-
ing and firing as rapidly as e can, and where the
_formauon of the line is altering every moment. For
a mile and a-half the darkness was broken by out-
burst of ruddy flame and bright glittering sparks,
which advanced, receded, died ou! Jtoo'eiher, broke
ont fiercely in patches in innimerable twinkles,
flickered in long lines like the electric flash along a
chain, and formed for an instant craters of fire. By
the time 1 had reached the front—about five minutes
after the firing began—the fight was raping all along
the right of our posmon, and as some extra men had
been sent down'to the batteries wlen the relief
marched down it was thought that we might have
made an aftack on the Ru=51an works close {o our
advancer trenches, but it was sonn tolerably certain
that the enemy had either made a sortie upon Gor-
don’s new works, or a vigorous assault upon the men
in front of the frenches. I cannot now ascertain the
particulars of the affair, even if one could have the
heart to disturlthe poor fellows who may have come
up from the trenches, and I can only describe what
[saw. Tt seemed as if the fiercest and most defer-
mined strugsle took place on the left of our Right
Attack, but the ground is so very deceitful at night
that'it is lm]‘lo%lblf’ to determine localities with any-
thing like prpc:suon The wind was favorable for
lnearmnr anit the cheers of the men, their shouts, the
voices of the officers, the Russran bugles and our
own, were distinctly audible. The hun‘!es of the
Light Division and of the Sécond Division- were
sounding the turn out” on our- right as we reached
the’ Inuh ground, ‘and. soon nflerwards the alaim
sounded through the French camp’ close to them.
Hendreds of the soldiers had got up, and were drawn
up, watclunv-w‘lth the most infense interest the ﬁUhI
before them, *far as they could see’it.  The tents
of the FourthBirision were lighted up, and the old
Inkermann men were all anxious and ready for the
word to march, should  their services be required.
The musketry, having rolled incessantly for a quarter
of an hour, began to cease at interrals along the
line. Here and there it stopped for a moment “alto-
gether ; again it burst forth, Then came a British
cheer, wiiich thrilled through every heart, * Our fel-
lows have driven them back—bravo!® Then a
Russian yell,a fresh burst of musketry, mare cheer-
ipg, a rolling volley subsiding into spattering flashes
:md broken ﬁle, a ringing hurrah from tiie froat; and
then the Russian bufrles soundmw ¢ the retreat,” and
our awn bugles the ® cease ﬁlmcr ? and the attack—
after Lalf an hour’s duraticn——sas over. The enemy
were beaten,and were retiring to their earthworks;
and now the batteries opened o cover their retreat.
The Redan, Round Tower, Garden Balteries, and
Road B'\tter), aided probably by the ships, lighted
up the air from the muzzles of their guns. The bal-
teries at Careening Bay and at the North side of the
harbor contributed their fire, and the sky was seamed
by the red track of innumerable shells, You could
see clearly at times the ground close around you from
the flashes of the cannon. T'he round shot tore the
air with a harsh roar, and shells burst almost in vol-
lies along our lines. . The Russians were avenging
themselves as best they might for their 1epulso, and
the extent of their'mortification and anger might be
inferred from the vigor and weight of thelr c’mnomdc
The instant they beaan to ﬁle our ever active allies
the French, on dur rwht, opuned from their baiteries
over ]nkvrmann and from the ‘redoubls, to" draw off
the Russian giins from our men ; and our own bai-
teries also replied, and sent shot‘ amd shell in the di-
rection of the retreating enemy. The effect of -this
combined fire ivas very formidable to look at, but
was probably not near so destructive as. that of the
musketry. From hall-past one till three o’clock the
cannon.lde continued, but the - spectators- had retired
before two o’clock, and tried to_sleep. as. well they
might in the midst of he thunders of the infernal
turmoil.

'CONDITION OF THE ARMY.

