LEADING IRISHMAN DEAD.

i Captain Patrick O'Farrell, of Wash-

ington, D.C., a Noted Charac-
ter, Passes Away.
A fighting man  of the fighting

A soldier of the Six-
styv-ninth—a veteran of the Corcoran
kgl()))—d. man who fought to make
men free. This is the record of

i Captamn Patrick O'Farrell, ol Wash-

iington, D.C., who was buried at

i Arlington last Friday.

He was born in mety Cavan,
Ireland, in the vear 1832. Seeing
that the hfe of the Republic was
ithreatened he cume to the United
‘States in 1862, and within twenty-
four hours after landing he enlisted
as a private soldier in Company G,
'Sixty-ninth - New  York  Infantry
{Corcoran Irish Iwri(m) Partici-
pating in the engagements of the
regxmmt he was promoted to a
licutenancy  in January,
1862,

For gallant and meritorious con-
duct at the battle of Cold Harbor
in June, 1864, he was made first
Deutenant and for his bravery at

the Tattie of Reams Station in
August, 1864, was breveted Cap-
ftain.

He was admitted to

pathy

the bar in
1885, and not being in sym-
with the Cleveland adminis-
trution was removed from office on
account of his decided political
opinions. Before, during and after
the war he was a pronounced Aboli-
tionist and ardent Republican.

Captain ('Farrell was a member
Legion, was promi-
nent in G.A.R. circles, and was al-
so a member of the Union Veteran
Legion. He was prominently iden-
tified with the Anti-Trust league,
member of the Irish-
American Historical society. There
was no better chess plaver in Wash-
ington than Captain O'Farrell. He
was a member of the Washington
Chess Club and was the champion
chess plaver of the city for several
years.

In Catholic affairs Captain O'Far-
rel took an active and prominent
part. During the period when the
A. . A, was more or less domi-
nant in congress, his opposition
was strong. The opposition to the
Father Marquette statue was fought
by him with the aggpressiveness and
zeal which always characterized
him.—Catholic Citizen.

If a re-
form comes in the name of the
spirit:of the age, it must necessari-
ly be a false reform. To call in and
admit the spirit of the age as a
judge, corrector and reformer of the
Church, is to degrade the Church.
If, as Harnack (Wesen des Chris-
tenthums, p. §5) has truly remark-
ed, it is an insult to the Christian
religion to ask what it has done for
the progress of civilization, before
deciding on the merits of the laF-
ter, how much more insulting is‘xt
to drag the Church before so in-
competent a judge and so doubtful
a tribunal as the spirit of the age
or modern culture ? Those who do
this understand the nature neither
of Christianity nor of modern cul-
ture.
