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A Cobourg Man Tells of His Rough-
and-Tumble Experience.

Mognificent Scenery Along the Route, but
the Path is Only 22 Inches Wide and
There Ave Difliculties When Caravans
Mect—Many Whe Wish They Were

Home Again.

Cobourg, March 21.—The following let-
ter has been received here by Mr. A.
Hawley from Austin Jex, a Cobourg
young man, dated Skaguay, Feb. 21. 1t
réads: We arrived here just one weck
ago, after having a beautiful trip up
the coast and along through the various

" channels: It was a magnificent trip, al-
though a very rough one; but the scenery
is something grand—away .beyond my
knowledge of deseription.

. Our party was the largest that has
left Victoria this spring.

Well, this Skaguay is the toughest
place on earth; it is away from all
communication to the outer world, with
one exception, and that is by boat.
There has not been a boat in here for
seven days.

No Law in the Place.
- There is no law, and people can do
just as they like. There are five thou-
sand inhabitants, and the biggest half

The

town is located in a valley running

down to the seashore and extending
pbout four miles up the canyon. ‘LI'he
" liouses consist of small huts and tents.
Qur camp is four miles from town, to-
ward the White Summit, which is 32
miles from here. We took our first loads
up over the pass last uesday, and ar-
rived back to camp on 'Thursday even-
lng. It is an awful contract, and a
person cannot realize it until they have
been over the pass. We had very guvvd
luck with our horses, although some of
them had some very bad falls, but our
men escaped without being hurt.
dam on the Pass. c

The jam of people on the pass is some-
thing awful. It is very hard work to
press your way through, as the trail or
path is only 22 inches at its widest point,
and when you put your horses off the
trail to allow another person to pass it
goes almost out of sight, covered with

_snow, and then the tronble begins. 1
froze both my cheeks going up, but not
sery bad; otherwise 1 am in splendid
condition. I expect it will take us three
weeks to get to the top of the suminit.
We ought to be at Teslin Lake in about
six weeks. This camp life is not as
bad as 1 expected. We have a first-
class cook. If you have any influence
over anyone that has the notion of com-
ing out here, for their sake use it, that
is if they are coming out merely to lo-
eate a claim.

Wish They Were Home Again,

There are hundreds on this trail "hat
wonld give anything if they were home
again. It is something beyond descrip-
tion for me to picture to you the con-
dition thiey have placed themselves in.
We had a sleigh and two of our dogs
stolen the other night, but the police
located them for us. We are trying to
get out of here as soon as possible, and
I thank goodmess we are four miles
away from town, or we would be in
trouble all the time,

* There have been three or four steam-
ers wrecked coming up the coast in the
last two weeks.

Picnty of Grub.

I saw Inspector Strickland at the top
pf the summit the other day. He says
it is all talk about grub being short at
Dawson, as there is plenty to carry the
people through until spring; then we
will be able to relieve them of some
of their gold dast.

Dangerous Travellng.

The boys are going to town, so 1
must go along with them, for our trail
is through a thick forest, and is very
dangerous to travel. 'Three or four
!mw to go together or you would be
held up and everything taken from you.
It is nothing to hear of a shooting af-
fray, there have Dbeen several killed
since we have been here, but they are
mostly people that do not mind their
own business.

We were charged $200 for just landing
our goods on the wharf, and another
$150 for landing them out here at camp.
My letters will be longer when we get
to Teslin Lake,

LIFE AT DAWSON CITY.

Mounted Policeman Owen Writes a Most
Interesting Letter to His Father
in Ottawa.

Ottawa,March 21.—To-day's Citizen prints
the following interesting letter addressed
to Mr. A. W. Owen, accountant of the De-
partment of Marine and Fisheries, from ils
son, Wallie, wh> Is a member of the N.W.
M.P. at Dawson City. The letter, which
Is full of matter of universal interest, was
begun Dec. 3, i897, but it took weeks :o
wilte it. Mr. Owen writes: ‘I have been
in Dawson now two months, and I must
say it Is a strange place, enurely differcut
from what I expected it to be. It {s my
first experience 1n a mining camp, and for
a time everything was new and strange to
me, but now the novelty of the thing is
wearing off. Still there Is lots of excite-
ment to be had ac all times. We experienced
lots of bardships on the trip in, and I
don't think I would go over the same trip
in the fall of the year again for all the
money on the Klondike. 1 will not, say
much about the trail from Skaguay to.Lake
Bennett, because I dare say you have read
all about the White Pass and dts terrors in
the newspapers times innumerable, but the
very worst account you may nave read does
not touch the stern reality. I think .t
is just as wel for the Government that
the men in our party did not know what
they had to go through. If they had, I
doubt whether tney could have secured as
mwany volunteers as they did to come up to
this blessed country.

