Good Beef.

Ottawa, June 14.—(Special)—Tbe annual 
report of the Northwest Mounted Police 
Department was laid on tbe table this af­
ternoon by Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

The report of Col Hercbmer is dated 
Dec. 20, 1806, and gives some Interesting 
details of the work of the force during 
the year. With respect to the Indians the 
commissioner says: “We have bad no trou­
ble with tbe Indians this year." A growing 
Inclination to make money, foslered by 
the Indian Department, wno have given 
them ererv nnnortuulty, has kept the able- 
bodied men of most bands at work and be­
tween freighting and haymaking and the 
gathering of crops, most of their time has 
been fully occupied. They have sold a 
great deal of bay at good prices and have 
also, particularly In tbe north, sold a nutn 
her of splendid steers, besides supplying 
their reserves with beef. They pay great 
attention to their cattle, and their steers 
are probably as good as those disposed of 
by the best farmers In the country; and tt 
the department only continue 111 tills wise 
policy of frequently changing the bulls, 
only buying the best, they will soon be 
very rich In good cattle."

Cattle and Horsestealing.
"With respect to crime during tbe year, 

■ few case» of cattle and horae-stealtng 
have occurred, and while we have very 
little difficulty In obtaining convictions, In 
cases of horse stealing. I regret to say 
that wc are very unlucky lu cattle steal­
ing cases, and most of those accused get 
OIL The Indians have killed very few, 
If any, cattle during tbe year, and Infinite­
ly more cattle are killed by the whites 
than by Indians."

The second and third parts of the re­
port are devoted to tbe reports of the su­
perintendents In the Yukon territory,where 
the force numbers 284 men, and a great 
deal of Interesting Information is given. 
Including the criminal statistics, which 
show that the rough element In Dawson 
City has not been too leniently dealt with. 
On one da.v 58 women and 85 men were 
fined $50 each and costs for being Inmates 
or frequenters of houses of ill-tame.

Tbe code In force I» 
quite obsolete, 
which prevailed years ago, hot which are 
practically worthless to-day, when an en­
tirely new system underlies the building 
trade. The necessity for new regulations 
Is pointed ont by Tbe Canadian Engineer 
In Its last issue. The regulations contain 
no reference whatever to the modern steel 
building, which Is becoming so common now­
adays. The great advance made towards 
fireproof construction Is apparently an un­
known quantity to the officials, who are 
responsible for the city's building regula­
tions.

As a matter of fact, there are fireproofed 
buildings In Toronto, but their existence Is 
contrary to tbe bylaws, and there are many 
fire-traps which conform entirely to the 
building regulations.

The Canadian Engineer's opinion of the 
present regulations may be gathered from 
Its statement that they “would be valuable 
at a barn-raising, but are not applicable to 
the modern office, store or warehouse build­
ings." The architects are almost unani­
mously In favor of having a new set of 
regulations complied. The rules In exist­

It would be altogether too mudb to ex­

pect tbe Government to endorse Dr. 
.Spronle's motion to encourage, by beauty, 
the manufacture of beet sugar In Canada. 
Tbe Laurier Government la the lineal de­
scendant of the Government that refused 
to adopt protection In 1878. We are not 
surprised therefore to find the Minister of 
Agriculture belittling tbe Idea of Canada 
producing Its own sugar, Just as Hon. Alex­
ander Mackenzie ridiculed the Idea of ap- 
pl> Ing protection to Canadian manufac­
tures. There Is Just as much reason why 
tbe production of beet sugar should U® 
encouraged by a bonus to-day as there 
was for encouraging Canadian manu­
factures In 1878 by tbe Imposition of pro­
tective duties. If we are to have the beet 
sugar Industry acclimatized lu Canada It 
will be the Conservatives who will have 
to do the work. The Liberals apparently 
will have none of It. • Hon, Mr. Fisher's 
reference to the failure of tbe attempt 
made 20 years ago to start the Industry In 
Quebec proves nothing at all. 
try has been revolutionized since that time. 
New methods and new machinery have 
supplantée the methods and ttie mechanical 
plant of 20 years ago. The best evidence 
that tbe beet sugar Industry can be suc­
cessfully Introduced Into Csnada Is obtain­
able from tbe history of the business dur­
ing tbe past two or three years In the 
United States. In 1898 the amount of beet 
sugar made In the United States aggre­
gated 84,000 tons. This year the produc­
tion will be 122,000 tons, an Increase of 
over 200 per cent. Factories are springing 
up all over the country. If the same rate 
of progress keeps up for a few years long­
er the United States will soon produce all 
Its own sugar. No better country than Can­
ada exists for tbe production of tbe sugar 
beet. This has been proved by tests made 
In different localities. There Is no reason 
why a dollar’s worth of sugar should be 
Imported Into this country. The five mil­
lion dollars sent out of the country an­
nually should be retained for Canadian 
farmers and workingmen. Tbe Industry 
would give employment t* thousands of 
workmen, as well as afford a new and 
profitable crop for our farmers.

We trust that Dr. Sproole will not let 
the beet sngkr question drop. The farm­
ers and the people are with him In this 
matter, although be may get no encourage­
ment from the Government. The member 
for East Grey is one of the most pains­
taking and level-beaded members of the 
House of Commons. He Is not only well 
acquainted with political questions gener­
ally but he has an Intimate knowledge of 
the agricultn 
and Is alive 
during the lat 
ods among the farmers In ths prosecution 
of their business. Dr. Spronls has had the 
foresight to perceive that tbe beet sugar 
Industry Is sweeping everything before It, 
and that It la only a matter of a short 
time till this Government or another will 
be obliged to encourage It. We hope Dr. 
Sproule will use every legitimate opportun­
ity to bring tbe beet wgar question before 
the attention of the Gbvernment and the 
House.

Ottawa, Jane 14.—Before the Banking 
and Commerce Committee this morning, Mr. 
McCormick, actuary of the Son Life, op­
posed the bill to further amend the Insur­
ance Act.

The bill's main feature la that It forces 
an Increase of the reserve, reducing the 
rate of Interest from 4)4 to 3)4 per cent., 
nnd gives all companies-uniform powers ot 
Investment. Mr. McCormick specially at­
tacked the addition to the reserve, 
pointed out that the reserve of an insurance 
company was different frdm the rest of a 
hank, Insomuch us a reserve was liabil­
ity, and increasing the reserve meant In­
creased responsibility. Under this law, for 
every million Insurance they would have 
to put aside annually $120,000. Before 
1912 they would have to Increase $1,600,000 
or go Into Insolvency. True, It gives them 
twelve years, but It meant setting nslde 
$160,000 a year. Where Is this million and 
a half to come from except the pockets or 
the participating policyholders? There was 
no other place for It. to come from. Only 
n very serious condition of affairs could 
necessitate this course. The law applied 
to old business, so that companies who 
have little old business will not suffer 
much, but those who have will. The law 
drew the line of Insolvency nearer, anil 
legislation such as this bad ruined more 
Amerlcun companies than anything else. All 
Canadian companies were solvent nnd 
sound, but this law followed the pattern 
of the worst American legislation. Whilst 
it might lie agreed that this law was to 
protect policyholders, It would prevent men 
Investing who were going Into Insurance 
for the sake of the proliu or ns an Invest­
ment.

Mr7 Fitzgerald said that In 1S77, when 
the Government assumed control of the 
Insurance, seven, eight and ten per cent, 
was being earned, so that the 4*4 per cent, 
interest left n good margin. Now the rate 
of Interest had fallen and earnings had 
fallen, so the 4)4 per cent, must be re­
duced.
