At the three-quar­
ters It waa 1.81%, and the crowd was on It» 
feet.

John Dickerson, with one of the runners, 
came up abreast of the game trotter, and It 
was neck and neck to the wire. Hundreds 
of watches caught the time, and the wild 
cheering was renewed when the official 
time was bung out.

Coney was driven by Edwin Gaylord ot 
Denver, to beat the amateur world's pac­
ing record to wagon, and reduced It from
2.04% to 2.03%.

'This la the second time since the day of 
Barns' 2.18% that the world’» trotting re­
cord has been held by a gelding. Jay-Eye- 
See reduced Maud S. s 2.10% to 2.10, and 
tbe next day she troted in 2.06%. With 
this exception the crown has been worn by 
mares more than 20 years.

First of the queens was Lady Suffolk, In 
1846, with 2.26. She was the first horse 
to trot faster than 2.80. Years after Flora 
Temple startled the world by reducing the 
record to 2.19%. Then came Goldsmith 
Maid. 2.14; Maud 8., 2.06% (by many still 
considered the greatest of «II); Nancy 
Hanks, 2.04, and Alix, 2.03%. The Abbot 
has only one dangerous rival—Croesus. 
2.04%—and horseman don't believe he will 
capture the title this year at least.

"But," responded the British Ambassador,

This paper tells me that, thru the 
politeness and courtesies which have sur­
rounded onr legations, we have failed to 
penetrate the secret designs which the em­
peror seems to have been formulating and 
which, thru a traitor to the Chlno-Jnpan- 
ese cause, have come to the ears of the 8t. 
Petersburg Government,which In turn has 
Informed me of the peril In which the for­
eigners In Pekin, and, In fact, thrnout the 
whole Chinese Empire, are In at this mo­
ment.

“The military party of the Cblno-Japanese 
has unmasked ltself.lt aeems,and there Is 
not a moment to be lost if we are to save 
ourselves. The emperor has decided to con­
trol the whole of Asia, hls order, secretly 
Issued to Ms trustiest aids, being "China 
for the Chinese and for the yellow race 
everything that Is Asiatic.”

Shortly afterward a strange hash pre­
ceded the entrance of the Imperial party. 
The cannon trodmed and the air of the 
Japanese national anthem.now the national 
anthem of the Cblno-Japanese federation, 
filled the reception salon of the palace.

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It will be remembered that, since the 
war of 1805, when Japan conquered L'Mna, 
the Mikados of Japan and the Emperors 
of China have existed in peace and good 
will toward each other, brought about 
largely by tbe .attempts of Europe to en­
croach upon the territory of the Asian Em­
pire, especially during and after the war or 
1900. Since that time tbe Japanese have 
annexed themselves to China, forming one 
grand nation o$ ,pyer 800,000,000 people-

“In view of the welfare of the cninese 
Empire we demand that the European 
ttons shall at once evacuate such Asiatic 
territory which they now assume to pos­
sess. The Chtno-Japanese Federated Govern­
ment promises to reimburse the foreign na­
tions for the expenses Incurred in the band­
ing of railways, especially Russia, but that 
Government must at once relinquish all 
claim upon the territory, it now holds- oh 
the north of the Chinese boundary, while 
France must relinquish its alleged posses- 
“‘ons In .tonkin,Aunam end Cocnln China. 
Full Indemnity will be paid by this Gov­
ernment for whatever foreign public im­
provements have been name within its 
boundaries and In like «remuer shall pri­
vate individuals snail be reimbursed.''

The emperor then arose and stepping for­
ward to the edge of the throne platform 
spoke personally to the ambassadors. He 
said that he held them In high esteem per­
sonally, and In consideration of that feeling 
“£? he would give them eight days to which to Quit the empire,

"It conclusion," said hls majesty, “allow 
me to tell you that the only route by wnicn 
the diplomatic corps and others will be 
permitted to quit the empire will be by tne 
Manchurian hallway and Siberia. CMna is 
forever afterward closed to the white race."

from east to west.

A state of war having been formally de­
clared to exist the powers prepared for tne 
invasion of the empire from the north 
umi Russian territory, while the allied 
fleets mobilised off the Chinese coast.

After a tierce battle on the Manchurian 
Railway below Tobolsk, the second Russian 
army corps quitted the place and re-entered 
the valleys of the Ob and the Tomigaske, 
where, advancing by forced marches upon 
Irkoutsk, they tell Into the arms of toe 
Chinese force». The second division of the 
Chinese forces had traversed Altai, occupi­
ed the valleys of the Ob and Irtych, and 
thus effectively cut off the retreat of the 
Russian army corps.

In the meantime, the attacking forces at 
Hong Kong were concentrating. Tnè 
British garrison was not able to long hold 
out against the overwhelming forces of the 
Chinese and Japanese, and the report ot 
Sir Rdwin Boston told the graphic story of 
the fall of Hong Kong, when only a single 
British ship escaped. This was the Re­
venge, which, while taking a leading part 
hi the attack upon the enemy’s fleet, 
enabled to withdraw* after the great battle 
In time to save It from annihilation.

It was the greatest naval engagement or 
the age. and the dead numbered thousands 

thousands. Nothing remained of tbe 
Government buildings, the palaces, the 
churches and splendid- Oriental residences.

Women and children were captured and 
taken poisoners to Canton, and there sold 
as stave» to the Mandarins, adding inhu­
man horrors to an already inhuman war.

When the board adjourned on Tuesday,

sity of Chicago.
Mr. J. H. McDonald of the class of 1895,

If I remember correctly, tbe dis­
tance from the portal of the tannei to tbe 
mines an Bed Mountain was about three 
miles.
