Berlin, Nov, 12—A painful tragedy
is at the present moment being played
within the walls of the royal palace
at Potsdam., For years past the Em-
peror has been haunted by the fized
idea that he would die of the same
malady as his father and mother.

‘When, two months ag0, he began to
complain of pain in his throat a ter-
rible anxlety seized the Empress and
her children. She summoned Dr. Von
Leuthold and asked him to examine
her husband without,| however, excit-
ing his anxiety. The, first examination
only showed the existence of a num-
ber of granulations. The Emperor,
nevertheless, became more sombre and
more taciturn, He spoke less and had
fewer of those accesses of charming,
frank gayety which render his com-
pany so agreeable,

The discordance of his voice ac~
ceniuated, <nd, in the morning and
evening eéspeclally, he was extremely
husky. Princess Carl of Hesse, "vho
cume tc Berlin for the unveiling of
the monument of the Empress Fred-
eric, was informed of this by the F¥m-
press, and on returning to Darmstadt
addiessed herself to Professor Moritz
Schmidt,

Used Name of Father’s Maiady,

The latter, after an examination,
diagvosed a “geschwuelst,” or tumor,
of the vocal cords. He saw from the
horror stricken face of the Empress
that, far from reassuring her, this
‘n:i;l'ical expression only augmented her

By a fatal coincidence, this was the
very expression which had been em-
ployed in the first bulletin published
regarding the malady of the Emperor
Frederic. It is for this reason that
in the followthg bulletins issued by
Drs. Moritz Schmidt, Ilberg and Von
Leuthold the word “stimmlippen” wos
used instead of ‘“stimmbaender” (vo-
cal cords), and “gutartige polyp,” or
benignant polypus, instead of “‘gesch-
wuelst,” or tumor. These synonyns
were chosen in order not to further
alarm the Emperor.

Kaiser Desired Publicity.

The Imnperial family opposed the idea
of making the fact of the operation
publie. The Tmperor opposed this
idea with all his force.

relation to his general gtate of health.
If, on ‘the contrary, which is infinitely
improbable, there is question of @
eancerous affection, all hope will not
even then be lost.

ONLY A SPASM OF VIRTUE.

The Globe appears to be on a fair
way to recovery from its recent at-
tack of “passion for righteousness.”
‘A few days ago the organ bemoaned
the presence of barnacles on the On-
tario ship of state. It told of political
parasites who made party service a
means for private gain, of electoral
corruption and the prominence of party
heelers that had caused Ontario TAb~
eralism to lose something of its old-
time and self-respect.

But now the barnacles, the parasites,
the corruptionists and the party heel-
ers have faded from The Globe's vi-
sion. "The Callaghan affidavit has
risen to obstruct the view. Just why
an affidavit made by Mr, Callaghan
or any other person should im-
prove the character of the Ross gov-
ernment or blacken the credentials of
the opposition The Globe does not ex~
plain. 1t assumes without a 7ery
clearly defined basis that Mr. Cal-
laghan is not telling the truth, and
comes to the conclusion that the gov-
ernment which it so ‘energetically in-
dicted the other day is now entitled
to the confidence of the people.

By what right does The Globe give
a complete and general contradiction
to the Callaghan affidavit? and why
its virtuous resentment of the publicity
given to the document?

The affidavit was printed in The World
columns side by side with the state-
ments of the other parties involved.
* Perhaps The Globe, with its high
genge of falrness, will explain why, on
the eve of a by-election, it printed
without the slightest attempt at verifi-
eatfon the affidavit made by Mr, Cros~
gin.
