irsued in hook form to-night. "The
memoirs have caused something of a
gensation in political and diplomatic
circles,

Admiral Fournier accords the srar
fole on the stage of International poli-

tics to the German emperor, “not only
in Europe,” say the writer, ‘‘where
the .emperor is trying desperately to
break the Jleague of powers against
him, but also indirectly as an influen-
tial factor in the relations between the
United States and Japan.”

Admiral Fournier says it is useless
to deny that there Is a possibility of
war between the T'nited States and
Japan, as a result of popular irritation
in America should Japan’s demands
or Japan's policies of absorption prove
intolerable to America’s excessive self-
esteem or interests in the far east.

Where Interests Clash.

These interests the admiral adds are
antagonistic to those of Japan which
pushed on by fate to expand in the

300,000 MINERS STRIKE

Nine States Affected By“Walk-
out” —Suspension May Last
" Several Mooths.

8T. LOUIS, Mo., March 81.—Three-

hundred thousand organized miners of
the bituminous cosl fleidd-af* Penmeyi.
vania, Ohlo, Indiana, Towa, Missouri,
Kansas, Oklahoma, * Western Ken-
tucky, and Arkansas quit work te-
night, ;
The miners, members of the United
Mine Workers of America, declared
the walk out was not a strike, but
merely. a suspension of work pending
an arrangement between themselves
and the operators for a wage scale for
another year, the old scale having ex-
pired with the month of March. :

The men demand an increase of pay,
in some instances of five cents a ton,
and in other instances more, and cer-
tain changes In working conditions,

Confidence is expressed by the op-
erators that there will be no general
cnal famine, large supplies of fuel
having been secured in anticipation
of the walkout.

While the miners predicted the sus-
pénsion would be cut short by a
prompt signing of wage scales, some
of the operators maintained that the
miines might be kept closed for a
month or sixty days, or even longer.

The conditions in the varfous states
were as follows: :

Tilinols 900 mines closed and 75,000
miners quit; Indiana, 18,000 miners out;
Pennsylvania, approximately 40,000
men out: Jowa every mine in Jowa
closed pending settlement of the wage
scale,

Missouri, Kansas, Oklahoma and
Arkansas comprising the gouthwest-
ern interstate fields, 35,000 miners quit;
Ohto, all miners anit; at Loraine,
Ohio, one steel plant shut down and
threw out 400 workmen, the mana-
gers announcing a shortage of coal

The first victory for the men came
in an announcement from Brazil, Ind.,
the centre of the Indiana block coal
Gistrict, where it was announced the
men’s demand for a five cent increase
would be granted.

President Thomas L. Lewis, of the
miners union, declared a total of 300,-
000 miners had quit work.

| separately for the convenience: of the

| this makes to the telephone company

An “Extraordinary Growth,

The notification explains thae there
has been an “extraordinary growth in
telephone business during recent years,
and consequent increase in demand for
extra listings, which has involved a

corresponding increase in size, num-
| ber and expense of publication of t‘he
telephone directory.” It is added, “it
has become impossible for us to con-
tinue to publish such additional list-
ings at the present rate of $1 per line,
per issue, of the book. In future the
charge for such extra listings will be
$2 per line per issue.”™

Forty Thousand Directories,

Mr. Dunstan says that the number
of telephone books in Toronto is now
about 40,000, or more than double what
it was not many velrs ago, when the
rate was $1, and that the doubling of
the charge is therefore justified, con-
sidering the increased cost of getting
out -the hook. He has had patrons
tell hiim that they are surprised that

FOUR MEN LOST THIL
PERISHED IN BLIZZARD

A Tragedy of Mlchlpocoten Re-
vealed bySpring Thaw-—0One Man
;. Had Letter From Guelph Lady.

SAULT STE. MARIE, March 31—
(8pecial.)—March thaw has laid a bare
lone trail between Grassett”and Michi-
picoten; revealing the bodies of four
men -who peéfished - while venturing

over the dangerous corduroy road dur-
ing the blizzards of winter.

The news was breought to the Zoo
by George Henderson, engineer of the
Algoma Central Raliroad. This trafl
is a hazardous one and inspires terror
to those who verture ‘on it ‘even in
summer months. There is no human
habitation during the entire 52 miles.

The bodies were found at different
points- within a dozen miles of Michi-
picoten, some within a short distance
of the trall, indicating that the bliz-
zard, in which the men perished, came
upon them suddenly, and that they
lost their trail after it was obliterated
by snow.

None of the bodies have as yvet heen
identified, but one of the men had a
letter with a Guelph postmark, from
a woman named Susan Edwards. This
man was about 32 years of age and
had $400 In the inner vest pocket."Mon-
ey was also found in the pockets of
the. other men. It is supposed they
were on ‘the way to mines which are
in course of development in that re-
