Ottawa, March 11.—(Special.)—®he
gossip that leaks out from the Union-
dst caucus is to the effect that Sir
Thomas White got’ quite a setback. He

received an ovgtion when he arose to
speak, but so also did Hon. Arthur
Meighen. .The rumor is, however,
that Sir Thomas failed to cdrry the
business he wanted to put thru and
that the -caucus led by the cabinet,
voted for more delay. Sir Thomas
outlined his views in the house of
vommons the other day. He wanted
the Unionist members to get -together
and form the National Liberal Con-
servative party.

It was taken for granted that the
speech was more or less {nspired by
the government, especially when it be-
came known that ga platform was
yeady for submission to the caucus to-
day This was true, but the platform
turned out to be nothing more or less
than the document read to _a former
caygus by Sir Robert Borden last
Cctober. Its tariff plank is much like
the one indicated in $Sir Thomas
White's speech, which is said to con-
tain one or two olive branches for
the_farmers of the west. The national
policy is upheld, but all duties are to
be removed which, after a carefil in-
vestigation, are found to unduly en-
hance the cost of living.

Letter From Borden.

Good Effect of Mutuels,

The commissioner finds that touts
and “railbirds,” who have been among
the hangers-on at race meetings, have
been somewhat of an evil influence in
the enterprise, in that they were often
instrumental in inducing young or un-
sophisticated individuals to make bets,
when they would not otherwise have
thought of doing so. .

Racing and Betting Necessary.

The report refers to the unsatisfac-
tory method of operating some -of the
tracks and to the character of  the
men behind them. The general trend
of the evidence given before the com-
missioner in regard to the necessity
for racing to horse breeding was that
racing was necessary to the continu-
ance of breeding a certain type of
horses and a certain freedom of bet-
ting was necessary to support racing.

The commisgioner finds that much
illegal betting is under way in Canada/
al the present time, but evidence ou
this subject pvas very hard to"Secure.

The commegBioner tinds tnat long-con-
tinued - race nieetings, with betting
as a public adjunc, are likely in tne
communities in whicn they are held, to
éxert a bad influence on young and un-
experienced men, and others lacking in
self-control and moral stamina.

Length of Meetings.

This tendency, he says, 1s especially
eviderit in those cases in  which the
length of the meeting is excessively oul
of proportion to the. size of the com-
munity in point of population,

The management of such meetings
would, other things being equal, have a
very important bearing upon that phase
of the question. .

1t is, however, noteworthy, says the
report, that protracted race meetings
which have taken place in Canada have
been conducted under the most unfavor-
able conditions in this respect.

Owns Chain of - Eighteen Stores
—Denies Making Double

Profit.
SAYS CONSUMERS BENEFIT
Hamilton, Ont, March 11.—Con-

siderable interest was evidenced in the
testimony to be given by William Car-
roll, the proprietor of a chain of local
stores, before the board of commerce
this afternoon. When his name. was
called at the resumption of the inquiry
into the alleged groc}zry combine, the
city council chamber was crowded
with interested spectators, He was
si{ll under examination when the hour
of adjournment came, and he will be
again under fire at tomorrow morn-
ing’s session.

Mr. Carroll stated that he had been
in business twenty-seven years, that
he started with a grocvery store and
now had eighteen stores,

No Wholesale Profit.

These stores were added from time
to time, as his business increased. He
said he had a large warehouse and a
central office. Goods coming to the
warehouse are charged against the
warehouse account. He did not figure
on a profit from his wholesale end,
and in that way his business differed
from that of an ordinary wholesale
establishment, s

His stores received their goods
more cheaply on that account. The
wholesaler, however, got 4 per cent.
for handling sugar, while he got
nothing. He had to purchiase sugar
thru the wholesalers, tho. In some
instances he purchased direct from
the manufacturer, thereby obtaining
goods cheaper than from the whole-
saler. In such cases the resale price
is always at cost, which {8 a benefit
to the ultimate consumer, He had
purchased from Procter & Gamble
thru a jobber, in carload lots, Lums-
den Brothers was the jobber. He had
received a specia] discount on drop
shipments of cornstarch products ob-
tained thru jobbers in Toronto. He
denied that he was making a double
profit,- and this in answer to ques~
tions put by Mr. Roebuck, and under
cross-examination by Mr. McKay, told
of his: methods of conducting his
business, ‘ :

D, . Williamson, sales agent for
the Canada Starch Company in On-
tario, admitted having received or-
ders from Willlam Carroll indirectly
thru dealers in and out of town. No
orders had been recelved from Jodeph
Harris,

