ARRESTED

FOR RIOTING IN MOSCOW

Russian Police and Cossacks Disperse a Demenstration of 5000
People—Sixty Injured and One Officer Reported Killed.

Mosecow, Dec. 18.—The police and the

"Cossacks to-day dispersed a demonstra-

tion of 5000 students who had assembled

‘in the principal streets and’in front of

the governor's palace. Tnree hundred
of the students were arrested and sixty
were injured, The revolutionary de-;
monstrations occurred from noon till
nearly evening. About 5000 people par-
ticipated, but the agitators did not suc- %
ceed in drawiiig the workifigien into
the disturbdnce, and aftér many ced-
sions, the police firing blank volleys
and charging” with their sabres, e
crowds were finally dispersed. Many
were wounded and more were arreste.l.
As far as is known, none of the iicters
was actually killed, but one policeman
is reported to have been fataily in-
jured.

Autherities Knew Beforehand.

The authorities knew in advance that
trouble was impending, and many
houses along Tverskaija-street were spe-
and extra pblicemen

were on duty. Several squadrons of

ilnounted gendarmerie were collected in
! the courtyards of houses.

The crowds
began to collect at mfidday at Tverskaija-
The thorofare was soon con-
gested with a mass: of moving human-
ity,which converged-on Strastni Square,
where 3000 persons assembled, many

jarmed with clubs and carrving flags.

The crowd, singing, moved towards the
palace of Grand Duke Sergius, the gov-
ernor-general.

The police attempted to- block the
street, but the crowd broke thru, and
one policeman was probably fatally
hurt. Battalions of police were brought
up at double-quick. Sticks and stones
were freely used by the mob, and the
police fired several blank volleys, and
mounted men charged, using the flats
of their swords. The mob fought stub-

| blank volleys and 'sabre charges.

side streets. Here the police were again
severely pressed as the detachments
stationed at the ' openings of these
streets to keep people out of Tverskaia-
street were caught between the retreat-
ing mob on one side. and throngs of

Paraded Side Streets.

Many of the demonstrators paraded
side streets in smaller groups, waving
flags and singing. A crowd of 500 col-
lepted in front pf the theatre, where
revolutionary flags were hoisted amid
shouts of “Long live freedom.” The
police were not prepared at this point,
and the crowd, gathering volume, mov-
€d from the square to Neglina-street
and Koominestki . Bridge. the chicf
street of Moscow, where the police met
them. Another stubborn fight ensued,
ending, as the first had done, with three
The
disturbances continued at isolated spots
thruout the afternoon. Many shops wera
turned into hospitals, where the wounds
of. both rioters and. police were tem-
porarily dressed. The workmen held
aloof from the demonstration, employ-
ers having given them warning that any
participating would be dismissed.

NO MORE EXPECTED.

St. Petersburg, Dee. 18.—The reported
disturbance to-day was confined to Mos-
cow.

‘These despatches, it is under-
gtood, consist partly of a statistical
report of the effect of the Japanese
bombardments. and there is nothing in
them to indicate that Gen. Stoessel is
without hope that the fortress will be
able to hold out.

Changes in the American Rugby foot-
dall rules are being advocated quite
strenuously across the line, A most Im-
portant suggestion has to do with the
changing of the number of yards to be
guibea’ in four downs. It has been suz-
gested that it would ‘be a good scheme t.o
reauce the distance so as to make it 3
yards instead of 5 in four tries, Under
these conditions, it bhas been argued, a
strong’ team, which would gain tive yards
against a weaker team in the requisite num-
ber of downs, wouldn't be benefiteu, while
the weaker team would have all the ad-
vantage of the rule, as almost any eleven
could gain three yards in four efforts, and
might not be able to gain five, A change
of this kind would likely result in making
the game more even as between the teams
and wouold. benefit the elevem inferior in
mn;th.h

There bave also been other stions
made, viz., to increase the numb::‘gfe yards
te be gained from five to seven and even
ten, Forcing a small team, which cannot
gain five yards under present conditions,
to gé seven, wouid be manifestly unfuir.
On the defence, however, there might be
a slight advantage for the inferior eleven,
To imcrease the distance to be gained to
ten yards ought to satisty those who are
clamoring for a more open game. To force
apy team to make ten yards in four tries
simply would lead to both elevens playiag
a kicking game, Even when within twenty
yards of a goal, there would be a greater
tendency to try a drop kick than to
rush the ball, If the rules committee re- |
ally is anxious to make the game - more
open, it is thought this latter change is
the one that will be made.

Present Methods of Guardlng Against
Contagious Disease Only i
Not Sufficient.

At the Canadian Institute .on Saturday
evening, Dr. Charles Hedgetts, secrctary
of the proyif¢ial board of heaith, dealt in
an ‘able manner with the subject’ of “The
Medical - Inspection  of = School Children.”
Dr. Hodgetts believes that all branclies of
medical Inspection should be adopted ra-
ther than that simply: of the eyes or other
parts of the child’s makeup should be ex-
amined, as is too often the case. The ques-
tion of general inspection had been here-
tofore burked by the confuston that would
be caused by wmany spectalists coming In
expecting concessions from the school
boards, who, like the ratepayers, have
seen the financial difficulties. Thus a dis-
erimination had been made with regard to
coutagious diseases. In the schools under
the present act all children were consider-
ed equal physically, with the exceptioh of
those with countagious - diseases, blind or
damb, and are- compelled by it. to attend.

With the exception of contagious discayes,

little provision had been madé for the pre
servation of the faculties. Comparing the
methods, mniore eor iess thoro. adopted in
cities of America and Europe, with those
of Toronto, Dr. Hodgetts pointed out that
in this city the pupils appearing ill are
and -if showing symptoms of
contagious diseases the medical he:ilth of-
ficer is ealled in. An indication of the ex-
tent of the work was shown by the fol-
lowing statigties: In 1899 the teachers re-
of whom 148 per cent.
were sent home; 18 per cent.” were suffering
from acute infectious discases of the throat,
chest or skiu.

They might also object to the cost,
which objection should Le met by showing
thein the saving mmle by the pxe\onﬂon
of disease.

The teacher sees 'hig duties increased,
and finds it necessary to devote a portion
of his own stidies to. the subject of hy-
glene. Bat, on_ the other hand. his posi-
tlon is strengthened, and often comes:. to
conclusions and adopts rules which, nnder
the system of medical jnspection is not the
case.  The rural localities afforded poor
op portunities, but a revision of ‘the present
laws could materially hetter that.

Among the benefits derived from a gene-
ral inspection would be the prevention of
disease owing to inspections by medic¢ qally
trained persons, The work could be fitted
to the pupils’ capabilities.

President Witte l"lnl-he- Big Task
-nd Makes Recommendations.

In all points, M. Witte’s recommenda. |
tions aim for completion of the Emanci-
pation Act of 1861, by ending the treat-
ment of peasants as a class apart, give |
ing them a method of enabling to free
themselves forever from the soil and
placing themselves on an equality with !
all other classes of population and re-|
moving the restrictions upon initiative
enterprise which have heretofore crush-
ed out all ambition. In order to ac-
complish this he proposes to abolish;
practically the whole system of laws
applicable to_ peasants alone. At the
same time the backward condition of |
the vast majority of the peasants, and |
the fact that, if placed on a complete |
equality in the matter of thé holding
and disposition of property they would
soon become the prey of the shrewder.

M. Witte, therefore, recommends the
rreservation of certain laws designed
solely for the peasants’ protection, such
as the inalienability of communal laws
and institutions.
