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ANNUAL MEETING.

The 62nd Annual Meeting of the Grande Ligne Mission was
held on the 13th October, 1898, at 2.30 p.m., in the French Baptist
Church (I'Oratoire), in the City of Montreal.

Rev. Dr. Dadson, the President, in the chair.

The meeting was opened with singing and prayer.

The minutes of the last Annual Meeting were read and adopted.

The Secretary then presented the Annual Report, the largest
part of which was in print for the convenience of those present.
The Reports of the different fields were then read, with suggestions
as to changes or additional facts, the Missionaries being there to
give explanations. The report was adopted and. referred to a
committee for additional items and publication.

The Treasurer presented the Financial Statement, also the
Report of Endowment and Building Fund, both of which were
adopted and ordered to be printed with the report.

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SIXTY-SECOND ANNUAL REPORT

Che Grande-Ligne Mission.

In sympathy with almost the whole world, this country
has been passing through exciting times and scenes by the great
public battle in the Temperance cause, and the whole nation has
been stirred by the endeavor of devoted reformers to secure a vote
for the prohibition of the manufacture and sale of intoxicating
drinks. Our Society, while sympathizing with that cause and
aiding it, has continued to be busy in the pursuance of a deeper
work of reformation, knowing well that the primary cause, the
deeper source of evil is to be found in poor human nature.
The drink traffic is recognized as the most terrible and insidious
auxiliary to all that is bad and wicked in humanity, increasing
miseries, making sin more sinful, making havoe and causing so
many wrecks in families, working to destruction of body and soul.

Jut we all know that a man may be temperate as to intoxicating
drinke, even quite abstemious, and still remain so intemperately
worldly, vain, cruel, sensual, dishonest, avaricious, as to have the
door of heaven closed against him. With the Gospel in our hands,
in our minds and in our hearts ; and having felt its saving power
and sanctifying influence, we go wherever we can secure access to
undertake the deeper and larger work of the conversion of the
soul to God, the regeneration of men whether they profess, or
allow themselves to he called members of some church organization
or not, knowing full well that if this deep change is wrought
by the truth receivea in sincerity, and with the work of the Spirit
of God in the soul, the latter will have power to keep the whole
being in all soberness and resistance to all sinful passions,
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i Wae have repeatedly written and spoken in justification of our
A's evangelical missionary labors among the Roman Catholic cummun-

] ity, because we know that on the one hand there are many
1 who are only nominally Catholics, vho are unbelievers in
B Christianity itself, and with whoin one has to stand for the

& defence of the truth. On the other hand with the multitude of
church-going people and devotees, the mass of superstition which
_ is taught and practised by them is such, that much as there is
AN need of makirg Gospel truth known among them, it is next to

impossible to make it comprehensible and acceptable

Moreover, with both these classes, with the exception

of a few devout souls who have the intuition of higher spiritual

saint to cure body and soul. Alas! of late particularly, some of

these who are called Protestants rely also on something similar to

this to secure a safe passport to heaven. Then it is not surprising
that the teaching of the Gospel, even when freed from marked
o (g 1 denominational color, should not find an easy access to souls

thus preoccupied and biassed.

Still, we do not intend to leave the impression on the minds
of our readers that notking or very little has been done through
our labors on this wide and varied field, for, as the sequel of this

Report will si.ow, much real good work has been done, and very
substantial results attained, enough to encourage both the worker
and the prayerful helper.

Much greater results are sure to follow sooner or later. Some-
thing similar to that is now manifest in old France. Itis very well
known in spite of the deplorable state of things recently revealed in
governmental and military matters, that in quite another sphere
there are most interesting movements and progress in religious
things. During the last two years, not less than a score of priests
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have virtually abandoned the Roman Catholic church, and several
of them are men of brilliant, cultured intellects, and of deep
religious sentiments to which they give expression in a newspaper
conducted by themselves entitled: “ZLe Chritien Frangais.”

This will eventually influence our work for good very greatly in
this country.

