SPECIAL CLAIMS.

Supply in case of Sicknf.ss.—In case a Missionary is laid aside 
during the year by sickness which incapacitates him for work, the 
President of Conference and Chairman of the District may, if they 
judge it necessary, procure a suitable supply ; and the Treasurers, on 
being duly certified of the facts, accompanied by a Physician’s certifi­
cate as to the health of the Missionary, are authorized to pay towards 
the cost of such supply an amount not exceeding the proportion of 
single unordained man’s salary, for the period during which his 
vices are necessary, within the current Conference year.

Supply in case of Death.—In case of the death of a Missionary, 
his family shall be privileged to remain on 
the allowance for the rest of the year ; and an amount for a supply, 
similar to that mentioned in the preceding regulation, may be allowed.

Supply pending tiie Removal of a Missionary.—In case a Mis­
sionary is removed from a distant station, and it is found necessary 
to supply his new field of labor, until such time as he can reach it, a 
grant for such supply may be made, similar in amount to that men­
tioned in the preceding cases.
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AFFLICTION.
These grants are intended to help in cases where expenses in­

curred by sickness are exceptionally great, or the salary unusually 
small. It is to be understood, therefore, that only cases of this ex­
ceptional character will hereafter be entertained, and the Board 
reserves the right of granting either the whole or part of such claim, 
as it may judge expedient.

In order to prevent unnecessary delay in the settlement of Special 
Claims, it is recommended that they be presented at the next District 
Meeting—Financial or Annual—and,if recommended by such meeting, 
forwarded at once, with the physician’s (or other) bill duly receipted 
to the General Secretaries.

ERECTION AND REPAIRS OF MISSION PREMISES, Ac.
1. No application for a grant for new Mission premises, or build­

ings, will be entertained, unless a description of the proposed build­
ings, with their estimated cost, has first been submitted to, and the 
expenditure distinctly authorized by the General Board, or the Com­
mittee of Consultation and Finance.

2. The same rule will be observed in regard to the'repairing of 
Mission buildings, and the purchase of Furniture.

'ÏCLAIMS OF DOMESTIC MISSIONS.

The General Board, experiencing great embarrassment in pro­
ving for the really destitute portions of the Domestic Work, and 
ndiiv' great difficulty in responding to the calls made upon it from 

the Heathen world, and this difficulty and embarrassment arising, to 
a large extent, from the demands made by Domestic Missions of long 
standing and of large membership, and in old and well-settled districts, 
this Board is strongly of the opinion that grants to such Missions 
should either be greatly modified or absolutely cease ; and appeals to 
the devotedness and loyalty of the members of the Church on such 
Missions, generously to relinquish Missionary aid, and thus enable the 
Board to meet its responsibilities, in making more equitable appropri­
ations for the more destitute portions of its extending work.

CORRESPONDENCE.

The Chairmen shall require regular quarterly communications to

In view 
of an ordained minister’s arrival at Edmonton in the summer, I left 
that place in May, 1881, to commence work on a new Mission at Battle 
River, sixty miles south of Edmonton. The summer was spent in mov­
ing and building, a great part of which I did alone. At the beginning 
of°cold weather we moved into the house, which during the winter 
was comfortable, though not completed. When I could secure an 
interpreter last summer, I had services with the Indians, and Sab­
bath School with the children. After moving from the tent into the

I tried the syllabic characters invented by the 
devoted Evans, but though serviceable to any one who has the Cre 
words upon his tongue, it is not the best guide to one studying the 
language. This is because the Cree scholar does not read or pro-

NORWAY HOUSE.
Rossville.—We cannot make as favourable a report of the work 

here as we could wish. A few names have been added to the member­
ship-ten in all—who had been previously baptised, and who had 
even taken the Sacrament without having made themselves known to 
the Missionary. We have, however, to set against these, four removed 
and seven died. There has not been the hearty spiritual interest 
shown among the members which is so necessary to a Church it she 
will even hold her own, to say nothing of increase. There is a mr 
better feeling now, at the close of the year, than there was at the 
beginning. It should be remembered that there is not so much, m 
regard to Indian Missions, to be ascertained respecting the real state 
of the Church by increase or decrease in members, as by a close and 
constant observation of the life of each one who has become Christian 
in name.

