Applications AcceptedWii\h Re-
serve Note — Attorney-General
Says There Will be No Licenses
Granted for Next Year

Although the new law abolishing the
liquor vusiness in the province will go
into effect on May 1 next, a large num-
ber of those engaged in the business have
applied for licenses for the year com-
mencing on that date. Under the old
act all applications for licenses for the
coming year must be filed by December

28 in order to give the board time to
pass on them. This year tHe dealers arc
following their usual custom of filing
‘their applications despite the fact that
the new law would prevent thg granting
of the applications.

It was reported 'that the dealers had
received an intimation that they might
as well present their applications in view
of possible  developments, but  inquiries
this morning failed to elicit evidence of
any hope held out by the authorities. So
far as the dealers themselves will ad-
mit they see no prospect of being allow-
ed to continue in business. There still is
a period of four months before the new
act goes into effect, however, and they
want to be prepared in case any change
in the situation should arise during that
time,

‘I'ne number of licenses issued for the
current year in the city totalled seventy-
one; of these fifty were tavern licenses;
twelve were for wholesale houses; six for
hotels and three for breweries. Appli-
cations have been received alredady for
twenty-one taverns, two wholesale
houses and two hotels, and the time lim-
it under the present law will not expire
until tomorrow.

John B. Jones, liquor license inspector,
said this morning that he is accepting
iny applications which are presented to
him because he has no power to do
otherwise under the act by which he
holds office. In doing so, however, he
has been careful to make it clear that
the acceptance of the application gives
no promise that it will be granted. This
is shown by the form of receipt, which
explains the situation as follows:—

“I have received this application be-
cause the Liquor License Act, 1915, is
still in force, but I beg to call your at-
tention to the fact that by section 195
of the ‘Intoxicating Liquor Act, 1916’ the
liquor License Act 1915 will be repealed
from and after the first day of May,

1917

“Inspector.”
When asked about the applications
tkis morning, Hon. J. B. M. Baxter, at-
torney general, said that the old act must
remain in force until May 1, in order to
provide for enforcement of the regula-
tions, and as it is in force the inspector
must accept any, applications which are
presented. He did not see any reason
for presenting the applications, as he
could say with absolute certainiv that
no licenses would be issued for 1917.

“My informant is a German, whe has
Jjust reached Holland from Cologne, and
who is now suffering severely, owing
to the sudden change from the scanty
adulaterated substitute foods of his na-/
tive land to the rich viands of Holland.
He declared that life in Cologne at pres-
ent is unrecognizable from former con-+
ditions in this once gayest g;ty of west-
ern Germany. You must not do this
or that, otherwise you are liable to
preventive arrest; and, once that hap-
pens, heaven help you! Nobody believes
the promises made by the minister of
the interior in regard to the recasting
of the law dealing with preventive ar-
rest.

“Regarding the new compulsory ¢i-
vilian work bill, my informant eays that
the great masses of working people re-
gard its proposals with the deepest sus-
picion and mistrust, as being likely  to
cause them immediate financial and so-
cial injury. The bill in its present form,
which is probably also its final form,
contains no guarantee that workmen
will be employed according to} ¢
pacity or will receive the san agts
as before,

“So grave has become the dissatisfac-
tion among workers in the industrial
areas that frequent huge demonstrations
\are being held in Essen, Cologne and
other centres. Men are also demanding
an immediate increase in wages .to
meet the high prices. Strikes are fre-
quently and suddenly breaking out, in-
dicating that in spite of all repression,
the workmen are beginning secretly to
reorganize against the general severity
of conditions. :

The
cost of delivery in St. John per can
varied from 43 to 56 cents, including
freight, and the cost of cream from 25
to’ 28. cents per quart.

Walter H. Bell, press representative
for the milk dealers, attended the &oun-
cil meetinz as a spectator. He was able
now and then to shed light on questions
that had been answered, seemingly, in a
very ambigucus manner.

In the course of the discussion it was

‘brought out that the dealers had agreed

upon a “gelling price at a meeting in
November, and that contracts for the
supplying of milk at certain figures had
been made with the farmers earlier in
the year, although the majority of deal-
ers seemed to answer these two ques-
tions negatively. All dealers with the
exception of two, one running nine
teams and the other three, had but e¢ne
team, It was found that the cost of
running a team averaged $2.25 to $3 a
day, and that bhottiing and preparing for
delivery generally entailed an expense of
three and four cents a can.

of the German official theory of the
cause of the war, which represents Ger-
many as' a harmless, peaceful chap at-

Bismarck knew these people well,
and until his dying day never became
weary of warning the nation of them.

