Washington, July 31—President Sam­
uel Gompers of the American Federa­
tion of Labor, yesterday reiterated his 
charge that foreign influences had been 
working to make, strikes in the United 
States, and called upon the workingmen 
to discountenance any such attempts.

He made public his correspondence 
with the Central Federated Union of 
New York, which made an inquiry re­
garding a statement attributed to Mr. 
Gompers that “officers of international 
unions had received money to pull off 
strikes in Bridgeport and elsewhere in 
American factories.”

“I never mentioned international 
unions," wrote Mr. Gompers, “nor did 
I use the word ‘German,’ nor did X men­
tion Bridgeport, nor did I refer to am­

munition factories. What I did say wai 
that authentic information had come t( 
me that efforts were to be made to cor­
rupt unions for the purpose of having 
strikes inaugurated among sailors and 
’longshoremen engaged In handling 
American products and manning ships 
for European ports; that the corrupting 
influence was being conducted by agents 
of a foreign government, and that I had 
no doubt the same agencies and influ­
ences were at work elsewhere with the 
same purpose in view.

“That the effort has been made to 
corrupt some of our men for such a 
purpose is true, but that the strikes have 
been inaugurated is untrue, and it is un­
true because the men who have given 
time and service to the workers of our 
country have interposed in time.”

Railway will be completed and will 
come to St. John in due time to play 
its part in the development of this port.”

Similar promises were made quite a 
number of years ago by the Flemming 
government. The people were assured 
that the Valley Railway would be com­
pleted by the time the National Trans­
continental railway was ready to handle 
through traffic. That was the “due 
time” to which the Standard refers, but 
it is past and gone. The National Trans­
continental Is ready for business, but 
the Valley Railway only runs to Gage- 
town south and Centreville north, and 
the work of extending the line to St. 
John in one direction and linking it up 
with the National Transcontinental at 
the other lx not being done.

Whenever the Standard talks on this 
subject it deals, in its own peculiar wax 
with the period prior to 1911.

The 
Japanese sen is the equivalent of ten 
rin, and the smallest Japanese coin con­
sists of a five-rin piece, the equivalent 
of one-quarter of an American penny.

The currensy medium is composed of 
‘paper notes, silver, nickel and copper. 
The Japs have their paper money in 
one,'five, ten yen notes and upward. The 
silver money comes in ten, twenty and 
fifty sen pieces. The smallest nickel 
piece is valued at five sen. Then come 
the copper coins. These are valued at 
two sen, one sen, and five rin. This is 
the substance of the entire currency sys­
tem in Japan when you step into a 
money changer’s to procure the coin of 
the realm.

But you do nqt always obtain the 
equivalent in values for your American 
currency. These various seaport towns 
swarm with Chinese money changers. 
These Mongolian financiers deduct a re­
bate of from one to two per cent for 
every $10 in American money ex­
changed. When you travel in the inter­
ior localities of Japan, away from the 
beaten track of tourist traffic, you will 
be compelled to pay even a higher rate 
of exchange, as the Jap merchants re­
fuse to accept foreign coin in exchange 
for their wares unless they are easily 
accessible to some nearby seaport town.

CUTICURA COMPLEXIONS London, July 20— (Correspondence)—Officers casualty lists for the fortnight 
ended July 19, show that the British army lost 1% killed, 407 wounded, sad 46 
missing, a total of 649. Since the beginning of the war, the total officers’- casual­
ties amount to 13,291 of whom 4,061 have been killed or died of wounds, 8,069 
wounded, and 1,161 are reported to be missing.

During the fortnight officers casualties have been heaviest amongst thosi 
regiments participating in the Dardanelles fighting, the Cameronians (Territor­
ials), having four tilled, 18 wounded, and 20 missing; Royal Scots, (Territorials), 
20 killed, 24 wounded, nine missing; Australians, 15 killed, 24 wounded; New 
Zealands, three killed, 19 wounded, and Royal Engineers, five tilled and 18 
wounded.

The Indian contingent suffered to the extent of 20 tilled and 46 wounded 
the Lancashire regiments lost 12 killed and 20 wounded, and the Royal Field 
Artillery had three tilled and 15 wounded.

DOMESTIC wine making.

The Custom is Rapidly Disappearing, 
But Formerly Every Farm Had Its 
Distillery.

