Short term service rates are elimin­

The Toronto Mail and Empire tells 
cf an interesting experiment to be 
made witli coal from New Brunswick the way to encourage

importance is frequently given to diet, 
tonics and nostrums as aids In nurs­
ing and milk supply. Young mothers 
are prone "to adopt many nursing hints 
and theories from those who are entire­
ly ignorant in such matters. Look out 
for advice. If you really need advice, 
get it from your physician.

Sometimes, if the mother Is inclined 
to weakness or is anaemic, any effort 
to stimulate milk supply is helpful. 
Warm milk, water at the right tem­
perature (about 60 degrees F.) or weak 
tea, will greatly aid in such cases. On 
the other hand, if the breasts produce 
more than the child should have, the 
milk should be expressed at least .once 
daily, and discarded, as failure to 
empty an overfilled breast often en­
dangers the supply.

The frequency of nursing must be 
determined by the individual as no 
two are the same. Longer periods give 
the little digestive, system a rest, while 
shorter periods seem to give a regu­
lar, constant weight increase. Periods 
and weights will be given In article 
to follow.

Article I.
The important rules and regulations 

concerning the baby upkeep are, for 
some unaccountable reason, usually 
given great prominence in the warmer 
months. Many infants arrive during 
cold weather and the problem of 
proper nursing is just as difficult at 
this season as in any other.

In most cases the mother lias a 
proper or normal supply of milk. If 
the mother is somewhat nervous, the 
supply may vary from time to time. 
In many cases such a condition of 
supply depends on Irregular nursing 
periods, amount of fluid intake, diet 
and the correct amount of sleep end 
rest. Again, the amount of milk 
supply may be reduced or influenced 
through fear, worry, fright, distress or 
sorrow. Painful breasts are usually 
the result of a break in the regular 
nursing routine.

The mother must carefully avoid 
all these unnecessary conditions, if 
proper, nutritious nursing is to le 
carried out successfully. Too much

The meat must be carefully pre­
pared. Every bit of skin, fat or gristle 
must he discarded. The meat is then 
minced and added to the sauce as it is 
removed from the fire.

1:1 Paris, Jan. 17.—The Court of Re­
vision declared to the world, as pre­
viously reported, the innocence of 
Louis Pierre Danval, a chemist, origin­
ally sentenced to the guillotine and re­
prieved 45 years ago, charged with 
poisoning his pretty young wife. 
Now, a white-haired man of more 
than 80 years, Danval has been award­
ed $1,250 compensation and $750 a 
year for the remainder of his life.

Here is the brief register of the 
existence of this amazingly patient old

It was made 
on the request of the Government.

In order to give the Government a 
chance to develop, the city had ex­
changed properties with the C. P. R* 
and given them an area of about 50 
jgres in shore for a strip on the wa- 
ferfront 1,600 feet in length. The 
city had also given to the Government 
oil the land to the Negro Point break­
water. In consideration of these ex­
changes the Government undertook to 
provide a retaining wall on the wa­
terfront and to construct the needed 
docks and sheds to carry on the trade 
of the port and the C. P. R. undertook 
to fill in the area behind the retain­
ing wall and provide trackage. There 
bad been a considerable amount of 
work done under this agreement by 
both the Liberal and Conservative 
Governments, the last having been 
done in 1917. Since that time there 
had not been any demand for work 
inder the agreement.

His Life Story.
A world of suffering and a deep 

sense of injustice bravely borne lies in 
the story of Danval. His exact nge is 
uncertain, but the records indicate that 
he is over 80, and probably nearer 90. 
In 1878 he kept a small chemist’s shop 
in the Vilette quarter of Paris. One 
day he met pretty A dele Moulin, a 
vivacious little modiste, and fell in 
love with her. They were married 
soon after and lived happily together 
for several years.

But pretty little A dele, being nearly 
25 years younger than her husband, 
loved life, and wanted to taste its 
pleasures rather than settle down to an 
humdrum existence amongst the pills 
and poison pots of the pharmacy.

Violent disputes arose, and the 
scenes of jealousy in the little house­
hold were the talk of the neighbor­
hood, until one morning Adele was 
found dead in her bed.

A medical examination of the body 
disclosed the presence of arsenic, a 
very small amount only, but it was 
sufficient to convict Danval of the 
murder of his wife.

His solicitor worked on the theory of 
suicide, but failed to convince the 
jury, and Danval was sentenced to the 
guillotine.

A week before tlip day set for th< 
execution, his death sentence was 
commuted to a life-term In Cayenne, 
the most dreaded of all the penal set­
tlements in the colonies of France.

Mack is one of the smartest of all 
for two years and last season he start­
ed out with the Athletics as if the 
long-expected arrival had arrived. But 
the team slumped in mid-season, drop­
ped twelve games in a row and was 
out for the year.

Hitting, as Hans Wagner pointed 
out, has almost entirely changed base­
ball. It has developed new ideas of 
fielding, rendered base stealing almost 
obsolete and removed pitching from 
the list of fine arts.

Still, with all the slugging, poor 
pitching and spotty fielding, it is a 
good old game. The fans like hitting 
and it is the business of the magnates 
to furnish, as near as possible, the 
kind of baseball that is most desired.

While the value of hitting has be­
come exaggerated, it is no theory that 
a team needs a certain amount of 
slugging or consistent hitting to win a 
championship.

It has been a good many years since 
a team went through to a tiennent 
without hitting strength. The factor 
that hitting has become in the modern 
game was demonstrated last season 
when the Giants clubbed their way 
through to a pennant with a most 
miserable staff of pitchers.

Buenos Aires—(By mail to United 
Press)—Moving picture films made in 
the United States are favored by Ar­
gentine audiences over European-made 
films. Despite the considerably higher 
price of Yankee productions, distribu­
tors here are confident that the North 
Americans will hold the business they 
have obtained—which approximate 88 
per cent, of the trade.

The Germans, the Italians and tiie 
French are making an effort to cut to 
on the United States business by fur­
nishing cheaper films, but despite the 
much-heralded ties of blood and cul­
ture between Argentina and the Latin 
countries of Europe; the average Ar­
gentine prefers to see even an ancient 
and defective American film to the 
most recent old-world Importation.

Better Than Europe,

While the Yankee film is supposed 
to be mushy, too full of pep, or too 
gorgeous for taking without a grimace, 
in none of these characteristics does 
the United States production compare 
with the European — the impossible, 
enervated love-scenes of the Italian and 
the French and the lugubrious and dis­
torted arguments of the German films.

Whatever faults the United States 
producers may have no North Ameri­
can producer has, as yet, tried to sell 
the Argentines a picture dealing with 
such a delightful subject as a yoimg 
girl who, having exhausted all other 
sensations, is forced—in order to livé^— 
to kill her lovers and drink their 
blood. The postwar appetite of Cen­
tral Europe for the salacious is not 
enjoyed by the Argentine.

The Yankee film is exceptionally 
clean, wholesome, and entertaining 
compared with the European pictures 
brought here, and the plots are infi­
nitely better developed, and show far 
more enterprise.
