ANOTHER SIDEWALK
IN PARIS COLLAPSES

Bodies of Two Children and a
Man, Victins of Monday's
Storm, Recovered

Paris, June 18—Paris continues to suf-
fer from the great storm which swept
‘over the district on Monday night. Sixty
feet of the sidewalk in the Rgxe De Belle-
ville collapsed last night:

Large gangs of men are working in
the trenches made by the flood. The
bodies of two children were recovered
yesterday from a pit in the Place Saint
Phillippe Du Roule, and from the wreck+
ed roadway in the Rue Du Havre, the
body of a man was taken. It was buried
so deeply that three hours were occupied
in extracting it. Several hats and um-
brellas were found in the same place,
and two were identified as belonging to
missing persons.

« Calgary, June 17—Afanacy Sokoloff,
Max Manelick and Joe Smith, Calgary
Russians were found guilty yesterday of
murdering Paymaster ‘Wilson of the
Canada Cement Co., at Enshaw, on May
22, and sentenced to be hanged at Mac-
leod on August 26. The jury recommend-
ed merqy for Manelick. :

Mr, Carvell offered
to the court a certified copy of informa-
tion required which he had received
from Col. T. G. Loggie.

James Robinson

James Robinson of Millerton, N. B,
lumber merchant, was sworn as the first
witness. Examined by Mr, Carvell he
said:— 5

‘I hold about 140 miles of crown tim-
per lands in my own name, about 154
all together. I renewed my licenses in
1918, paying one quarter in cash and
giving a note for the balance. The cash
payment was about $3,600.

Q—Do you exercise any control over
the lands of T. Lynch & Co?

A.—Yes. 1 am president of the com-
pany. We hold 122% miles and renewed
the licenses under the same terms as my
own.

Q.—Under the law one-half was pay-
able in 1918 and one half in 1928. You
did not pay any portion of the second
half?

A.—No. I paid one quarter in cash
and one quarter by note. The cash pay-
ment was $2,287.50.

Q.—Did you have any conversation
with W. H. Berry regarding the renew-
al of the licenses?

A.—Yes. First when he came over to
see about the classification in April 1
sent my cruiser over to give him the in-
formation he wanted. In June he came
again and sent for me and I went to
his  hotel. He told me the ‘lands had
been classified and after the government
had discussed the matter they had de-
cided that the highest payment would
be $100 a mile. I did not hear anything
about the possibility of the rate being

| $150.

Q.—Did he say anything else?

A.—Yes. He told me about the cam-
paign fund. He said that he expected to
get about $15 a mile and the others were
paying that. I said if the others were
1 would do the same.

I took it to
Brankley’s office and placed it on the
table. 1 think he put it in the drawer,
without counting it.

I paid $1,830 fdr the Lynch lands and
$2,167.50 for my own, in separate envel-
opes marked with the amounts. 'This
was on June 27, 1918. Mr. Brankley was
there, but Mr. Berry was not.

I never talked to Premier Flemming
about this before or after paying.

I do not think there was any question
about the arrangement for the fixed
stumpage rate for ten years. I was one
of the committee that waited on the
government about the matter.

Some of my land was not to
be cut for ten years, and I did not pay
anything on it. The bulb of it was at
$76 a mile.

Q.—Was anything said about the pay-
ment of money?

A.—Not at that time.

Q—At any time?

If the waist is lined, 1% yards of
coarse lawn at 15 cents will be needed
for the purpose. The walst closes in
front, the outer front and back being
in one plece.
Now if the different parts of the pat-
tern are laid upon the folded taffeta

according to directions, the waist will
be very easy to cut out. The outer
front and back (H) plece is laid’'on a
lengthwise fold of the material, the
triple “TTT" perforation of the pat-
tern being parallel with the fold. The
collar and belt are also iaid on this
fold.

It is best to arrange the largest piece
ot the pattern near the far end of the
silk, because of its unusual shape. At
the space to the left of the collar the
sleeve is lald on a lengthwise thread of
the silk. Sleeve band (G) and vest (C)
are arranged on similar lines. These
details may seem tedious, but in just
such measure as they are carried out
will the waist have a professional ap-
pearance when completed.

After making the lining, which con-
sists simply of sewing up the shoulder
and under-arm seams, gathering the
bottom and fitting, proceed to lay the
vest of Roman striped silk upon it and
the waist will be ready for the outside.

Close the under-arm seams and gath-
er the bottom into the waist-line; then
add the turn-over collar. Arrange on
underbody, center-backs and under-
arm seams even; stitch lower edges
together, bringing front edge of outer
front to center-front. Sew belt to
lower edge, centers even, small “o” per-
foration at under-arm seam. Front of

. peplum indicated by large “O” perfo-
rations, Close back seam, sew te lower
edge of belt, centers even.

If the very low mneck is not desired,
add the vest to the lining, sewing down
one side and adding eyes to the other
side of the lining so that the vest may
be hooked to them. Add the batiste
trills to the sleeves and the walist is
ready to wear.

