Business men everywhere, aroused at the pros-
pect, objected to its enforcement and ‘suggested many other remedies.

Washington, Jan. $7—The fuel administration will issue a series of rulings
on queries concerning the conservation order. State fuel administrators witl

t be allowed to make rulings and the rulings issued here will have general
a¥plication. _

The order will not include natural gas not use of wood as fuel, nor power
derived from water. It is said that the exception of necessary war industries
from the operation of the order might be more liberal than first announced.

The fuel administration this morning hurried on the machinery for carrying
out the plans, Garfleld assembled all his fegal staff and began preparation of
the formal order, which #t was promised would clear up many points which -
were indefinite or conflicting in the statement issued last night.

GERNIAN TONE

Arrest of Roumanian Minister
In Russia

Londen Paper’s Correspendent
Says Bolshevik Government Has

Virtually Been Recognized By
Allies

London, Jan 17—The version of the in-
cident that resulted in the arrest of Rou-
manian Minister Diamandi given by the
Petrograd correspondent of the Daily
News says that Roumanian troops sur-
rounded a Russian regiment and with it
some Austrians who were visiting the
Raussians, thus breaking the conditions
of the armistice on the eastern front.
The Roumanians stopped the Russian
supplies, disarmed the Russian soldiers
and arrested the regimental commander.

The whole incident, the correspondent
says, suggests a ‘German agency, because
nothing would suit the Germans better
than an excuse to break with Russia
over a breach of the armistice instead of
over an important point in the peace
negotiations.

It is insisted by the correspondent
that the visit of the allied and neutral
diplomats to Premier Lenine constitutes
a de facto recognition of the Bolsheviki
government. The correspondent of the
Daily News says more is to be feared
than gained from a replacement of the
Bolsheviki by the Social revolutionists.

Almost as soon as a cadet in the Roy~
al Flying Corps has mastered the art of

first aerial gunnery practice the cadet
goes up with an experienced pilot. With
a Lewis gun mounted on a revolving
turret at the rear. He fires at a lite
size picture of an aeroplane on the
ground.

Many other targéts are used. Some-
times two Hun machines are painted on
a huge canvas on the ground. The cadet
is expected to - get ’them both with his
shots. There is also the towed target—
a sheet of canvas $ix feet square, towed
behind another aeroplane. - The cadet
flies after it and “scuppers” it with his
Lewis gun. Miniature balloons are re-
leased and the cadet chases after these
through the air with a Vickers gun—a
fixed gun which i§.aimed by pointing
the aeroplane instead of the gun.
.Many a time when, the cadet is just

" getting : in his, .shats ‘the: gun jams. It

has bery  fixed ser that it would jam.
But the cadet, thanks to his previous
grounding in the mechanism of the gun,
soon Jlearns to-locate the trouble and
correct it in a few moments at the same
time continuing his chase;

Such training as this must be under-
gone by every aspirant to aerial achieve-
ment. It is-a training that brings out
the best there is in a man—teaches him
accuracy of aim, skill in handling his
machine, ambition to achieve whatever
he sets out after. His work calls for
vouth, energy, clear-headedness, With
‘these qualifications the thoroughness of
R. F. C. training methods seems to help
a man gain complete confidence in his
fascinating work as an aviator.

Ottawa, Jan. 17—Important confer-
ences on the labor situation in Canada
were held here yesterday. Thirty prom-
inent labor men of the dominion met the
prime minister and members of the war
cabinet and discussed the labor situation
generally. At the Chateau Laurier, Hon.
T. A. Crerar, minister of agriculture,
met representatives from the provincial
departments of agriculture and discussed
the problem of labor shortage with par-
ticular reference to farm labor. The
following official statement was issued:

The labor men were confidentially
given a statement as to the needs of the
military situation, the pressing necessity
for increasing agricultural production
and the requirements of the railways for
this coming season. It was made clear
to them that the government had, as yet,
formulated no policy, but was asking
first for .the views of the labor men

| INDEPENDENCE FOR THE

ARMENFAN PEOPLE IN
: AUSSIA-AND  TURKEY

Bolsheviki . Gevernment Supperts
Their Right te This and Right
to Decide Owa Destiny

Petrograd, Jan. 16—An official decree
issued to  the people of Turkish Ar-
menia and signed by Nikolai Lenine and
other members of the Bolsheviki, says
that the-government of peasants and
workmen of Russia supports the right
of Armenians in Russia and Turkey to
the extent of their complete independ-
ence and the right to decide their own
destiny.

