Getting More Land in Ireland

Whereas most peers owning land on both
sides of St. George’s: Channel gell their
Irish holdings, in preference to those in
the United Kingdom, Lord Rosse is in-
creasing his territorial pobsessions in Erin,
and selling, ‘his estates in Great Britain.
He is the hend of one of the most clever
and useful touses of the Irish aristocracy.
His father and his grandfather before -Him
were famous as astronomers, contributing
very extensively to the increase of our
knowledge of the starry world, while his
father’s brother, the Hon. Charles Par-
sons, is the inventor of those turbines
which are now taking the place of 'the
former contrivances of “propulsion on -the
great- Atlantic ocean. liners and big war-
ships. i

The present earl, fifth of his. line, has
not yet made his mark in. the realms of
science, having given' up his time to sold-
iering, serving with distinction in South
Africa and holding a commission of captain
in the Irigh Guards. But with the blood
in his veins, and considering the surround-
ings amidst which he has been reared from
his ‘earliest boyhood, it would be surpris-
ing if ‘he did not contribute his share to
the fame of his family,' as a phenaomenal

lorer or scientist. )

oth the late earl and his . brother
Charles Parsons, of turbine fame, were
always prominent figures at the annual
meetings of the British Association for the
Advancement of Science, and some years
sgo they jointly submitted to the associa-
tion a scheme for the sinking of a ehaft
to the distance of twelve nfiles or more in-
to the bowels of the earth for the purpose
of making a scientific exploration of its
lower depths. They estimated that-about
$25,000,000 -would be required for the pur-
pose and that the work would take about
fifty years.

To the late Lord Rosse and to his broth-
er Charles, tov, is due the conception of
the new ‘patent- legislation in the United
Kingdom which has created during the last
few years such a revolution in the indus-
trial and commercial world.

The late Lord Rosse, like his father be-
fore him, was chancellor of the Trinity
University, Dublin, and president of the
Royal Irish Academy and’ was probably
the only peer of the realm who included
among the permanent members of his
household a private astronomer, the learn-
ed Dr. Otto Boeddicher of Gottingen Uni-
versity, with whom he was wont to spend
many. long nights exploring the heavens
through the immense telescope erected .by
the third earl.at Birr Castle, the ancestral
Yome at Parsons Town, and which tele-
scope remains today, after the lapse of
more than half a century, the largest in
the world, superior in size to the Lick
telescope in California.

Since Days of Elizabeth

Birr Castle has been the home of the’P
arsons everfince this old English family
settled in Ireland in the reign of Queen
Elizabeth. It is a fine old place with
moat, portcullis and drawbridge which call
to mind the celebrated siege of the castle
after the revolution’of 1088, when Wil-
liam Parsons its owner with his tenantry,
successfully withstood a siege of fifteen
months by the troops of James II,, under
General Sarsfield. In some of the outer
walls of the castle are still to be seen,
embedded in the stone and mortdr, cap-
pon balls discharged by Sarsfield’s artil-
lery during the siege.

Lecky, the historian, has much to say
of the Parsons family in the reign of the
early Stuarts, and it is not altogether com-
plimentary. But it is only fair to add
that the present Earl of Rosse bears a
title of a different creation and is not de-
scended from, but merely related as a
collateral .to the Lord Rosse of the reign
of Charles JI. | ;

A POOLISH ARGUMENT

It is rather difficult to be patient with
fhe person who professes a fear that if we
do business with the United States we
will get the worst of the bargain. No
Lanadian need sell one dollar’s worth of
goods in the United States, with or with-
out reciprocity, if he does not desire to
go so. The British market will not be
faken from him. But the British market
has not prevented Canada’s trade with the
United Btates increasing in fifteen years
from’ $119,000,000 to more than $404,000,-
000. The most ardent flag-waver in the
Conservative party would not ship lum-
ber, hay or fish to Epgland at a loss, if
he could sell it in the United States at
a profit. Under reciprocity there will be
two free markets instead of one. It will
be for the shipper to learn which offers
Eim the most at any givén time, and to
govern himself accordingly. It is purely
and simply a matter of business, and if
he is so lacking in business capaeity that
he cannot tell when to ship to the one
and whep to the other market, he should
not be in business at all. No legislation
‘rould ‘save a man of that sort from dis-
aster,
{» But who on both sides of the border
are opposed to freer trade? They are the

protected interests, which profit by
restriction. The offer of reciprocity, made
by the United States to Canada, is an out-
come of the pressure brought by the
masses against the tyranny of the high
protectionists. It is part of a wide move-
ment toward freer intercourse. The high
Protectionists of Canada oppose it be-
cause they fear their supremacy may be
threatened and their great profits reduc-
ed. In their efforts to bring about the
rejection of the agreement they try to
Play upon the fears of the Cangdian peo-

ple with the cry that the Americans aré

dishonest, that they are sure to get the
best of the bargain, and that their real
purpose is to impoverish Candda foritheir
own benefit. A moment’s clear thinking
must show any intelligent man that this
hlfaheandfoolnhory,nnca the Cana-
dian people are mot fools, and sre not
compelled to do business with the Ameri-
cans, but  are perfeetly free to choose
where they shall buy and where they shall

sell.
