THE QUEENS ELECTION PETITION.

The Telegraph appears to be greatly
perturbed at the filing of an election
petition against Mr. G. G. King who was
declared elected for the county of Queens
by a majarity of 32 votes. Mr.King had
no such majority, indeed he had no
majority at all, as will be discovered
when there is & scrutiny of the votes,
hence those tears on the part of the
Telegraph and its abuse of the
Conservatives for daring to attack Mr,
King’s seat. The Telegraph states that
" the petition against Mr. King has been
lodged in the most cowardly manner af-
ter the time had elapsed within which
like action could be taken against a ma-
jority of the Conservatives elected for
this Province. This statement is not
true because the time had elapsed in the
case of only four constituencies when
the petition against Mr. King was filed.
The time does not elapse for filing a peti-
tion i Kinp county fora week yet, and
the Telegraph declares that a petition
must be filed against Mr. Foster's return
for that county. The Telegraph’s editor
is anxious to run for Kings in the event
of Mr. Foster being unseated and he is
using Col. Domville for the purpose of
aiding his own ambitious news.

As for the case of Mr. King there was
nothing in the proceedings against him
to justify the savage epithets of the
Telegraph. He was returned by a very
narrow majority which was obtained by
a false courit in one parish and the im-
proper rejection of many Baird ballots
inothers. We say nothing of the brib-
ery employed by Mr. King’s friends
which was flagrant and umblushing.
No recount was demanded-in Queens,
mainly, it would appear, through pity
for Mr. King who would certainly have
died of grief if he had not been allowed
to go to Ottawa and take his seat as a
member. But having been indulged to
that extent there is no reason why in-
dulgence should go any further and it
become a maiter of duty to petition
against one who obtained his seat by
improper means.

THE MONTREAL BANK AND THE COTTON
MILLS.

One of the high officials of the Bank
of Montreal is reported to have said
that the fight over the New Brunswick
cotton mills was the toughest they ever
had, but that they intended to apply to
the government to have Judge Palmer
removed from his position on the bench.
If this statement is correct the
Montreal bank people are eyident-
ly of the opinion that they own
this country, government and all,
and that any one who ventures
to oppose their wishes ought tobe led
out for instantexecution. Even a Judge
on the bench who is seeking to do his
duty and who is proteeting the interests
of those whom the bank of Montreal de-
gires to oppress, is not safe from attack.
The Bank of Montreal desires to
shut up the New Brunswick cot-
fon tills and thus throw five hundred
persons in this city out of employment.
They are believed to be doing this in the
interest of a certain Montreal syndicate
which controls all the other cotton
mills in Canada and desires to have
no opposition here. Let the people
of St Jobn once grasp the
fact that five hundred people are to be
turned out of employment in this city to
gratify the whims of a grasping, greedy
and heartless corporation which has no
interests in St. John. Llet the working
men of St. John remember also, that if
there were not many failures in St. John
in the latter part of last year it was
not the fanlt of the Bank of
Montreal which apparently did its best
to bring on a crisis. If the Bank of
Montreal should succeed in closing the
cotton mills which now pay out $2,500
weekly in wages we trust that the out-
raged and justly indignant working
people whom it has thus deprived of
their bread, will restrain themselves
and not yield to the temptation, which
will naturally be strong in their breasts,
to turn the St. John branch of the Bank
of Montreal, into the street, for
‘such an act would be contrary tolaw.
Their patience may be greatly tried but
they must bear the evils which grasping
monopolists are seeking to inflict upon
them. Yet we are well assured that if
this outrage by the. Bank of M ontreal is
perpetrated and these mills are closed and
500 poor people thus thrown out of em-
ployment, no policeman and no militia-
man in St. John would lift & hand in de-
fonce of the institution which did such
an act.

SOME NOVELISTS AND SOME NOVELS.

