Tue Sea’s Borrom.—The bottom of]
the bason of the sea seems to have ine-
qualities like those of the surface of con-
tinents. Wete it dried up, it would pre-
sent mountains, valleys, and plains. It
is covered, almost throughout, by an
immense quantity of testaceous animals,
or those who have shells, intermixed
with sand and grain. The bottom of
the Adriatic Sea is composed of a com-
pact bed of shells, several hundred feet
in thickness. A celebrated diver, em-
ployed to descend ingp the Strait of Mes-
sina, saw there, wi orror, enormous
pelypi attached to the rocks, the arms of
which, being several feet long, were more
ihan sufficient to strangle a man 1n many
scas, the eye perceives nothing but a
bright, sandy, plain bottom, extending
\for several bundred miles without an in-
tervening object. But in others, particu-
larly in the Red Sea, it is very different ;
the whole body of this extensive bed of
water is, literally speaking, a forest of
submarine plants and correls, formed by
wsects for their habitation, sometimes
branching out to a great extent. Here
are seen the madrepores, sponges, mosses,
sea mushrooms, and various other things,
covering every part of the bottom. The
bed of many parts of the sea, near Ame-
rica, presents a very different, though
a very beautiful appearance. This is co-
vered with vegetables, which make it look
as green as a meadow; and beneath are
seen thousands of turtle, and cther sea
animals feeding thereon. There are some
places of the sea where no bottom has
yet been found ; still it is not battomless
The mountains of continents seem to
correspond with waat are called the abys-
es of the sea. The highest mountains
do not rise above 25,600 feet; and al-
lowing for the effects of the elements,
some suppose that the sea is not bayon:
