} Christmas Candles Set Fire to Woman’s 
Clothing.

New York, Dec. 26.—Mrs. Susan Kelly, 
aged 20 years, was burned to death, and 
her husband barely escaped with his life, 
in a fire yesterday which destroyed their 
apartments on West Sixteenth street, and 
drove other shivering tenants of the 
buiming to the roof, from which they 
were carried to the street by firemen. 
Mrs. Kelly rose early to attend Christ­
mas Mass, and lighted a Christmas 
candle. It is supposed that her dress 
caught fire from its flame, as she 
screaming through the flat to the front 
bedroom, where her husband lay sleeping. 
Every room she passed through caught 
fire. Her husband was unable to extin­
guish the flames. An alarm was turned 
in, and when the firemen arrived, they 
found many of the tenants of the house 
on the roof, from which they were res­
cued. Mrs. Kelly’s charred • body was 
found among the debris in her apart­
ments. The financial loss was small.

Explosives Found.DUTY London, Dec. 25.—Hon. James Bryce, 
the retiring chief secretary for Ireland, 
who is to succeed Sir Mortimer Dur­
and as British ambassador at Wash­
ington, is arranging to leave for the 
United States in about three or four 
weeks. In the meantime he has start­
ed on a tour for the purpose of clos­
ing up his business affairs, going first 
to Dublin, where he is now conferring 
with the lord lieutenant, Lord Aber­
deen, concerning the transference of 
Irish affairs. The early departure of 
Sir Mortimer Durand’s successor is de­
signed to give the latter several weeks 
in Washington, prior to the adjourn­
ment of congress, thus permitting a 
reneway of the acquaintances made on 
the occasion of his last visit.

Mrs. Bryce will accompany her hus­
band to Washington. Mr. Bryce's 
grandmother was an American.

The opinion is growing stronger in 
official diplomatic circles here, that 
Mr. Bryce will be named head of the 
British delegation to the next Hague 
peace conference. It is expected that 
France will join in this movement. 
Reports have been in circulation re­
cently in certain capitals of Europe 
to the effect that Great Britain was 
opposed to the American plan of sub­
mitting the Drago doctrine to The 
Hague tribunal, but the official ex­
changes going on here have not dis­
closed the slightest opposition on the 
part of Great Britain to this step. Mr. 
Bryce's presence in Washington is ex­
pected to contribute to an arrange­
ment whereby Great Britain and the 
United States may act along parallel 
lines.

Ignatieff's Funeral.
St. Petersburg, Dec. 24.—The funeral of 

General Count Alexis Ignatieff, who was 
shot and killed at Tvar on December 22nd, 
will take place on December 2Gth. The 
body will be Interred in the Alexander 
Nevsky monastery, one of the three 
largest resting places in Russia for the 
country’s most famous dead. Upon ar­
riving in St. Petersburg, the body will be 
met by Grand Duke Constantine Con­
stantin» Kich, Grand Duchess Elizabeth, 
widow of the late Grand Dukfe Sergius, 
and other members of the Royal Family. 
The widow of Count Ignatieff has receiv­
ed telegrams of condolence from the Em­
peror and Empress of Russia and from 
several of the crowned heads of Europe.

The murder of Count Ignatieff has caus­
ed consternation among a number of ex- 
officials of the von Plehve and Sipiaguine 
regimes,. who have retired from the field 
of active administration. They now fear 
that their past records expose them to 
the same danger of belated retribution.

TORONTO NOTES.

Toronto, Dec. 24.—Commander Spain, 
in his report regarding the wreck of the 
Resolute finds that the barge was in a 
seaworthy condition and well equipped, 
that the officers were all fully qualified, 
excepting First Mate Haney and that 
all reasonable measures were taken for 
the safety of the vessel.

General Boofh, of the Salvation 
Army, will come to Canada in March. 
He will be in Toronto from the 10th to 
the 13th. From this city he will go to 
Ottawa, Montreal, Winnipeg, Van­
couver. Japan and China.

