marked by. voters, or by the withdrawal
of ballots from the ballot boxes.

Must Remain Two Weeks at
Williams Head.

Drastic Steps Advocated by the
Health Authorities in Fight-
ing Plague.

The news recelved this morning from |
San Francisco of the death there on Sat- |
urday of five Chinese from bubonic
plague, is sufficiently alarming ' to
awaken sentiments of the greatest ap-
prehension at this port Health authori-
ties and medical men are. united in the
ommon that the disease is s6 insidious
that*it ‘ofted obtains’'a" fooﬁxold at ‘the
very 'time “that ‘the’ community *is" edn-
gratulatmg {tself on 1ts complete system
of, .quarantige.

But Dr. Fagan, secretary of ‘the pro-
vincial board of health, proposes to go
still further than this, if he can secure
the co-operation of the Legislature, and
he has laid Dbefore the government,
‘through the ‘Attorney-tieneral,~a list of
recommendations, whiech, if -crystalliz=d
into law, will cause a sanitary revolu-
“tion in the quarter .which it will affect.

His letter to the Attorney-General is
as follows:

Sir,—I have the honor to submit a
light resume of the history of buboniz
plague.

As you are aware, we ‘are Now “sur-
rounded by the dread disease—in fact
most of the ports with which we have di-
rect communication are infected—San
F'rancisco bemg the latest.” "I-do not
wish to cause any ‘scare, but [ think I
wonld be remiss in. my duty, ;did I not
call your attention te the fact that we
are in danger, and theretore slwuld pre-
par;.

“It has been demonstrated that plague |
spreads slowly after its mtroductxon. In
many instances it has.been found fo_be
confined to the family. in which the first
case occurred and. to persoms who have
come ‘in contact with the plague patxent
It will .then make ‘its appearance in
neighboring ‘houses of in a distant quar-
ter to which. it*has been conveve by
persons who have been in contact with
the plague patient. In this manner the
disease fixes itself when it has found a
favorable soil and remains unnoticed dur-
ing weeks and months when it often de-
velops quite rapidly and reaches its. max-
imum-at first by quick and then by slow
degrees. Its extinction is often only ap-
parent.

“Ari important feature in the ‘conditions

affecting plague is the disposition of the‘

disease to’confine itself to separate dwell-
ings and to discriminate among the per-
'sons resident there. When the persons
affected are removed from the house fur-
ther infection may by care be prevented.

#The plague germ is received into the
lymphatic system of a healthy orgapxsm
by small nnobserved injuries.to the epid-
ermis, slight scratches, flea-bites, and the
like. In other cases it may be taken in
by way of the mucous of the mouth or
throat, the nostrils, or may be taken into
the bronchml tubes. by way of the. res-
piratory ‘passages.

“Phat these various means of infection
from man to man constitute an open
door for transmission when an unclean
people live in: close,-dark and erowded
houses is apparent.”> Where light-and air

‘are-freely..admitted .and cleanliness e

vails plague finds no soil for ah’ epiﬂemic
‘spread.

“Direct or indirect transmission of in-
fection from man to man is'not the énly:
means of the spread of plague.” Many
circumstances in the outbreak and spredd
of this disease are explained by the fact
that animals Jiving in the vicinity of
men are attacked by fatal epidemics. Of
these animals rats are the most import-
ant.

“Plague-infected rats are dangerous
not only to-their own kind. They easily
infect human dwellings, as plague-in-
fected rats generally lose their fear of
man and not mfreqnently die in houses.
Mice may play a similar part; if not one
as apparent or pronounced.”

‘I'he’ Union “Jack, and even . the Royal
Standard, ‘which it is the ‘prerogativée of
royalty alone  to ‘display, were  frequently
geen, the most ludicrous instance of the
ilatter. flag being  its. employment as a
cpshion, for an aged hackman. 'The only’
flags which; according to the best authori-
ties, are properly displayed, outside of the
service, aré the red ensign, and. the Union
Jack with a white border.

There is a very severe penalty for a
violation of this rule, though, needless to
say, it is seldom put into effect. The
Merchant Shipping Act, passed in 1854,
which was a cohsolidation of all the acts
previpus!y ' passed ; ‘relating to shipping,
contains the following paragraph (sec.
