This is the question which is agitating*
those who have been following the events
vhich have followed one another in
rapid succession since Mr. Barnard made
the, discovery that he was not qualified
to seek election to the high office to
which the electors returned him. An
examination of the situation will show
that a very grave doubt still .exists
whether the steps which the legislature
have taken in good 'faith to meet. the
predicament into which the city has been
thrown have been effectual or not.

The legislation which has just been
put through parliament is effectual in
so far as it validates the acts of the
nominal mayor up to thé time that he
vacated office. All questions regarding
the legality of his acts are therefore for-
tunately placed at rest. But it is in con:
nection with the filling of the vacaney
that a situation arises which is unique
in the history of the city.

The act clearly provides that in such
a case as that which confronts the city
at the present time, where the successful
candidate proves to have been ineligible
for election, his opponent ' becomes
mayor. Mr. Redfern is therefore, under
the act, mayor of Victoria at the present
time. It is a matter of common knowl+
-edge that Mr. Redfern has no intention
of insisting on his rights, and is quite
-prepared to waive all claim to the posi-
“tion, but nevertheless there has been no

which- he suddenly finds himself the oc-
cupant.

Notwithstanding this, the legislature
has passed an act which has received the
assent of His Honor the Lieut.-Gov-
ernor, whi(;&_-provides not only for the
validation ‘a® r. "Barnard’s acts, but
provides as ..ﬁﬁ for an election for the
post. This is done in spite of the fact that
the preamble _of the bill makes no reci-
tation of the Fesignation of Mr. Redfern
(t.he statutory mayor) without whose re-
signation no vacancy can exist. f, there-
fore, matters are proceeded with under
the validating bill, it is an open question
L, in the event of Mr. Barnard’s re-
election .(which is a foregone conclusion)
all his acts between his re-election and
the close of the year, will not be open to
question and require still another valid-
atipg measure.

In this same connectioniit is pointed
out that the council have elected one of
their number, Ald. Grahame, under see.
41 of the Municipal Clauses Aect to act
in the capacity of mayor. Under this
section provision is made for the appoint-
ment of one of the council “in the event
of the death, resignation, or removal
from office of a ‘mayor.” But does this
clause cover the present case? If Mr.
Redfern by .the provisions of the statute
is mayor, he certainly does not come un-
der any of the heads mentioned.

It would scem that the whole diffi-
culty might be settled by recoknizing
the mayoralty of Mr. Redfern. -He in
turn would doubtless decline the honor,
and would thus formally resign the
post, and create a situation which can
easily be met under the provisions of
the present laws.

Unless this is done the ecourse pro-
posed to be pursued appears to some at
least to be irregular and illegal, and to
establish a dangérous preeedent which

A GHASTLY MURDER
NEAR CHEMAINUS

‘Two Aged Indians Torn to Pieces In
Their Canoe by Murderous Dis-
charge of

Buckshot.

A terribly tragedy occurred near Che-
mainus on Monday evening. An aged
Indian couple, Harry Wilson and his
wife Lucy, were murdered in their canoe
‘while en route to Thetis Island, and judg-
ing by the ghastly evidence so far dis-
covered their bodies were mutilated in
the most ferocious manner. They had

1 been visiting their son at Chemainus, and

left for the island about 6 o’clpck. Shots
were heard not long after their depart-
ute, but no signifieance was attached toy
them "until yesterday morning, when a
resident of Kuper Island foumd a canoe
stranded on a reef not far from his place.
Investigation revealed that a crime of
fiendish ferocity had been committed.
The, canoe was spattered with blood,
while fragments of skull and seetions of
brain were found inside.

The police at Chemainus were at once
notified, and Constable Halhed hastened
from Duncans to where the ,canoe had
been found. It was subsequently iden-
tified as the one in which Harry Wilson
and his wife had left Chemainus,.as the
latter’s shawl was still i it. The old
couple were evidently shot at by their
lurking enemy just as they were about
to land. The canoe was perforated with
bullet holes, and opposite a big hole in
the side is a circle of blood and brains.
The horrible inference to be drawn from
this is that the victims were crouching
down in a vain effort to eseape the piti-
less leaden hail directed at them. But
‘even this cruel fate did not satisfy the
savage destroyer. The condition of the
inside of the craft points to the fact that
the vyictims’ bodies were frightfully
mangled, some heavy instrument appar-
ently having been used. The bodies have
not been redovered, having evidently been
thrown everboard, ;

The murderer had not been captured up
till noon Wednesday, as far as could be
learned. Suspic¢ion points to an Indian
named  Jackson, who is known to have
the Wilsons.