There is very little in the progress and aspect of
affairs to exhilarate the spirits of the army with hopes
of imimediate ‘action.. The Sardinians have sent on
their advanced guard, but as yet it does not 'seem as
if it was very well known what is to be done with
these excellent and soldierlilke looking troops. In
addition to the fever, some fatal cases of cholera have
uppeared’ in.camp, especially among the hdrd drink-
ers and the young soldiers recently joined, and diar-
theea ‘and dysentery are-beginning to show themselves
once more. - It “cannot be from any want of proper
food that these diseases arise. They must rather be
ihe result of certain- conditions which will dlways
affect multitudes of wnen crowded together for'months
in a narrow space of ground and sleeping in- close
tents os; close as’ they-can lie..” The army is not
only supplied with necessaries, they have * bread”
three- times- a-week ; it is brown, but not sour, and
when eaten before it becomies stale, it is palatable
enough. * ‘There are no.less than 17 articles included
in their ration returns, and among the ¢ lusuries”
which have been issuéd to the men. are maccaroni,
cheese, hams, vermicelli,sausages, peas, vegetables of
various- sorts, wine, Daffy’s elixir, gime pies, Wel-
heck "ale, tobacco, &e. Ina few days they will re-
ceive ralions of light porter—Uwo quarls to every
three” men—instead of their rum, till all'in store is
finished. - The ration of wine was very small—in-one
division, for instance, it was only.the third of a" gill
per man. Many of these things came from the Cri-
mean Army Fund’s stores, and some. of the officers
adopted- the ; judicious plan of setting up small .retail
ostablishments for the: distribution.of .those stores,
where necessaries: were sold’.at a loss, and.luxuries
wete disposed of .atsuch an fnereased price as met
the:loss on the necessarigs.  Colonel Seymour, of the.
Scots Tusilier Guards, took considerable pains in the
management of a depot 'on tliis principle, and its'sue-
cess answvered. his best expectations, and fully reward-
ed" his generous exertions. . The 10th Hussars and
48th Regiment have received .warm clothing also
from the. Crimean Fudd, as they felt cold on arriving
here. The hams, sausages, vermicelli, &e¢., were, I
believe, sent from Venice by Lord Westmoreland.
Notwitbstanding these sipplies, . disease, as 1 have
said, still elings-to us-; but the cholerais'not by any
means prevalent, and the'isolated cases which have
exhibited thémselves, though of .4 virulent nature, do
not present the intense form. of the Asiatic cholera.
"The Sanitary Commissioners have examined the: hos-

Nothing has happened so maleri-
ally to alter the state of things whick existed a month
ago at Vienna that we need despairof finding pardon
and regonciliation from the Emperor and Autocrat of
all the Russia, if we approach him ina becoming
&pirit, afid bow before his throne with due and decar-
ous humility. The eonditions may, indeed, be a little
grievous, the trealment not altozether what we have
bean vsed 10, bat we do really belfeve that i we are
coutent toabandon Turkey to her fate by surrendering
those very safeguards tn which Russia has admitted
her to be entitled,—if we wonld leave the Enxine a
Russian lake, withdraw our troops from before Sebas-
topol, Jeaving behind us the railway and electric tele-
graph, as agreeable souvenirs of our presence and tro-
phies’ of our defeat more durable and miore profitable
than triumphal arches and monunental obelisks,~—the
Czar thoogh justly incensed at our contumacy, will
not turn a deaf ear 1o our penitenee. We have, then,
a choice between Peace and War, and it is also toler-
ably evident that the exereise of that choice is of the
most momentous importance.  Neither the advocates
of Peacé'nur the advocates of War can deny this, and
on the present oceasion we appeal to both of them. If
wa cantinne 10 carry on War when we ought lo make
Peace we are responsible for the bioad that we need-
lessly shed, for the social affections on which we tram-
pie, for the demostic ties which we tear asunder, lor
he happiness which we mar, and the miseries-we
créate. [f, ou the other hand we make Peace when
duty and honour urge us alike to the continuence of
War, we are baselyabelmying the interests of a nuble
cause, unworthily deserting faithfal and valiant allies,
giving fresh strength to the overbearing appressor,
weakening the hands ofall who struggle for right,
justice, and freecom, and faviling that injury to our-
selves which we shall have failed to avert from those
whom we undertook lo protect.— Times.