A Neart-Breaking Trip.

“I don’'t suppose anyone would think
much of the pass if they only had to
fo over it once, provided they npad noth-
ng to carry over with them, but when it
comes to packing as much as one could
carry every day for five weeks, back and
forth every day, it was heart-breaking as
well as back-breaking. Eagnt miles a day
was about the average distance we made
over the pass, and to do that we had to be

He
stated. to The World that his strongest
fight would be on two baliots, the one dis-
allowed. for him, .because it bore the in-
itials of the poll clerk instead of those
of the deputy returning officer, and the one
with the number torn off, allowed to Mr.

LORD ELGIN T0 RESIGN.

The Viceroy of India Will Quit His Posi-
tion—Lord George Hamilion to Suc-
ceed Him, It 1s Said.

London, March 21.—The Standard says it
has reason to believe that the Earl of Kigin
and Kincardine, Viceroy of India since
1803, desires to resign his post and that
the Government is considering the appoint-
ment of a new Viceroy.

Victor Alexander Bruce, Earl of Elgin
and Kincardine, who sits in the House of
Lords as Baron Elgin, has had, apart from
his Indian viceroyalty, a comparatively un-
important public career and has never dis
played conspicuous administrative ability.
e was Treasurer of the Royal Household
and Commissioner of Works and Buildings
in 1886 and at present is a university com-
missioner for Scotland and Lord-Lieutenant
of Iifeshire. He was born May 16, 1849,
the son of a very distinguished Indian
Viceroy. It was rumored last December
that he would soon resign and be succeed-
ed by Lord George Hamilton, the present
Secretary ef State for India.

EXPECTING AN ATTACK.

Anglo-Egyptian Force on the Nile Looking
for a Fight—A Highlander Impaled
on a Bayonet.

Albara Camp, Nubia, March 21. — The
Angilo-Egyptian fdrce is hourly expecting
an attack. During a false alarm at the
Hudi fords last evening a shot was fired
from some unknown quarter, and the # hole
British brigade stood with arms at fixed
bayonets. In the pitch dark a Highlander,
rushing to the place, was impaled on a
comrade’s bayonet.

The army marched to-day six miles, and
is now awaiting the reports of the patrols
who are feeling for the Dervish army.

He Erhphatically States His Inriocence
of the Drummond Ry. Scrape

Longer in Danger of Being Flooded.

Montreal, March 21.— (Special.) —During
Sir Charles Tupper’s stay over funday here
the Conservative leader made the follow-
ing statement regarding the alleged Con-
servative deal and Ryan rake-off:

“So far as my administration was coa-
cerned directly, for any knowledge of a
proposition made to or with any other ad-
ministration preceding mine I know noth-
ing—absoluteiy nothing.

“No proposition of any kind whatever re-
‘garding the Drummond County Rallway
was ever submitted to me, 1 have never
had a word with either Mr. Farwell or
Mr. Ryan or any person representing them
on«the subject. :

“The statement is a pure fiction so far
as I am concerned. I repeat that no such
proposal was submitted to me, nor was 1
aware of the existence of this plan of nego-
tiations down to the time of the meeting of
the House during the present session.

“The Government of which I was a mem-
ber never had such a frvponluon laid be-
fore dt, and so far as 1 know such a pro-
posal was never submitted to any member
of a Conservative Governient.'” :

No Party Pressurc.

Your correspondent learns from the very
best authority that when Sir Mackenzie
Bowell makes his speech in the Senate on
the McKenzle-Manu rallway contract the
Conservative leader will announce that no
party pressure will be exercised on the
Opposition members of the Upper House,
and that as far as political allegiance 1s
concerned they will be at perfect liberty
to vote as they see fit.

La Patrie Talks to the Senate.

Hom. Mr. Tarte still continues fo discuss
the probable action of the Senate in La
Patrie. The rejection of the bill, he says,
will not be of a nature to embarrass toe
Ministers personaliy, as they have no In-
terests to serve except the public weal.
However, they would fail In their most
elementary obligation if, In the name of
the country, they do not protest with all
the energy at their disposal against the
intervention of the Senate in a line of poi-
fcy which is essentially within #he domain
and control of the representatives of the
people in the House of Jommons.