Conditions of Sales,

Asked whether he would sell to such
a4 company as the York Trading Com-
pany, he said that the policy of the
company was to sell to any dealers
whom the executive deemed strictly
wholesalers. This information came
thru their own representatives . and
with no advice from the association.
When the conditions of sale were not
complied with by the jobbers he was
cut off the list. He admitted that he
understood there was a “gentleman’s
agreement” between his company and
the St. Lawrence Starch Company re-
garding prices and selling policy. The
condition of sales provided that these
should not be cut in price and if any
customer learned of - another dealer
cutting he was enjoined to report the

matter. If thé charge were proven,
the offender would be cut off.
To Mr. McKay, witness ' said his

company found it unsatisfactory to
sell to the large retailer as well as to
the wholesaler. The present policy
has - been  conspicuously successful.
The sale to Willlam Carroll was a
drop shipment, thru W. F, Morley,
who was on the company’s list,
Vice-President Testifies.

James Ruddy, vice-president of the
company, said the jobbers’' list was
compiled thru personal investigation
and not by consultation with Mr. Pike,
who would want to keep ' too many
names off. He had decided to put
Fearman Brothers on the list whether
they joined the association or not, and
had already done similarly with an-
other dealer,

Mr. O'Connor said that all “gentle-
man’s agreements” should be report-
ed to the board of commerce.

Mr. Cleaver stated that the refer:
endum committee was organized for
& specific purpose and as
ended ton October 20, 1919, it.had no
authority within itself to perpetuate
its -existence.
Mr. Cleaver, a meeting was held last
October to which some 300 represen-
tatives of the refereadum committee
were invited, but only 45 were able
to dttend. This convention voied on
& continuation of the committee and
it was decided to keep it intact, A
resoluilon was’passed, agking the gov-
ernment for a Domiaion . plebiscite;
@nd an executive committee with
representatives was appointed o
conduct thig campaign,

Mr. Cleaver declared that he had
asked the referendum committee to
defer the dppointment wof 'these¢ cam-
paign representatives until after the
Dominion Alliance conveniion, but this
request was refused. The Iconfer-
ence was called with a view %o gain-
ing the co-operation of the two pro-
.aibition forces.

Plebiscite Inadvisable.

Rev. Ben. H. Spence for the Do-
minion Alliance told the conference
that he had the legal opinions of Mr.
Ewart, counsel for the Dominion Al-
liance, and placed these opinions on
the table. Mr. Spence stated that, it
would be inadvisable to bring on an-
other, plebiscite without first having
bill 56 amended to make “eertain that
Oatario would ke “bone-dry.” -

Referendum Side.

Dr, A, 8, Grant, for tae referendum,
committee, stated that his opinions
were based on legal ‘advice, He is
of the opinion that a referendum
should be held immediately and the

act amended if neces later,
Resolutions Vot On, :
"The following . resolutions were

voted upon:

“Moved by Rev., W, Kettlewell and
seconded by Rev, E. G. Powell, that
this meeting, consisting jointly of the
executive committee of the Ontario
branca- of the Dominion Alliance, and
the board of control of the referen-
dum committee, convened by mutual
agreement to discuss the present
‘Provincial situation regarding the
liquor . trafffc, having ' considered
statements by representatives of both
bodies as to what has already been
done, and the lega] opinions concern-
ing legislation, 0n the strength of
which some action has ' been taken,
has reached the following judgment:

“Inagmuch as legal authoritiss are
divided in opinion as to whether the
province of Ontario comes under the
provision of section 153, part 4, of cct
26, amending the Canada temperance
act. ‘

“And inasmuch as clause 3, section
164, of the same act would not seem to
effectively control the procuring and
bringing in of imtexicating liquor for
sacramental, medicinal, manufacturing
or commercial purposes, other than for

beverage.

“And inasmuch as the act do2s not
vrevent delivery from breweries or dis-
tillers within a province, to persons
within that province if the transaztion
took place in another province.

“Therefore be it resolved that if these
disabilities are removed (by amending
legislation), this conference would recom-
mend the executive of_the parties of this
conference to request the Ontario legis-
lature to adopt a resolution in harmony
with section 152 of the gaid act 26, and
not otherwise.”

This resolution was carried by a vote
of 28 to 8.