But may we expect the conversion of some of the leaders of
our people, some of their priests, bishops, teachers, writers, and
even political men? That was, even at the time of our Lord’s
personal ministry on the earth, considered as the test of sure
ouccess : “ Have any of the rulers or the Pharisees believed on
him 1" Yes, a few ia the past. But we do not expect that for
some time to come very many of them wiil leave their comfortable
position of ease and of authority to accept the hard life of
reformers, nor do we lovk to them for the future great success of
this work. Fora while the clerical leaders have positions too good to
leave in order to follow the humble life of the Divine Master,
the political leader, though in many cases 2 liberal thinker,
an open urbeliever in the popular theology, in the superstitious
teaching and practices of the Romish church, is too much
hampered by .the religious bigotry of his family relations to be able
to keep alive his feeble flickering light.

Our great hopes for the future are in the men and women we
are ourselves preparing for this great and delicate work. We need
intelligent, well trained minds and hearts, quiet, self-possessed clear-
sighted men as soldiers of Christ in this great battle for religious and
moral progress. Some such have already left their mark on this
generation, and have obhtained encouraging success. We only
crave that the helpers of this work of reformation become as patient
in waiting for results as the laborers themselves, who are on the
field and who feel every day the difficulties in the ray of success.

We know that it is often said, that the word of God is all
powerful, that placed in the hands of French Romanists it must
effect a reformation. Surely that cannot mean the expectation of
anything like a magical effect, which we have alluded to in this
Report as the bane of the Roman Catholic superstitious belief. We
must always take into account the moral element in man, which
implies a possible resistance, and which the unconverted Protes-
tants but too effectively prove.
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When one :nows or remembers what a mass of rubbish the
ordinary Roman Catholic mind has been stuffed with from infancy,
the measure of success we have attained in clearing those minds,
and making the pure Gospel accepted by so muny, is a subject of
great gratitude to God, and a great encouragement to go on in our
work.

In the general survey of the field for the past year we cannot
but be encouraged to continue in this work so signally blessed of
the Lord in spite of «.. the imperfections and short comings of its
laborers. At headquarters, we mean the Grande Ligne station and
Institute, we have had both sorrow and joy. We have felt great
anxiety concerning the prolonged ill health of the worthy Principal
of the Institute, Rev. G. N. Massé, wi.o, we are now happy to say,
is apparently entirely restored by his trip to and rest in Europe.
During his absence his co-workers devoted thewnselves admirably
to the task of increasing their work to fill up the vacancy of their
beloved friend and brother, and in this Mrs. G. N. Massé
had a large share. Our brother comes back to face the work of
a large school, which bas an overflowing number of pupils. We
trust that renewed health and strength will be given him to
superintend it for the whole term. We are sorry that il' health
has also deprived us of the services of Dr. Rair ville, who has left
his work at the Institute and the farm to seek relief in rest and

treatment in other parts of this Continent.

It has been already stated and even printed that the religious
interest in the Institute last winter was very marked, and so
the result proved. Twenty-five of the pupils were baptized at
Grande Ligne by pastor Parent last winter, with two other mem
bers of the habitual congregation. We wish it to be remembered
that most of the pupils who have been baptized at Grande Ligne
are the sons and daughters of our French Protestant converts of
the different missionary churches and stations of our field ; but
there were also among those baptized four who were Roman
Catholics a few months before. The aggregate of baptisms on the
field during the past year is 37. It will be remewmbered that two
years ago a special effort was made in the City of Montreal, by
preaching and teaching in the Salle Evangélique. Though with
apparently small results, it was a very good work conducted wisely
and devotedly.

REV. W. 8. BULLOCK.

Roxton Field.—Rev. W. S. BurLock writes: The yea
just closing has not been one of great ingathering on the Roxton
Field, but rather one of sowing.

Our object has been threefold ; To reach Roman Catholics with the
Gospel, lead our unconverted Protestants to a true repentance and trust in
the Saviour, and to help the Church ou in spiritual progress and a tru
christian character. In our primary object, while we have not heen success
ful in leading souls completely out of Rome, we have had access and preached
the Word to a greater number. Catholics —especially the young—seem to
be more and more accessible. A greater number have attended our services
this year. Of late seven young men and two older persons— man and wif
have been at our evening meetings quite regularly. They always appearcd
to be interested. Three persons have professed conversion during the year

Our effort to build up the church, has not been altogether in vain.
There has been, we believe, real progress. The amount contributed is, for
all purposes $210.90.