Judgin" from attendance on Sabbath worship, and especially at 
the Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper, one would say that there has 
been, and is, a very deep interest in religion. Judging again from the 
attendance on week-day prayer-meetings, and other week-day services, 
perhaps not so favourable a conclusion would be reached. Une 
appointment (York village) has always been fully up to the mark in 
attendance and spirituality Of Norway and Jack River (a weak 
appointment) just the contrary must be said.

The class-meetings have been generally well attended. But it 
must be borne in mind that many of the people are often away from 
home for weeks together, so that it would be unreasonable to expect 
reqular attendance on any of the services. Some of the younger 
members still find it difficult to speak in class. On the whole, how­
ever, there is an improvement. .

The Sunday-School is not at all satisfactory. The children do not 
come as regularly as they might. And they seem to have got the 
absurd idea that after the age of twelve or fourteen they are too big

of this want of interest isto go to Sunday-School. One chief ... . , .
the lack of books. It has always been our idea that whatever might 
be taught in the day-school, they should, in the Sunday-School, learn 
to read their own language. We have used mostly Indian hymns, 
and for reading we had a few copies of the Gospel by St. John, trans­
lated by the late Archdeacon Hunter. But we have no more of these.

reason
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waterings have been two few and far between. They seem harder 
to impress than the Créés. There are some eleven members, including 
Mr. and Mrs. Stout. Mr. Stout, is in charge of Hon. H. B. Co.’s trad­
ing post. A good teacher, who could also preach “ publicly, and from 
tent to tent,” would be the best supply for Poplar River, at least for 
some years to come. They remain in the neighbourhood of the fort 
perhaps eight months of the year. Poplar River can be worked better 
from Beren’s River than from any other point.

Cross Lake.—At this appointment there are forty-three on trial, 
and thirty-five members of the Church. A good many of the former 
had been previously baptised, but their names did not appear on the 
Mission book. They all say they wish to be Christians. Sometimes 
the wish, it may be, is not much more than idle saying, but we may 
not judge too harshly. The Indians here are not, as a rule, so frank 
and open as some others. They have more of that sly cunning gener­
ally attributed to the Indian ; and have also an unhappy fashion of 
telling half the truth when, for some reason, they do not wish the 
whole to be known. They are apt to be loud in condemning in others 
the very things which they themselves are guilty of. Last summer, 
while preaching to a band of them, I had occusion to say, that I knew 
on good authority that some who had been baptised, and had said they 
wished really to be Christians, had gone back again to their old prac­
tices of conjuring, etc. An old man called out : “ tapwâ, tapwâ, 
mwâche âkose ate’t,” (truly, truly, some do just that.) I afterwards 
learned that this same man was one of the “some” who did “just 
that.”

There are some, however, who are really trying, according to 
their light, to live quiet Christian lives. A very old woman was 
baptised, who seemed greatly in earnest. There are a few yet of this 
band who have not cast in their lot with those who seek for eternal
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They are asking the government for a teacher. None as yet has 

been appointed. There are plenty of children for a large school. I 
hope you can soon send us a good man to teach both the children and 
their parents.

Nelson River.—It is the opinion of some who know the place, 
that the Missionary should never have been withdrawn from this, our 
most northerly station in this country. Retrogression is not a good 
maxim. Perhaps, however, in this case we have not really gone back. 
The living presence of a Missionary constantly on the ground, has a 
good deal of influence, no doubt, with those even who come very seldom 
to the Mission. Yet it is possible to teach them to expect too much. 
A not very large band, leading a roaming life, so that unless one 
should adopt their style of living, it would be next to impossible to 
follow them up, can hardly expect to have a “ minister,” ready to 
receive them when, now and then, they have occasion (not for rea-ons 
religious) to come to the station. In many cases we must maintain a 
regular paid agent. Formerly this was true of Nelson River. Now 
the gentleman who has charge of the Hon. Hudson Bay Co.’s post, 
has, of his own free will, taken charge of the Mission, so far as his
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duties allow him, and I am not sure 
much as a regular Missionary. He is a native of (born in) the country, 
so that he is perfectly at home in the use of the Indian language. 
He takes great delight in the Sabbath and week evening services. In 
addition to preaching and leading class, he has a regular Bible-class in 
which his people are greatly interested. He has a kindly address, and 
is much loved by his people. He often finds an opportunity of drop­
ping a word of counsel to any one who comes to the fort for a night, 
or even for only a few hours, as is often the case, when the Mis­
sionary would not see him at all. During my visit last summer, I felt 
that the ground had already been preparing, so that it was easy to sow 
the seed. I have before written you about what I then saw and 
hoard. Mr. Isbister has written several times since, and the report 
was always good. There are thirty-five in full membership, and fifty- 
four on trial. A good many of these latter had been baptized before.