Not the Ger-
man people, but the German war party
and the government under its control,
wanted the war and brought it on, either
with criminal knowledge or with equally
criminal negligence. People who after-
ward took part in the wildest war dem-
onstrations, such as the influential fre-
quenter of the imperial bureaus, ex-So-
cial Democrat, and director of the Yos-
che Zeitung, George Bernhard, and Ru-
dolf Cuno, the editor-inchief of the
most widely read newspaper in Ger-
many, the Berliner Morgenpost, have ex-
pressly admitted to the writer of these
lines that Germany wanted the war, and
that its object was to win the hegemony,
i, e., the predominance over Europe.

Ev-
ery discussion of the causes of the war
in which it is even distantly hinted that
Germany, too, may not be entirely inno-
cent of the catastrophe that has fallen
upon humanity is carefully suppressed.

Characteristic of thig
whole Witches’ Sabbath and of the whole
insane and criminal leger-demain which
the government, parliament, 'and press
have been and still are practicing upon
the German people, are the words that

The author then refers to - the re-
peated declarations by the ledding states-
men of the Entente that they are only
warring upon Prussian militarism and
continwes:

“Now, you will say that this battle
is the German people€’s own affairs and
is none of the business of Sazonoff, As-
quith and Briand. It is very true that it
is not the task of Russian, English and
French” ministers to free the German
people. In so far as Prussian militarism
is a burden to the Prussian and Ger-
man people it certainly is Germany’s
own internal affair. But, however, in so
far as the armies are in Flanders, Po-
land, Courland and Serbia, Prussian
militarism is a European affair, and the
ministers of the Entente Powers would
be grossly neglecting their duty if they
did not want to use all their powers to
free their own countries and Europe from
this Alp-like burden. . §

“The deluded German people is not
fighting for its existence or for the sea;
\to which it is entitled in the council of
nations. It is fighting for the phantom
of world-domination, dangled before its
eyes by an only too influential group of
visionaries, fortune-hunters, speculators,
and adventurers, and it is fighting for
the very real object of the establishment

f an unscrupulous and pitiless rule of
force in its own country.”

Dr. Rosemeier concludes by ridiculing
the idea that, in case of victory, the Ger-
man government will be dispesed to
grant any additional liberties ‘to its peo-
ple, and appealing to the German people
to awaken from its sleep and realize that
it is fighting the battles of its worst op-
pressors and welding the chains of its
own slavery.

én’nudl&n Grocer, last week:—Altfbng
the important price changes- during the
week have been declines in the price of
sugars and flour, and advances on
laundry soap, washimg powders, sardines.
The speech of Lloyd-George in reply to
the so-called German peace proposals
has had a steadying effect on markets
whieh have been showing uncertainty of
late.
An unusual advance has taken place
in the price of all laundry soaps. 'T'his
# i3 the first advance in this commodity
% 8uce the year 1906. Increase in the

W_lrice of raw materials and the big de-

mand for all oils has made it necessary
for the manufacturers to advance their
prices. Sugar declined 10 cents a hun-
dred during the week and flour went
down seventy cents since last issue.

. There is an uncertain condition in flour,
due to the wheat market, but the un-
derlying tone is one of firmness in the
face of the recent utterances by the Al-
lies regarding tlie enemy peace propos-
uls.

Butter, eggs and cheese are in easier
market, although there is a firm under-
tone, due to the firming tendency in the
American markets, Live hogs and
dressed hogs have again advanced in
price. Poultry has been coming to the
market in fairly good quantities, espec-
ially chickens, geese and ducks. Turk-
eys are a rather scarce article and are
high in price. Dried fruits are in firm
market, with advances recorded in apri-
cots and evaporated apples. Spices are
all in very firm market and advances in
many lines are looked for about the first
of the New Year. Coffee is now show-
ing firmness after a long period of quiet-
ress. Teas are also firm and have ad-
vanced again in the primary  market.
Nuts of all kinds are scarce and hard to
get. American rices have advanced in
the primary market and Japanese and
Chinese rices are tirm. Beans are hold-
ing firmly.