Whether there will be a revival during 
the next few years of the domestic art 
df making wine is a metier of pure con­
jecturé, But It Is interesting to recall 
that formerly many common things that 
grew around us were utilized by thrifty 
housewives in the preparation of “tip­
ples” that were more or less mild or 
more or less potent. Generally the wine­
making potentialities of these things are 
little thought of no*, and in mbit homes, 
eVên itt the Country hdmes, wine-making 
processes have been forgotten.

Reference hSs recently been made to 
the making of dandelion wine, a sweet 
and "potent wine prepared with tile aid 
of the golden flowers of the dandelion. 
Elderberry Wine and elderfloWér wine 
were made itt most of the ratal homes 
In the Potomac country a generation ago. 
Blackberries Were gathered Industriously 
by the children for conversion into jam 
and wine or cordial, and raspberries were 
especially sought after that wine could 
be made from them. It is probable that 
in the minds of elderly persons today 
there is preserved a better memory of 
raspberry vinegar than of raspberry 
wine, for It Was popularly believed that 
raspberry vinegar was superior to that 
made from apples.

In cherry time the fruit was treasured 
because It could be pressed or converted 
into a familiar tipple called "cherry 
bounce,” a drink which at certain stages 
of Its “aging” or development WaS very 
exhilarating ana intoxicating.

The flavor of gooseberry wine 
khoWn and esteemed by most of the 
grandmothers and grandfathers of pres­
ent Washingtonians.

On all the old farms there waS a lit­
tle distillery, though on some farms it 
was not so little, just as there was an 
ice-house and a smoke-house, Where the 
peaches and apples and grapes could be 
distilled into fftilt brandy.

Cider making was a ceremony, and in 
thé latè fall when frost had pinched and 
Somewhat shrivelled the persimmons a 
strange pdtation caller persimmon beer 
was made.

Parsnip wine was made by British 
housewives before emigration to Am­
erica set in, and the ari of making this 
wine was brought over by the early im­
migrants. There was also in colonial 
times in America a drink which was 
called peppermint wine, or peppermint 
liqueur—Washington Star.

:Valcartier Camp, July 28—The biggest 
event since the coming of the 56th bat­
talion to camp took place today, when 
an inspection of the troops was made by 
His Royal Highness the Duke of Con­
naught.

The following is an account of a great 

racing meet which took place in Hali­
fax on June 22, 1867, at which several 
St. John horsemen had entries. The 
meet was one of the best held in years 
and at that time created considerable 
interest throughout the maritime prov­
inces and Maine. An account follows:

The races at the riding grounds were 
the attraction of the afternoon. The 
crowd in attendance was enormous, and 
must have numbered between 6,000 and 
6,000 people. It was intended that the 
inner enclosure would be kept free from 
the public, but the crowd became so 
great that the accommodation provided 
was too limited, and they had to be al­
lowed in the centre of the field. Numer­
ous vehicles of all descriptions were fil­
ed with spectators, and the two stands 

packed, the grand stand having a 
large number of ladies among its occu­
pants. The stand enclosure contained 
quite a crowd, who made up rqpny 
pools on the results, or took Pari Mu­
tuel tickets. The new grounds were 
much admired, especially by the large 
delegation of horsemen present from 
other towns.

The races were the best ever held, 
and afforded the keenest enjoyment. In 
each of the events, the winning animal 
conquered -only after a hard struggle, 
and the open race was the best seen in 
these parts. A remarkable feature of 
the meeting was the small number of 
horses scratched from each event, the 
only ones being Venture from all his 
races, and Strabismus from the Jubilee 
race. M. B. Daly officiated as judge; 
Lieut-Col. Lane and Thomas Spellman 
as starters; Major Cutbill and ffm. Dnf- 
fus, timers; J. W. Stairs, clerk of the 
scales, and H. McD. Henry, clerk of the 
course, each performing their duties 
most acceptably. The only complaint 
with the management was the long wait 
between the races, but while this diffi­
culty might be partly obviated, it is due 
in a great measure to time taken up in 
weighing, etc. Full particulars of the 
various races will be found in the fol- 
owing summary:

The Tramp 
again got ahead, while the General 
moved into second place. Nefer-ari and 
the Parson were trailing behind, some 
distance off. The General almost closed 
up the gap on the upper stretch, but the 
Tramp, which was cleverly handled by 
Mr. Morrow, kept his advantage. Mr. 
Kamey used his whip freely in the 
home stretch, but his pony did not have 
the speed, and the Tramp finished 11-2 
lengths ahead under a pull, and almost a 
dozen lengths ahead of Nefer-ari.