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Up The River With The Man
Who Looks Like Laurier

The “man who looks like Laurier”
came out upon the veranda from the still
unfinished living room of a bungalow
perched away up on the hillside, in the
shelter of the evergreens, on the Bonnell
farm at Public Landing, commanding
a view for twenty miles or more up the
St. John River. On the veranda were
easy chairs, still as they had been pack-
ed for shipment from the city. We shook
hands, and the man who looks like Lau-
rier took one chair and I took an-
other. :

H. A. Black is the man and he.is a
brother of Dr. Black, the well known
Liberal statesman of Hants county, N
S. His personal resemblance to Sir
Wilfrid Laurier has been a frequent
source of comment.

Mr. Black is having the bungalow
completed as rapidly as‘ possible,
friends are coming from Chicago o
spend the summer there. He has done
considerable business in real estate in
St. John during the last year or so. He
is a native of St. Martins, but has liv-
ed in the United States for the greater
part of thirty-five or forty years. He
was a prominent builder in the city of
Boston, but retired some time ago. Be-
times he has visited his native province,
and has kept in touch with its progress.
He has traveled Canada from coast to
coast, has traveled much in the United
States, and has toured Europe, and he
says there is no plate he has visited
which presents such charms of climate
and scenery during the summer season
as the river St. John. Hence the bunga-
low, and the interesting conversation as
we sat together .on its veranda, viewing
the glorious prospect, which showed the
Devil’s Back, Brown’s Flats, Caton’s
Island, and points beyond as far prob-
ably as Oak Point, with the hills near
the Washademoak in the blue distance.

The Cost of Building

Speaking of building, of which Mr.
Black has had some experience in St.
John, as well as in Boston and New
York, he said that it would cost him ten
to fifteen per cent more to build a
house in St. John than in Boston or New
York. Aside from cost of materials there
was the matter of specialized work. In
Boston, for example, one man hangs
doors. That is his business. He is sup-
posed to hang eighteen doors in an eight
hour day. The St. John carpenter could
not hang nearly so many. There are also
floor-layers in American cjties. That is
their business. They have, as Mr. Black
quaintly said, “the crook in their back”
for the business, and one of them can
do as much as two or three ordinary
carpenters in the course of a day. All
the work is specialized, and there is no
waste of time. Moreover, building ma-
terial can be got for cash in Boston
cheaper than it can be got in St. John.
Asked if he thought a workingman’s
house of six rooms could be built in St.
John for $1500 Mr. Black expressed
doubt, but he said it ought to be done
for $2,000, Much would depend upon
how many houses were to be built by
the contractor, and the skill of the men
he employed.

The St. John ﬁnmkn :

When Mz, Black came to, St. John on
a visit a couple. of years ago he entered
a barber shop to be shaved, He remark-

it 1P a*good deal in St. John.
The:barber | promptly . answered that it
only looked so, and proceeded to tell
his customer that times were not nearly
as good in St. John as they were forty
years ago, and in a general way he con-
veyed the impression that the city had
a great past but no present or future
worth talking about.

“Have you lived here long?” queried
Mr. Black. i

The barber replied that he had lived
here all his life.

“In those old days you speak of,” said
Mr. Black, “you had great shipbuilding
in St. John.” ;

The barber admitted that this was so
and added that the industry had com-
pletely disappeared.

said Mr. Black.

“Yes,” said the barber. “The most of
the city was burned up.”

Mr. Black suggested that in view of
the loss of shipbuilding and the ruin
wrought by the great fire the citizens
had not done so badly to rebuild the
city and attain their present state of
prosperify. The barber, however, knew
of many vacant lots on which buildings
might be erected. In short he was a
hopeless case.

“Now,” said Mr. Black, “if I had been
a stranger in St. John, knowing nothing
of its past, but having some idea of in-
vesting money there, how much encour-
agement would I have got from this man
who had lived in St. John. all his life,
who made his living there, and who
ought to have a good word to say for
his home town?”

A Travel Talk

Mr. Black has been through Canada to
the coast, and spent several months in
a leisurely tour, getting acquainted with
the great west. He says he would not
be ‘as confident about the future of St.
John if he had not seen the west, but
having seen it, and gained some know-
ledge of its resources, its marvellous
growth, and what it must produce and
also consume in the years to come, he
realized what that must mean to the
eastern sea ports and the eastern seats
of manufacturing industry.

Mr. Black visited Europe, and varied
the monotony of the sea voyage by
standing as sponsor for an infant that
was baptised by ‘the Bishop of London,
who was also a passenger. Mr. Black is
a Baptist, and not strong on infant bap-
tism, but at the earnest and repeated
solicitation of the parents he got into a
clawhammer coat and bore his part man-
fully in the ceremony. On the steamer
he met & Manitoba legislator, and the
two paid a visit to Paris. As an illus-
tration of international politeness he told
of a stroll in which he and his friend
lost their bearings and accosted a pass-
ing Frenchman. They could not speak

Consequently, while instructing
us in literature, science and art it insists
that we be honest and honorable, frugal
and industrious, that we dread a stain
upon our conscience more than a stain
upon our garments and that while cul-
tivating to the utmost the purity of
language we must be far more afraid of
uttering an untruth than of perpetrat-
ing a solecism, of wronging our neigh-
bor in person, property, or character
than of falling to achieve the highest
standard in any science.