The decree enumerates the guarantees
necessary for this programme, namely,
the immediate withdrawal of troops from
the limits of Turkish Armenia; the or-
ganization of a militia by the Armenian
people in order to assure the security of
the persons dand property of inhabitants,
the repatriation without hindrance of
Armenian emigrants scattered through-
out different countries, as well as re-
patriation within Turkish Armenia of
Armenians taken by force during the
war by the Turkish authorities, and the
organization of a central government of
the people of Turkish Armenia in the
form of a council of deputies of Armen-
ian people, elected according to demo-
cratic principles. The decree says geo-
graphical frontlers must be fixed by
democratic representatives elected by the
Armenian people with the consent of
democratic representatives elected in
neighboring countries and the commis-
sion on Caucasus affairs.

The decree also says that the council
of the people’s commissioners at the
peace pour parlers with the Turks in-
sisted on this and that the commission
on Caucasus affairs has been appointed
to assist the inhabitants of Turkish Ar-
menia. o

ORGANIZED BALE 10
DAY FEDERAL DEBTS

Backers of Defunct League to Get
Money Guaranteed In
Peace Compact

'Suit Held up Settlement — Baltimore
Club Prevented Early Adjustmest of
Troubles by Demanding Franchise

New York, Jan. 16—The final settle-
| ment of the peace compact between the
':Imajor leagues and the Federal League,
| which was drawn up early in the spring
{ of 1016, is expected to be effected within
| a short time. The matter was left in
}the hands of Presidents John K. Tener
| and Ban Johnson for adjustment, and
!at the recent meeting of the National
{ Commission in Cincinnati it was . an-
| nounced that an agreement had been
' reached whereby the. long standing
| trouble would be ended.

When the Federal League war was
ended two years ago, the major leagues
agreed to reimburse Harry F. Sinclair,
who owned the Newark Club; the
Wards, who owned the Brooklyn Club,
and Edward Gwinner, owner of the
Pittsburg Federal League club, in part,
for the big investments they had made
in the disastrous yenture. The Federal
League at the time had taken over more
than fifty of the players of the two
major league organiaztions, and had in-
vaded the minor leagues to such an ex-
tent that several of them were on the
verge of disbanding. So organized ball
decided to buy off the invaders.

The Federal League owners agreed to
allow those who had put up most of the
financial backing to get the spoils of the
settlement. Weeghman of Chicago was
allowed to buy out the Cubs, while Phil
Ball and Otto Steifel of St. Louis
bought the St. Louis Browns. This left
Sinclair, the Wards, and Gwinner to be
taken care of. After this arrangement
was agreed upon, the Baltimore Fed-
eral League Club halted the negotiations
by bringing a $900,000 suit, alleging that
organized ball was conducted in viola-
tion of the Sherman anti-trust law. As
one of the terms of the peace pact had
been that all litigation was to end, legal
counsel for organized baseball took the
stand that the Federal League had failed
to carry out its part of the settlement,
so the payments to Sinclair, the Wards,
and Gwinner were withheld,

Second Suit Is Filed.

After the Baltimore Fegderal League
suit had been under way in the courts
for a few days it was withdrawn by the
plaintiffs, and once more organized ball
was ready to pay over to the invaders
the amount agreed upon. Just as this
was about to be done, the Baltimore
club brought another suit similar to the
one which they had voluntarily with-
drawn.

The terms under which organized ball
had agreed to settle their obligations
have just become known, With the Bal-
timore club’s second suit still pending, it
is understood that the Sinclair, Wards,
end Gwinner interests have consented
to put up a bond indemnifying the
major leagues for all or any losses
which may result from this second suit
of the Baltimore Feds.

At first the Newark, Brooklyn and]
Pittsburg Federal League men refused
to give such a bond, but the fact that
the commission has announced that or-

has been presented, and that, most im-
portant of all, the Baltimore club has
decided to withdraw its suit. It is not
these Federal Leaguers

any possible damage as a result of the
Baltimore suit if the Baltimore backers
were resolved to carry the suit further.

By the terms of the settlement, it is
understood that the Wards of Brooklyn
will receive $20,000 a year for twenty
years, or $400,000 for the Washington
Park property. Sinclair is to receive
$50,000 for the Federal League Park in
Newark, and the same is to be paid to
the Pittsburg promoter. Under the
agreement none of these parks can
again be used by baseball clubs without
the united consent of the major leagues.
With these baseball establishments in
the control of organized ball, there is
little likelihood of any future invasion
from new leagues. . J

Baseball War Costly.