One might, if he choose, write & novel
in which every character should be a
novelist. The authors of those pleasant
stories in which we find oblivion from
the cares that daily perplex us, uncon=
sciously, it is probable, in
most instances make them-
selves the heroes or heroines,
in whose fortunes our interest is most
firmly centered, though in their writings
they fancy that no 8 emblence
of self can be detected. In the ““Scarlet
Letter,” and the “House of the Seven
Gables” and the “Mosses from an old
Manse,” Hawthorne is ever present.
He talks with the magnates of the Prov-
ince House; he walks through the woods
with Hester Prynne; he dreams in the
old house at Salem, at Concord; and the
men and women with whom he peoples
the past give utterance to his thoughts.
And William Black! Does he not
speak to us from his‘House-boat? and
more especially from the Island of Lewis,
from Picadilly, from Lochaber, from
Strathaivron? It is with William
Black, rather than with  any
of the people of his imagination that
we walk and talk as we read his stories.
How pleasant it must have been for him
to get away from the rattle and tattle of
London, into the green fields of the
counties; away into the wilds of Scot-
land the characteristics of which
he describes as no one had be-
fore described them since the time
of Walter Scott. In his stories
William Black is always present
—a genial gentleman, without any over-
shadowing ambition, without amy ani-
mosity, desiring nothing more than the
undisturbed enjoyment of the good
things of life, and determined to ignore
its ills.
he has told the story of himself. He has
seen nothing to envy; happier
still, he has seen little to
regret; he has lived joy-
ously, and his joyousness ik God’s sweet
sunshine, has been undisturbed by the
phantoms whose footsteps are so disturb-
ing to less fortunate men. We see Olive
Schreiner, the author of “The Story of an
African Farm,” and in her story we
read “of a loveless childhood;
of a youth without sun-
shine; of a womanhood upon
which no summer sun ever shone. Like
her, others have written; but all who
have written well have told their; own
story. Were we to write a novel,
novelists should be our heroes and
and heroines.

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Disposal of the Springhill Relief Fand.

The secretary of the Springhill relief
fund reports now on bhand about $53,000;
Montreal subscription, $20,403 ; London,
Eng., $3025. Total, $76,428.

The trustees of the employees’ relief
fond of the Camberland Railwgg & Coal
Co. have issued their report. The plan
Fm osed for the distribution of the re-
ief fund is as follows :

‘Widows by reason of the late accident
will receive $8 per month in their own
right as long as they remain unmarried,
and for their children they shall receive
§2.50 per month for males until the age
of twelve, and for females until the age
of 15. This shall also apply to persons
who were widows before the disaster and
who depended for their support upon
persons killed by the accident. In the
case of children the indemnity shall be
paid to their guardians.

Parents who were deprived wholly of
their support and who are not able
through disability to gain & livlihood
will receive $4 each per month.

In case of the death of a beneficiary
the survivor or survivors shall receive a
funeral benefit of $25 in the case or $15
for a child. If the person isa widow,
and leaving children entitled to benefits
it shall be the duty of the trustees to
provide homes and look after their well
being. A committee of five or more
members of the fand shall be appointed
annually, who shall visit and report
quarterly on the condition of the benefi-
ciaries, to the trustees. To persons in
distress the trustees may give relief.
Funds not required for immediate use
shall be invested in government or other
good securities and may be drawn at any
time if required.

He says that in
his 25 years experience at sea he never
ed such weath

On Feb. 1st., at night, a huge sea swept
everything movable from the vessels
decks and started the hull. The sea
lifted the starboard anchor breaking the
buffalo, and swept up over the topsail
yards. Captain Robertson had just
turned in before the monstrous sea came
on board, and felt the vessel working as
if all the iron work had been started.
The crew were -prepared for ' a . struggle
for life, for it was never expected that she
would weather the next sea. After
this the gale. moderated somewhat and
the vessel was headed for Montevido,
where she arrived after a 13 days
passage from the vicinity of the gales.
The distance to Stanley would have been
shorter, but as there was no cable com-
munication from that place it was thought
better to run for Montevidedo.

The extent of the Antoinette’s
damages are not known. She is to be
placed on the block’s here for repairs.