Thirty-three cases of typhoid fever 
were reported in Toronto for the first 
day of December, three times as many 
as during the whole of December, 1905. 
pr. Sheard ascribes it to impure water 
caused by the breaking of a supply 

pipe.
After a painful illness, Henry Wade 

died at the Toronto General hospital 
on Sunday. Mr. Wade was in his 80th 
year. By his death one of the best- 
known figures in livestock circles in 
Canada is removed. For a long time 
he held the office of registrar of live 
stock, and his reputation extended be­
yond the Dominion to many of the 
principal cities of the United States.

Daris, Dec. 26.—The Associated Press 
has obtained important information re­
garding the progress of Anglo-Franch 
relations which led to the recent er­
roneous reports that the entente of 
1501 had been supplemented by a mili­
tary and naval convention. 'Mutual co>- 
operation on sea and land in the face 
of an aggressive move against either 
is regarded as assured, both at 
Quai D’Orsay and in Downing street. 
The machinery of diplomacy has, how­
ever, been scrupulously avoided in the 
accomplishment of this result. No 
notes of the draft of the conventions 
have been exchanged, nothing has 
passed through the only channels re­
cognized by governments as qualified 
to bind countries, which could be chal­
lenged by Germany as aimed at her 
"isolation," nevertheless in a subtler 
and quite as effective fashion, the com­
bination against Germany, so far as 
France and England are concerned, 
can be considered as "fait accompli.”

The other ramifications of the diplo­
macy which is called in England “the 
policy of binding Germany over to keep 
the peace,” which includes the Russiân- 
English entente, t|je cemeflting of 
closer relations between Spain and 
England, the weaning away of Italy 
from the “Triplice” are also making 
progress. It was regarded as prefer­
able to lay the basis of mutual sup­
port '’primarily in a broad and deep 
friendship between the two courses. 
The “entente cordial" adjusting out­
standing difference had no sooner been 
signed than the campaign of friendship 
was inaugurated, all kinds of visits 
were exchanged, furnishing occasions 
for cementing the new found friendship, 
and now a gerat Anglo-French exposi­
tion in London has been planned for 
1908.

Matters had reached such a stage 
during the Morocco crisis that Eng­
land's physical as well as diplomatic 
support was certain had the sword 
been unsheathed. At that time the 
military and -naval authorities of the 
countries were in communication, and 
after the crisis had passed they pro­
ceeded to work out “in a purely techni­
cal fashion” plans of co-operation by 
land and sea to meet certain eventuali­
ties. So intimate had the relations 
between the military departments of 
the two countries become last summer 
that General French, the chief of the 
English mission detailed to attend the 
French manoeuvres, was admitted to 
the conference of the French . general 
stajf during the manoeuvres, and list­
ened if he did not participate in the 
discussion. '

The train from Moosojaw was due 
at Enderlin at 11.45 p. m., but it was 
about two hours late. The engineer 
was running at high speed in an en­
deavor to make up the lost time. As, 
his train rounded a curve just before 
reaching the yards at Enderlin, a 
switch engine was shifting a string of 
box cars to a side track. The cars did 
not clear the main track and the pas­
senger train collided head-on with the 
switch engine.

Both engines were wrecked and the 
passenger cars were thrown in confu­
sion down a small embankment at the 
side of the track. Several of the day 
coaches were turned bottom side up 
and the passengers pinned beneath the 
wreckage, which took fire from the car 
stoves.

The passenger train was crowded 
with people going to spend the holidays. 
Most of the casualties occurred in the 
smoking car and the first day coach, 
both of which were splintered.

Enderlin is the divisional headquart­
ers of the railroad, and a rescue party 
was soon at hand endeavoring to re­
lease the imprisoned passengers from 
their perilous positions. Many persons 
were In imminent danger from the 
flames, which were fast spreading 
through the cars. Axes were wielded 
by willing hands, and the roofs of the 
overturned cars were broken open and 
the dead and injured taken out as 
quickly as possible

It was a race between the rescuers 
and the flames, but by herculean efforts 
all of the injured were removed before 
the flames reached them. Eight bodies 
were taken out and laid beside the 
track, while the injured were taken in 
hastily-improvised ambulances to hos­
pitals and hotels. One man died sub­
sequently at the hospital.