The
following morning Robert Roberts, of
huper Island, noticed a canoe stranded
on a reef opposite his place. On examin-
ation Ive found it to be bespattered with
blood, pieces of skull bone and braiums,
and perforated with several bullet holes.

“He immediately came .over to Che-
mainus and netified the police, and Cen-
stable Halhed, who was at Duncans at
the time, rode post haste to Chemainys,
and went over in a steam launch 4o
where the eanoe was stranded, and.
brought it back to Chemainus,

‘“The canoe is identified as the one the
old ‘couple left Chemainus in, the old#
woman'sg shawl still being in it.

“There are several bullet holes in the
canoe, and one bullet imbedded in the
stem, apparently was fired from a 30.30
rile. Near the bow is a gaping hole
in the side of the canoe, the inside of
which is spattered in a circle with blood
and brains, as if the vietims were crouch-
ing down in the camnoe and the shot had
béen fired at clese range and from
‘above. In the canoe are also several
pieces of skull bone, as if the victims
had been beaten to pieces, after being
shot, with some heavy instrument, such
as a butt' of 4 gun or the back of am
axe. The whole inside of the canoe was
covered with blood and small pieces of
flesh. .

“The bodies had been taken out of the
canoe and thrown overboard, and whe-
ever committed the ecrime,” no doubt
weighted' the bodies so that they would
sink, and it i8 very improbable that gfey
will ever be found. \

“So. far, no motive for the erime cam
be discovered, and as the crime was com- -
mitted out'on the water, under coveref.
parti ness, it is a very hard matter '
o find any chies a8 to the fdentity of the
murderer,

“A certain amount of suspicion at- -
taches to an Indian by the name of Jack-
son, who left it a' canoe shortly after the
departure of the murdered couple, and
laas not been heard from since. More-
over this Jackson does not bear any too
good a reputation, and the police are om
the lookout for him,

“The murdered man was a medicine
man in his tribe, and perhaps that may
be the .cause of the murder, as some of
the Indians had a great dread of him,
and hated him accordingly. Not long
ago one of his fellow tribesmen accused
him' of having plagced 'a frog in' the
stomaeh of his child, and was very
much worked up over the ‘matter.

W. C. WHITNEY'S DEATH.

Septicaemia Given as the Cause—The Last
Hours of Former Naval Secretary.

New York, Feb. 3.—Septicaemla was the’
immediate cause of the death of Wm. C.
Whitney, former United States secretary’
of the nav\y, who passed away last evening.

A semi-official account of his last hours is
to the “effect that the toxine, which pre-
duced peritonitis following the operatiom
for appendieitis, gradually spread through
the tissués of the body until it reached the
brain cells, when there was paralysis and’
death. The physicians had concluded to
open the superficlal wound and examine the
area from which the pus was absorbed by
the drain inserted after the operation. It
was impossible to make this examinatiomn
without putting the patient under the in-
fluence of ar anaesthetic on account of the
great pain. Ether was administered, the
wound opened and the lower part examined.
While this was golig on, three doctors
kept the closest watch on the patient’s
pulse and heart beats, Before the examina-
tion was concluded It was noticed’ that
Mr. Whitney was sinking. The administra-
tion of etlier was immediately stopped, but
before its effects could wear off he was
dead.

Much interest is attached to the probabler
effect of Mr. Whitney's death upon his
tarf interests, which were to have beem
wider this coming season than ever before.

be held in the,nsual manner. Section 3
cleared the situation. It imposed a
statutory duty on the council, and the
next step was to hold an election as soon
as possible, consistent with the direetions
of section 83 of the Elections Act. This
provided that nomination should be held
within ten days from the resignation or
removal -from office, . Mr. Barnard re-
signed on; the Ist of February. The sec-
tion legislating him into office also legis-
lated him.out of it. In a conference with
Mr. ‘Northeott regarding the dates of
election and nomination, the latter. point-
ed out that Sundays could not he, includ-
ed. This would make the:nomination day
the 12th. It would also enable the six
days’ notice 6f the fibmination by publi-
cation- fo be givem. ! The 'act provided
that polling must take place on the third
day- succeeding the nomination; whiek
would be.the 16th.