General Pelissier, who now takes the chief com-
mund of the French. army, is an officer of consider-
ably higher standing and more advanced age than his
predecessor. He has also the reputation 'of 2 man of
more resolute character. It is to be hoped therefore not
onlyithat he will give a more vigorous directiou to the
operations of the French drmy, but that he will show
himself superior to the hesitations ur sudden impulses
produced by orders from a distance. Weare now ea-
tering upon our secund campaizn in the Crimea under
cireumstances far more favorable than those of the
preceding year. The allied Generals have far larger
armies at iheir disposal; they have a more accurate
knowledge of the country, and a more permanent b ase
of operations. To use these advanlages with effect
nothing is wanted, but a definite and well-considered
plan of operations, and it is impossible to supposé that
daring the long and perilous delays of the winter, fol-
lowed by the arrival of vast reinforcements in the
spring a systematic scheme of the campaigu should
not have been adopted. The moment has come io
put it into execution. As far as we can be said o
know anything of the strength and position of the
enemy, il does not appear that the Russian army in the
Crimea is in a condition 1o assume the offensive, or
that the reinforcements it may have received are at all
equal to those which have already reached the allied
camps. On the conirary, it is highly improbable that
the Russian forces in'lhe Crimea are superior to our
own in numbers or in strength, and the difficulty of
increasing that army is angmentesd by the exhaustion
of supplies in the interior of the peninsula. .1f we are
not greatly deceived, the allies have sufficient mili-
tary strength to engage in field uperations from any
point they may select on the coast, witheut abandoning
the siege of the Southern part of Sebastopol. « Those
operations are of incalculably greater importance than
the sflow and indecisive attacks which may be direct-
ed against the outworks of the town, and we hope
that the only instructivns sent from home are such as
may give, a- more. constant and energetic support in

was at the time of bis affliction, cousigned by his fa-
mily to the Lunatic Asylumn, iu the lLiope of restora-
tiont to his senses. His brather and tamily are all re-
sidents of Massachusetts ; capable and willing to sup-
port kim ifthe Stale considered Lim an objust burden
~—which he certainly wis not— yet, withoui consulting
them as to his' provision, or acquainting them with
their intentions, the fanatical officials of tnis hot-bed
of bigolry smuggle the unconsious lunatic an board
ship, and pack him of to Ivelaud, utterly indiflereut,
as to his future fate.

We have seen,
and are thankful for, many liberal acts, during their
adwinistration ; and we have always hoped, that, in
spite of the clamors of the ultra Protestant party,
they would at last do that justice: to Catholics in the
Upper Province, which the Catholic majority of . the
Lower have long ago accorded to the Protestant mi-
novity. In this hope we have been sadly disuppoint-
ed ; for we ook upon it as a very unpleasant task to
criticise the acts of a Ministry to which, for so many
reasons, we were, and are still, truly auxiaus to give
a hearty support. In no spirit of captious -oppasition
then do we write; but simply because we think it
best to tell our rulers the plain truth ; of which, ere’
long, they will receive ample confirmation from thé
Catholic constituencies of Upper Canada—viz., that
the Cathiolics of that section of the Province, arenot
conient with the scant measure of justice’ that has
been meted out to them in the new Schoel Law.
" 1n the mean time, we accept tlie present Bill, with
all its faults and shortcomings, with all its sins of|
owmission and commission, as a move in the right di-
rection, as an instalment, tiough but a small one, of
the debt due tous. We wonld say also, let it re-
ceive a fair trial; let us take advantage of the provi-
sions ‘therein contained favérable to our interests,
carefully noting down, wherein it is deficient, and the
amendments whiel it .may yet require. Then, acting
of course under the advice of our Pastors, will it

with the charge of paying all rates, for the support of
Common Scliools, school libraries,and school houses,
which shal} have been imposed by the. Protestant ma-
jority previous to the establishment of .a separate
school. * By this clause the Protestant majority—by
merely imposing additional rates for schools, libraries.
and school-houses—will always have it in their power
to prevent the establishment of any separate school ;
ag, for the most part, the Catholic minority in Upper
Canada are too poor to be able to support their
own schools, if, in addition, they are burdened with
the support of the schools of the Pratestant majority.