Crow’s Nest Pass Commission.

Hon. Judge Dugas, who with Frank Ped-
ley and John Appleton constituted a com-
mission to enquire into the Crow’s Nest
Pass Raflway grievances, returned to-day.
Without indicating the mature of the re-
port they would make, the judge said they
hdad taken 130 depositions, and heard 250
witnesses 1o about 42 days. They drove
all the way from Me to Nelgon, having
an escort of Mounted Police under Inspector
Cuthbert. The commission visited 25
eamps and listened to the manager of con-
struction, Mr. Haney, a number of con-
tractors and all who expressed a desire
to be heard. Judge Dugas states that he
believes the evidence taken will be of great
interest to the public and fully justify
the actlon of the Government in naming
the commission In question. It appears
that the Government felt too poor to have
a shorthand reporter accompany the com-
mission, consequently the judge and his
fellow commissioners had to take full notes
themselves. Judge Dugas will return to
finish up the work of the commission at
Ottawa and Hull, which will take about five
days, and a week later the report will pe
ready. g

ernment of Canada In reference to the
sald company.

At first it used to turn me
sick to see the way these animals would
drop in the mud or roll over a precipice
from pure exhaustion, and have their
tL.roats cut or a bullet put into them. But
I must say I.got used to it before long.
I saw such a lot of it. I used often to
think of hew they punished us in Caigary
for bringing our horses in with sore backs,
probably something that couid be cured
in a day or two, and then wonder what
they would say if they saw the backs of
the horses we used on the trail, see the
reat holes in their backs that anybody
could put both fists into. Our horses were
not the only ones in this state. I don’t sup-
pose there was a sound horse on the trail.
A Terrible Sight.

“Another thing'I saw, which I hope never
to witness again to my dying day, a man
drowning. We were crossing over a treach-
crous ford whera a small river empuied into
Shallow Lake and one of the men In the
party ahead of us lost his footing on the
shippery stones, was taken oft nis feet and
carried out into the lake. The sigut of
that man fighting for his iife was some-|
thing awful to see. He sank before an
attempt could be made to save him.

On Like Bemaett.

“It was shortly after this that we caught
our first sight of Lake Bennett, the end of
our journey by land. We stayed at Ben-
nett for three days while our boats were
being finished, and then started our 3550
miles’ trip down the rivers. We reached
Tagish Lake after being out five days, and
picked up a murderer at the Tagish Custouy
House, who was to honor us with his com-
pany for the rest of the trip. 2le was a
miner named Henderson, an Amevican uas
you can guess, wha, shot his partner while
he slept, over some tritling quarrel they

ad.

“QOur trip down the rivers was bitterly
cold and we had to row hard all day to
keep ourselves warm. It snowed very hard
without stopping all the way down the
river. We got up every morning at 4
o'clock, and put in from 5 o'dlock in the
morning until 6 at night on the river with-
out making a landing. We had a sort of
lunch at 12 o’clock on frozen corned beef
and bard tack, which I think did us a
great deal more harm than good. Every
evening we had to cut our way through
the ice along the bank of the river to make

a landing, and then dlg through three feet |

of snow to clear a place to pitch our tents.
The Party Sliced.

“When we arrived at Skaguay our party
pumbered forty-two, but ounly twenty of
us were picked to go through to Dawson.
The rest or the party remained at Lake
Bennett, and are golng to put in the win-
ter at Lake-Tagish, 7Tney will be tne ones
to run the mails through the winter.

*“I'he most exciting part of our trip was
running the White Horse and Five v'inger
Rapids and the White Horse Canyon, espe-
ciaily the canyon, We swept around a bend
in the river and into _the canyon almost
before we knew it. It is only 100 feet
across, and the sides are of solhd rock and
perfectly perpendicular for 100 feet. It is
very nearly a mule long, and we went
through it in three minuctes.

“However, we pulled through everything
all right, and arrived at our Eldorado two
months ago to-day.

In Comtortable Auarters,

“We have very comfortable quarters here.
They were ncarcly all ready ror us when
we arrived and built in the form of a fort.

At the present time it is not light until
nearly 10"0'clock in the morning and pitch
dark at 4.30 p.m.

““Theré are two large company stores in
Dawson, and they have promised us enough
food to pull through the winter, but even

cut down consl-
derably a few days ago.

“Every dily cases of robbery are re| orted
to the chief, and a man caught in the act
of robbing a grub cache is running a big
chance of being shot. Grub stealing is al-
most a hanging offence in this part of the
world, When I came here flour was sell-
ing at the rate of $150 for a 100-pound
sack, and to-day it can’t be bought for any
rice.