An amendment to the above esolu-
tion omitting the phrase by umending
legislation” ' was almost unanimously
passed at yesterday’'s convention as it
was thought that the hands of ihe ex-
ecutive would be tied if the nhrase
were allowed to remain. §

BRADSHAW ISSUES ,
: A STERN WARNING
Shows by Balance Sheets How

Near Toronto is to Financial
Waterline.

Commissioner Bradshaw’s report to
the board of control, presented yester-
day, makes interesting reading. He
issues the following warning:

“In ‘my opinion, it is both danger-
Oous and unwise to obligate the city to
capital expenditures this year to a
greater extent than is covered by the
foregoing. Without taking into con-
sideration the above five and one-half
millions of new debt, the city is now
within nine millions of the amount
which it may legally borrow. Within
a comparatively short time we must
raise, so as to have on hand by Sep-
tem‘bgr, 1921, the several millions
which will be required to acquire the
Toronto Railway Company property,
plans for which should be laid now,
and nothing should be done to*prevent
the necessary capital for this under-
taking being raised_on the ‘most ad-
vantageous terms pdssible.

Added Burden Intolerable.

“The added burden upon the tax-
payer for debt charges, if an unjusti-
flably heavy addition to the debt is
made, will be so severe as to bring
about conditions which will be almost
intolerable, and, as you know, there is
a-limit ag to the amount of capital
which any public body, no matter how
strong it may be, can raise.”

The report points out that by virtue
of various heavy undertakings such
as the taking over of street railway,
$5,000,000; issue of debentures to
Hydro radials, $8,568,561, and others
the city has committed itself to an
immediate expenditure of more than
$30,000,000.

E. E. Lawson, secretary of the
Standard Reliance, again appeared for
examl'na.tion; before Official Referee
Cameron, yesterday morning, and after
a wordy battle between Mr, Kilmer
and Mr. Starr, retired to seek the ad-
vice of counse] before answering fur-
ther questions.

W. 8. Dinnick again took the stand
ard when asked how much he got out
of the $114,000 the Investors’ Land Co.
got from = the Dovercourt Land Co.
witness replied he did not know what
property was referred -to. Mr., K-
mes warned the witness that he had
over a week’s notice and did-not come
near the liquidator’s office to assist
him, to whigh Dinnick replied that he
was ava,lla.bge to the liquidator, ana
had attended at his. office three or
four times, He was ordered to pro-
duce any of his private papers which
might throw light on the transaction
known as Kendal Hill property,

Witness said he received $9000 out
of the $56,000 deal on the College
Heights property.

In March 1913, Dinnick admitted
he held fifty ' per ‘cent, of the
stock in the Investors’ Land Co., which
was purchased for $9000 by Lawson,
Bauckham and himseff. 'They put:in
$3000 each and drew ouf $27,000 be-
tween them, after which he had $9300
to his credit in the syndicate. Din-
nick said that when  acting for the
Dovercourt Land Co. no deal would
be put thry unless he thought the in-
vestment was all right.

Mr. Kilmer pointed out that certain
leaves were missing from the Standard
Reliance Company’s ledger, ailso Din-
nick’s own account and the ledger ac-
count of the Investors’.

Lord Jellicoe has presented us with
matérial for one of the most interest-
ing debates of modern _times. He
came hither after an Australian ex-
perience which taught him much. He
propounded one scheme-for Austraiian
naval defence, with advice that the
administration of the fleet shouid re-
side in' Singapore, several thousand
mileg from Australia. The viscount
offers Canada four schemes, and says
mothing about a plan by which, say,
bur Pacific unit may be  associated
mwith British ships operating from the
lAsiatic littoral.

The Jellicoe report is too,important
io be disposed of after a reading of
presa summaries. At present its effect
must be in 't-he main interrogativé—at
least umtil the government sheds more
light ‘upon it. A considerable body of
ICanadian opinion thinks- it is prema-
tare to consider as practical any new
mavel ‘embarkations. One reason for
this is that in Britain itself there is
mo confident judgment as to what the
maval policy of the country ought to be.

Lord Jellicoe says there is little like-
lihcod of the British naval- estimates
falling below £65,000,000. The esti-
mates for this year are £157,000,000;
but the first lord told the house of
commons that the admiralty was quite
at sea as to the future. It is hanging
on as' much as possible to’ the war
légacies, until some line can be obtain-

Public servants
must be paid what they are worth.
But ‘the policy of doubling salariés at
one jump.in the interests of the ef-
ficiency of one section of the city’s
services, ought to be critically con-
sidered by those to whom Mr. Pearse
Cross purposes " be-
tween. the board of education and the
body Which' votes its funds may too
easily’ be multiplied, at too high an
expense. . ;

Another axpect of this strange af-
fair, of course, is'the fact that since
Mr. Pearse left the city hall some of
his former assistants chose to for-
sake it, He says he did not go
after them—they asked him for jobs.
The city architect.should be asked for
his views of the effect produced on his
department, so that it can be decided
how far it is justifiable for Peter to
rob Paul, while the taxpayer finances
them both,

Safety From Inside.