Four members have been added to the church by letter and thre
dismissed by death and letters. Our present membership is 61. There ar
44 Frer.ch Protestant families in the community, 36 of which are connected
with our church, and the remaining eight with the French Methodist Church
of the place. The congregations have been good, averaging abont 100 at the
morning service, 40 at the evening gathering, and about 30 at the prayer
meeting. The congregation is composed largely of young people. Our great
hope for the future of our cause lies with the young, Protestants and
Catholics as well,
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REV. L. A. THERRIEN.

Maskinongé.—Rev. L. A. Turrriexn is sent to be a light
in a dark place. He does not report much increase but he
writes hopefully of the cause. The 17 members of the church are
holding their faith heroically and are a joy to the pastor, The
Congregation numbers 37. These few have contributed $115.65
for all purposes. Some new openings for influence are reported.
A special case is the Roman Catholic wife of one of the members
of the congregation over whom the priests have lost control.

One of our lady members recently visited a dying Roman Catholic
mother who had a terrible dre. of death. Mrs. M. spoke words of christian

encouragement and so comfortea the sick one that she would call for Mrs. M.
when the latter was absent.

In due time the priest came and performed the last rites over the almost
unconseions woman.  After the heartless function, he went avay. Then
Mrs. M. drew near and taking the thin hand in hers, spoke again of pardon
and hope through Christ, and added: “If you hear me and understand,
press my hand to let me know.” Her hand was slowly but firmly pressed.

Sorel.—‘ We cling fast to the Cross and keep praying and
working,” says Rev. L. O. F. Cork.

Quebec.—Rev. L. R. Duraup writes that his work has
made some advances. Two have been baptized and scveral new
comers are attending the church and reading room. Much influence
for good must result from the many tracts distributed and the
many conversations engaged in. Bro. Dutaud speaks of a man
who once attended the services, but who, for the usual reason,
opposition of church and friends, was induced to abandon them.

Marieville.—Rev. A. J. Leseau writes a cheerful report
of his work in Marieville. The services are well attended;
fifty to seventy-five French converts being usually present. The

Roman Catholics, are taking advantage of it to learn English, and
then the Missionary devoutly hopes they will read something
better than the mass book, Bro. Lebeau visited this summer his
old home which he left 28 years age, Mr. Therrien accompanied
him. They visited a Protestant family who opered his house to
their services. The gramophone attracted a company of 32 Roman
Catholics. As there was a fitting occasion, Bro. Lebeau told them
of the confession to God, contrasting it with confession to the Priest,
and Bro. Therrien preached Christ unto them, it was a grand
opportunity, faithfully improved ; may God water the seed.

South Ely.—Rev. Jacques Crsax writes in more hopeful
strain than usual. His congregations are improving. Several new
comers have entered the community and are attending the services,
In all there are 18 families in connection with the

church and
these, being faithful to their opportunities in connection with
their pastor’s work, ought to make for the progress of the Gospel.
The report speaks of the frequent presence of Roman Catholics,
especially at funeral services, and of the young people who areinduced
to attend Feller Institute. For people who are so very poor the
church makes a good showing financially, $95.50 being raised for
all purposes. They have repaired the Mission House with their
own hands, so that what would cost otherwise $100.00 has cost
the Grande Ligne Mission only $73.85.

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REV. M. B. PARENT.

Grande Ligne.—Rev. M. B. Parent has been much blessed
in his work. He has had some discouragement it is true-—three
families have left the place and -ten members have been dis-
missed—but twenty-seven baptisms, including four conversions
from Rome, and the frequent attendance of Catholics at the church
have gladdened his heart. The finances of the church are very
encouraging.  His report contains this item of interest :

Nowithstanding the preserving power of the Saintes Eispéces,
on January last the lightning struck and burned the church of
St. Valentin, a few miles from here, When the question of
rebuilding came up, the majority wanted the new edifice near the
G. T. R. station, a place of greater importance than the old village.
The minority insisted on retaining the old spot and went so far as
to threaten to call a Protestant minister if their request was not
granted. The bishop yielded and granted each party his own
church, This however brought new dissatisfaction : they don’t
feel able to build two churches in a small parish,

We visited some of these people, and, except in one case, we
have not found very good ground for the Gospel seed to grow.
But we state these facts to show progress in public opinion. Not
S0 any years ago, our people were absolutely submissive, and as
to the idea of turning Proiestant, they were as far from it as
possible, Many of them sincerely believed that Protestants had
horns and cloven feet.
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Feller Institute.—On the Hth of October, the halls of the
Institute suddenly awoke to new life, and the voices of a hundred

students mingling in pleasant greeting, together with the sound of

of hurrying footsteps and placing of luggage, made an agreeable
confusion such as only teachers of schools like this can appreciate.