These are not yet thoroughly imbued with the sacredness of the 
marriage relation, but they are improving.

OXFORD HOUSE.
The religious state of the membership does not appear to give 

much satisfaction to the Missionary, who earnestly looks for a soul­

awakening and converting revival.
Indians at their hunting-grounds for so large a portion of the year 
must be unfriendly to their steady growth in piety, although they 
very conscientious in observing the return of the holy Sabbath, and 
a general rule keep up the exercises of devotion whilst absent from the 
sanctuary of the Lord. During Mr. Langford’s residence he had 

interred four adults and three children, but he had baptised 
hundred and three children. In the deaths of
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Divine grace in preparing the sufferer for “ life and immortality.”

Amongst the young, the day-school is doing a good work, under 
the zealous and efficient teaching of Miss Parkinson. In the month
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Mr. Langford reports from this Mission,—
Onr Island Lake Indians are making steady progress in the Divine 

life. We held a sacramental service there last summer f°r the first 
time, which was a most solemn and impressive occasion. Their ex­
pressions of thankfulness for the Gospel, and determination to continue 
in the faith, cheered and encouraged us.

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Several Indians from a distance, who remained but a short time 
at Oxford House during the summer, were baptised last August ; eigh­
teen persons at one service. They have had no teacher to instruct 
them, yet many read and write readily in their own language, and 
striving to walk in the path of duty amid all their destitution in their 
forest homes. Last week I received a letter from one of them, from 
which 1 give a few extracts. After speaking of some Christian In­
dians with whom he had formerly been acquainted—their thankfulness 
for the Gospel, and earnestness in God’s service he states. ‘ 1 only 
aill poor, pray for me, my minister. ... I am less than the least of all 
God’s people. Oh, I tell you, my brethren, I want to give myself 
away ! . . . Only those whom you baptised are living Christian lives.
( He has several brothers and other relatives who are still pagans.)
“ Adam truly is faithful to his God ; he makes me happy, for he prays
from his heart.”

With many such testimonies
of the immorality of some of our Oxford House Indians is humilia­
ting yet we are neither afraid nor discouraged, but more fully mi- 
pressed with our responsibility and the necessity for more thorough 
work. Our present object is to be plain, practical, and earnest ; and | ^ 
our aim the conviction, conversion, and regeneration of our Indians.

The school has become a very important auxiliary in our work,
and is progressing favourably. ,

We are hoping and praying for “ showers of blessing to descend 
on our Mission this year, and we trust that in every field many shall 
be added to the Church—" such as are being saved.”

From Beren’s River and Fisher River we have no religious 
devoted Missionary in charge of these Missions isreport, though our 

doubtless fully employed in advancing the spiritual and temporal
interests of those communities.

The average attendance at the 
class-meetings is not so satisfactory, owing mainly to the fact that 
several of the members, and sometimes the leaders, are away camping 
out, in some cases for months at a time. Strong drink is the great 
drawback to the religious prosperity of this Mission. Liquor is sold 
to the Indians without stint in Orillia; besides we have two licensed 
taverns near the very centre of the reserve, 
faithfully labored at her post during the year, and in cases where the 
attendance has been regular, the progress has been very satisfactory. 
The Sunday-school and Bible-class work has been diligently prose-
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cuted, trusting that the good seed has not been 
temporal interests of the Mission have been well kept up. Eighty 
dollars, raised by local effort, have been spent in repainting and other­
wise improving the Church. The membership is about stationary, the 
number received filling up the vacancies caused by removals, deaths, 
and dropped.

■&*In presenting the annual report of this Mission, I am sorry 1 can­
not speak more favorably and report greater progress. I have en­
deavored to promote the interests of the Indians in every respect, 
both as regards their bodies and their souls.