Oysters have advanced from ten to
fifteen cents a galivn, with further ad-
vances expected after New Year’s. Busi-
ness during the week has been good, bet-
ter in fact than many wholesalers ex-
pected at this time of the year.

D> Not Want to Furnish ‘De-

tailed Statements

' Assessment Discussed

Public Meeting, Addressed by D
- Campbell and Professor Kiers- |

tead, Proved Interesting — At-
tendance Small

! Dr. J. Roy Campbell, chairmaq, and
. Professor W. C. Kierstead, a member
of the assessment commissjon, address-)
ed a gathering of about fifty citizens
in the high school assembly hall last
evening. They reviewed the principles'
upon which the new act is based and |
answered many questions regarding the
application of the act. |
In his introductory remarks, Mayor |
Hayes said that, as far as he could’
leax.:n, the members of the common
council were inclined to accept the report
of the assessment commission. Some
amendments which had been suggested
would be given careful consideration be-
fore sending the act to the legislature.
He added that the council had felt that
the citizens- should be given an oppor-
| tunity to discuss the report, and for that !
| purpose public meetings had been held. |
. 'The attendance had not been large but
it was representative and the meetings
had given opportunity for the presenta-
tion of any views contrary to the find-
ings of the commission. If there is any
i strongly expressed desire for further

| meetings they can be arranged, buti

ctherwise this meeting might be the!
i last. i

gThe Chairman Heard,

Dr. Campbell, who was then called
upon, said that he had been gratified to
find so little adverse criticism of the
report. The commission had endeavored
to give a square deal to every one and
they had done their best to be equally
fair to the civic corporation and to the
citizens. 2 '

After reviewing briefly the principles
upon which the present act is based, the
speaker referred to the general prin-
ciples of the proposed act, especially the
new principles of taxing the income of
intangible personal property and only
half values on tangibles.

Speaking of the recommendation for
the introducifon of the unit system of
taxing land values, Dr. Campbell said
that this system has proved its worth
in Toronto, and the commission on as-
sessment which had just completed its
work in Cambridge (Mass.) had recom-
mended the adoption of the system there.

Regarding the principle of the tax-
ation of tenants on their interest in their
leasehold, over and above their improve-
ments, the speaker said that he had
learned with surprise that it was in
force in St. John as neither he nor other
lawyers whom the commission had con-
sulted could find authority for it, al-
though the assessors. claimed that the
act provided for it. However, the taxes
were paid and paid with such regularity
that the commission had almost hesi-
tated to propese changes ini''a system
runder wm&‘n’%ixei are paid:more fully
than in any other place of which they
had learned.

The- leasehold. system was generally
condemned, the speaker said,. but he con-
sidered it fairly beneficial. Many hun-
dreds of people cannot afford to buy
land but are able to lease and could not
buy their land if they could, because of
the favorable terms on which it is
leased. However, the new act would
provide for the conversion of leaseholds
if the parties to the lease wish it.

The principle of\ special assessments
for special benefits, the speaker said, is
intended to provide for such work as is
required when new streets are to be
taken over by the city.

The valuation of all lands now exempt
from taxation was urged as necessary.
Such lands as those owned by the city,
the churches and "corporations such as
the C. P. R. and the street ruilway
should be revalued in order to arrive at
an accurate estimate of values.

Street Railway Exemption,

The section asking for the repeal of
the act exempting railway property,
passed in 1870, was due to the fact that
this act had been interpreted to include
the street railway, which the commis-
sion did not consider was intended.

Hon. John E. Wilson referred to the
fact that provincial government had
been given power to tax the railway
property. ; !

Dr. Kierstead said he understood that
’the provincial government intends to im-
pose a tax on railways but that this
Ishould not prevent: the city taxing the
railways’ real estate located in the_city.

A discussion regarding the tgxation
on the street railway company arose
and E. A. Dykeman said that, while Dr.
Daniel was mayor, an agreement was
made with the common council that the
assessment should be fixed at $500,000
and it had remained at that figure, al-
though the company has since erected
buildings valued at from $300,000 to
$500,000. He considered the exemption
an outrage. :

Agreeing with Dr, Frink that such
an agreement would not be binding, Dr.
Kierstead said that the common clerk
could not find even that such an agree-
ment had been entered into, although
it had been recommended and that the
company merely claims exemption under
the act of 1870.

Hon. Mr. Wilson said that the under-
standing with the city merely covered
the property of the company not used
for railway purposes.