Let every faculty of the mind and
every power of the body, be cultivated and
developed to the utmost: ‘“Let our souls
flooded with beauty tfansfer our ideals
to the cold hard marble; Let our minds
rival the angelic spirits in breadth and
depth and perpetration and imitate love-
liness” For whatever gifts make our
souls resplendent have come to us from
the bountiful hand of our beneficent
Creator and should flow to him as the
God wishes us to
use every gift of intellect within our
view for his glory our own benefit and
the good of our fellow-creatures. But
whatever we learn or teach or do the
basis, the sustenance and the crown of
our lives must be in obedience to the
laws of Him who created us. At one
time but little learning entered into the
people’s curriculum. Yet if the ten com-
mandments were studied and practised
the youth in the school were chaste and

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WHY THIS EXCITEMENT?

The Times last evening in its report
of the proceedings before the Royal
Commission said in regard to the copy
of an affidavit, relative to an attempt to
gerve a subpoena on Mr. W. H. Berry at
his residence, that “Mr. Fowler objected
to the introduction of the affidavit but
it' was admitted.”

The Standard this morning, quoting
this sentence, says:—

“The Times lies. The affidavit was
not admitted in evidence and forms no
part of the official documents in the
case as Mr. Fowler's objection was sus-
tained.”

Turning now to the Standard’s own
report of the proceedings we find the fol-
lowing paragraph:—

“There was some objection to thé affi-
davit being placed in evidence, but it was
allowed.”

Does the Standard lie? As a matter
of fact the affidavit was not admitted
in evidence, although it was read and
discussed. The Times’ reporter and evi-
dently the Standard reporter did ‘not,
however, understand that it was ruled
out.

_But why does the Standard devote its
leading article to so trivial a matter in
connection with the investigation? Is it
because it wishes to divert public atten-
tion from those checks and drafts, from
$2,000 to $15,000, dropping one dfter an-
other into the “bag” on the desk of Mr.
Brankley, at the request of Mr. W. H.
Berry?

In the face of the evidence which was
submitted yesterday and the day before,
showing that $36,200 had gone into the
“bag” as a result of Mr. Berry’s activi-
ties, but not one dollar of which went
into the revenues of the province, and
the destination of which and of many
other thousands is now the subject of in-
quiry, the Standard expects its readers
to believe that “the feature of yester-
day’s hearing of the Dugal charges
sgainst Mr. Flemming was the statement
of Mr. Allan Ritchie that he had paid
contributions to the Liberal campaign
funds, his payments going as far back as
twenty-five years.”

The more the Standard attempts to be-
little the evidence submitted, and the
more it assails Mr. Dugal, Mr. E. S. Car-
ter and Mr. F. B. Carvell, ‘the more
suspicious the public will be of its mo-
tives. When all the facts have been
brought out in this inquiry the people
will be in a better position to judge, not
only Mr. Carvell and his friends, but
the Standard and its friends.

OUR SCHOOL BUILDINGS

The decision of the board of school
trustees to provide a modern building in
Bentley street, which will not only meet
present requirements but provide for the
future, must commend itself to the cit-
$zens. The board has wisely looked to
future requirements in the matter of
placing the assembly room on the ground
floor, providing also for a library and
for a large playroom in the basement.
A building of that kind can be made
of great service as a community centre,
and the time is not far distant when the
citizens will make a much wider use of
all the school buildings than is made at
present, even if it should be necessary to
make some changes in the furnishings
of some of the rooms. In the new type
of school building in the United States
adjustable furniture is used, and it is
easily possible to utilizé a school room
for other purposes required in the inter-
ests of the community, The money that
is spent in making school buildings thor-
aughly up-to-date and fitted for the
the greatest possible amount of service
to the community is well spent, and will
yield dividends in the form of more en-
lightened citizenship.

PRESERVE THE FORESTS,

In a circular sent out by the Canadian
Forestry Association, to direct attention
to the Canadian Forestry Convention,
which will be held in Halifax, Septem-
ber 1-4 of the present year, there are
some very striking statements in rela-
tion to the value of forestry. It is
pointed out that forestry “is the science
and art of making the best permanent
use of the forest.” Emphasis :should
be placed on the word permanent, since
the tendency has hitherto been to over-
look this particular feature. The forest
rightly used increases the wealth and
comfort of man. The circular points out
that “every acre of land in the country
should be put to its highest use, wheat
land to wheat; pasture land to pasture;
pine land to pine; spruce land to spruce
and so on; but since over half the soil
of habitable Canada is fit only to grow
trees, the forest lands should be so cut
over that a new and better crop of trees
will take the place of the virgin crop.”
It is pointed out that in spite of the
growing demand for concrete, steel and
other substitutes, the world is using
more lumber today than ever before, and
the price of timber is constantly rising,
and ncarly ull the countries of the worid
are importing timber. Canada is one of
tlie very few countries which exports
timber und aer forests should increase in
value every year. Lumbering should be
made just as permanent a business as
farming and not only should forest lands
be cut over in such a way that a new
and better crop will result but the tim-
ber areas should be protected.from fire