The decision of the major leagues to
pay its obligation to the Federal League
ends the most costly baseball war in
which the game has ever been involved.
The amount spent by organized ball in
fighting the Feds while they were op-
erating, threatening the major leagues,
and, later, the vast amount spent
in- legal talent to fight the legal litiga-
tions, to say nothing of the money
which had to be paid out by organized
ball for the players who had jumped
to the outlaws, reaches a total which
would be staggering if the exact figures
were known.

The one idea back of the Baltimore
club’s attitude throughout the contro-
versy was that the city should be taken
into the major league circuit. That the
Baltimore club is said to be ready to
withdraw its suit gives an indication
that this wish of the Baltimore Feds
may at last be granted. The recent
actions' of the Philadelphia Athletics in
calling down upon their own heads the
ire of the Philadelphia fans by practical-
ly disposing of its entire club to the
Boston Red Sox leads many baseball
sharps to think that before many
months the Philadelphia franchise may
be  transferred to Baltimore. It s
pretty certain that the Athletics will not
be a paying proposition in Philadelphia
during the coming seggon. If the season
proves disastrous, it is believed that or-
ganized ball will stand ready to try the
Baltimore experiment. .

MAXIM PLANS 10
MINIMIZE  EFFECT
OF TCRPEDO ATTACK

laventor, Displmci at Reception
by Emergency Fleet Corporatien,
- Goes to Senate Committee

Washington, Jan. 17—Hudson Maxim,
the inventor, yesterday outlined to the
senate ship investigating committee
plans for ship construction which he said
would minimize the effect on merchant
vessels of explosions of torpedoes by in-
a coal pro-
cess the gases formed by the explosions.

He said he had sought in vain to in-
terest the emergency fleet corporation in
his plan, and that he came to the com-
mittee in the hope that the government
would conduct experiments to determine
its worth.

His plan, he said, was to line the inside
of the hulls of vessels with cylinders con-
taining water with a steel screen behind
them, when the torpedo exploded, the
water tanks, he said, would be hurled
against the screen, atomizing the water
which would disperse the heat and ab-
sorb the gases. He said a cargo such as
apples, potatoes and similar produce
coniaining a large percentage of water
would serve just as effectively as the
tanks.

Mr. Maxim declared that the ship pro-
tection committee had made an “irrelev-
ant and untrue” report on his plan, as-
serting that it would be expensive and
ineffective on ships of less than 10,000
tons. He denied that the plan would be
costly and said it would operate on
ships of 8,000 or 5,000 tons practically as
well as on large vessels.

Concrete ships, the inventor said, off-
ered greater advantages-in combatting
the submarine menace than steel or
wooden ships, as they gave greater resist-
and and absorbed heat better.

Dr. H. J. Hunt Tells Lewis-
ton Audience of the Cus-
toms and Habits of Eski-
mos

(Lewiston Journal.)

Dr.. H. J. Hunt, who _accompanied
MacMillan on his exploration to Crock-
ers Land, spoke two and one-half hours
to members of the qutlzca Club Wed-
nesday night. -

It was not an address—just an in-
formal sort of talk, given in agreeably
conversational style. Two-thirds of his
time was spent in answering questions,
which were hurled at him from all parts
of the big room. Nearly every one of
the sixty men had a query, it seerned,
and some of them more than one.

Dr. Hunt described briefly the adven-
tures and misadventures of the MacMil-
lan expedition; but it was in describing
the life of man and beast north of Etah
that he was most interesting. His des-
cription of the Eskimos would fill a book
—and he drew ‘his word pictures ‘with a
simple eloquence that defies -reproduc-
tion. That he cherishes for these primi-
tive people of the North a very deep and
abiding affection was self-evident. He
painted and brought out their curious in-
consistencies—for they are so simple-
minded as-to be( in one way, like small
children or animals; and yet, in another
way, they cani“size up” their visitors
with a keen directness that many a white
man might envy. They considered Dr.
Cook a charlatan from the first; but
they looked upon Peary as genuine and
strong.

The most curious people, perhaps, in
the world. They' have no religion, no
government, no marriage rites, no medi-
cine. And yet, lacking religion and gov-
ernment, they are marvelously hospitable
and friendly, living in an atmosphere in
which crime and strife and jealousy are
unknown; lacking . marriage rites, the
men and women are mutually consider-
ate and happy; lacking medicine they
are absolutely free from the diseases

The
fuel administrator says that you can do
it. He may force you to do it no mat-|
ter what happens to your factory out-—}
put. How much fuel have you an honest
right to demand under present circum—!
stances? Just enough to operate your!
plant upon an efficient basis and no’
more, The wasters are not entitled to'
consideration now. Do your bit ‘and;
stop your waste of fuel—coal and oil.