All the fatalities occurred in the 
smoking car, which was telescoped by 
the baggage car. Here also were most 
of those who were injured, only two 
occupants of this car escaping injury. 
There were only four physicians in En­
derlin and a special train with physi­
cians and nurses was hastily made up 
at Valley City and rushed to Enderlin. 
Only a few passengers in the day 
coaches were injured. None of the 
sleeping cars left the tracks, and in 
these there were no casualties. It is 
supposed that the passenger train had 
made up more of its lost time than had 
been anticipated by the crew of the 
switch engine.

The coroner began an investigation of 
the wreak. The engineers and firemen 
on both engines leaped and saved their 
lives.

St. Petersburg, Dec. 25.—The court- 
martial which lias been trying Vice- 
Admiral Nebogatoff and 78 officers of 
his quadron for surrendering to the 
Japanese at the Battle of the Sea of 
Japan on May 28th, 1905, handed in its 
decision last night.

Vice-Admiral Nebogatoff, Command­
er Lichfene of the coast defence iron­
clad, General Admiral Aparxine, Rear- 
Admiral Gregorieff of the coast defence 
ship. Admiral Seniavin and Lieutenant 
Smirnoff, who succeeded to the com­
mand of the battleship Nicholas II., 
were sentenced to death, but in view 
of extenuating circumstances and the 
long and otherwise blameless 
of these officers, the court will petition 
the Emperor to commute the sentences 
to ten years' imprisonment in a for­
tress. r ■

Four other officers are sentenced to 
short terms of .Imprisonment In a fort­
ress, while the remainder are acquitted 
of the charges brought against them.

The trial of Rear-Admiral Nebogat­
off and the officers of hi’s squadron be­
gan in St, Petersburg on December 
5th. The accused were divided into 
three categories—first, Rear-Admiral 
Nebogatoff and the commanders of the 
battleships; second, the officers who 
advocated the surrender, and third, the 
officers who did not endeavor to pre­
vent the surrender. .

The first group of officers was tried 
under the paragraph of the navy regu­
lations which provides for the punish­
ment by death of any commander of a 
squadron or ship who surrenders with­
out a fight when he could save his crew 
or inflict damage upon the enemy.

The sentences passed upon Rear-Ad­
miral Nebogatoff and the three com­
manders are similar to those handed 
down in the cases of the naval officers 
who were condemned by court-martial l 
for surrendering the torpedo boat de­
stroyer Debovi to the Japanese. These 
sentences were cupled with a similar 
recommendation to the Emperor for 
mercy, and such intercession generally 
has proved successful.

The lawyers for the defence in the 
Nebogatoff trial, a majority of whom 
are active politicians, devoted most of 
their attention to the political aspects 
of the case.

The government prosecutor in his 
closing address declared that the In­
fliction of the death penalty under the 
circumstances was out of harmony 
with the spirit of the times, but he de­
clared that the guilt of the officers in 
question found no example in history.

Rear-Admiral Nebogatoff, he said, 
could at least have transferred all his 
commands to one battleship and then 
sunk the remainder of his squadron.

The rear-admiral made an emotional 
reply in which he dwelt upon the ignor­
ance of the prosecutor, who, he said, 
has worn the uniform of the navy for 
only one year.

IMontreal, Dtc. 21.—At the annual 
banquet of the Dominion Commercial 
Travellers’ Association last night, Pre­
mier Gouin announced that the com­
mercial travellers’ tax would be re­
pealed at the next meeting of the leg­
islature. Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux, 
postmaster-general, said that if he got 
the necessary support, before many 
months there would be “an intellectual 
preference in the cheap postage on 
periodicals from Great Britain.” He 
also advocated a shilling cable to all 
parts of the empire.

Mining in Ontario.
i Toronto, Dec. 21.—Pellatt & Feliatt, 

of Toronto, have secured the right 
from the Ontario government to drain 
Cobalt lake and mine the bed, which 
covers 405 acres. Their bid was 
$1,085,000. Several prominent Ottawa 
capitalists are interested in the enter­
prise. A mineral lease of the Ontario & 
Temiskaming railway right-of-way 
was let to-day to Miller. Ferguson & 
Hunter, of Toronto, and F. A. Bea- 
tnent, of Ottawa, at $38.100 and 25 per 
cent royalty on all ores taken out.