Mr, Taylor also: advised t.lmt the

anotiery fixing ‘the. nomimation:: for the

14th, and: the election for the--17th be
amended - by . the -substitution ‘of 'dates
suggested. above.: This was done, after
which on' the barrister’s advice a formal
reselufion in accordance with the terms
of the validating act providing:: for the
election was passed.

It
would have been a simple matter to have
done this, It was a case of ordering
goods not adapted for' the purpose by |
sénding to England for the goods, the
conditions not’ béing understood.

In connection with the heating, the
contractor was dragged into thdt. He
allowed a sub-contractor. to go in and
do this work before his work was done.
Again, the heating was left out in the
original plans. If it.had been put ‘in
the tender for $44,000 would never have
been accepted. The plans as prepared
called for a tender of $44,000, yet the de-
partment certified it cost $110,000.

Mr. Gamble repeatedly refused vouch-
ers, saying that the board had gone out-
side its duties. Witness had to go to
outside parties to get them, and some
had not. yet been got. .

He explained a truss having been built
upstairs in Government Heuse, but
through a mistake this could not be got
through a door. It had to be:taken
down and put up again. : This, cost sev-
eral hundred dollars, and was done by
the contractor under the erders of the
architect: Mr. Rattenbury in his evi-
dence said that he never got any orders
from the department.

Reading from the evidence, Mr. Hoop-
er said that the architeet -said he had
never in his contracts-had .any written
orders from the Chief Commissioner
with respect to extras, as provided :for
by section 20 of the contract.

Another irregularity was that copies
of the blue prints. were made by the de-
partment at Mr. Rattenbury's - order.
Mr. Rattenbury got 5 per cent. commis-
sion on this, though the government did
the work. This was~ irregular. The
specificatipns were- printed also. In any
contracts. witness had ‘with- the govern-
ment this. was not .dene. He furnished
his own -copies, plans and specxﬁcatxons
to the government,

Letters were .sometimes mxsleadmg.
Ag an instance of this' the letter from
Mesrs.: Rattenbury ‘and Maclure to Hon.
R. McBride, chief commissiener, was an
instance of this. The letter went to show
that about $17,000 went to the contractor
for extras.

Witness- explamed that in this state-
ment the cost of the chaingang quarters
were put at §1,500, and the original ten-
der of the contractor was not sent. Yet
in a letter dated the same day in:the
approximate cost of the building. the
cost of these quarters was put at-$2,175.

home for the training: of girls in house-
hold management under the wise super-
intendency of Miss Newman. We hope
that this is but-the prelude fo a. public
recognition of the importance of domes-
tic science, and that ere long we shall
find it introduced into the public schools
of the province, as it has already been
done. in Viectoria, through the noble ef-
forts of the Local Council of Women of
that city.”

To the vote of $2,000 for protection the
bank of the Lardeau river at Trout Lake
city, J. A. Macdonald took exception.
The Chief Commissioner of Lands and
Works, in whose riding this money was
intended to be expended, had admitted
that the work was for the protection of
private property. He did not say ‘that’it
was promised before ‘election.  He, how-
ever, objected to this, as it.bore that
complexion and was open to this con-
struetion.. He objected to money being
expended in this way.

Hon. R. F. Green said that Revelstoke
was:protected, and so was Golden.

W. C. Wells said that the city ‘of
Golden was in danger of being wiped out.

Hon. Mr. Green said that this. was
similar also in that respect.

Mr. Oliver said that the Chief Com-
missioner had not given such an explana-
tion as this in committee.

On the item of ‘$1,000 for Delta, Mr.
Oliver said that it would take $650 for
the road superintendent. This left $350
to be expended. The government stated
the other day that a survey was being
made for the connection between the road
and the bridge. Six weeks ago in Vie-
toria Mr. Oliver said he saw the plans
for this. It was estimated to cost $2,500
or $3,000. How could this be done with
$3597?

No explarnation was given by the gov-
ernment,

C. Munro thought it would be wiser
to cut off the $1,000 for Chilliwack alto-
gether rather than spend two-thirds of
it in paying a road superintendent.