Our objection to the School Law of 1853, was
that it was ambiguous, and that there was no provision
therein made for securing an interpretation favorable
to Catholic Separale Schools,. Tle present Bill is
open.to the same objections. Tt .is ambiguous. or
worse ; it liolds ont expectations which it is not in-
tended to fulfil, By:the XIL clause,. it seems to-en-
sure to Catholic Separate Schools, a share, not in the

other fund # arising from any otler source whatso-
ever set apart for Common School purnoses”—with
the exception of funds aceruing from local assessment
for Common Scliool purpeses ; thus recognising the
existence of other public School funds, besides those
annually granted by the Legislature, in which Ca-
tholic Schools have a right to share ; and alluding
no doubt to funds herealter to acerue from the secul-
arisation of the Clergy Reserves—banded over to the
County Municipal Councils—and by them set apart
for Common School purposes.  But it was necessary
that the said Councils should be compelled—if they
actually applied any portion of the said public: funds
to Commeon School uses—to give a fair share thereof
to the Catholic Schools as well ; for without such a
compulsory provision, the favorable poition of the
XT1. ¢lause would still remain a dead letter.  This
necessity was clearly pointed out, and insisted on, in
a petition from the Bishop, and Catholic Institute, of
Toronto, presented to the Legislature on the 21st ot
September last; and would seem to bave beenina
measure provided for by the expunged passage in the
XIV. cluse of the New School Law j which gave to
the Chief Superintendent autherity to assign to the
Trustees of Separate Schools their shave, not ouly
of the annual Legislative School grant, but of any
other fund, applicahle to Common School purposes.
1t is therefore not difficult to wnderstand, why the
said passage was finally erased from the Bill. We shall
be most happy to find however that we are mistiken
in. this matter; and in this case we will cheerfully
and prompily make our vecantation.  Tn the mean-
time we have two questions to propound, to which we
should feel much obliged if some of the Ministerial
organs would give a plain and concise answer :

but we have the best possible reasons for believing
the very contrary—that he was « guilty.”
the verdict of a Jury; a verdict which has not been
impugned, and against which all that can be urged,is
this, thal the sentence of death pronounced upon.him,
has been remitted by the Executive for reasons which
they dare not publish to the world. On the other
hand, not only have we no reason to suspect O'Reilly
of perjury, but we have the best possible reasons for
believing him to be innocent. On the trial, no at-
tempt was made to impugn bis evidence 5 and altho’
the ‘Executive has since pardoned Gray, it has not
dared to indict O’Reilly for perjury. But, if O’-
Reilly be not guilty of the most abominable perjury,
then certainly Gray was guilty of murder; and, if

the clemency of the Executive.

Out of this dilemna there is no possible escape ;—
angd from its not publishing the “ Report®® upon which
it pretends to justily ils action towards the con-
vict Gray—and from its not prosecuting O’Reilly for
perjury—we conclude that the Executive is well
aware that the said * Report” will not bear inspec-
tion; and that the trial of O’Reilly would ouly re-
sult in the exposure of the malpractices of the friends
of Gray—of whose guilt, there can be no doubt what-
ever in the minds of any impartial judge. Even
setting aside the whole evidence of O’Reilly, the
fact is plain that Gray murdered his wife, from this
simple circumstance, established on the trial:—

Tinmediately after the death of Gray’s wife, Jas.
O'Reilly, in the presence of several witnesses, openly
taxed Gray with the murder—and of having at last
executed the threats which he had often been heard
to utler against the unfortunate victim of his brutality.
To these accusations what reply did Gray make?
Did he at oace—as assuredly an innocent man would
have done—indignantly pretest his'innocence and the
falsehood of his accuser? Not in the least. On
the coutrary, his language, as sworn to on the trial,
was that of a hardened scoundrel, who seeing no
hopes of escape, was determined upon “ brazening
it ont,” or pultting, what is called “a good face upon a
bad business”—* Yo may hang mie, or send me to
the Penitentiory™=was his reply—* but I am out
of Purgatory.” Was this, would we ask the Que-
bec Gazetle, the language of an innocent man, the
victim of a ¢ Popish conspiracy,” and falsely 2ccused
before numerous witnesses of having raurdered bis
wile ? ' o .
~ God forbid that any Catholic should be suspected
of harboring any ill will against the old man Gray.
‘Chat his days upon- earth have been prolonged, that
he bas had time and opportunity afforded him to make
bis peace with bis God, we do heartily rejoice ; and