In Fear of a Raid.

“The day we arrived here all the old gang,
with the exception of a few to guard the
barracks, were mounted guard over the
company’s stores with loaded carbines and
revolvers, in answer to a report that the
stores were going to be raided.

“The only things that are plentiful In
Dawson are whiskey and cigars, and there
is an abundance of them. Along the main
street of the town pine shanties out of
every ten are saloops and gambling dens.
Some of these have dance halls attached,
and these are the places that do the rush-
ing business.

snloons Never Close.

“Phe saloons never close, open day and
night, and will remain deing so as long as
the whiskey and light hang out. T'wo of
our fellows are on duty day and night, and
do nothing but go from one saloon to an-
other to keep order, while two more men
guard the stores. We have some very ex-
citing times in the saloons, and the nights
pass very quickly on that account,

A $%0,0080 Robbery.

“A few days ago one of the saloons was
robbed of $20,000 in gold dust. 1t was
traced to one of the burtenders of the sa-
loon, and when the man was arrested by
the night patrol he broke down and con-
fessed everything. He was as meek as a
child, and came to the guardroom like a
lanb to the slaughter, I think, taking it
all around, we are rather favorites in Daw-
son than otherwise,

Men Who Made Money.

“Dr. Wills has made quite a large fortune,
but not nearly as much as some of our old
gang have. KEx-Constable Jenkins sold out
his ‘claim on Eldorado the other day for
$125,000,. and while he worked it himself
he washed out between $80,000 and $100,000,
s0 when the man goes out in the spring
he takes somewhere around $200,000 with
Lim. He owned the whole claim himself.
All of the others have good claims, and
wiil go out of this country very rich men.
Ex-Constables Ward and Brothers will do
just as well as Jenkins, if not Dbetter,
Their claims are on each side of Jenkins’
and are turning out quite as good. We
have had two large fires in town since 1
started this letter, and they have burnt
quite a hole In the town. The first was
a large building used as a church, and
three nights atterwards the opera house
and three of the largest saloons in town.
They were three of the largest gambling
dens in the town, and tables and all were
burnt, and a large quantity of grub. This
place is a regular Monte Carlo on a small
ccale. There must be fully 100 saloons in
town, and every saloon runs gambling
tables., At different times I have “seen
small fortunes won and lost. Karo and
roulette are the principal games; faro
seems to be the favorite. Gold dust and
nuggets are the only money used in this
country, and there is any amount of that
flying around.

There is pretty sure to be a new strike
made on the Klondike yet, and I am not
golug to throw away my ehance on any
uich, The whole country is spotted; that
8, gold may be found in large quantities
on some particular place, and the claims
on either side of it may not be worth the
working. *

. Frightfully Cold.

“There is no doubt about it being a
fearful country to live in. For the last
ten days It ‘has been frightfully cold; the
warmest day we had was 40 below, and
to-day we were not able to go out at all.
The only work we have had to do, outside
of guards and patrols, is sawing and split-
lﬂng \5"00(1, and we burn up all we can cu
n a day.

‘““Phere are any number of prize fighters
in Dawson, and I have seen more prize
fights since I came here than I ever dream-
ed of seeing, 'Kights to a finish are not
actvally allowed, but still they come as
near to it as possible. We are always at
them to keep order, and stop them If neces-
sary, but so far we have-never had oc-
casion to stop them,

“A policeman’s pay in this country will
not go very far, and the only thing to
spend it on is whiskey: so in that way
the most of us are able to save every cent.
Whiskey is 50e a drink and cigarets G0c
a8 package, ;

“paking everything into consideration, I
am very well satistied with my change.
Everything is new and different from any-
thing else I have ever seen. I don’t think
there is the least doubt that if a man
keeps his eyes and .ears open and Is any
way steady there is anything to prevent
him going out of here with a few thousand.

The Rat Portage Miner snys: “It lg esti-
mated that 600 people bound for the Klon-
dike are passing rough Rat Portage on
the C. P. R. every day. A carload of boil-
ermakers from the Polson Iron Works, To-
reeto, went through town Wednesday on
tkeir way to Klondike to put together a lot
of steel boats and barges to be used by
the O, P. R, In the Kiondike trade.”

Took up Neatly the Whole Time of
the House Yesterday.