' Prevention is better than cure. The
provincial board of health is becoming
an apostolate in hygiene for the doctor
and the layman who can understand
the King's English and knows that
the human body is fearfully and won-
derfully made. It has sent to all doc-
tors and social workers in the prov-
ince, a special reprint of Dr. Stokes’
“’I‘odqy's Problem ‘World in .Disease
Prevention,” dealing with the diseases
that belong to the social evil that
everybody knows ‘about and scarcely
anybody discusses.

The" book is non-technical, and,
therefore, the more valuable. In an
introduction, Dr. McCullough, the pro-
vincial medical officer of health, re-
cords the advances that have been
made in the fight against venereal
affliction. He gives due recognition to
Ontario for its pioneering in preventive
legislation for this object, and to the
Dominion parliament for voting $200,-
000 in aid.

The time has gone by for regarding |
,‘ the worst of human ills—and the most
{ cruel in its punishment of inncvcent,|
womep and children—as if it were |
negligible by parliaments. When On-
;tario has taken so beneficent a lead,
Ontario citizens owe it to themselves

Fortunately Mr. Rowell was on hand
with the Bulgarian_treaty, which gave
him the opportunity of stating to the
house the views he has frenuently ex-
pressed to the country respecting the
leagie of nations, and the reservation
respecting the voting of the British
dominions in the assembly. ;

Mr. Rowell declared that the gov-
ernment wq\u!d not acquiesce in any
reservations “which impaired the new-
ly-acquired status of Canada among
the nations of the world. 1If ; the
Unitea States senate insisted upon its
reservation which limits the British
Empire to one vote, either Canadla or
the' United States would have te get
out of the league, ., Even tho rfat
Britain agreed to this reservation,
Canada would have to stay out,

The new .elections -act or franchise
act appears to be unobjectionable.
Provincial lists are to be used as a
basis' for the Dominion lists in the |
federal e'lectl,ons, unless they - are
more than one year old. These lists
will be revised by adding to them the
names of persons entitled to vote and
by striking off the names of persons
not entitled to vote, But the qualifi-
cations for suffrage are in Mr. Guth-
rie's words, “simple and satisfac-
tory.” The voter must be a British
subject, resident in Canada one year
and in the riding two months, and of
the full age of 21 years,

In case the provincial list are more
than one year old, a new list will be
made up for the Dominion election,
In cities, towag.and-villages of more
than one thousand people every
voter will be required to register, buz)
an appeal will lie from the registra-
tion officers to the county judge. In
the rural districts there wil] be an
enumeration of the voters, but aay
one omitted from the list may swear
in his or Ter voie on election day.
The parliamentary counsel, is to be
ex-officio, the general electoral offi-
cer of Janada and perform most of
the duties now performed by the clerk
of the crown in chancery. Advance
polls will be established for the con-
venience of sailors, railway train-
men, commercial travelers and others
who will be unavoidakly absent from
their xjomes on polling day.

TO GROW COTTON -
- INTHE COLONIES

Lancashire Capitalists to In-
vest £15,000,000 for Com-

mercial Development.

Loadon, Mareh 11.—Empire cotton
growing on a commercia] basis almost
immediately is foreshadowed from a
meeting held yesterday in the house
of commons, whica was attended by
some of the Lancashire members of
the house and other persons finan-
cially interested in the .cotton trade,
according to The Manchester Gugrd-
ian,

A suggestion wujapprOVed, says
the newspaper, that the Lancashire
capitalists  provide 15,000,000 pounds
sterling for commercial development,
to be invested in cotton growing in
some selected colony or colonies, sub-
ject to ‘reasonable facilities by road
and rail to be provided by the colonjes
where cotton is grown,

Tae meeting was adjourned for a
week in order that inquiry might be
made into the practicability of Lan-
cashire . providing the 15,000,000
pounds. The Manchester Guardian
says il is believed this money will be
readily forthcoming, because Lan-
cashire at present is full of money
through the cotton trade boom. The
nlewspaper adds taat it is considered

grant from the treasury of 100,000
pounds yearly and g levy of six
pence a bale would be forthcomiing,
which would be spent in pioneer work.