As usual, the building was full to overflowing, and many
deserving and interesting pupils were refused for lack of room.
Indeed, the work seems to call more imperatively every year fo
the new “ Wing.” Many applications were not considered at all,
as the ages of th. applicants were below thirteen. With larges
accommodation, theze younger ones, whose characters are so easily
made or marred, can be received.

The total number of pupils enrolled was as follows :

70 boys, boarders.
7 boys, day pupils.
46 girls, boarders.
12 girls, day pupils.

135

The school was exceptionally free from sickness, except the
indisposition of the Principal, which was so serious as to necessitate
his absence after the Christmas holidays. The remaining teachcrs
with characteristic good-will and energy, shared the extra burden,
and with Assistant Principal, Arthur Massé, carried the school to
a very successful close in May.

One young man passed the matriculation examination for
McGill ; four studied with the ministry in view.

Twenty-seven were baptized as the result of personal con
viction under the faithful preaching of the pastor, the daily study
of the word, and the teaching of the Sunday School. Seventeen
of those baptized were boys, two of whom were Roman Catholics
in the autumn. Ten of the entire eurollment were Roman
Catholics.

The influence of the Institute among the latter class is fa
reaching, and many staunch Romanists of education and high social
standing, are ready to speak a word in favor of such a school as
ours and “ wish there were more like it.”

Let not its good work be handicapped by lack of means o
dearth of prayers.

PRINCIPA
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REV. A, L. THERRIEN.

Montreal.—Rev. A. L. Tuerrien’s work has been carried
on very hopefully during the year. Eight conversions from
Romanism and four baptisms are reported and many others have
been influenced through religious literature and conversation.
Among the trials of the work have been much sickness and five
deaths, and the usual opposition and persecution of Rome. The
Missionary’s report contains the following interesting incident :

As a sample of the way in which God works, I may cite the
case of one conversion. Other inteiesting incidents might be
related did space permit. A man who first heard the truth in the
hall w~s converted and baptized. His wife, though not bitter,
was strongly opposed to him. He was advised to proceed very
carefully and tenderly with her The New Testament was left
where she could lay her hand on it. Curiosity led her to read in
it when alone. By and by she broached the subject of religion
with her husband. She asked him questions. She said she
noticed a change for the better in him. The conversation was
cordial and followed by others. Three months after his reception
into the church she too followed Christ in baptism and is now a
most hapny and exemplary Christian. Through this family
another was reached and converted also. All this within a few
months,
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REV. C. W. GRENIER.

Weymouth, N.S.—The missionary has three stations which
he serves regularly—Waggoner Settlement, Burton Settlement,
and Weymouth Falls. At the three places { - average attendance is
about 126,—21 being Catholics. The missionary has made 2508
visits, and travelled 1733 miles. He preaches whenever he can—in
churches, school-houses, saw mills, or open air. Three conversions
at least have resulted from his labor since his last report. One
was baptized. Two died. In connection with the sickness, death
and burial of these two, he had unusual opportunity of preaching
the tender sympathy of the Gospel of Jesus. Many Catholics
knelt with him at his services, especially at the funerals. Bro,
Grenier is greatly encouraged.
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Sherbrooke.—Qur Missionary Evangelist, M. O, THERRIEN,
reports that he has continued his work almost uninterruptediy
during the past year, and that he has varied his manner of working
according to circumstances and opportunities. It is strange that in
a City like Sherbrooke, where theve is a large number of English
Protestants, many of them persons of influence, a French Protestant
Missionary who is always polite and kind to Romanists, should in
the performance of his quiet missionary work be subjected in the
streets and elsewhere to gross insults, and bodily assault. Ina
measure, however, he has been able to have access to the people.
He has distributed over 300 religious tracts, 20 copies of the New
Testament, has given 58 Bible lessons, has had with Roman Catholics
1619 conversations on religious subjects, and made 116 visits to
Protestant families.