Religious services have been regularly and faithfully attended to, 
the sick visited and assisted, the negligent and careless remonstrated 
with and warned, the backsliders sought after and brought back to the 
fold, and some fruit has been seen, yet not what could have been 
desired. A few have professed to realize a sense of sins ft rgiven. 
One very wicked woman, a few days before she died, gave good 
evidence of a saving change. The poor Indians here are surrounded 
with strong temptations, especially with regard to the destructive tire 

There is a tavern within a few minutes’ walk of the Mission
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House, where dissipated white men will procure whiskey for the In­
dian ; and professedly respectable gentlemen, who come to shoot and 
fish on Rice Lake, furnish the Indians with plenty of whiskey, and 
the result is the Missionary meets with discouragements continually. 
There are a few pious and devoted Christians among them ; may their 
number soon be largely increased. The Lord save the souls of these 
poor despised people ! Members, 42 ; on trial, 2 ; increase, 3.

the Indians on this Reserve, had to contend with a frail contitu- 
tion ; yet, with amazing energy, faithfully watched over 
diligently for the spiritual welfare of this band ; teaching them, by the 
supporting grace of God, not only how to live, but how to die. In the 
Conference Obituary of our brother is the following testimony :

“ During his last illness he was singularly patient and submissive, 
and constantly raised his heart to God in prayer for His blessing to 
rest upon himself and family. His undying devotion to his work 
strikingly manifested a few Sabbaths previous to his death, for when 
the hour of divine service had come, he requested his attendants to 
carry him to the “ house of God,” that he might once more proclaim 
to his flock the story of redeeming love, and point them to that home 
whose delights he was so soon to experience. He died April 15th, 
1882, in the 54th year of his age, “in sure and certain hope of the 
resurrection to eternal life.”

The Chairman of the District, the Rev. Charles Fish, gives the 
following account of the religious state of the Mission :

On my several visits to the Indian Mission at Cape Croker, 
during the past year, I was greatly rejoiced to learn, that, although 
the Missionary (on account of sickness) was unable, during the greater 
part of the year even to attend the house of God, yet the public 
services and class-meetings, prayer meetings and preaching of the 
Word were steadily maintained amongst themselves. From all that 
I saw and heard in their public religious assemblies, I have reason to 
believe that our Indian brethren at Cape Croker are not only walking 
in the fear of the Lord, and in the comfort of the Holy Ghost, hoping
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to meet their much-loved missionary, so recently^ departed, in the 
better land, but are also in a fair way for increased prosperity. The 
Mission is blessedly remunerative, both for time and eternity.

It is very comforting to see them either in class or in prayer- 
meetings, witnessing, in their own simple way, the saving power of 
the grace of God, through faith alone in the all-merciful Saviour ; and 
here we may well say, with one of old, “ this is the Lord s doing,
and it is marvelous in our eyes ”

Our Sunday-school is very promising, and is becoming a great 
means of grace to the young who are attending it from Sabbath to 
Sabbath, in order to read and study the Gospels which contain the 
doctrines of our holy religion. And we are also greatly indebted to 
our Toronto friends for supplying our Sunday-school, gratuitously, with 
copies of the Pleasant Hours and the Sunbeam, which are very kindly 
received by all the children of our Sunday-School ; for we have been 
greatly pleased many a time in seeing how the little boys and girls 
take pleasure in looking over the pictures on their papers. Last fall, 
about one-fifth of the band of Indians residing at Oka, left for Muskoka, 
where they have been located by the Dominion Government 
Indian Reserve ; and I have not the least doubt that they will succeed 
there, with time and industry, to make respectable and comfortable 
homes for themselves and families ; but at present it is somewhat diffi­
cult to tell what will become of the remaining part of the band, who 
are still clinging to the land of their forefathers.

Our two Mission Schools also have been conducted with great 
efficiency during the year, by the two young Indian teachers who 
have been procured by the Chairman, the Rev. Mr. Scott. Member­
ship, 155 ; on trial, 8 ; total, 163.