Dr. Kierstead added that the present
chief assessor had informed him that a
statement of all the property of the
company was being prepared, with the
intention of taxing all except that
exempt under the act of 1870.

When Dr. Campbell referred to the
proposal to tax insurance companies, Dr.
Frink told of thte passing of the insur-
ance act by the legislature, of the in-
surance men’s refusal to pay and of the;
act finally being declared ultra vires.
Dr. Campbell still believed that the sec-
tion would be legal.

At the conclusion of Dr. Campbell’s
‘address the mayor drew attention to the
fact that the city has been given auth-
ority to tax all productive property now
exempt for patriotic purposes and that
this will make their valuation necessary.

Dr. Kierstead’s Address.

In opening his address Dr. Kierstead
said that the tax on insurance business
would amount to very little more than
the special license, and the insurance
agents prefer the license.

Regarding the banking tax, the speaker
said that the tax seemed to work out
at a little more than is collected in other
provinces, but less than a tax on their
intanglibles at the regular rate. 'L'he

section was drawn so as to provide a
reasonable tax on their net profits.
Under the presemt act the banks are
taxed on the real estate they occupy
and this is not necessarily equitable.
Under the new act they would be taxed
on the average volume of business and|
this should be fairer as their expenses
are about the same, proportionately.
The speaker said that the commission
had found the assessment relations be-
tween the city and the street- railway
and C. P. R, about as complicated as
anything could be. They felt that a
corporation should not be imposed upon, |
but neither should it evade just taxa-!
tion and they had endeavored to fix a!
rate of taxation which should be fair to!
both the city and the company. ;
In conclusion, Dr. Kierstead said that
it had given him great pleasure to serve
on the commission and he spoke in; high

terms of the work of the other mem-|

bers of the commission, ;

F. A. Dykeman asked how ‘they pro-
posed to arrive at the value of mer-
chanfs’ stocks. Dr. Kierstead said that
they suggested assessment on inven-
tories provided by the merchants, the
assessment being on half thegtotal.

In reply to Michael Kelly, the spéaker

| said that they proposed to continue “the
‘exemplion on real estate used for re-|

ligious, philanthropic, educational and
charitable purposes. Any property
owned by such institutions but used for
productive purposes would be taxed. He
thought he might say that one of the
objects of the valuation suggested was
in view ‘of the possibility that such ex-
emptions might be cut down some time
in the futnre, He also said that in-
come from mortgages held by such in-
stitutions is exempt also, if used for
such purposes. 4

A. H. Wetmore pointed out an inad-
vertent omission in the proposed act un-
der which, altheugh church buildings
and the land sutrounding them are ex-
empt, the land on which the buildings
stand was not exempt. This will be
remedied ‘

Regarding the exemption of church
property, tlic speaker said that it mere-
ly is another way of distributing the

‘taxation ag tlie money would ¢ome from

the citizens if it were taxed.

Speaking of income taxes, Dr. Kier-
stead said that the tax on the wage
earner and salaried men will remain as
it is, except for a larger exemption. The
income of a business man would be
fixed according to his net profits after
deducting the profits from his invest-
ment in real and personal property for
the taxation of which other provision is
made. Under the present system most
b.usiness men fix their income, for taxa-
tion purposes, at the amount they would
h'ave to pay a substitute. - Tn corpora-
tions, the salaries paid to offivers as well
as employes are deducted and the assess-

ment would -be made on the net profits,

under the new act.

Urges Publicity Campaign.-

Dr. Kierstead urged a general pub-
licity campaign to acquaint the citizens
with the details of statements which
the act requires/io be furnished to the
assessors,

T. Irvine drew attention to the pro-
visions of the Moncton act’/which pro-
vides for an exemption of $600 on in-
comes, He pointed out thgg-the salaried
man has nothing in his house but what
he has purchased out of his income, and
h; did not. think it fair to tax- them
again on personal property. Dr. Kier-
stead explained the exemption provisions
of the new act and this was accepted as
satisfactory. '

v Ge B Borbour said he did not, believe
the “¢om ty . e

he munity would accept the pro-
visions providing for an itemized state-
ment, on which to base the income tax
of business houses.--Seme of its- pro-
visions, he said, such as the demand for
details of interest paid, were absolute-
ly fpolish. The act, he said, is too in-
quisitive to. be accepted by any free

people. He suggested that sworn state-.

ments of totals should be accepted in-
stead. ’

Dr. Kierstead said that the people of
Wisconsin accept even more inquisitorial
conditions, while it might be said that
the customs provisions are still.more in-
quisitorial. He believed that the act
should provide for working in the open
and in the daylight.