s

and from injurious insects. Neither
farming nor any other interest is in-
jured by retaining forests on lands
which are not fit for agriculture. The
circular further tells us that the forest?
products of Canada, in their first stage
of monufacture in the saw mill yard, are|
valued at $170,000,000 per year. What,
this means to all manufacturing and fo}
the transportation business is apparent!
to all. Moreover, the maintenance of|
forests on the uplands prevent the
streams from drying up, and so preserve,
water supply and water powers, to say |
nothing of the value of the forests as|
health resorts and game preserves. In re-{
ply to the question, “Have we not
plenty of timber?” the circular points}
out that the virgin timber of Canada isg
being rapidly cut, and some authorities |

think the United States will have ex-
hausted thelr virgin timber by 1980 or|
1985. It is therefore the duty of the;
people to prevent the forest fires, which:
are estimated to consume at a dead loss|
seven or eight times as much timber as
the. axe of the lumberman. When for-
ests are protected, methods of reforesta-
tion will naturally be adopted; but pub-
lic opinion must be educated to the im-
portance of the work. Over a million
dollars was spent by the several govern-
ments in Canada last year in forest pro-
tection and administration, while lum-‘
bering and railway companies and priv-i
ate individuals spent half a million more.|
The plea that everybody should joip
the Canadian Forestry Association
should come to the people with a great
deal of force.

The matter
should therefore be gone into very care-
fully before any route is approved.

A great hole
was punched in her side. Only a few
days ago there was a similar collision
near New York. It is obvious that bet-
ter regulations are needed to govern the
movements of vessels during fog. The
mad desire for speed must give way to
considerations of public safety.

The Globe last' evening made an ex-
traordinary attack upon the Hon. John
P. Burchill. It began by describing Mr.
Burchill as a great and good man, be-
loved and trusted by the Globe and all
his fellow citizens in New Brunswick,
and then went on to tell of the awful
sin he had confessed when he told of
paying the sum of $2,000, which the
Globe described as “graft,” at the solici-
tation of Mr. W. H. Berry. The Globe
was so shocked, shamed and exhausted
by its contemplation of the fall of Mr.

SCALING INFLUENCES STUMPAGE

There are over forty different log-
rules now in use in the United States
and Canada, showing a variation of over
50 per cent in the amount of lumber
they ascribe to a log of any given size.
This great disparity is due to the fact
that the majority of these log-rules are|
but rules of thumb evolved from the!
rough diagrams or experience of thel

early lumbermen who were always care-
ful to allow a liberal, though arbitrary,‘
percentage for waste in sawing. Origin-|
ally inaccurate, they are becoming in-|
creasingly so with the introduction of
band-saws and more modern milling me-|
thods, and attempts, as yet unsuccess-|
ful, have been made to substitute these
old rules by a standard rule having ma-
thematical accuracy. Probably the best
rule yet formulated is the ‘Internatienal
Log Rule, prepared by Dr. J. F. Clark
when chief forester for Ontario, which
he verified by extensive tests at the mill.

1t is interesting to compare this inter-
national rule with those in most common
use in Canada, A sixteen-foot log twelve
inches in diameter contains, according
to the international rule, 105 feet, board
measure, of lumber; according to the
Scribner Rule, used in the prairie prov-
inces, 756 feet, board measure, and ac-
cording to the Doyle Rule, in most com-
mon use in eastern Canada, only 64 feet,
board measure, of lumber. The dispar-
ity is even greater in smaller logs and it
is smal] logs which make up the greater
part of the cut in Canada today. Thus,
so far as stumpage dues are concerned, |
it is safe to say that very often the lum-|
bermen pay for only half the merchant-|
able lumber the average log really con-/
tains. It is significant that when the
British Columbia government recently
decided to increase the royalty paid on|
timber cut in the interior of the prov-
inces, it accomplished that purpose
merely by stipulating that the British
Columbia Log Rule should henceforth
be used in that region instead of the
Doyle Rule, thus increasing by 45 .peri

It is possible that in other parts of .

Canada the bonus paid by the lumber-
men in addition to stumpage dues makes
up for this loss in scaling. But, other
things being equal, lumbermen operat-
ing under a lenient rule have an unfair
advantage over those whose logs are
more closely scaled and the only final
remedy would seem to be the adoption
of a general rule such as the Internation-
al, or, better still, the substitution of
cubic measurement of logs, a practice
which has long heen in operation in
Europe where high lumber prices make
accuracy not only desirable but neces-
sary.