Leon Trotzky. - With the wonderful

Many Notables Deported.

“Among the men imprisoned or de-
ported to Germany ‘are many well-
known names; at least ten deputies and
senators, no fewer than fifteen burgomas-
ters and aldermen, several judges, and
some eminent professors. The post of
Burgomaster of Brussels is particularly
dangerous. M. Max is still in 8 German
cell, and his successor, M. Lemonnier,
and ‘Alderman Jacqumain have follow-
ed him to prison. :

“Such is the fate of all those who

’

no matter whether they are right or
wrong. The only law in the country is
dictated by the German tribunals. Even
those who do not belong to the various
organizations which help the young men
o cross the frontier to join the army,
circulate forbidden papers, or manage
to send' news abroad are still exposed
every day to the most severe sentences.
If ‘the government chooses to transform.
the University of Ghent, or to set up a
new administration, the professors or the
officials are not allowed to send in their
resignations and to remain faithful to
their pledges. It is not enough net to
work for Belgium, and the mere fact of
refusing to work against Belgium is pun-
ishable as a crime.

“The consequence is that thousands of
men and a great number of women are
engaged on some secret work, and that
all the spies of Germany have not heen
able to check their activity. I have
heard people wonder how, after so many
arrests, our organizations are able to
go on with their work. There is a very
simple explanation. For every man .or
woman arrested, two others offer to take

their place. The whole nation has be- |

come a huge secret society.

“Failure is not due to the want cof
skill and activity of German agents.
Every measure ' which - brutality and
cunning can contrive is taken against
our patriots. Under the slightest sus-
picion they are dragged from their
homes and imprisoned. For weeks and
months they are isolated, unable to

communicate with anybody, even with -
their advocate, subjected daily to the |§

most searching examinatiom: They: are
told that their denial is useless, since
some of their relatives have been com-
pelled to confess their guilt, or that, if
they will confess their crime, they will
be allowed to see their wife or child,
who is dying. I have myself spent some
weeks in the prison of St. Gilles (Brus-

sels), and have been subjected to this|¥

kind of torture. If this fails, threats
and blows are used by the examining
officers., T know a boy of 16 who was
repeatedly struck for refusing to de-
nounce his ‘accomplices.’

The Blacklist Deadly.

“Once on the blacklist of the secret
police the patriot, whether guilty or not,
will do well to leave the country, If they
cannot catch you in the act, the Ger-
man agents hsve other fmeans. to arrest
you.

RAWLING TOPS
SECOND BASEMAN

Brilliant Infielder ofthe&’avel at Head
of List in National*League

Braves infielders made an excellent
showing in official fielding averages of
the last season, for Rawlings led the
second basemen, Maranville, was second
among the shortstops and “Kenetchy
second con the first basemen. Rawlings
nominally led, the shortstops but
played so few games in that position,
the real leadership belongs to Fletcher
i)'f the Giants, with Maranville next in
ine.

Rawlings played ninety-six games at
second base, during which he made 177
put-outs, ‘200 assists and only eleven er-
rors, giving him a percentage of .977.
Some of the credit of his fine showing
belongs in a measure to Maranville who
handled, more than the average short-
stop’s- skare of put-outs at second basc.
For example, Maranville in 142 games
is ‘accredited ‘'with 841 putouts and 474
assists, as compared with 276 putouts
and 565 assists for Fletcher, the short-
stop of the Giants. It will be seen that
Fletcher had ninety-one more assists
than Maranville, but sixty-five . fewer
putouts. Rawlings had 108 fewer pirt-
outls than he had assists whereas Pitler
of Pittsburg actually had more putouts
than asgists,

While :Flétcher handled :the greatest
number ‘of ‘ehances of any of the short-
stops, 841, Maranville’s 818 €hances gave
him a higher percentage ;per-game as he
played in ' nine fewer games than the
New York star. = Maranyille accepted
6.74 chances per game, as against 5.57
for Fletcher.

Konetchy . was second in the ranks of
first basemen, with a percentage of .994,
as compared with .998 for Miller of St.
Louis, Konetchy took part in 128 games
and Miller only $6. Smith was well
down in the lost of third basemen, with
925 for percentage.

Among the outfielders, Powell*rank-
ed highest of the Braves, tied at .976
with Benny Kauff.