Tugs Stand By.
Port Arthur, Ont., Dec. 21.—The 

steamer Ionic Is reported from Middle- 
ton, but a snowstorm is blowing up. "It 
was deemed advisable to have help at 
hand in case of stress of weather or any 
other untoward event, and two tugs 
left here this afternoon to proceed 
down shore and escort the steamer on 
Its way to port. The Ionic left the Soo 
on Saturday last and has been keeping 
to the north shore in tow of the tug 
Philadelphia. She has cargo of general 
merchandise, consigned largely to the 
West.

Chicago, Dec. 24.—In England, 
France, Germany, Switzerland, Italy 
and the United States there has been 
a steadily growing impression that the 
schools are not being as well utilized 
as they ought to be for the purpose 
of moral training and the development 
of citizenship. A conference to con­
sider the whole matter was held in 
London last autumn, resulting in the 
organization of the International 
League for the Propagation of Moral 
Training in the Public Schools. The 
American branch has just completed 
its organization by the election of an 
executive committee.

This year the International Associa­
tion is to make a systematic effort to 
collect information as to the best work 
being done in moral training in the 
schools of Great Britain, Germany 
Switzerland, Italy, America and Japan, 
and for this purpose will send out sev­
eral expert commissioners. These re­
ports will be published in the autumn 
of 1907. An interantional congress is 
to be held under the auspices of the 
association either in New York or Lon­
don.

her Traffic ISteamer Tremont yesterday brought 

further news of the hejvy loss of life 
which the famine is causing in the 
Chinese provinces of Anhui and 
Kiangsu. The famine is mainly the re­
sult of a flood which covers 40,000 
square miles of territory, and has al­
ready worked great devastation among 
the 15,000,000 people who inhabited this 
territory.

Writing to Shanghai, Rev. T. F. Mc- 
Crea appeals for urgent help in the fol­
lowing words: “Unless immediate re­
lief be given eight to ten millions will 
experience famine and great numbers 
will perish. Hundreds are already dying 
of famine and fever. Some throw their 
children into the water and then com­
mit suicide. Many are selling their 
children for almost nothing. Officials 
are forcing the famine * sufferers with 
gunboats and soldiers to remain in the 
flooded districts, while failing to sup­
ply food, and they .must starve.

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THE SLOANE MURDER TRIAL.

“Not Guilty, by Reason of Insanity,” 
Verdict in Spokane Case.

Spokane, Dec. 24. ‘Not guilty, by rea­
son of insanity,” was the verdict returned 
to-day by the jury in the case of Sidney 
Sloane, the 18-year-old boy charged with 
the brutal murder of his father, James 
F. Sloane, a pioneer merchant of Spo­
kane.
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The trial, .which has lasted five weeks, 
was the longest and 
ever held in Spokane county, 
clearly proved that on the night of Aug-* 
ust 29th, the boy came behind his father, 
who was eating a midnight lunch, and 
struck him six terrible blows on the head 
with an axe; then took money from the 
dead man’s pocket, picked up the corpse, 
carried it down stairs, loaded it into a 
wheelbarrow, trundled it about two blocks 
and dumped the body of his father in an 
alley. Returning, he made clumsy efforts 
to wash the blood from the rugs and floor 
of the room. He ate part of an •apple and 
calmly went to bed. WhXn the body was 
discovered next morning he was quickly 
arrested and confessed the crime, 
said he became enraged at things his 
father said about his mother.

The defence claimed the boy had shewn 
signs of insanity from infancy.

After the verdict of “not guilty,” young 
Sloane arose as if to leave the court­
room. but was stopped. His attorney, F. 
C. Robertson, desires that the boy shall 
be sent to the insane asylum, and this 
will doubtless be done.