Mr. Macdonald, alluding to the vote ‘of
$8,000 for Ymir, pointed out the need of
an appropriation for the Sophie Moun-
tain road, which connected the Velvet
mine and others in that locality to Lar-
deaun. At the present time trade went
from the mine to Northport in the United
States. The trade might be kept in the
province. It was passed over, and in-
stead of it $2,000 was voted to maintain
a wall to protect private property. The
Chief Commissioner smiled because he
got this $2,000 for his constituency and
for his friends. But the public expected
money to be expended in the interests of
the province. He wanted the Chief Com-
missioner to widen his policy, though it
might be against his principles to do so,
and provide for this Sophie Mountain
road.

Mr. Wells took exception to the appro-
priation in Columbia.  He “further ex-
tended a criticism of Hon. R. I. Green,
who represented the Kootenays in the
cabinet. He had not looked after the
interests of that part of the country as
a whole. On the contrary, his own rid-
ing Wwas well attended to in the appropri-’
ations. The riding of Kaslo and Slocan
as now counstituted were really about the
same as the old riding of Kaslo.

Gentlemen:—I beg leave to submit my
report to the association showing work
done for the year 1903, which has not been
| s large as we would anticipate, yet, as to
quality, has possibly exceedéd any former
Shipments. This i a good sign and as it
ought to be, showing that the farmers are
gradually being edueated to the great neces-
sity of better and improved sires.

The shipments for the year ° directly
through . our -association -consisted  of - six
carloads; contaiming: 12 Shorthorn bulls, 18
Shorthorn heifers, 2 Holstein bulls, 17
Holstein - heifers, 3 Berkshire boars, ‘2
Yorkshire boars, 3 Yorkshire sows, 1 Tam-
worth boar, 2 Oxfords, 2 Shropshires and
2 Lincoln sheep, and 4 stallions (2 Shires, 1
Clyde, 1 standard bred), also one hundred
and -twenty- -eight. one and two years old
graded dairy heifers, a large number of
which was left in the Okanagan valley. I
was also instrumental in shipping a car-
load of milch cows from the Fraser to the
" Okanagan valley and have had inquiries for
more, One Shire stallion, bought from
John Gardhouse, of Westop, for $2,000 and
dellvered to the Greenhow Estate, Vernon,
for $2,085, was judged this fall by Eastern
and provincial judges, who also judged at
the North Yakima fair, Washington, and
who sald he was the best type of draught
horse In the province. This will ‘'be no
doubt very pleasing to your own gobd
selves, as it is likewise satisfactory to me,
and I am pleased to state that all of my
shipments have given entire satisfaction.

Our aeccounts for the - year have beén
--closed and audited and show no loss to the
government. ' The- uncollected accounts of
1902 work, the Interest being pald and notes
renewed where necessary, KKewise shows
1o lossi.

‘According ‘to. your instructions last: year,
I jentered suit on behalf-of the association
against Messrs. Carsons, of Pavillion Moun-
tain. This was postpened from time to
time, but finally came off in June last, and
we got judgment against the Carsons for
$387, each party to pay their own' costs.
Out of this we have received $287, the bal-
ance of $100 being costs joeurred by the
plaintiT to the suit, the detailed statement’
of ‘which: has-‘been placed.before the execu-
tive. = This..leayes von.'190L aceount - $540,.
which; no doubt; il hare. o be met by
the govgrnment .although:: to -oﬂset this&
there ‘are: some.i: oursssndlng aeco
agalnst this which.may or may mot be re-
coverable.

I have been successful in selling about 30
head of local stock from the local breeders
at very fair prices, and which also has
given entire satisfaction; shippipg one par-
ticular Yorkshire boar to a large breeder
in Salem, Oregon, from whem I have had
the most favorable reply and inguiry for
Yorkshire sows, which order 1 have been
unable up to the present time to fill.

This is a goed sign, to secure the Ameri-
can market for our local breeders.

1 feel that our association is handicapped
by not being recognized by the Dominion
live stock commissioner for the past two
yvears, for reasons with which you are all
thoroughly acquainted and which I do not
wish to reiterate at this time, except that
your association, according to advertise-
ments appearing in the British Colnmbian
rewspapers, will not be represented at the
Live Stock Union, to be held at Taronto
next March, as it confines representation
to live stock associations working under
authority from the Department of Agricul-
ture at Ottawa. Who is responsible for
this T am .not prepared to say, but I un-
hesitatingly state that it is a slight on this
association not to be recognized by the de-
partment at Ottawa, simply because your
association does not submit to the personal
views of some particular individual.