NEIL DOW, AND THE « MAINE LIQUOR
R IJA \‘V.” X '

v Serious riots, attended with bloodshed and loss of
life, have occurred at Portland, arising out of this
arbitrary enactiment. The particulars, as gathered
from the American journals, seem to be as follows:

Mr. Neil Dow, though a saint, and a great stickler
for the ¢ Blue Laws,” is just as fond of turning an
honest peuny as are Lis unconverted brethren.

“accursed stufly”” of which he and his <clique euter-
_tain, or profess to entertain, so holy an abhorrence ;
‘and stored it away, in the expectation of making, in
 his language, “a good speculation of it.” Alns—
ilike the “accursed thing”—the goodly Babylonish
! garment, and the shekels of gold, and the shekels of
silver, the spoil of Jericho, which Achan, the son of
t Charmi, saw and coveted, and took and hid in the
earth within his tent—so did these sixteen hundred
dollars worth of liquor, which Neil Dow, Mayor of
Portland, bought as a “good speculation.” bring
trouble and death into the camp of the Tsrael of
Portland,

For lo! certain men of the congregation, being
sons of Belial, and having no respect for cant, nor for
them who snufile through the nose, rose up, and came
to Neil Dow, saying, « Why hast thon done this thing ?
Bring forth now thy liquors: thy brandy, and thy
rum, and the stuff whereof the ungodly do make sherry
coblers, that we may spill them upon the ground.”’—
And with these words, they went their way; and
ladging an information against Neil Dow, for illegally
retaining in his possession spiriluous liguors, obtained
ia warrant o seize upon, and.carry away captive, the
abominable stuff,

‘Upon this Mr. Ne«il Dow betook himself to the
City Council ; and endeavored to coax that body into
purchasing from bim his whole stock in trade. And
then, in lis capacity of Mayor, be called out the mi-
litary to protect his goods from the fury of the mob,
who had by this time assembled in considerable num-
bers—threatening to break into the store and desiroy
the liquor. Stones were thrown, and the mob pre-
senting a very excited demeanor, the Mayor ordered
the troops.to fire ; which they did with fatal effect,
killing one man on the spot, and severcly wounding
several others.

On the 5th inst., the trial of Neil Dow, for ille-
gally having possession of spirituous liquors, caine off';
and though the evidence, that the liquors in dispute
had been purchased by Mr. Neil Dow on “ his own
hook,” and as a private speculation, was conclusive,
his influence was strong enongh to procure his acquit-
tal; the great father of modern ¢ Blue-Law-ism,”
of vourse, was not to be treated like an ordirary of-
fender. We copy the following portion of the evi-
dence, as showing with what object Mr. Neil Dow
purchased his $1,600 worth of pure liquors:—
| ¢ Aldermaa J. Ring was called, and testified as fol-
ows :—

+ At a meeting of the Board of Aldermen, ol which
I am one, on Thursday evening last, we were delibe-
rating about a city agency, and remarked—:* Mr.
Mayor, how came thuse liquors here 2’ Said he—
¢ [ ordered. them herve,® or something of that kind.—
Then 1 asked him, by what authority he gof them.
He stated—¢ not on any authorify as fie knew of’ He
said there was an agent from New York recommended
to him, who said he had pure liquors—and he told
him to send them. I asked him what amount there
was—he replied, $1,600 worth. I remarked—¢ Then
you gol them on your own hook ;> and his reply was—
¢ I suppose o0.> I asked him—¢if he thought he had
made a good speculation out of it.” | think he said—
¢ I think I shall,? or, ¢ I don’l know but I shall.’ I am
not positive which.?? )