Some Censure Was ‘Exprened Upon Mr.
Speaker for Nanding That Letter Back
Unopencd-Sir Adolphe Caron Said the
Chatrman of the House Had mno Right
10 Return it—But the Gevernment Has
Votes ehind 1539 to 39.

Ottawa, Mareh 21.—(Special.)—Mr, Mar:
cotte brought up the guestion of Mr. Bru-
neau’s resignation, and, after recelving the
facts. moved that the Committee on Privi-
leges and [Elections should investigate
whether or not Mr. Bruneau was still a
member of the House.

Bir Wilfrid Laurier sald the statute laid
down that if a member wrote out his
resignation and had it witnessed by two
members of the House, and then handed
it, or caused it te be handed to the Speak-
er, it was the duty of the Speaker to issae
his warrant for a new election, He sub-
mitted that a case for an investigation had
been made out. If Mr, Bruneau had any
intention of resigning his seat, he had not
caused his intention, so declared, to be de-
livered to the Speaker, inasmuch as he
withdrew his letter before Mr. Speaker
saw it. He contended that Mr. Bruneau
had a right to withdraw his letter up to
such time as the Speaker took actlon up-
on it, He claimed that, under all- the cir-
cumstances, Mr. Bruneau was still a mem-
ber of the House.

Sir Charles Tupper Not Satisfied.

Sir Charles Tupper sald the Premier's
statement could not be regarded as satis-
factory to the House. The almost Invari-
able pra(‘\tloe in this Parliament and the
Mother Country had been to vefer to the
proper committee on what he might term
the slimmest kind of statement, the ques-
tion of the right of a member to occupy
a seat in Parliament. The case of Speaker
Anglin showed how easily possible it was"
to make a prima facie case against a mem-
ber. In that case Parliament even went
out of its way to secure the fullest In-
vestigation. He pointed out that the stat-
ute go‘vemlng cases of this nature provided
that ‘the member so tendering his resig-
nation shall be held to have vacated his
seat, and shall be no longer a member of
the House.” The facts showed that the
resignation had been properly made out
and ‘had gone Into the absolute control of
the Speaker, English precedents showed
that once these solemn steps were taken
It was neither-in the power of the Speaker
nor the Government to prevent the Inten-
tion of the member so resigning from be-
ing earried out, He commented upon the
fact that the custom was for a member
whose seat in Parliament was questioned
to rise in his place and make a statement
of his position and then retire, but no
such statement was forthcoming from Mr.
Bruneau, although ample notice had been
given to the hon. member that the ques-
tion would be brought up.

Mr. Casey maintained that no case for
enquiry had been maintained, 3

Speaker Edgar Criticized.

Mr. Bennett called attention to an article
in The Montreal Star of March 14, in which
the honor of Mr. Speaker Kdgar in this mat-
ter was impugned.

Waile one reads of Ben Brush taking
exercise gallops on the boulevard at Grave-
send, Ornament, the favorite in the Brook-
lyn Handicap and the Suburban, galloped
a mile yesterday morning in 1.40%. He
had a big boy up, and was well held, no at-
tempt being made to speed him. Tais will
give a fair idea of how advanced are the
norses, and it is also a guaranty to those
who have played Charley Patterson’'s colt
to win the Brooklyn Handicap that he will
be not only fit but well seasgoned by the
time he faces the starter on May 28. There
is no reason In the mind of Ornament's
owner why he should not demonstrate his
superiority over the 4-year-old and aged
horses this year, the same as he did over
the 8-year-old division last year. Indeed,
Charley Patterson thinks Ornament to-day
is the greatest race horse in America, bar
none, and he is more than anxlous to race
him against any horse in the world, weight
for age, at any distance from one mile to
a mile and a half.

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CANADA FOR THE CANADIANS. .