VOTES AGAINST
DIRECT ACTION

British Union Congress ®Will
Seek Nationalization by

Constitutidnal Meaps.

London, March 11.—The special
trade union congress, in gession here,
voted overwhelmingly today against
the strike policy and in favor of con-
tinued  efforts, by . constitutional
means, to effect the nationalization of
mines. |, "

The defeat of the direct action pro-
posal wjgl be regarded as having three
important effects:

First, it precludes the possibility of
the general strike, which hae been
standing as a threat since the Glas-
BOW congress Jlast Septemb‘r pledged
itself “to compel the government to
nationalize the min&s”; second, it
shows the British labor movement is
ready to entrust ite hopes for achiev-
ing its aspirations to the outcome of
a general election, and, third, it marks
the breaking point in the influence of
the extremist elements among the
labor leaders who last September
seemed trending toward ascendancy in
the movements ot the council.

Secretary Hodges of the Minery’
Union was the gnly speaker today who
championed the strike licy.

Against his advocacy of the strike
a8 a weapon were arrayed J. H.
Thomas, the railwaymen’s leader;
Thomas Shaw, secretary of the In-
ternational Teqtile Workers, and John
R. Clynes, president of the National
‘Union of General Workers and former
food controller, acknowledged to be
three of labor's most eloquent speak-
ers and able strategists, Mr, Clynes
said that the man- in the country
“who would welcome direct action i
not at this conference, byt is in
Downing street” referring'to Premier

ADVISE INCREASE
OF 25 PER CENT.

Soft Coal Commission /' Re-

ports on Wages of Miners
and Other Conditions.

Washington, March 11.—A 25 per
cent. wage increase for bituminous
coal miners is recommended in a ma-
jority report of the commission ap-
pointed by President Wilson to settle
the coal strike, A

No change ia working hours or eon-
ditions was recommended. John P.
White, representing #he miners, held
out for a higher wage increase, it was
said, and will submit a minority re-
port. o

The wage increase proposed will ab-
sorb the 14 per cent. granted when the
miners returned té work last Novem-
ber, so that the actual increase is 11.
per cent. over present wages. ’

The majority recommended that the
check-off system by which the oper-
ators collect from the miners dues to
the umions, be retained. It also re-
commended that the question of differ-
entials be referred to a special com-
mission to be appointed by the, joint
wage scale conference and to report in
two years.

The wage incre‘,se would not be
made retroactive. 'The commission did
not ask that the powers of the fuel
administration be conferred on it.

WARNING AGAINST
LOCAL INSURANCE

. L ]
Fire Companies Should Run
World-Wide Business,
Says J. B. Laidlaw. =

A word of warning was issued to

local business by John B. Laidlaw,
manager: of the Norwjch Union Fire
Insurance Company, in a lecture on
“Conflagration,” delivered by “im last
evening to the members of the Insur-
ance Institute of Toronto.
ing it may be stated the institution
has come of age (this is its twenty-
first year of existence) and just 15
years ago Mr. Laidlaw delivered a
paper on the same subject before its
then members.

Mr. Laidlaw contended that a pure-
ly local company being caught by a
big conflagration would without doubt
be unable to pay its poli¢ies, and
perforce, go under, whereas a com-
pany operating a world-wide business
was easily enabled to settle all its
claims, He instanced the big confla-
grations of Boston, Chicago, Balti-
more and Frisco, where thousands of
merchants and others were absolutely
ruihed by the purely local insurance
companies ,being so hard hit that it
was sheer impossibility for them to
pay their claims. Without mentigning
names or places, Mr. Laidlaw said:
“There are ertain, companies today
carrying far ore risks than they
should.”. 'All companies, he added,
should limit theiy policies in any sne
area. In referring to municipal fire
insurance Mr, Laidlaw declared it
wouldsalways, break down with “con-
flagration,” as ruined, buildings and
ruined people could not be taxed.

Mr. Laildlaw had great praise for
the sprinkler system, and said many
buildings, and even towns, had been
saved from fire by its adoption. He
sincerely condemned shingle roofs,
and said they helped to spread fires.
After narrating in detail all the Mig
conflagrations of the world from the
Fire of London (England) in 1666,
down to the Frisco outbreak, Mr.
Laidlaw said Toronto narrowly es-
caped a big .conflagration in 1895,
when Simpson’s store was burned out.