Mr. Therrien’s work is full of discouragements. He has the
great charch against him and is made to feel its opposition daily.
Luke-warm Protestantism also does but little to aid him. He is
persecuted in body, often perplexed in mind, yet he plods on
with a stout heart and cheerful face and manner, and is not weary
in well-doing.

Rev. N. Grégoire, (ex-priest.) This missionary has no
definite station. His work consists in supplying vacant pulpits,

visiting as he may find encouragement among destitute parishes,
and employing his pen where best it may do service for our cause.
During the year he has labored upon the St. Constant, St. Phillipe
and St. John’s fields. He has also conducted with satisfaction,
voluminous correspondence with some of the high authorities of
the Roman Church. In this latter service our brother is specially
encouraged.

Ottawa Valley.—Rev. G. R. MacFauw is to engage in
general missionary work in the Ottawa Valley, in connection with
his pastorate at Rockland. The field is exceedingly important.
Work is encouraging. Rockland Church has twelve French
members, eight of these living at the Canaan Mission Field. One
young girl from one of our Fronch families, lately brought to
Christ, was baptized this summer. A number of French families
are accessible and some attend our meetings. Roman Catholics
are seen frequently at many of our services. Two young people
from here, both from Roman Catholic families, are in attendance
at Grande Ligne School. Mr. E. S. Roy spent the summer in
French work at Rockland and other parts of the Valley. Perkin’s
Mills and Thurso, offer special opportunities for the French
Missionary, and also many other places in the Ottawa Valley.
What is needed is more men having the “rench language, to sow
the Word of Life in every part of this Valley.
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Touring.—Our MissioNarigs Taerrien, (A. L.), PaRrent,
LeBeav, BuLrock and Roy, undertook this summer, to do
evangelization work through the Touring method. They spent
about four weeks going through the Fastern Townships, some of
the lower parishes and part of the Ottawa Valley.  They either
preached or distributed literature in twenty-five different parishes,
villages and towns. They held nineteen meetings in market
squares, around band-stands, in halls and churches, They carried
with them a gramophone to draw the people. They distributed
about seventy-five thousand pages of literature (tracts) and a few
copies of the New Testament, They reached an aggregate of
about seven hundred Roman Catholics through the meetings, and
no one knows how many through their literature. The meet.
ings in churches, as a rule, so far as attendance by Romanists is
concerned, proved a failure, Those in halls, were fairly attended,
and those in the open air were, some of them, attended by as many as
one hundred and fifty Roman Catholics, and none of them by less
than twenty-five. One meeting in a private house was attended
by thirty. In addition to speaking, distributing literature,
singing and recitations by the gramophone, the missionaries
also sang the Gospel. This part of their work was always well
received. As a rule, the meetings were quiet and orderly, the
people listened attentively and respectfully. Twice, however,
the meetings were disturbed. At one of these the missionaries,
after they had had their say, were pelted with eggs by some
hiding in the dark, the meeting being held in the eve
market square.

The missionasies believe they would have hardly been able to
reach the ear of the Romanists had they not had with them the
“talking machine.” We were careful always to explain the object
of our meetings. Besides gratifying curiosity, the machine gave
Romanists a good pretext for attending the meetings. They
could tell their priests, as an excuse for attending, that they went
to hear the gramophone. Much seed has thus been sown which,

it is hoped, will some day bring forth fruit to the honor of God
and the salvation of souls.

We ask the sympathy and preyers of those interested in
Grande-Ligne work, on behalf of this touring effort, that God may
greatly honor his word as it is thus carried through the dark places
of this land. Next summer we hope to report another touring
expedition which may God bless in awakening souls,
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Rev. E. Bosworth, Field Secretary. We said in our last
report that our brother had put a great deal of mental and bodily
vigor into his work of canvassing. We are sorry to say that it is
through a great deal of bodily weakness and suffering that he has
performed of late the labors of his arduous task, and we sinccrely
trust that he will soon be restored to his usual health to continue
this self-denying labor. During the past year he spent several
months in Great Britain, visiting churckes and individuals, and
making collections for our work. Since his return he has visited
several important churches in different parts of the United States,
and throughout the provinces of Ontario and Quebee, pleading the
cause of French evangelization. He has met with a great deal of
kindness, and fair success in securing the interest and financial
support of our Baptist Churches, Sunday Schools, Young People’s
Societies, ete., all over the land.