Each brother to whom these questions were proposed, answered

them with considerable fullness of detail. If the French Mission 
work is to be judged of by the standard which applies to rural 
domestic Missions, then the results will not be regarded with satisfac­
tion, because such domestic Missions we should pronounce a failure, 
unless within an undefined period congregations were formed, and the 
usual Methodist means of grace established, leading to the erec ion o 
suitable places of worship. In the rural French districts of e 
Province of Quebec, these are possible only to a very limited extent 
And yet it would be unjust and unfair to allege that French Missionary 
labor was a failure. It is not so. Neither is it possible to show with 
perfect satisfaction to every enquirer, what is the full extent an 
result of efforts made for the evangelization of the French Canadian 
population. The work is chiefly of a domiciliary character, visiting 
from house to house, especially where there is known to be a dispositmn 
to hear the word of God and permit prayer. In the neighborhood 
where there are two or more families who have renounced Romanism, 
these will assemble in a private house or wors ip an 
instruction, and the Missionary passes on to another neigliborh 
for a similar purpose. At the same time, and in these J"f gQJ 
embracing in several instances, three or more townships, families o 
Roman Catholics are visited. It is matter of fact as stated by a 
the Missionaries that there is less reluctance to receive the word 
God, and less tendency to harsh resistance of a Protestant Mission y

Many of the remarks made above, apply to 
of Montreal in respect to
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proper places of worship,domiciliary visitation, and where there are 
the congregations are kept up by that process. It may be suggested 
that real converts are not numerous, or we should have evidence of
change in the formation of societies ; to which it may be answered 
that very great numbers known to have embraced the Gospel, have 
been compelled to remove, chiefly to the United States, East or West, 
for reasons not unknown to any, and on which it is not necessary to 
enlarge. But this may be said, and can be proved, that very many 
of the French Canadian Protestants which make up the churches in 
several of the Eastern States and some of the Western, are the fruit 
of evangelistic efforts in Canada, and acknowledge with gratitude the 
grace of God bestowed on them through the instrumentality of the 
Methodist and other Churches. These general facts are gathered 
from the reports of Missionaries, and from other testimony. It follows 
that numerical statements in our own tabulated records, are not to 
be taken as the measure of success or prosperity. “ One soweth and 
another reapeth.” Some of the people who left their native Province 
have returned “ holding fast ” their religious faith. It is not a con­
jecture having no foundation in the Scripture doctrine of Providence, 
that at some future time, great numbers of French Canadians may 
return to their own country, full of holy zeal for Christ and the 
conversion of their countrymen.

At the present we are greatly deficient as to the number of our 
laborers, to supply all the demands that are made. Some of our 
brethren are advancing in years, and can scarcely be expected much 
longer to traverse the townships as they have done in the past. Yet 
this year it is a matter of thankfulness, that God has raised three or 
four zealous brethren who have been accepted by the Conference, or 
are working under the Chairman, and from whom a good report may 
be anticipated. Some of our English-speaking brethren, who also 
speak French, are seriously asking themselves the question ; “ Ought 
we not 10 devote more attention to the French work 1 ” And I 
cannot withhold the suggestion, that in many of our villages and some 
of our rural sections of country where there is a considerable French 
population, our places of worship therein situated might be profitably 
used for service in the French language.

Of the reports which follow, those from Montreal and Roxton 
are the most interesting and encouraging. The destruction of our 
Church property by fire at Roxton was regarded as a great calamity, 
and had the appearance of being the work of an enemy, 
third time we have suffered loss by fire in that locality. It has been

It is the
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thought advisable to change the centre of our operations from that 
section of the country. Bro. DeGruchy has, therefore, removed to 
Acton Vale since the Conference, and I trust we shall have a good 
report of his work next year. An additional Missionary is much 
needed to give aid to Bro. DeGruchy and Bro. Parent. I will only 
further introduce the reports, by earnestly entreating the ministry and 
membership of our Church, to give the French work their careful and 
prayerful consideration.

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MONTREAL CENTRE, ETC.
The work on this Mission field does not vary much from last 

year The tide of emigration to the United States still continues, 
though in somewhat abated force, and Romanists, mostly young 
people, continue to attend our services in ever-increasing numbers. 
The spirituality of our membership advances in a marked and

encouragmg manner-ooi signs of a steady growth. Its contribu­
tions to the Mission Fund are praiseworthy. Arrangements are 
being made by benevolent persons to furnish us with, at least the 
nucleus of a library, which, we trust, will become a means of attrac­
tion and permanent good. In all this we recognize the hand of God, 
especially as most of this assistance comes to us unsolicited and from 
other denominations.
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After six years of anxious thought, deep feeling, and constant 
labor in this field, your Missionary is more than ever.convinced, that 
the chief instrument in this work of evangelization, is the school for 
the young Those whom Romanism has fashioned and controlled to 
advanced years, have become either skeptical in mind, or indifferent 
in heart, and usually demoralized in life. Our hope is with the young, 
and God has wonderfully given us access to this class. This is our 
chief encouragement. The standard of teaching in our Protestant 
schools is so far superior to that of the Romish schools, and the 
treatment of the young among us is so much more humane, that the 
moment the doors of our schools are opened, the rush for entrance 
is far beyond our capacity and means. In this God indicates our 
duty. Every Mission should be furnished with a school as well as a 
church. No permanent work can be done without these twin sisters
of Christianization. . . .

greatQur French Institute in Montreal has been doing—during its 
two years of existence—a blessed work, but it is crippled in its useful- 
ness for the want of means.