Mr. Barbour said that even if details
are, furnished fully and ‘honestly, any-
one comparing them would ‘bé ready to
say that they were not correct because
ilxey would not correspond comparative-
y. :

T. H, Somerville also questioned the
necessity of giving the dgtails asked for.
-Mr. Barbour said the interest state-
ment might run to ferty items a day,
and he did not object to this only, but
to all the detail required. *

Dr. Kierstead said he did not helieve
in the principle of accepting sworn
statements as it jnevitably leads to tax-
ing men whose incomes are known and
exempting those whose incomes are not
known, 4 !

Mr. Somerville asked why the sworn
statement of a business man would not
be accepted as well as that of a bank
manager.

Dr. Kierstead replied that the bank
statements are a matter of gross busi-
ness transacted, but the businegs tax is
on net profits and that is a. matter not
merely of honesty but of judgment and
bookkeeping methods.

Dr. Campbell quoted the experience
of Wisconsin to show that a similar
system had worked satisfactorily there.
The only details which would be made
public would be the total amounts paid
by\each tax payer under real, personal
and income provisions.

A. H. Wetmore said that, while the
commission recommends that the assess-
ors be sworn to secrecy, there is no pro-
visions for this in tle act, and . Dr,
Campbell approved of the suggestion
that this should be included.

Mr. Wetmore asked who else had ac-
cess to the records; if the city commis-
sioners had access to the books.

Mayor Hayes replied that not even
the commissioners had the right to see
the books.

E. M. Olive, chairmgn of the board,
said that no one, not even the clerks,
had access to the statements furnished
to the assessors.

In presenting to the speakers a vote
of thanks, Mayor Hayes also thanked
them on behalf of the common council.
He added that some of the suggestions
made during the discussion would prove
valuable and would be taken up by the
commission and the city solicitor.

Childgen

There ig a terrible wastage of life at
home as well as abroad. Now, if ever,
we need to conserve the energy of the
nation and stop this criminal waste of
human possibilities. Many of the men
who have been rejected for military ser-
vice might have been physically fit if
they had only received a little more at-
tention in earlier years, and we shall
not be keeping faith with the men at
the front unless we take greater care of
their children than we did of their bro-
thers. This present year should not be
allowed to pass without more energetic
and aggressive action being taken to se-
cure the physical fitness of the nation,
and those of us who are unable to take
an active part in the war have a double
duty to perform for the children of to-
day, who are the citizens of tomorrow.
Upon what we do or neglect to do now;
the future of Canada will la¥gely depend.

Children’s aid societies, - orphanages,
juvenile courts and industrial schools
throughout Canada are doing good work,
but largely in the form of charity. Over
the most important period in the life of
a child the government has ne control.

The infant
death rate constitutes the most reliable
index of the general sanitary conditions
prevailing in a community, and in spite
of the appalling number of degths from
infantile paralysis in the Staté of New
York, the death rate is very little higher
than it was last year. This proves that
some powerful factors have been at
work to counteract the death toll exact-
ed by infantile paralysis. There were
two—publicity and education. The
widespread publicity given to the dis-
ease and the best means of safeguard-
ing the public from further invasion re-
sulted in facts that never were tenement
houses so clean, never were parents so
careful about their children, never was
food so generally kept covered and kept
clean, and never was medical advice so
eagerly sought or so well followed. There
i$ an old superstition very hard to kill,
that a knowledge of how to care for
babies is implanted in the mother ready
for use the instant the child is born. No-
thing is more erroneous. Seventy-five
per cent. of cases in any children’s_hos-
pital are due to malnutrition, and mal-
nutrition is largely due to ignorance on
the part of the mothers.

For
many months this part of the front has
been the quietest portion of the line, al-
though the opposing troops are in such
close touch.

The object was to
capture a German prisoner in order to
discover the composition ofi the forces
in front of the French positions.

“The high-minded suggestion by the president of the United States in ogdet'
to create a basis for the establishment of a lasting peace has been received
and /‘considered by the imperial government in the friendly spirit which was
expressed in the president’s communication. -

“The president: points out that which he has at heart and leaves open the
choice of road. To the imperial government an exchange of views seems to be
the .g'lost appropriate road in order to reach the desired result.