. iQuebec, June 17—Out of a welter of
istimony that threw very little fresh
ht on the disaster tb'the Empress of
teland, which sank off Father Point
ffter collision with the collier Storstad
May 29, the dominion commission, in-
Auiring into it today, managed to ex-
tract a few more points, which, hov-ever,
ganly serve -to make the confusion worse
{ confounded, and to indicate that the evi-
“dence of the Empress and Storstad offi-
cers, conflicting as it does, suggests that
a similar stdte of cross purpeses may be
found to be the final explanation of the
wreck. ;

Mr. Aspinall tried to prove the C. P.
R. claim that the liner was standing
still, otherwise she would have passed
across the Storstad’s bows, but the wit-
ness clung fast to his contention that
the Empress was moving. -

Later Mr. Aspinall sought to show
that because the collier rammed herself
straight into the liner for twelve feet
the Storstad must have been going at a
high rate of speed, while the liner was
stationary, because if the coal boat was
going slow the only other way this could
have been-accomplished would have been
by the Emipress approaching her like a
crab. Semething that was, of course,
ridiculous.

The New Building,

This new building has been a source
of pride and gratification to all who
have any interest whatever in St. Jos-
eph’s It has been one of the chief cen-
tres of attraction since the opening day
and is regarded as a great step forward

infant amongst the buildings on the col-
lege grounds has a frontage of 160 feet
thus giving a total length of 825 feet to
the institution. Accommodation is here
provided for 120 additional students and
it is a great improvement upon the
housing facilities of the college.
The new sructure is four stories in
height. On the first floor are found the
! culinary department and recreation halls.
Seven spacious class rooms are situated
on the second floor, each having accom-
modation for thirty students. On the
third floor are located twenty-seven
new rooms' for priests and other eccles-
iastics: besides an additional room  for
the library and twelve new rooms for,
senior and junior students. The dorm-
|itory on the upper story is large, well
lighted and ventilated, and fitted with
most modern appliances. It is equipped
with thirty-four shower baths and most|
modern plumbing conveniences. An elec-
tric generating plant, also newly in-
stalled, provides splendid lighting and
much power. This building is 100 by 50
feet and contains two electric dynamos.!
An extension has been made to the
steam equipment and. this provides pow-
er and heat for all purposes. The
grounds surrounding the college, 'natur-
Lally beautiful, have been made still more |
attractive by artistic hands. !

Its Use in Toronto and Mon-
treal

I

Mayor Frink-has been gatherino data
in regard to the use of motor fire ap-
paratus in the cities in Canada and this
morning  received information from
Montreal -and Toronto about the equip-
ment there. It is interesting to note
the difference in the popularity of the
motor driven apparatus between Mon-
treal and Toronto, taking into congid-
eration the fact that Toronto is a com-
paratively level city, while Montreal is
more of a hilly nature.

Of the fifty-seven pleces of fire appar-
atus in use in Toronto, fifty-three of
them are drawn by horses and the other
four are combination hose and chem-
ical wagons. One hundred and ten pieces
of equipment are owned by the depart-
ment in Montreal and ninety-four of
these are horse drawn and sixteen are
of the motor type. Besides these the
department has on order for delivery
fourteen more pieces of motor apparatus
this year.

One day last summer I went to Pitts-
burg—well, I had to go there on busi-
ness.
My chair-car was profitably well filled
with people of the kind one usually sees
on chaircars. Most of them were ladies

in brown silk dresses cut with square
yokes, .with lace insertion and dotted
veils, who refused to have the windows
;rniscd. Then there was the usual num-
yber of men who looked as if they might
{be in almost any business and going
almost anywhere. Some students of
human nature can look at a man in a
}Puﬂman and tell you where he is from,
{his occupation, and his stations in life,
both flag and social, but I never could.
The only way I can correctly judge a
fellow-traveler is when the train is held
up by robbers, or when he reaches at the
same time I do for the last towel in the
dressing+room of the sleeper.

The porter came and brushed the col-
Jection of soot on the window-sill off to
the left knee of my trousers. I removed
it with an air of apology. The tempera-
ture was 88. One of the dotted-veiled
ladies demanded the closing of two more
ventilators, and spoke loudly of Inter-
laken. I leaned back idly in chair No. 7,
and looked with the tepidist curiosity
at the small, black, bald-spotted head
just visible above the back of No. 9.

Suddenly No. 9 hurled a book to the
floor between his chair and the window
and, looking, I saw that it was The
Rose-Lady and Trevelyan, one of the
best-selling novels of the present day.
And then the critic or Philistine, which-
ever he was, veered his chair toward
the window, and I knew him at once
for John A, Pescud, of Pittsburg, travel-
fng salesman for a plate-glass company
—an-old acquaintance whom I had not
seen in two years.

In two minutes we were faced, had
ghaken hands, and had finished with

such topics as rain, prosperity, health,
residence, and destination. Politics might

have followed next but I was not so ill-
fated.