Valuable By-products Saved From 

Refuse Heap-Would Cost Twenty- 
Five Thousand Dollars.

m (From Thursday’s Daily.)
As previously announced in the Times, 

the plans for the proposed incinerator to 
be used by the corporation have arrived 
from England, and are now in the posses­
sion of the city engineer. The Horsfall 
Company, of Leeds, a firm famed 
throughhout the world for its incinerator 
plants, prepared the plans upon the ad­
vice of one of its representatives who 
visited Victoria some time ago. The pro­
jected site on Telegraph street was in­
spected by this representative, and from 
the communication received with the 
plans it appears that the company’s en­
gineers believe that the plant can be in­
stalled on the proposed location in 
nection with the city electric lighting sta­
tion, the suggestions made by city offi­
cials being feasible, except in a few de­
tails.

The incinerator, or crematory, planned 
for this city is of the most up-to-date 
type, and has been specially designed to 
meet local requirements. It is on the 
same lines as the plants used in most of 
the English cities and is so ingeniously 
designed that it can be run at a profit to 
the corporation using it. 
waste matter for the production of valu­
able commodities, besides supplying the 
necessary heat to drive the dynamos of 
an electric light or power plant, 
garbage is collected, according to the Old 
Country system, by scavengers, every 
day. and is hauled to the incinerator, 
where it is fed into a combustion cham­
ber by means of chutes. In this cham­
ber a terrific heat is kept up, the draught 
being brought to a sufficierit degree of 
force by means of an electric fan. The 
garbage is speedily reduced by the 
flames into slabs of clinkers which are 
marketable and can be used to great ad­
vantage in laying pavements, or, when 
broken, for ballasting railroad tracks. 
Metals of certain kinds, and solder espe­
cially, are retained by an ingenious de­
vice and cooled into blocks or ingots. In 
the English cities large sums of money 
are added to the revenue of many cor­
porations by the sale of the solder ob­
tained from old tins and cans alone.

Very wet garbage is treated in a drying 
shed, of which there are three varieties, 
before being placed in the combustion 
chamber, but dry garbage is burnt at 
once. From returns and pamphlets is­
sued by the Horsfall Company, several of 
which were submitted with the plans, It 
appears that the plant is the best kind of 
sanitary garbage destroyer and does its 
work economically, thoroughly and with­
out creating any offensive odors, in this 
connection it might be noted that the 
company has forwarded several photo­
graphs of their plants in operation in the 
centre of large cities, anj one of these 
depicts the Gloucester destructor, which 
is installed under the walls of that city’s 
cathedral.

The estimated cost oê the plant is 
£4,(fc0, nearly $25.000. The Horsfall Com­
pany has obtained a contract to install a 
similar plant in Vancouver, and offers to 
deduct $750 from the net cost of the local 
incinerator if the corporation will agree 
to have the plant installed at the same 
time as the one in the Mainland city. As 
the corporation of the latter \city is al­
ready making arrangements fbr the In­
stallation of the plant, It is not likely 
that the offer will be taken advantage of. 
as it will take some time for the council 
to complete arrangements even if the by­
law is passed by the ratepayers.

“Knight of the Garter” is the rarest 
title that can be conferred by the King 
of England.

About one-third of the knights at the 
present time are reigning : Kings or Em­
perors—the Shah of Persia, the Emperor 
of Japan, the Kaiser and the King of 
Spain being among other members of the 
"Most Noble Order.”

It was founded far back in Edward 
III.'s reign, the date being ascribed to 
New Year’s Day, 1344, but authorities 
differ. The legend—which even the ro­
mantic Froissart contradicts—runs to this 
purpose. A certain Countess of Salis­
bury having lost her garter at a ball, His 
Majesty Edward III. picked it up and 
restored it. When the courtiers failed to 
hide their smiles, the King reproved them 
with the words: "Honi soit qui mal y 
pense,” which is still the motto of the 
Order. That is the legend. The words 
are also ascribed to the motto which Ed­
ward III. selected for his second French 
campaign.

But it is said that the Garter existed 
still earlier, though not under royal de­
cree, King Richard I. having a select 
band of knights at Acre who wore a 
leathern band round the left leg.