When you consider that this association
since its inauguration has put into the
pockets of the breeders of Ontario over
$60,000, this, I imagine, gentlemen,. is
worthy of consideration, and I will venture
to say here that the breeders of Ontario
know nothing about the grievances of this
association and the way we have:® been
treated by the department at Ottawa.

In accordance with the request made at
the last annual meeting, all the correspond-
ence between the live stock commissioner
and this association was laid before Mr.
Morrison, M. P., regarding the withholding
of the Dominion grant of $650, which he
was directed to lay before the Minister of
Agriculture at -Ottawa, and I have not yet
had any report from this,

I would recommend that all the pure bred
breeders of the province send me a list of
such stock which they raise, togethier with
age and price attached, so that the secre-
tary may be in a position to dispose of the
surplus stock of our local breeders before
sending thelr orders East.

I am glad to be able to report one valu-
able industry of the province in a flourish-
ing condition, I refer to the creameries,
which are doing such valuable work for the
farmer. There are ten such associations
in the province, all of which are co-opera-
tive (and in addition A. Urquhart, of
Comox, and ' O. Bowman, of Sumas, are
- operating private creameries), with an ag-
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[mwe eutput of 1,000,000 ms ‘of butter

| for 1903, which shows a -eonsiderable  in-
crease over former years, and nets an aver-
age price of 25¢. per . You will see by
this that there has been $250,000 distribut-
ed amongst the farmers for this commodlty
alone.

I.cannot close this report without extend-
ing my thanks and the thanks of the asso-
ciation to A. P. Westervelt, secretary of
the Live Stock Association of Ontarlo, for
the courtesies he has extended to. me as
Your representative and the ﬂntirmg efforts
on ‘his behalf in agsisting me to \purchase,
and otherwise aiding me in my shipxnents.

I can’ assure you, gentlemen, that the rey
lations existing between . Mr. Westervelt
.and the Department of Agriculture ot On-
tario and myself are of the most cordlnl
nature,: and without their assistdnee . #
would have been greatly handicapped both
in my purchases and shipments.

I also want to thank the president, \Ir.
A. C. Wells, and all ‘othier gfficers of the
assoeiation;' for their courteous and friend-
ly treatment during the past year, as their
only aim has been for the advancement of
the Dairymen’'s and Live Stoek . Asaoei
tion,

MORE THAN ARCHITECT

Arbitrator Hooper Charges That Docu-
. ments Were Kept Back From
Them by Officials.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.) -

The committee . inquiring into the
charges in connection with the Govern-
ment House contract met again this
anorning. Little or.wothing was done. 1t
was very late before the members ap-
peared, and as a government caucus was
called fgr 10.30 it was decided to post-
pene again until 1Q o'clock to-morrow
morning. 3

Chairman. Clifford announced that the
committée had decided that it was not
competent. to touch the award, as that
had been 'agreed to be binding upon the
parties to it. It had been decided to call
the men who had made the report and
adk them to make a statement as to
what led them to come to the conclusions
tq which they camé.

Thos. Hooper was figst called. He
said that he did not know that he was
supposed to be called upon to give evi-
dence. He had not been subpoenaed.
He stated that the arbitrators were a
properly constituted court. -

"Phe findings nad been set forth. He did
not know how they could separate the
award and the report.

He did not propose to appear as a
prosecutor.  He didn’t know what
authority they had to call him or the
other members of the board of arbitra-
tors under the act. Had it been judges
of. the Supreme court. who sat on the
caée they would not be called upon. The
court had taken evidence, and it was all
there. On that they had made their de-
cision,

He took objection to what Mr. Rat-
ténbury had. said touching the work of
the board..- He had said it was personal
spite which actuated the board.

He
had no invoice for it~ It was not in the
specifications. Witness had asked Mr.
Gamble to look for it as he would not
certify to the payment unless an invoice
was found. Witness afterwards got an
invoice over town. This was produced.
The invoice was from the United States
Marble Company, of Spokane, to Mr.
Rattenbury for $31,78.

Mr. McInnes advised the getting of all
the . documents in before proceeding to
examine on them,

‘A large number of accounts, ete., were

then put in.
. Proceeding further witness objected to
Mr, McLean’s methods of getting infor-
mation. He was proceeding along the
lines of bull-dozing as had been done be-
fore the board. If he were as ready to
lcok after the welfare of the country
as he was to defend the professional
praetice it would he better.