We can understand now what manner of spirit it
is which speaks by the mouths of the  Muaineacs.”
We thought hitherto that these men were fanatics, or
enthusiasts 3 whose only fault was, that their zeal for
temperance was a little intemperate ; but we see now
that we have been doing these worthy men injustice.
The ¢ Maine Liquar Law,” with some of its pro-
moters at least, alter all turns out to be but a * busi-
ness transaction,” by wneans of which it is proposed
to transfer ‘the liquor traffic from the hands of the
publicans and sinners, to those of the elect 5 on whom
it will confer a monopoly of those profits which are
now distributed amongst the ungodly. ‘The dodge,
it must be admitted, is a very clever one, if not very
credilable to its advisers; but now that it has been
exposed in the person-of Mr. Neil Dow, we sincerely
hope that that’ good sense, and love of fair play,
which'are not yet extinct amongst our fellow-citizens,
will render impdssible the introduction of such an ar-
bitrary ‘and unjust measure as tie ¢ Maine Law” into
Canada. .

The barometer,
which had been falling, suddenly checked its down-
ward progress, and began to rise ; heavy rain,-ag-
companied by a violent gale of wind, commenced
at daybreak. This complete change in the weather
leads to the idea that the cannonade recommenced

‘The summit of the mountain is so riddled, and
the surface is.presumed to be so thin, that itis feared
it may fall at any time ; and no person is allowed to
advance beyond the Observatory. TIndeed, it would
be madness to attempt it. The spectacle which the
mountain presents at night is remarkably grand. Its
sides are covered with the fiery fluid, which one may
imagine to be blood, oozing out from the wounded
giant.” .

RUSSIA.

I[ the latest reports from St. Petersburg are to he
relied upon, the Czar is preparing for a ¢ war to the
knife.” ‘The levy of twelve men in the hundred,
decreed for eighteen governments, is enormous. But
the re-appearance of old Yermaloff on the sceneis
more significant still. The man himself can do little ;
at his advanced age he must be past all hard work,
either of hand or head. But he is a type of Russian
aspirations in their boldest flight ; and he is certainly
the most popular man in Russian. When he com-
manded in the Caucasus, his" troops were quile dis-
posed to carve him out an independent throne ; and
when he appeared afterwards at Moscow, at the
same lime as Nicholas, Moscovite eyes were turned
so much more upon the man than upon the master,
that the latter grew jealous, and contrived, under one
pretext or another, to keep the too powerful subject
out of sight. Yermalolf was in consequence a stran-
ger to the court for the last sixteen or eighteen years
of the late reign. Tis re-appearance now would in-
dicate that Alexander II. has placed himself unve-
servedly in the hands of his brother Constantine.
This growing truculence of the Czar further implies
that the two great German Powers have been finally
bought off from the Western Alliance. ILiord Pal-
merston may affect to believe—may even persuade
himself—that there are still hopes of regaining Aus-

tria;; but Russia, it is pretty clear, entertains no ap-

prebensions on that score.— Daily News.

Russian Losses.—Lord Lansdowne said the.
ather evening in the House of Peers that the Rus-
sian loss since jthe commencement of the war had
been 247,000 men. The following are further de-
tails:—1In the month of January last a report was

presented to the Emperor Nicholas, stating the loss |

of the army at 187,000 men, including those who
died under the severity of the long marches and of
sickness. A new report was presented to the Em-
peror Alexander in April, fizing the total loss of the
army to March 31 at 250,000, In. this report es-
pecial stress was laid on the effects of the marcles,
and some disastrous incidents were particularised.
It was stated that an entire. company had perished
under the snows between Odessa and Perekop, and
another between St. Petersburg and the south. An
entire.battery had been lost in the same manner, with
men and horses. The guns were found: after the
thaw and are now in use.

mendation, and in this spirit [ have written and
spoken for years in these States before my visit to
Yreland.

Your writer wishes to show that the emigralion
does not fall off ? What are the figures ? Up to May
23, of the present year, only 40,000 arrivals against
87,000 in the same period last year. From even the
40,000, deduct 10,000 relurned to Europe from this
poit, Boston and Philadelphia, since the 1st of Janu-
ary, and 20,000—¢ who have lived for years in the
States,’’-—reported by Mr. Hawke, Agent for Canada
West, as having passed into that province, and you
get again of only some 10,000 against 87,000 last
year. Explain it as yon wmay, these are the facts;
but in my judzment, it was not clerical or lay lectures
which have brouaht these facts about. It is the hos-
tile tone of your own profession towards us, foreigners ;
it-is the outrages on Fathers Bapst and Nachonj itis
¢ the Smelling Committee’® and Church Confiscation
Bills ; it is the unprovoked and unpunished murders
of [rishmen at Ellsworth, (Me.,) Manchester, (N.H.,)
Providence, (R:l.,) Newark, (N.J.,) and other places,
which have been recorded against Know-Nothingism
during the past twelve months. Facts, and not words,
turn the current of the Itish exodus; and until the
facts are of a different order, 1n will continue to be
averted from these shares.