For the same reason that we support
the placing of an export duty on nickel
matte we also oppose the granting of a
charter to an American railway in the
Boundary Creek country, While we
are in favor of securing competition or
regulation in the railway business we
are opposed to such competition coming
from American lines when domestic
competition or regulation is possible. We
agrce with Sir William Van Horne that if
Mr. Cgqrbin’s project is sanctioned by the
Government many million dollars worth
of the trade that rightly belongs to Can-
ada will be divéerted to American cities.
The President of the C.P.R. estimutes
that, should an American line have ac
vess to this district, one hundred million
dollars will represent Canada’s loss
within the next ten years. “The fact
that this large volume of business is
to be done proves that we should either
have competition or that some conces-
sions should be demanded from the com-
pany to whom a monopoly is given. T'he
C.P.R. asks for no subsidy in the con-
struction of the proposed Kettle River
Railway. It could hardly do so in the
face of Mr. Corbin's offer to construct
bis line without a subsidy. . Instead of
being a case where a railway should
receive a subsidy the Government may
naturally expect to receive a subsidy
from the railway. The boot seems to
be on the other leg now- When the
Crow’s Nest Railway was agitated the
C.P.R. demanded a bonus of eleven
thousand dollars a mile, and received it.
In the case of the Kettle- River Railway
the Government might reasonably de-
mand a concession of some kind from
the C.P.R. The Government is in a po-
gition to turn over to the C.P.R. the hand-
ling of. one hundred million dollars
worth of products, or it can divert that
trade to American lines. What does
Sir William Van Horne propose ‘to give
for our investing the C.P.R. with a
monopoly of this great volume of busi-
ness? By =all means let the trade of
British Columbia be preserved for Cana-
dians. Let the goods that are to be
sold in Canada.be the product of Cana-
dian manufacturers, and let the transpor-
tation of them effected by Canadiun
railways. But, on the other hand, let
the railway company that secures a valu-
able monopoly return some sort of an
equivalent.

The case in favor of imposing an ex-
port duty on nickel matte is equally as
strong as the case in favor of excluding
American railways from the carrying
trade of British Columbia., Canada las
virtually’ a world-wide monopoly of
nickel. We will be fools if we do not
adopt such legislation as will insure us
the full benefits of our possession of such
monopoly. Within the past few weeks
hundreds of millions of dollars-have been
appropriated by different countries for
rew war vessels, and nickel steel is now
recognized as being the best metal for
their construction. No more opportune mo-
ment than the present could be selected
for imposing an export duty and there-
by transferring the refining of the metal
from the United States to Canada.

THE CATTLE MARKET RAID.

The News places the Duthie cattle
market proposal in the same category «s
the Waterous Engine Works, electrical
manufactories and smelting works. It
is pointed out that Toronto will make
as big a mistake if it refuses to accept
the Duthie proposition as it has already
made in its dealings with certain manu-

'tacturing concerns fhat professed their

willingness to locate in Toronto if suffi-
cient inducements were offered. 'The
cattle market project is altogether dif-
ferent from such a manufacturing enter-
prise as the Waterous Engine Works.
The market is an existing institution,
realizing a handsome profit to the city.
The Waterous Engine Works is an in-
dustry which we' do not possess, bhut
which would be of aavantage to the
city if it were situated here. The ob-
ject of the Union Stock Yards Company
is not to bring new industries here, but
to get possession of an industry that the
city already possesses. And the very
reason why The World opposes the
Duthie project is because private own-
ership of the cattle market will tend to
retard instead of develop the dead meat
and pork industries. The News cannot
give a single reason to show that the
private ownership of the market is bet-
ter calculated to establish packing
houses than civic ownership. The facts
are all against the assumption. ‘I'he
firms that are already in the packing
business protest against private owner-
ship. Another firm that proposes to es-
tablish a large packing house will not
do so if the city hands the cattle market
over to private individuals. The pro-
posed cattle market deal is diametrically
opposed to a manufacturing project. ‘I'he
effect of the Duthie proposition will be
to kill off industry instead of foster it.
The packing houses in Toronto are to-
day doing an exceptionally large busi-
neegs. The men who are connected with
these concerns protest against any ex-
perimenting with private ownership of
the cattle market, upon which they de-
pend for the supply of products that
keep their factories running. Shall we
accept the proven facts of an establish-
ed business or the hypothetical argu-
ments of a nebulous company whose
sole object is to collect tribute on every
animal that is offered for sale in To-
ronto?

Moreover, it enabled an hon,
member to put the machinery in operation
looking towards his resignation, for the pur-
pose of bringing influence to bear upon the
Government to work out his own ends, and
then, having galned his point, to withdraw,
He concluded by deprecating the attack
made by Mr., Tarte's pnvr upon the bona
fides and pahriotism of Mr, Marcotte.

Mr. Russell (Liberal, Hallfax) held that
the only purpose of the committee was to
eross-examine the Speaker of the House,
knd to that he would not assent.

‘Resignation Was Complete.