His labors are so abundant, that it is impossible to enumerate
them. He is always ready to plead for French evangelization,
and no doubt hic enthusiasm in this work has contributed greatly

to the success of our mission.

Montreal Ladies Grande Ligne Association.—This
Society has lost none of its old time vigor. A largely augmented
Committee, representing considerable ability, strength and influence,
gives much promise for the work of the future. The busy Bible

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MADAME SCOTT
Madame Scott reports for the year ending with this present
month of September, 5139 houses entered to offer God’s Word,
800 chapters read to Romanists, 613 conversations with the same
class, 336 visits made to Protestant families, 84 copies of the New
Testament and 36 portions sold to Roman Catholics.

Madame Scott’s monthly reports speak of ten or twelve
persons who have either accepted the truth, or are, at least seem-
ingly, on the way to its acceptance. Three of the first have
already been received into the church, and the others are hopeful
enquirers. She also mentions several very interesting conversations
which space does not permit us to relate. In many instances
Mrs. Scott was asked if Protestants prayed. This would open the
way for a season of prayer with the enquirer, who would invariably
marvel at the beauty of the prayer. And in almost every such
case she would be asked : “ Would you write out that prayer for
me !”  In some instances where she had sold a copy of the New
Testament she was told, afterwards, that its reading had made
them {eel unhappy, because its teachings did not agree with those
of their church. They were told, of course, that further reading
and an acceptance of the Gospel teachings would bring to their heart
true happiness. 1In other instances she was told that the book
was bad and had either been destroyed or given to the priest.

We may be assured that on * that great day” it shall be
tevealed to us, that many a soul received life eternal through the
Word of Life distributed by our sister as well as by her fellow-
worker Miss Northwood.

Miss Northwood.—This Bible woman has had a busy and
on the whole a pleasant year. She reports 83 New Testaments
and 24 Gospels sold. She has distributed hundreds of tracts and
loaned several New Testaments. She has had many conversations
and some of her visits to Roman Catholics indicate promising
results. Miss Northwood has given up her work for the winter
months and is at present attending Feller Institute.

Coaticook School.—For the year ending June, 1898, two
teachers, Misses Stobo and Therrien conducted the school.

The attendance of Roman Catholic children was smaller this
year, owing to some of them who had attended regularly hereto-
fore, having to withdraw to study catechism elsewhere. The
attendance of the school was also affected considerably by the
epidemic of scarlet fever in the town, since the New Year.

The school is however well spoken of amongst Roman Catholi
families.

This year the enrolment has already reached 30, half of
which number are from Roinan Catholic homes.

The classes taught are nearly all included in Grades 1 to 4.

Miss Stobo has sole charge of the school.

GRANDE-LIGNE MISSION.

PRTEE
ENLARGEMENT.

Those who attended the Baptist Convention held in Montreal two
years ago will not have forgotten the trip to Grande Ligne. when 300
delegates, marshalled by Mr. Richards, visited the historic scenes of
Mdme. Feller's life and labor. Their first glance at the buildings
revealed the fact of their incompleteness —one wing was lacking. It
is lacking still! And the purpose of this article is to give some reasons
why the churches should take into immediate consideration the desir-
ability of enlargement,

The School at Grande Ligne is our chief Evangelical Agency in
Quebec. There the gospel is preached, and taught, and exemplified
amidst surroundings so sympathetic and spiritual that conversions are
constantly occurring, and Romanists brought into the light of a purer
faith, The reader will recall that last winter twenty-seven pupils were
baptized on profession of their faith. Preachers and Evangelists are
trained there. We depend upon this school for all we hope for in the
way of evangelization and denominational progiess in the Province.
Our Church would be wise to let nothing hinde: the full work, quantity
and quality, which this school may be able to accomplish. Inone sense,
however, it has now reached its limit and enlargement is made necess-
ary because :

1. Each year from twenty-five to seventy-five applications have to
be refused from lack of accommodation. All these pupils, year by year,
ought to be under the influence of our work. It seems too bad that
when so many difficulties are in the way of reaching the people, when
the churches and Missionaries and Society strive so hard to get a willing
ear for their message, so many fresh young lives seeking our ministry
should be turned away from what we are organized to give. But our
School is filled to the doors, and many of those who desire so earnestly
to come to us have to be refused.