As now constituted, it 
claims, each year, seven months of your Missionary’s time as teacher, 
which extra toil is gratuitously given, it is true ; but which ought to
be spent in pastoral and other evangelistic labors.

It is evident we ought to have two or three agents abroad, like 
other denominations, collecting funds for these educational _ enter­
prises It is to be hoped that the recently-organized Womans Mis­
sionary Society will, to some extent, meet this deeply-felt want. 1

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POINT ST. CHARLES.
This Mission comprises Montreal West, Tanneries West, and 

Point St Charles. During the last year I have visited from house to 
house, reading the Scriptures with exhortation and prayer in every 
French family where permitted. I have distributed eight full copies 
of the Bible, together with ten Testaments, and forty portions of the

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Cospels and Epistles ; also two thousand tracts and calendrier chrétien, 
all French. I have taken on trial fifteen in the last two months, 
making a total of thirty-one on trial for church membership.

I beg leave to state that many of our people when convinced of 
the errors5of the church of Rome, and when they leave that church 
to embrace the Gospel, are bitterly persecuted by their 
neighbors and employers, and in almost every case the Roman Catholic 
employer will dismiss from his service the man who has embraced 
the Gospel, telling him plainly that he will not keep any Chmiquys or 
Swisses about him, consequently the families of poor laboring men 
often suffer from hunger and want of clothes, &c., ifcc h or many o 
these I have, by my influence, obtained favorable situations in the 
service of the Grand Trunk Railway Co or in foundries ^factones 
of this city, having made acquaintance 
the gentlemen owning or running these 

I collected also a quantity of casl
mv congregation. Seventeen dollars cash I laid out to relieve the 
sick poor of my congregation, and the purchase of hymn books for our 
services ; ten dollars of that sum was supplied by the liberality of the 
Committee of the Dominion Square Methodist Church.

There were five baptisms by Rev. Bro. Beaudry in this Mission.
I rejoice to state that God’s Word is more and more pmed every day 
by French Canadians who are beginning to see that it is the only safe 
rule of faith. Not a few have a longing desire to possess it and read 
it for themselves. My repeated conversations with some of these, 
often produced salutary effects. Idolatry is exposed, its folly dis-

My field of labor is composed of the following stations:— 

Sherbrooke, Upper Magog, Stoke Corner, Stoke Centre, Upper St. 
Francis, Scottstown, and Ditchfield. Of these appointments, four 

regularly occupied, namely, Sherbrooke, Upper Magog, Scotts­
town, and Ditchfield. In the other appointments I visit as often as 
possible, and hold weekly services.

During the year emigration has injured my work very much. 
Fourteen families, representing 59 persons, have left this section for 
the States mostly. Four families have been added, by dissent, from 
Popery. They represent 15 persons.

I have 1 class-leader, 1 local preacher, 1 Sabbath-school of 1 
children. Collected during the year $20.

Interesting facts. I buried a child sometime in January. I took 
for text the “ resurrection of the dead.” Many Roman Catholics were 
present. Last week I was called to conduct the funeral of a Roman 
Catholic woman, the mother of four children. Her husband came to 
me, and in the presence of my family told that his wife had heard me, 
and that she was impressed with the statements made there and then ; 
that on her death-bed she made her husband promise that he would 
call on me to bury her, which he did.

KINGSEY SIDING, ETC.
The work of the Mission in which I have been engaged, like most 

other Missions, has fluctuated between encouragements and discourage­
ments. Amidst all it is quite certain that the light of truth is spread­
ing, and there is much less objection to receive the light than formerly, 
not only among the laboring classes, but also on the part of those 
who are educated. Even the question whether St. Peter was ever in 
Rome becomes interesting, as leading to Scripture and to Christ. _ St.