It begs, therefore, in the sense of the declaration made on Dec, 12, which
offered a hand for peace negotiations to propose an immediate meeting of dele-
gates of the belligerent states at a neutral place.

BIG COAL DEALERS FACE
FEDERAL INDICTMENTS

Investigators Said to Have Found Un-

A CIVIL WAR PARALLEL

(New York Times.)

It is a Hampton Roads conference
that Germany has proposed. The pro-
posal then, as now, was that the hostile
parties should get together around a
table and talk of terms. Like the Allies
today. President Lincoln was averse
{ to the idea, and but for General Grant’s
persuasion he would have called off the
conference at the last moment. In his
message to Congress hé had said that
no good could come of a conference with
President Davis :

He does not attempt to deceive us.
s Between him and us the issue is
distinct, simple and inflexible. It is an
jssue which can only be tried by war
and decided by victory. . What
is true, nowever, of him who heads the

.linsurgent cause is not necessarily true

of those who follow. Although he can-
not re-accept the Union, they can. Soime
of them, we know, already desire peace
and re-union.

Lincoln’s idea was exactly that of the
Allies today; that the war should be
continued until the people of the other
side awoke to the impossibility of ‘vie-
tory, and put themselves in a position
to be treated with, regardless of the im-
| placability of any Davis or Hohenzol-
lern. He finally yielded to Grant’s per-
suasion’and met the Confederate Peace
. Comnnissioners. There, at Hampton
Roadd, he refused to accept any pro-
posal except unconditional surrender. He
promised “aglemency,” but refusc(l_ to
define it, except to say that he individu-
ally favored compersation for slave own-
_ers, and that he would execute the con-
fiscation and other penal acts with the
utmost liberality. He made it plain
throughout that he was fighting for an
idea, and that it was useless to talk gf
! compromise until that idea was tri-
| ymphant. We are aware, of course, of
the long exploded myth telling how _he
| offered Stephens a sheet of paper with
“Union” written on it, and told the
Confederate statesman to fil up the rest
i of the paper to suit himself. “He offer-
ed us nothing but unconditional submis-
sion,” said Stephens on his return, and
| he called the conference therefore. “fruit-
|lesss and inadequate” If the = Allies
! shonld follow Lincoln’s example and
| give up, as he did, for appearance sake
" their aversion to a conference, they prob-
' ably may pe expected to follow his ex-

ample further and refuse to make any!

compromise with their ideal—the guar-

anteed peace of Europe and the pro-
tection of small nations. If the Hoh-
enzollern representatives refuse to hear
of such terms, the Allies will say in
acts, if not in words, what Linfcoln said,

‘What is true, however, of him who
heads the cause is not necessarily true
of those who follow.” *

‘The Confederate president, in sending
his peace commissioners, acted not of his
own desire, but in response to internal
pressure. Peace sentiment was growing
in the South and Georgia was on the
point of rebellion. Like the German
government today, he made his peace
offe~ to meet that sentiment. “But the
conference, meeting not to discuss an
ascertgined basis of peace terms, but to
formu. ate peace terms for an exchange
of cpinion on the spot,  was fruitless.
There could be no compromise; it was
thea “an issue which could only be tried
by war and decided by victory.” But as
the Confederate commissioners arose af-
ter rejecting these hard terms, which
nevertheless were the only right terms,
terms which the peace and prosperity of
half a century have justified, Lincoln
said to their leader

Stephens, you are making a great mis-
take. Your government is a failure, and
when the crash comes, as it soon must
come, there will be chaos, and disaster
which we cannot now forsee must come
to your-people.

These prophetic words might be ad-
dressed today, without the change of a
word, by the representatives of the Al-
lies to the representatives of William II.

The Call for a National Government.

(From the Simcoe Reformer.

The Reformer and its editor are con-
vinced that the present crisis in the war
imperatively demands a complete re-
volution in the country’s war policies.
Partisan politics should be put into cold
storage. 'That means a National Gov-
ernment. And it is not essential, in
the Reformer’s way of thinkinz, that
the men composing that national gov-
ernment should have ever served an ap-
prenticeship to politics. Nor do we
much care whether the majority of
them have been Tories or Grits. The
important qualifications are unquestion-
ed ability, a willingness to ignore past
political affiliations, and a determina-
tion to make everything subordinate to
the prosecution of the war with every
ounce of Canada’s strength.