1 wish you might know John A. Pes-
cud. He is of the stuff that heroes are
not often lucky enough to be made of.
He is a small man with a wide smile,
and an eye that seems to be fixed upon
that little red spot on the end of your
nose. I never saw him wear but one
kind of necktie, and he believes in cuff-
holders and button-shoes. He is as hard
and true as anything ever turned out
by the Cambria Steel Works and he
believes that as soon as Pittsburg makes
smoke-consumers compulsory, St. Peter
will come down and sit at the foot of
Smnithfield street, and let somebody else
attend to the gate up in the branch
Heaven. He believes that “our” plate-
glass is the most important commodity
in the world and that when a man is
in his home town he ought to be decent
and law-abiding.

During my acquaintance with him in
the City of Diurnal Night I had never
known his views on life, romance, liter-
ature, and ethics. We had browsed,
during our meetings, on local topics, and
then parted, after Chatean Margaux, Irish
stew, flannel-cakes, cottage-pudding and
coffee (hey there!—with milk separate).
Now I was to get more of his ideas. By
way of facts, he told me that business
had picked up since the party conven-
tion, and that he was going to get off
at Coketown.

“Say,” said Pescud, stirring his dis-
carded book with the toe of his right
shoe, “did you ever read one of these
best-sellers? I mean the kind where
the hero is an American swell—some-
times even from Chicago—who falls in
love with a royal princess from FEurope
who is traveling under an alias, and
vollows her to her father's kingdom or
municipality? I guess you have. They'te

all alike, Sometimes this going-away
masher is a Washington newspaper cor-
respondent, and sometimes he is a Van
Something from New York, or a Chicago
wheat broker worth fifty millions. But
he’s always ready to break into the king
row of any foreign country that sends
over their kings and queens and prin-
cesses to try the new plush seats on the
Big Four of the B. and O. There doesn’t
seem to be any reason in the book for
their being here.

He meets her on the
corso or the strasse one evening and
gives us ten pages of conversation. She
reminds him of the difference in their
stations, and that gives him a chance
to ring in three solid pages about
America’s uncrowned sovereigns. I
youw'd take his remarks and set:’em to
musie, they’d sound exactly like one of
George Cohan’s songs.

“Well, you know how it runs on, if
you've rcad any of ’em—he slaps the
king’s ' Swiss body-guards around like
everything whenever they get in his way.
He's a great fencer, too. Now, I've
known of some Chicago men who were
pretty notorious fences, but I never
heard of any fencers from there. He
stands on the first landing of the royal
staircase in Castle Schutzenfestenstein
with a gleaming rapier in his hand, and
makes a Baltimore broil of six platoons
of traitors who come to massacre the
said king. And then he has to fight
duels with a couple of chancellors, and
foil a plot by four Austrian archdukes
to seize the kingdom for a gasoline-sta-
tion.

«But the great scene is when his rival
for the princess’s hand, Count Feodor,
attacks him between the portcullis and
the ruined chapel, armed with a mit-
railleuse, a yataghan, and a couple of
Siberian bloodhounds. This scene is
what runs the best-selier into the 29th
pdition before the publisher has had

time to draw a check for the advance
royalties.

“The American hero shucks his coat
and throws it over the heads of the
bloodhounds, gives the mitrailleuse a
slap with his mitt, says ‘Yah! to the
yataghan and lands in Kid McCoy’s best
style on the count’s eye. Of course, we
have a neat little prize-fight right then
and there. The count—in order to
make the go possible—seems to be an
expert at the art of self-defense, him-
self; and here. we have the Corbett-
Sullivan fight done over into literature.
The book ends with the broker and the

rincess doing a John Cecil Clay cover
under the linden-trees on the  Gorgon-
zola Walk. That winds up the love-
story plenty good emough. But I no-
tice that the book ‘dodges the final issue.
Even ‘a best sellér has sense enough to
shy at either leaving a Chicago grain
broker on the throne of Lobsterpotsdam
or bringing over a real princess to eat
fish and potato salad in an Italian chalet
on Michigan avenue. What do you
think about ’em?”

“Why,” said I, “I hardly know, John.
There’s a saying: ‘Love levels all ranks,’
you know.

“Yes,” said Pescud, “but these kind
of love stories are rank—on the level, I
know something about literature, even if
I am in plate-glass. These kind of
books are wrong, and yet I never go
into a train but what they pile ’em up
on me. No good can come out of an
international clinch between the Qld-
World aristocracy and one of us fresh
Americans. When people in real life
marry, they generally hunt up some-
body in their own station. A fellow us-
ually picks out a girl that went to the

{ | same high-school and belonged to the

same singing-society that he did. When
young millionaires fall in love, they al-
ways select the chorus-girl that likes the
same kind of sauce on the lobster that
he does. Washington newspaper corre-
spondents always marry widow ladies
ten years older then themselves who
keep boarding-houses. No, sir, you can’t
make a novel sound right to me when it
makes one of C. D. Gibson’s bright
young men go abroad and turn king-
doms upside down just because he’s a
Taft American and took a course at a
gymnasium. And listen how they talk,
too!”