Lady-Knights of the Garter.
One of the curious features of the 

Order of the Garter that distinguishes it 
from other orders is that lady knights 
can be admitted. True, Ahey are not 
usually inscribed upon the roll—though 
Queen Alexandra has been ■ appointed by 
decree, and, of course, Queen Victoria as 
Queen regnant was head of the Order— 
but the sovereign has the right of pre­
senting to certain ladles, royal and 
others, the wives and daughters of 
Knights of the Garter, a set of robes and 
insignia by virtue of which they become 
allied members of the -Order. But this 
practice lapsed for nearly 400 years, 
Henry VII. being perhaps the last to ex­
ercise it, his daughter, Margaret, wife of 
James IV. of Scotland, being the last re­
corded member. The two daughters of 
Henry VIII., when they came to the 
throne, believing, perhaps, that one lady 
was supreme In the land arid the rest no­
where, discontinued it. King Charles I. 
had ideas of reviving the custom, but just 
at the time, 1G38, his mind became occu­
pied with other things.

Under Edward III.’s statute the 
Knights Companion were bound to wear 
the Garter at all times, and if caught 
failing in this duty must pay in penalty 
“the .lire mulctatlon” of slx-and-eight- 
pence. On St. George’s Eve they had to 
hasten to Windsor, and there in company 
make prayers and offerings in the chapel. 
On the following day they feasted, and 
thereafter for certain days must en­
counter all comers in the lists for the 
honor or their Order.

Other stringent regulations included a 
rule that no knight should leave the king­
dom without the King's special permis­
sion—a curious stipulation when one con­
siders liiat many of the members now are 
f reign though exalted personages.

The famous garter itself is a band of 
blue velvet an inch broad, heavily en­
crusted with gold, and bearing the motto: 
"Honi soit qui mal y pense” in letters of 
solid gold. Charles I. wore a garter with 
a blazing array of 412 diamonds, and 
these he did not shrink from wearing on 
the scaffold.

At Windsor Castle, after the now knight 
has been elected by the Chapter of the 
Order—a ceremony which is possibly al­
lowed to lapse -the two junior knights 
proceed to the door of the Chapter Room, 
and, preceded by Gavlrr King of Arms, 
who carries the insignia: on a. cushion, 
conduct the newly-elected knight to the 
sovereign. With the assistance of the 
iwo senior knights present, the King 
buckles it on; then, while the new knight j 
kneels, the King puls the ribbon over his j 
shorilder.

The collar, which, like the- collars of all 
orders, by the way, is a badge of servi­
tude, is of gold, and weighs nearly thirty 
ounces. It is made in twenty-six pieces, 
corresponding to the statute number of 
members in the Order, and each ring is 
in the form of “a garter enamelled blue, 
with the motto in gold, and in the centre 
of each gar let a rose enamelled red, 
seeded gold, and green.” The George, a 
figure of the saint encountering the 
dragon, hangs pen den' in the centre.

Insignia Presented by the King.
The star, with its brilliant red cross, 

was fotfnded by Charles !.. and is intend­
ed to bo worn when the knight is. not. in 
his robes. This star, which has altered 
gradually in shape in the last 300 years, 
was restored by King Edward to its or­
iginal shape last year. The insignia are 
all presented to the knight by the King, 
but on his death they have to be returned 
to the sovereign.

The mantle is of purple velvet, lined 
with white silk, with the badge of the 
Order on the left shoulder. The neck is 
closed by a cordon of purple silk and gold 
in equal parts. Queen Victoria’s mantle 
was nine feet in length (the knights have 
mantles slightly shorter than the seve­
re! gn ).

Wills. Nova Scotia had some very fine 
fruit, and there was a very fine lot of 
English grown apples shown by Bunyard, 
the great tree growers. They were, I 
think, equal to British Columbia fruit, 
but no doubt were grown under special 
conditions and extra care that can be 
given by nurserymen, whilst British Col­
umbia fruit, I judge, represents partially 
the ordinary conditions of growth in the 
province. At any rate our fruit has caus­
ed increased interest and decided many 
more to try the province.

Attorney-General of United States Plea 
For Support.

Perished in Blizzard.
Philadelphia, Dec. 21— Charles J. 

Bonaparte, attorney-general of 
United States, delivered an address at 
the Academy of Music here to-night.