Mr. Hooper also objected to the exhib-
its, including various accounts, being
handed over”to Mr. Duff, the solicitor
for Mr. Rattenbury. He did not see why
the latter should be - represented - by
counsel. He objected to the handing of
these over. One of these, W. J. Ander-
son’s account for grates, he said he had
guarded carefully. Mr. Rattenbury had
tried to get another one from him, which
he would not give because one of the
arbitraters had this invoice..

Mr. Duff admitted this account on be-
balf of Mr. Rattenbury.

It was agreed that Mr. Drake should
produce dll the documents in the case.

Examined - by Mr. Meclean, witness
said that Mr.Muir was secretary of the
board. “The original draft of the report
was dietated by witness and Mr. Dal-
ton. With respect to the stafement in it
that there were “evidences of striking
irregularities,” - witness said that he
thought the best way was to consult the
evidence as produced.

Pressed for some of these “striking
irregularities,” witness said that the
order for the purchase of electric light
fixtures at $90 cost, by Mr. Rattenbury
a year before being required, was one of
these. Mr. Drake had no right to pur-
chase them. Another was the telling of
a man to change a portion of the build-
ing from ome story fo two. The bay
wimdow and the kitchen were changed
in this way, and the elevation entirely
altered. No one seemed to know who
told. the man to do this, and not a dol-
lar was allowed for it. He did not
know that he could specify all the irre-
gularities. In the evidence of Mr. Rat-
tenbury they could find it. He gave
pages where this could be found. The
trouble was the informal way in which
the changes were ordered. The clerk of
the works when he agked for the author-
ity for making the changes was insulted.
They would find' many more cases of
irregularity.

The lack of effective means or check-

ing the work was shown, witness said,
by the absence of means- for that pur-
pose.
, The lining of the building was an ex-
ampie of this. An order was givén to
do this work without. any estimate.
When completed the contractor said it
cost $1,400. Mr. Rattenbury and Mr.
Maclure said. it was worth. only $500.
The order was given, without price, in
writing. The Chiet Commissioner, who’
was to give an order, gave none in this
case. The department was slack in al-
lowing the work to be done without an
order. The architect had no buginess to
give it. ;

He would not say what the award
was for this.

Witness had gone to-the department to
get ‘documents. - Mr.  ‘Gamble ~insulted
him; “telling“hini' that the board did not
know what they wergrdoing; that they
were going outside- of their work: - Mr.
Rattenbury sent them to the department.
Mr. Gore“came’ in and said they must
be in the départment.- Mr. Gore went
and produced blue prints.  Witness said
that these were not what were wanted.
It was the tracings they wanted. - It
was impossible to get them. Mr. Gam-
ble told witness that he had het the
tracings. The blue prints were damp.
when he got them, so that he felt that
the original must have been in the gde-
partment. These were there, as Con-
tractor Drake got them from the depart-
ment just before the close of the in-
quiry.

There were imperfections in
tion with the drawings. The specifica-
tions did not give the size. If the orig-
inal tracings had been prcduced it would
have been much easier to arrive at a
conclusion. Mr. Rattenbury tried to get
the tracings for them, admitting that i
would be much more satisfactory to
have them. He was not, blaming Mr.
Rattenbury for it.

Another imperfection was that a
chimney was shown which cost $743.
This was ordered by Mr. Rattenbury.

The drawings would show that there
had been many changes made. Mr.
Phillips’s plans differed very materially
also.

The plans differed from the speci-
fications. The wainscotting and cap-
pings were altered altogether. ‘Panel-
ling was also showmn in the plans and
not eovered by specifications. By con-
sulting the evidence this could be seen.

.Too many. persons seemed  to have
power to act in ordering changes in the
name of the supervising architect, These
were . Messrs.- Rattenbury _ Maclure,
Pearse, Bodley, and Jeeves.. It wasdm-
possible to find just what capacity Mr.
Pearse appeared in. Mr, Maclure was
engaged, he.said, by Mr. Rattenbury.

In explanation of the charge that the
architect performed the funections of the
contractor, he said amopg these was the
purchase of hardware, eleetric lighting,
tue bath, leaded light, marble, ete. The
contractor was supposed to do this. The
architect- was to select the materials,
and name the firm, but he was not.to
purchase them—that was the duty of the
contractor. Witness said there - weére
commissions on these transactions.