Briisy Civinization.—That the following can be
a reliable description of the benevolent sway exercised
by British officials in India, in this Nineteenth Cen-
tury, is indeed almost incredible : yet il has been pub-
lished 1n our well-informed contemporary, the Press—
and- not contradicted :—

In our last we noticed some results of Lord Harris’s
Committee of Inguiry into the subject of torture by our
officials at Madras. We showed, on the evidence of
a letter from the Superintendent. of Police to the Chief
Secretary to Government at that Presidency, that pen-
ple were flocking about from all parts of the interior 10
lay their complaints before the Committee—that three
hundred such complaintants were then at Madras—
and that more were coming in daily. We showed, in
shon  that such a state of things prevailed. there as
would have been impossible in any Crown colony, or
in any of those parls of India which are subject to the
jurisdietion ot the supreme courts,.aud within the pro-
tection ot Crown-appointed judges. To Indians of
course the information was not new. They are all
aware of the existence of the practice, and alse of the
mixles in*which torture is inflicted. Many of them,
indeed defend the practice. as one which under.the
exciling system of goverament our officials find very:
useful. The same argument is urged in favour of
similar practices by the slaveholders of America, and
by the famliars of the Inquisition in Italy and Spain.

The modes of torture commonly used by the British
authorities in India are numerons. A frequent one’is
to take off a man’s turban and clothes, and tie him to
a stake, deprived of food and water,and exposed to
the rays of a burning sun. . A second mode is to puta
man in the stocks for days and weeks together, expos-
ed to the sun ; and not in such stocks as are used in
England. The ordinary Indian stocks consist of
square holes with sharp edges, cut in & fallen tree,
through which the feet are trust, when a peg is driven
in vertically, to prevent them being  pnlled out again,
and which - fits close to the ankle-bone.. Then, as
 there is no seat for the. Indian stocks, and nothing for
the back io rest against, the unfortunate prisoner of
‘them finds his feet raised up and his body thrown into
a position which, if loug continued, is exquisitely, pain-
“ful, ~ A-third mode is to bind the fingers of each hand
and the toes of euch foot close logether: with twine,
and then drive pegs in between them; which is a pro-

It.is the thrustiny
aman’s head into a horse’s Jeather nosebag in which
pountled capsicums, or in other words coarse cayenne
pepper, have -been placed, along with barning char-
coal, and the smoke from which, entering the eyes
and nostrils and mouth, and penetrating to the throat
and lungs, is productive at once of semi-suffocation
and of the most excruciating anguish possible.

Such are snme of the modes of torinre in daily and
hourly use among the compuny’s officials in India. It
will be said in extennation'that they are practised un-
der native goveruments as well. Bul they have
never ‘been practised under the worst native govern -
ments to a tithe of the extent that they are praclised
in the company’s possessions in India. Indeed, the
doing so would be impossible, for 1he subjects of no
native State would stand it; it is euly a government
possessing unlimited and uncontrollable power like
the company that can connive at such practices as
these with impunity.

He Who has leisure and inclination to turn over the

The latter wauted nothing more than a certi-
ficate of marriage, and the husbands (whom they
never gaw again) required nothing more than to be
well paid for helping them to be toraished with what
they most needed. When the law decreed the aboli-
tion of this infamy, there wasa cry raised against
the Governmen as being guilty of a violent iniringe-
ment of liberty : permission to marry six wives a day
being one of the privlieges of a ?’ free-born Eunglish-
man?’ Clergymen got transported rather than give
up the exercise of their sacred rights, and -the young
gentlemen, their sous, turned comic actors.