Mr. Foster asked how it was that Mr.
Bruneau was not here to state to the
House the facts of the case. While not
questioning the truth of the Speaker's
statement, he claimed it to be the right
of Parliament to analyze it, as well as
any other man's. The common-sense of
the case was that when any member car-
ried out the requirements of the statute
so far as he could, his resignation was
complete, no matter what the Speaker
might do afterwards, If Mr. Speaker had
handed back the letter five thousand times
it could not put Mr. Bruneau back into
his seat,

Dr. Sproule looked upon the Speaker as
the guardian of the rights of the House.
Possibly unwillingly he had done a great
injustice to the House by handing back
Mr. Bruneau's resignation.

Mr, Clancy spoke briefly, after which Mr.
McNeill asked the Premier if the opinion
of the law officers had been procured.

Sir Wilfrid replied: “Y] have great
pleasure In telling the hon. gentleman that
the Minister of Justice is of the opinion
that there is nothing here to refer to the
committee.’’

MAY BUY THE SUBURBAN LINES.

Toronto Raflway Company and the Pur-
chase of the Electric Roads at the
Jaunction and Weston.

The City and Suburban Company have
12 miles of rail laid between Toronto Junc-
tion, Weston and Lambton, and It is un-
derstood that for some time past they have
been awaiting a good offer with a view to
selling out,

The deal between the two companies s
as yet in its first stage, Mr, Keating ex-
plained that the party of officials, whom
he accompanied, “took a run over the Su-
burban line just as a man drop dnto a
store to see what the merchant is offering
for sale,”

The Toronto company have mnot bound
themselves to any terms, byt negotiations |
are pending and .there is every prospect of
the deal going through, At present the
Street Railway have not running rights
into Toronto Junction, Aand they @ gannot
take a passenger within the town lmits.

It is also stated, on good authority, that
the Street Railway are most willing to
consider terms with the Metropolitan Com
pany. -

The City Council yesterday afternoon,
by the closest possible margin, refused
to reopen the questiom of farming out
the cattle market. A motion to refer
back the Property Committee’s, recom-
mendation was carried in Committee. of
the Whole, by a vote of 11 to 9, but
this action was rescinded in Council by
a vote of 11 to 10. The vote, however,
is by no means a critetion of the feel-
ing in favor of parting with the fran-

_ chise, for several aldermen, outspoken
ju opposition to such a course, voted for
reconsideration, so as to allow every
scope for discussion, and thereby to tur-

_ ther prove the demerits of the Union
Stock Yards Company’s proposition.
Welcomed Once Again.

A furore of applause greeted Ald.
Score and Gowanlock as they advanced
to the Mayoral throne and received a
welcoming handshake upon the occasion
of their safe rearrival iin port. Ald.
Lamb very felicitously gave the formal
introduction.

The reappearance of Ald. Score made
necessary the resignation of Ald. Saun-
ders from the Parks and Exhibition

. Committee, to which Hhe had been ap-
pointed in the interval occasioned by his
ward colleague’s enforced absence, Cin-
cinnatus-like the chairraan of Works
yielded up his trust, his resignation was

~ aceepted, and Ald. Seore was reappoint-

Ald. Score was likewise reappointed
to the Board of Works and Manufac-
+ turers’ Committee and Ald. Gowanlock

’ The New Civic Butldings,

Denison asked if it was intended to al-
low the company to move to Ashbridge’s
Bay, where it would injure the property
of the Don Rowing Club. Ald. Leslie
moved that the soliciter be instrncted
to take steps to prevent them from car-
rying on operations without the consent
of the City Council.

(Ald- Hanlan secured recognition of his
big regatta proposals by having passed
a resolution to have the Reception Com-
mittee consider the proposition and to
ha'\'e placed in the hands of the com-
mittee $200 to meet preliminary ex-
penses. :

The Cattle Market.

The first item attacked in the repovts
was th_e recommendation of the Property
Committee declining. the offer of the
company to take over the cattle market
and laying down the principle of civic
control. = The long wrangle was open-
ed by a motion of Ald. J. J. Graham
to have the recommendation referred
back. Ald. F;ankland was in the chair.
Ald Lamb, immediately, and Sheppard,
objected that the committee had taken
up the question in its every phase, and
kad obtained all necessary information.
If any new offers come up they should
be reconsidered. Ald H. Graham
ooncurred with these views, and eulogiz-
ed the principle advocated that the city
retain the franchise. \

Ald. Crane agreed that the city should
hold the franchise, but he did not want
it under civic' operation. ‘The com-
missioner’s report he termed the most
one-sided ever sent into Council. .

Wanted Prompt Action.