2. A place must be found in our work somewhere for the admission

of children of the age of 10 to 13. This is the impressionable period of
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child-life. Catholicsiknow this, and provide forit. We know it, and must
provide also, Our friends elsewhere will not perhaps see the necessity as
we see it nere. The children of our Missionaries can have very inade-
quate advantages unless we provide a primary school in connection with
our other work, and without some special attention to this depzartment
all other departments must be less or more interfered with. As it is the
classes and teachers have to accommodate themselves to individual
needs, and proper grading and classification are impossible. If provis-
ion were made for boys and girls of the age mentioned, the value of the
school to those who are now of necessity retarded by the presence of
juniors who have had no training whatever would be largely increased.
Enlargement would make a primary class possible, and if we would be
abreast of our opportunity, all will see it to be necessary.

3. Further accommodation ought to be provided for English

students. Our School can never do its best work for French Canadians

if its English features be not duly considered a- ample provision be not

made for those of that language who desire its advantages. French
Canadians more and mours are seeing the necessity of English training,
Mercantile life, the professions, yes, and nearly all occupations, now
open readily only to those who know English, and the French School in
Quebec which gives special advantages in English, will be the School

selected by Canadians, Protestant and Catholic alike, for their sons and

daughters. If we could accommodate fifty English students at Grande
Ligne, the attraction to Frenchmen to take advantage of what that
element must mean in the way of English acquisitions to their children

would we very great. An increase in the English element of our school

would mean an invitation to . larger, and perhaps a more ambitious

class of French pupils to the influences of our work, There are other

reascns also why English pupils should be provided for in larger num-

bers, We must come, suuner or later, to look upon our denominational

work in Quebec irrespective of race distinction. We are people of one
faith, Baptists, whatever the language we speak, and we are, as a
whole, aiming at the one thing, viz. : the extension of our cause. As it is
the Baptist cause is suffering greatly because of the absence of a centre
of thought and prayer around which the affections of the people may
gather. It is here much as it was in Ontario before Dr Fyfe began his

Woodstock work. There is danger of lack of enthusiasm, unity, and

purposeful denominational aggression. Woodstock Institute gave the

unifying impetus to the Baptists of Western Canada, Feller Institute
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should do the same for the Baptists of Eastern Canada. Now the
English-speaking pupils are limited to fifteen, and, of course, the
English churches, apart from the missionary idea, are very little
influenced by the school, as Baptist boys and girls are sent to schools
of other denominations, with the almost inevitable result of being lost,
if not to our churches altogether, at least to the activities of our cause,
Denominational progress in Quebec demands a Baptist College for
young men and women, and the enlargement here advocated would be
the beginning of what has been achieved in Ontario and in the United
States, The reason for the admission of English students in greate:
number is the growing necessity for bi-lingual work. Through the
Ottawa Valley and Eastern townships, as well as in all towns and cities
of tbis province, the man who would preach the Gospel to advantage
must be skilled in both languages. In St. Johns, Farnham, Granby,
Sherbrook~, etc., etc., opportunities abound to the man who is thus
furnished. Our school should invite to her training many who should
be willing to spend themselves for the Master in Quebec, whether
English or French, for these in their intercourse, would re-act upon one
another immensely to the advantage of both, and the vineyard would
then have laborers, the fruit of which must otherwise remain ungathered,
But in order to accomplish this THERE MUST BE ENLARGEMENT,

4. The enlargement advocated would secure all these advantages
and at the same time the revenue of the school would thereby be increased.
English students would, of course, pay full rates, and the writer is assured
that if all could enter who desire to come, not only would there be no loss
but on the other nand there would be a much needed addition to our revenue.
The churches will consider that year by year we must place less depen-
dence upon old friends. Those who knew not Mde. Feller have arisen
with their minds and hearts filled with other sympathies—all very natural
of course—yet let the fact remind us that Grande Ligne must be regarded
by us as more and more specially our own work. We shall have to take
it to heart as never before. If we can in any measure make it self-
sustaining, we shall be wise to attempt it speedily. For all these reasons
we submit the time has come for enlargement.