Pescud picked up the best seller and
hunted his page.

“Listen at this,” said he, “Trevelyan
is chinning with the Princess Alwyna
at the back end of the tulip-garden:
This is how it goes:

“‘Say not so, dearest and sweetest of
earth’s fairest flowers. Would I aspire?
You are a star set high above me in a
royal heaven; I am only—myself. Yet I
am a man, and I have a heart to do and
dare. I have no title save that of an
uncrowned sovereign; but I have an
arm and a sword that yet might free
Schutzenfestenstein from the plots of
traitors.

~ Graft Fund So Far To $36,200

Largest Contributor Said “He Had to Pay” To
Secure Renewal of Leases — Premier Told Lum-
berman That Berry Would Fix the Bonus — Wit-
nesses Tell How Money Was Extorted

The North Shore lumbermen’s money collected by W. H, Berry for “a cam-
paign fund” (although there was no campaiga in sight) went into a “bag” or
“grip,” according to yesterday’s testimony. At the close of the session yester-
day afternoon the evidence showed the contents of the “bag,” so far as dis-

closed, to be as follows:

A total, after two days’ testimony,

Lawrence MacLaren, trustee (J. B. Snowball)

of $36,2200. And the worst is yet to

come, according to all of the indications.

All told virtually the same story. Berry visited each in turn.

He inti-

mated that the legitimate bonus would be $100 a square mile and said there
would be an extra levy of $15 a square mile, on the side, for a campaign fund,
or for political purposes. Sometimes the words were different; the meaning
was the same. The $100 a mile went into the treasury and shows in the annual
report; the $35 a mile, amounting in all to more than $100,000, of which sum
witnesses have already sworn to contributing more than $36,000, was never re-
ceived by the province. It was a rake-off” pure and simple, Berry levied and
collected it, Its destination is yet to be proved.

The court resumed for the afternoon
session at 2485 o’clock, with W. B. Snow-
ball again on the stand.

The chairman made an announcement
regarding the admissability of evidence
of Mr. Snowball’s ent of $15 a mile
at the instance Mr. Berry to which
objection was taken on account of its
being made after the classification of the
lumber lands had been completed. He
disapproved.

Ju Wells also spoke saying that he
thought it might be well to have the evi-
dence although it might not be taken
into consideration when they were reach-
ing a decision.

Wells and the gquestion was allowed.

Mr, Carvell proceeded with the ex-
amination—What amount did you pay to
this fund?

A.—I paid $7,200, at the rate of $15
a mile on 480 miles, by cheque, deposited
in the Bank of Montreal, Chatham, to
the credit of J, W. Brankley.

The cheque was produced, shown pay-
able to “cash” and introduced in evi-
dence.

Q.—This was paid over and above
your bonus?

A.—Yes.

Q.—At the time you paid it did you
know. that the classification was com-
plete?

A.—Not definitely. Mr. Berry had
told me previously that we would be
charged $100 a mile.

Q.—Why did you pay this money?

This question evoked a lively discus-
sion as to the admissability of the evi-
dence, Mr. Carvell arguing that it was a
necessary part of the cage. The question
was modified and Mr. Snowball said the
reason he paid was because the others
had done so.

Mr, Carvell pointed out that the ment-
al attitude might well be the test of
extortion. He quoted authorities and
definations to support his argument.

This line of examination was not al-
lowed and Mr. Snowball stood down.

Angus NcLean,

Angus McLean was swom. He testi-
fied that he is a lumber manufacturer,
of Bathurst, manager of the Bathurst
Lumber Company for the last six years.
His comenny operates on crown lands
and in July, 1918, they had 884 square
miles.

The witness said that for the lands in
their own name and others they were
interested in they paid about $25,000,
one-quarter of the bonus, at the rate of
$100 a mile.

Q—Did you pay any other monies
before July 10, 19187

A.—Not in the way of a bonus.

Q.—Or to have the licenses renewed?

Objected to.

The witness told of meeting Mr. Berry
in the Touraine Hotel, Chatham. “He
told me that we would have to pay $100

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Celebration of 100 Years of Peace

St. John and Other New Brunswick 'Citizens‘ Who

Are Identified With the Movement

The movement for celebrating the
hundred years of peace between t!\c
British Empire and the United States is,
judging by a circular. just issued by 'thc
Canadian Peace Centenary Association,
taking rapid hold in Canada, ~Great
Britain and the United States.

The general proposals contain four
main features, (1) Monuments and other
memorials, (2) Thanksgiving services in
the churches, (8) Educational propagan-

‘da, (4) Festivities.

The circular enumerates various Sug-
gestions regarding the erection of monu-
ments, and states that the 1:natter has
been referred to an international com-

ittee.
mFebruary 14, 1915, has been selected
for thanksgiving services in all the
churches of the British empire and the
United States. This date is the nearest
Sunday to February 17, 1915, the centen-
ary of the ratification of the Treaty of
Ghent.