. His subject was peace and armament. 
He made a plea for adequate national 
support for preparedness for self-de­
fence. After vividly describing the 
changed conditions of the United States 
as to peace and war between this and 
Washington's time, he said: “I ask, 
then, of all thoughtful and patriotic 
citizens their aid to my successor in the 
great department of our federal gov­
ernment, until lately in my keeping, 
and to his colleague in the administra­
tion of the sister service, and most of 
all to the commander-in-chief of our 
forces, on land and sea. under the con­
stitution, In assuring our country’s 
peace by maintaining her strength for 
war. I ask for congress a hearty sup­
port from public opinion in a liberal 
provision for the national defence, and, 
moreover, a loud and clear assurance 
of such support to drown the clamors 
of self.-lnterest, of delusion, of pre­
judice or parsimony in dealing with 
this great question, and, as with the 
world's approval, the noble title of, 
‘peace maker’ has been bestowed upon, 
our first public servant, I ask that the 
nation be qualified for a like honor in 
the just judgment of mankind by giv­
ing her such strength as may gain for, 
her the peace of righteousness.” •

Leonard, the hairdresser, was an 
artist in his line, and he took the 
fair tresses of the lovely Austrian, 
drew them over a trellis of fine wire, 
Introduced a cushion or two, and 
finally built a tower almost a foot 
high, which he topped with a nod­
ding ostrich plume.

Now, if we are to believe the proph­
ecies of the fashionable hairdressers 
of today, the American woman of 
1907 bids fair to follow in the foot­
steps of the fair but unfortunate 
French Queen.

Coiffures are becoming more and 
more elaborate. What our French 
brethren call “postiches” (which, as 
near as we can come to it, means 
something false or superadded) are 
being used in their construction, and 
if this state of affairs continues, we 
will be constrained to follow the ex­
ample of the Japanese lady who in­
dulges in a fresh coiffure once a 
month and sleeps on a block to pre­
vent the disarrangement ‘ of her hir­
sute edifice.

Little hats are at the root of the 
matter. A small hat shows all the 
ugly lines of the head, and there are 
few women with hair enough (even 
if it could possibly be twisted into 
the desired shapes) to fill out all the 
places that need filling, and so we 
must needs buy finger puffs.

Must Match Your Hair Exactly
Of course, the finger puffs can be 

made from combings of your own hair 
if the combings are in good shape and if 
you have a skilful manufacturer of hair 
goods in your own neighborhood. Oth­
erwise it is well to buy your puffs ready 
made.

Go to a reliable hair dealer and see 
to it that the puff matches your hair 
exactly. Single puffs are convenient, as 
they can be adjusted to suit the indi­
vidual taste, but one of the best coif­
feurs in the country recommends the 
chignon puff as being the most satis­
factory all around. This is made on a 
little wire frame with four or five puffs, 
which can be dressed daily.

Women who are blessed with curly 
hair by nature should never cease to 
give thanks for it, and since curls are 
desirable, whether natural or artificial, 
buy your finger puffs of curly hair.

If your pompadour is prone to fall flat 
or droop into ugly lines, the finger puffs 
(more especially the ones made from 
curly hair) can be ruffled up and pinned 
under the hair as pompadour plumpers. 
They are lighter, more comfortable and 
give a far prettier and more graceful 
effect than any of the numerous “rats” 
of wire or hair that have been used for 
the purpose.

Lotion for Oily, Damp Hair.
If used daily. It tends to produce a crispy 

condition and an auburn shade.
Powdered bicarbonate of soda, borate of 

soda (also powdered), % ounce of each; eau 
de cologne. 1 fluid ounce; alcohol. 2 fluid 
ounces; tincture of cochineal. % fluid ounce; 
distilled water. 16 ounces.

Mix and agitate until solution is complete.
Shampooing the hair once a week is 

the best sort of treatment for the oily, 
damp condition of which you complain. 
The lotion may be used daily, without 
reference to the times of washing the 
hair. Here is a good shampoo mixture 
for your case:

Shampoo for Oily Hair.
Yolk of one egg, one pint of hot rain wa­

ter, spirit of rosemary. 1 ounce. Beat the 
mixture thoroughly and use it warm. Rub