Mr. McLean wanted to know if the
contractor was eut out of a commission.

Witness said he was not going to say
that. They could put their own econ-
stfuction on it.

Mr. McLean wanted to know if the
architect saved this commission and -gave
goods to the government, if it would not
be all right.

Mr. Hooper said no other architect in
the provinee would usurp the powers of
a contractor.

Witness further said that money was
paid to firms for furnishing marble, iron-
ware, etc., without ~ invoices. These
sums were paid on the order of Mr. Rat-
tenbury and amounted to hundreds of
dollars. They had not seen the invoices
for the marble and for part of the leaded
lights. It was a long time before they
saw the invoices for the grates., Even
since the board of arbitrgtors made its
award about $2,000 had been paid out
in this way.

During the examination, Mr. Hooper
took oceasion again to state that-Mr, Me-
Lean was very ready to defend Mr. Rat-
tenbury.

I emphatically deny the charges made,
and; on my part claim that they are
slanders, maliciously and knowingly made
by the arbitrators, for the purpose of dis-
crediting me in the eyes of the .govern-
ment and the people of British Columbia.

If the award should. be received, I shall,
of course, be compelled:to commence an
action- to vindicate my ‘character. I am
adviged that it is doubtful whether these
reflections upon ‘me, so published, are
privileged. 1f they are I shall be com-
pelled to rely upon publication to others
than the government, but no verdict or

dgment would erase these slanflers from
the records of the department.

These men, misusing -their temporary
position as arbitrators, are attempting to
use the privileges of parliament in such a
way as to wreak their private malice upon
me, without, as they imagine, any personal
responsibility on their part.

On thus drawing the position te your
notice, I do so with confidence that you
will not allow this gross abuse of your de-
partmental records. That a man should be
virtually tried, condemned, and, ‘through
your department, the verdict published
before the' world, without any notice to
him'that he is being tried, and without af-
fording him any opportunity to defend him-
self.

Sir, it is not in the public interest that
these charges:be made known, as the ar-
bitrators desire, unless ‘they have been
proved to be true. )

I am quite willing to appearsunder oatn
before you or any commission that you
may think fit to appoint, and I know that
I can not only prove the falseness of the
cfmrges, but also prove the arbitrators have
made them, knowing that some at least of
them are false. :

In the meantime T suhmit with all defer-
ence that the award of the arbitrators be
réturned to them with instructions thak
they must confine their award to the mat:
ters for which they were appointed; and
further, advise them that if they-desire to
make any charges against me they must
do so on their personal responsibility.

It is already Incorporated wnder both a
Déminton and a Provincial charter, and
has had granted to it by te Dominion gov-
ernment g subsidy of ‘from $3,200 to $6,400
a.mile, according to cost of constryction.

The Nicola, Kamloops ' & Similkameen
Railway Company has made a proposal to
the government of British Columbia that ix
should guarautee the imterest on the bonds
of the rallway to the extent of $25,000 a
mile, or a total sum of $1,125,000. In xe-
turn, the company secures the province vR-~
on 40 per cent, of the gross egrnings of the
road  gnd gives the' province contrel of
freight and’ passenge’r ‘rates:

Cost” to-the Province.—Such a guarantee
wounld snot eest..the ‘province ‘one dollar,

| guarantee imimediaté conmstruction and the
completion of the road, or forfeit a sub-~
stantial eash deposit—which they are will
ing to maake.

The rallway would pay expeases and fixe@
charges.from the first day it was in opera<
tlon The coal output alone—of whifh two
companies will be prepared to furnish 500
tons a day each—would guarantee the road
against loss

A short line of rallway, opening up a
combined .farming, coal and metalliferons
mining ecountry, has never been known to
be a financial fajlure; and many lines
much longer than the one proposed have
been successfully undertaken to open up
country neither known to be as rich .nor as
ripe for development as the Nicola country
is known to be

In conclusion, we would ask you to weigh
the stagnation which the deferring of ac-
tion at the present time is bound to cause
against the notable advantages and general
awakening “in industry and railway con-
structien which must fallow from this one
forward step; and, in justice to the prov-
Ince ‘and to-your constituents, to use your
influence in the legislature to further the
thoroughly businesslike proposal involved
In the construction of this much-needed
rallway.