Said Ald. Dunn: “If Ald. Graham can
give any good reason why this recom-
mendation should be referred back,
will vote with him.” His acquaintance
with the cattle market affairs taught
him that the matter had to be settled
unmedigtely, otherwise the business
standstill eansed at the market for the
past month,occasioned by this discussion,
would be further continued..

This nettled Ald. Leslie, who believed
that there was every reason in the world
to ask for reconsideration of the ques-
tion. It had not been duly considered,
and Ald, Lamb, Sheppard. R. H. Graham
and the rest knew it well. They knew
that the report of the commissioners
was a disgrace; that it was a fictitious
one, cooked and one-sided, and brought
in for a purpose. In the first place one-
half the salaries of Commissioner Coats-
worth and his clerks, who spent' half
their time at the market, had not been
counted up against the surplus. If this
were done the surplus would not exist..
Then he charged Chairman Dunn with
overriding the wishes of one-half the
members, by refusing to allow Ald.
McMurrich’s vote to be added to those
who wanted further information.

Ald. Dunn explained that this was

unintentional, and held that if Ald.
Leskie’s statements respecting the Com-
| missioners were true, the sooner they
both resigned the better. [Hear, hear.]
Challenged the Reports,

Ald. Leslie reiterated his charges and
in addition dubbed the reports ‘‘rotten.”
Ald. Denison saw no reason why fault
was found with the reports. Ald. J. J.
Graham defended his motion, and Ald.
Davies introduced his inevitable ameng-
ment. He moved that the report be
referred back, with instructions to the
committee to consider the advisability of
leasing out the market for a term of
five to ten years.

MAPLE SUGAR AND SYRUP.

Very Little of These Artfcles Mas Been’
Offered on the Toromte Market—
Gellulne Article Ecarce.

Although ig has been stated that this has
been an extra good season for maple sugar,
there seems to be little if any of this article
on the Toronto market. A World reporter
feailed upon a number of the counmussion
‘merchauts yeste:day. Only two of them
claiimed to have received cousignments, and
ull agree that the bulk of waat is being
uffered Is not of this year's make.

Another point upon which they ail agreed
was that aduiteration Is practised to a
great extent by the manufacturers of maple
syrup and sugar, £o much so that it Is very
difficult to procure the genuine article. Mr.
Gunn of Gunn Bros. stated that the syrup
obtained from Western Ontario was better
and In general purer than that coming.
fiom the Province of Quebec.

The low prices at which syrup is being
quoted this season, 60 cents wholesale and
80 cents retail, per gallon, wine measure,
go to prove that aduilteration is being

_practised.

Anyone acquainted with the process of
manufacturing and the labor required ' to
produce. a first-class, pure maple syrup
knows well that it cannot be made for any
such price.. Although maple syrup is a dis
tinetively Canadian product, each year finds
the search for the pure article more and
more difficult.

INCONSISTENT PROFESSORS.

Bishop Sullivan Tells of the Ev#l They
Inflict on Churistianity—~Admir-
able Address.

Bishop Sullivan’s noontide address in St,
James' Cathedral yesterday was a vigor-
ous appeal to professing Christians to live
a comsistent religious life, 1f they did
this, he argued, they would remove in the
eyes of unoelievers much of the reproach
which had been brought upon the church
by its professing fricnds. - He argued that
because some Christians were not consis-
tent to their professions that In no way
impaired the value or the truth of Christ-
ianity any more than did the fact that
many men under medical treatment died
prove that there was no value in medi-

cine.

The Bishop closed with appealing to pro-
fessing Christians to live according to toelr
principles, and - it would be as impossi-
ble for them mot to influence and lift up
the 1livies of others as for the fire not to
diffuse heat or the sun not to give light
and life with its beams,

The Impression that a dividend was to be

declared this month arose from the story
that the purchase price paid by the British
America Corporation was to be §300,000,
and under that expectation a large portion
of stock in the old company has during the
past few weeks changed hands at from
27c to 29c. Now it .is asserted - that the
sum paid for the mine is only $261,000, and
that the directors have:decided not to pay
a dividend. ' The announcement willi prove
very ~disappointing. to . those who have
bought Josie shares on' the expectation of
deriving immediate profit,

According to The Spokesman of Spokane,
the old company’s refusal to pay a divi-
dend now is due to their desire to pay off
all debts and to straighten matters up be-
fore they wind up the corporation.

Cyankde Plant For the Fern,

Mr, F. C, Innes, managing director of the
Fern mine, near Nelson, B. C., has decided
to adopt the MacArthur-Forest process in
the treatment of ore from that property.