But enlargement means the expenditure of from $25.000 to $50.000
Who will complete the building at Grande Ligne by erecting the lacking
wing ? We have shown the great need of it ; let some wiser one show

how the money is to come,

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APPENDIX.

QUEBEC
2nd Session, 6th Legislature, 51 Victoria, 1888,

An Act to amend the Act 18 Victoria, Chapter 72, respecting the Evangelical
Society of ** La Grande Ligne.”

WaERrEAs The Evangelical Society of “ La Grande Ligne,” incorporated
by an act of the late Province of Cenada (18 Victoria, chapter 72) have, by
their petition, prayed that their Act of Incorporation be amended so as to
change their corporate name, inerease the number of directors, and extend
their power as to the acquiring and holding of real estate and other property,
and whereas if is expedient to grant the prayer of the said petition : Therefore
Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Legislature of
Quebec, enacts as follows :

1. The name of the said Corporation is hereby changed to *‘The Grande
Ligne Mission "—under which name the said corporation shall be subject to
all the liabilities and entitled to all the rights, powers and privileges of the
said Evangelical Society, save in so far as the same are changed by the present
Act ; and, notwithstanding anything in their act of incorporation contained,
shall have power to acquire, purchase, take, receive, hold, enjdy and possess
without license in Mortmain (Lettres d’Amortissement) all descriptions of
moveable and immoveable property, of whatsoever kind and nature, by any
and every description of title, whether by purchase, gift, devise, will, lease or
otherwise, and whether such title is made in favor of, or acquired by, the
said corporation under its former name, or before or after the passing of this
Act, and such property to let, lease, exchange, sell and hypothecate ;—pro-
vided always that the real estate held by the corporation shall not, at any
time, exceed the annual value of ten thousand dollars, beyond the requirements
of the said corporation for its actual use and occupation.

2. Sections three and four of the said Act are hereby repealed and
replaced by the following :—

*“8. The affairs of the said corporation shall be managed by a board of
not less than nine nor more than fifteen directors, who shall all be members of
regular Baptist churches, of whom five shall constitute a quorum, and whose
term of office and manner of election shall be regulated by the by-laws of the
Corporation.”

‘“4, The Directors shall, from time to time, elect from their members a
President, a Secretary and a Treasurer ; and in case of the death or resignation
of any Director, the remainder shall have the power of filling the vacancy
thus caused, from amongst their number until the next election of Directors
under the by-laws.”

3. This Act shall come into force on the day of its sanction.”

Osieor.—II.  The Society shall have for its object the promotion of HiiE i S

All persons employed by this Society as Pastors,
Evangelists, Colporteurs, or Teachers, or in any missionary labor whatever,
shall be members of the Society ; also those who pay the annual sum of
one dollar or more. The payment at once of thirty dollars, made by a
person, or in behalf of any person, will constitute a life membersh

ip.

DirecTORS.—IV. The business of the Society shall Le
Board of Directors, composed of not less than
bers, all of whom shall be members in good standing of Regular Baptist
Churches, who shall be elected by ballot at the Annual Meeting by a majority
of the members present, and who shall hold office for the term of one year, or
until their successors in office shall have been elected. Five members of this
Joard shall constitute a quorum, competent for the transaction of business at
a regularly called meeting. As soon as possible after their election, the
Directors shall choose from their number a President, a Secretary, and a
Treasurer, whom they shall have the right to depose when they shall judge
proper, In case of the death or resignation of any Director, the remaining
Directors shall have power to fill the vacancy thus caused for the balance of
the year in which such vacancy occurs,

ANNUAL MEETING.—-V, The Society shall meet annually for the election
of Directors, the reception of Annual Reports, and the transaction of other

AUXILIARY SoCIETIES,. —VI. All Auxiliary Societies or Churches which

shall aid the Society will have the right to be represented by a delegate
in the Annual Meeting.

ALTERATIONS.—VIL. No alterations of this Constitution shall be made
without the consent of two-thirds of the Members of the Society present at
an Annual Meeting, nor unless the proposed changes have been submitted
in writing%at a previous Annual Meeting.