The educational propaganda includes
several important features, among which
may be mentioned the preparation of a
series of pamphlets dealing with the
various treaties which have 'ma.de
the long peace possible, which it is in-
tended to send to all the schools in Can-
ada. Tableaux and masques are in course
of preparation which will also be sent to
the schools for production upon a date
to be hereafter arranged. A somewhat
unique proposal is that schools in Cam}da
and the United States in places bearing
the same name should be invited to ex-
change shields. It is intended to arrange
for the writing of competitive essays on
Anglo-American relations, and provis-
ion is being made for Provincial and Do-
minion prizes.

About 100 centres have been chosen for
special celebrations in Canada and strong
local committees have been arranged for
in a majority of those.

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Noted Egyptologiat.‘Says No¥
Doubt About Discovery

NINE YARDS UNDERGROUND

Large Building of Granite and Very
Hard Sandstone Found and in
it Fumeral Chamber of Egyptain

by King-god

Paris, June 18—Professor Edward Na*
ville, an Egyptologist who has been di-

recting 600 men and boys in excavations
to unearth the temple and tomb of Osir-
is, has returned to his chair at the Uni-
versity of Geneva elated with the belief
that he has penetrated to the actual fu-
neral chamber of the ancient Egyptian
king-god, and that another winter’s
work which is already assured under
auspices of the Anglo-American Egyp-
tian Exploration Company, will bring to
light important details bearing upon the
history of Osiris.

The legénd is that Osiris, a wise and
beneficient king who Treclaimed the
Egyptians from savagery, met a .sudden
and premature death by the scheming of
his wicked brother, Seth, who, with sev-
enty-two fellow conspirators, invited Os-
iris to a banquet and induced him to
enter a cunningly-wrought coffin. They
shut down the lid and cast the chest and
its body into the Nile. Isis, faithful wife
of the beloved king recovered the body

The legend continues that Seth and his
fellow conspirators then cut the body
into fourteen pieces, and scattered the
parts all over Egypt—each piece being
entombed by worshippers of Osiris—
which aecounts for the numerous tombs
to him. The faithful Isis, however, rega-
thered the pieces and brought them back
to the Temple of Abydos.

This temple where Professor Naville
has been conducting the excavations, is,
he is sure, the true burial place of Osiris.
The place is about equidistant between
Cairo and Assouan, in the 'desert about
eight miles westward from the Nile.

Professor Naville believes. this temple
is older even than the Pyramids. Relat-
ing some detdils of his work to the As-
sociated Press correspondent at Geneva,
he said:

“We worked from December 24, 1918
to March 11,.1914, and during the eleven
weeks we experienced some anxiety and
excitement. At nine yards under the soil
we found a large building constructed of
granite and very hard red sandstone.
This edifice is divided into three naves,
which are surrounded by sixteen large
cells all identical in size and shape. They
have no inscriptions on the walls what-
ever. This proves that the building is
very ancient as the walls of more mod-
ern edifices in Egypt are covered with
inscriptions.

“In front of the cells is a stron- wlat-
form supported by ten huge blocks of
granite. Skirting this platform we came
upon the reservoir—or well of Osiris,
which undoubtedly is that mentioned by
the Roman historian, Strabo. While the
reservoir has not yet been explored, it is
probable that its waters. had been popu-
lar at one time for their supposed curat-
ive virtues.

All
Egyptologists in the course of their re-
searches in the ruins of Egypt have come
across traces of thieves who were con-
sidered to be the cleverest in the then
known world. They formed themselves
into associations and gangs with the
special object of robbing tombs, as it
was the ancient custom among Egypt-
ians to bury valuables with their dead.
There was a supervision of the tombs,
but this the thieves seem to have avoid-
ed easily, judging by their exploits.

“The whole of the vast edifice we dis-
covered is in a bad state of ruin, be-
cause it and its'surroundings were used
as a quarry in the time of Ramses I1.”

Professor Naville, who is an elderly
man, insisted upon paying honor to his
“brave assistants” Messrs., Wainwright
and Gibson of London, and Thomas
Wittemore of Tufts College, Massachus-
etts.

REV. W. M. KNOLLN,
FOR YEARS IN BAPTIST
MINISTRY, IS DEAD

Native éf Millstream, N. B; On
Sister Lives in St. John

A special despatch to the Times from

Yarmouth says:

“Rev. William Mortimer Knollin, one
of the oldest ministers in the United
Baptist church in Eastern Canada, died
at his home here last night after an ill-
ness of almost three years with abscess
in the side. He was born of English
parents at Studholm, Kings county, N.
B., on February 8, 1828, and was thus
eighty-six years and four months old.

“In early life he was converted, and
about sixty years ago was ordained in
the Free Baptist church in New Bruns-
wick., Forty-six years ago he came to
Nova Scotia as pastor of Centreville,
Cape Island, Free Baptist church. Since
then he had held pastorates in all the
Free Baptist churches in Yarmouth
county.

He was
active in the ministry until the time of
the union of the Baptists and Free Bap-
tists, when he wes superannuated. A
