Their lofiy strains sounded forth from the
Bohemians amid the wild fastoesses to which
they were driven, they rose grandly from the
Pilgrim Fathers, and drowned the raging of the
winter's wind, and the loud roar of the surf that
dashed around Plymouth Rock; they were wrung
out from the stern Covenanter, as escaping from
strife and fierce resistance, amid blood, and fire,
and battle, he lay dying in _his Jast retreat, and
waving his broken sword above his head gasped
out his soul to the sound of this terrific music.

We have thus seen the long preparations which
the Hebrews had ; their long experience, in
which every scene surpassed in depth of charac-
ter that of every other nation, and we have seen
that this preparation resulted in a poetry worthy
of such a past. We have seen too the effect of
that poetry on other generations and other hearts
than those of Israel.

And what a result was that? What other na-
tion can bonst of such 2 What other national
songs now remain to be appropriated by other
peoples and toinfluence the heart.

The Psalmists were profound in their know-
Tedge of the humau heart, ts motives, passions,
hopes and feats. They treated of the highest
concerns of man —not man as a eitizen, nor hus-
band, nor father only—bet man as an immortal
being—the creation of an Infinite and Holy God.
They show him to himself in such a light, and ia
such a situation that he starts back aghastto
find himself such a being with such responsibi-
lities. They wrote not for old times but for all
times, not for Jsracl but for humsnity. They
struck the world's lyre and the heart of the world
throbbed respensively. Theirs were not the
Hebrew national songs, but the universal songs
—the songs of mavkind—~hereafter to live—as
long as the world lives—in the world’s universal
language. Their lines have gone out to all the
earth and their words to. the end of the world.
And now’is ocours to us that there must have
been some cause for this, which has not been
mentioned—something more than human; alte-
gether seperate from ordinary causes, such as
have been discussed.

The Imprecatory Psalms.

‘While one of the contributors of the Ohris-
tian Watchman is favoring its readers with a
series of excellent articles on the poetry of the
Hebrews, it may not be out of place for
us “here, to notice &' class” of psalms which
many have felt to be exceedinglydifficult to
understand, and whose spirit seems not to har-
monize with other portions of the Holy Secrip«
ture, especially with the New Testament. The
most difficult of these Psalms is the one hundred
aod ninth. This Psalm is thoroughly imbued
with a spirit which at a superficial glance seems
2o be in opposition to the principles and aims
of Christianity.

We notice the contents of this Psalm. - The
Paalmist pleads with God not to keep silence
~while his enemies with perjured lips seek his
destruction (vs. 1—5.)

Christians often think‘ft strange at least, that
men whose hearts were imbued with love to
God, and who wrote nnder a heavenly influence
should express such’ imprecations as are found
in this and o.her Psalms,

The following considerations may tend to re-
move this difficulty,

1, The Creator has implanted in the breast
of every man the fecling, that when a wrong has
been perpetrated the offender onght to suffer.
We instinctively feel intense ~dissatisfaction
when the villain goes enpunished.  When we
meet with the case of one who like the offender
in this Psal'n, has returned love with hatred, has
betrayed the confiding friend, with perjored lips
has sought his ruin in the sacred halls' of
Justice, we may not indeed use the very lan-
guage of this Psalm but we desire that he should®
be punished, and wheua just God places to his
lips the chalice which he has commended to sno-
ther, we all say Amen. Without this desire for
the punishment of the guilty, society cauld not
exist, nor could we adore the justice of Deity.

If any
apprebension could arise on this score, it would
be from the fact that the KING retains his old
friendship for M. LaMBERT, who is not an
Englishman, as the writer of the City Article in
the Times supposes, but a Frenchman, and itis
1o be feared a very unprincipled intriguant. He
and a M. LaBORDE being in favour with the late
QueEN, were suffered to reside there when all
other Europ: had been banished, and LaMe
BERT retained two Jesuit priests in disguise in
hishcuse. While making large presents to the
QUEEN, and professing great respect for her, he
ditigently cultivated the acjuaintance of the
Prince, and in the year 1857 induced him to
sign a secret treaty offering the Protectorate of
the Island to France if the Emperor would
assist hun to dethrone Lis mother. There is
every reason to believe that, as the PRINcE was
quite unacquninted with the French language,he
did not at all understand what he had been
signing. LAMBERT came with this document
to Europe ; but the French Government at once
communicated its contents to Lord CLARENDON,
and refused to take any steps in the matter
without the consent of England. LaMpERT
and LaBORDE afterwards unsuccessfully attempt=
ed a coup d'elat, and the PRincE thought him-
self especially bourd to them for che dangers
they had run on his behalf. The KiNe has now
entrasted M. LAMBERT with a mission to the
Courts of France and England, to obtain his
recognition as King of the Hovas; but he
emphatically declares that be does not ‘desire
the protection of any Power. He rightly believes
that independ will most conduce to the prose
perity of his subjects. [t ia said that the
KiNG has intimaied his jatention of making
LampErt his Prime Minister, and that he has
already wade him a ession of land in
ing rich mines which are to be worked by an
Anglo~French Company,

The impending War.
War between Great Britain -and the Northern
States now seems to be inevitabls. How much
of woe, how . many miseries, are summad up in

" that little _word. Carnage in the battle field,

disease and death in tha, campaign—rapine, rob-
bery and murder on the ionocent and the belp-
less,—the accumulstions of years of industry
wasted in an heur,—the wealth of coming gene-
rations mortgaged to pay the expenses of defence
or invasion,—a host of evil passions engendered
and bequeathed as a legacy to posterity—this is
war. How deplorable too when waged be:ween
those who speak the same language, who are
members of the same family, and who profess tke
same religion, We who dwell in these provin-
ces cannot look on as idle spectators of the hor-
rible conflict. 'We must gird on the armor, we
must be willing to give our blood, and our trea-
sure, and-act or suffer. as duty requires. We
must regard as enemies our kinsmen, and our
neighbours, and inflict or endure the evils of such
a war.

Yet there are cvils grester than even war,
greater even than a war between the Northern
States and Great Britain. Better the waste of
life and property—Dbetter the sundering by the
sword, of ties which had been formed between
us and our neighbours, better all the carnage,
and desolation, than that the spirit of Great
Britain—the Mother and head of nations—should
be subdued by a bully, and the mistress of the
Seas be compélled to stand blushing before her
dependencies, and the world, and her culonies
lose confidence in her ability or willingness to
assert her rights and theirs, or con.pelled 10 live
in fear of 2 powerful, rapacious and unprincipled
neighbor,

The Northern States, even if s p-rated from
the South will make a powerful pation, and we
have been often told that it covets Capada and
these Provinces. This.we believe,—the languege
of the Secretary of State befure and since his
elevation to office, the tope of the American press,
secular and. religions, convinces us that British
America is regarded as & spoil which only awaits
the convenience of the Northern plunderer, or
as a weak point through which the mother coun-
try may be easily wounded and dishonoured.
We confess that we do not now contemplate with
comfort a residence on the same continent with
our ambitious and insolent neighbour.

We have not felt pleased by the intimation so
repeatedly given that if England did not act in
accordanee with the policy or the whims of the
Northern Government, British Amar{iea should
be annexed or conguered. We have no such
respect for a Coustitution which fails to work in
thie hour of trial, we have no such love for a De«
mocracy which has proved itself to be grasping,
impudent and unprincipled; we have no such ad-
miration for the Swar Spangled Banner, now
shorn of its radiance, and trailing in the dust, as
to intluce us to part with our Queen, our Con-
stitution, our Mother country, that flag which for
a thousand years ¢ has braved the battie and the
breeze,” and those glorivus prospects which are
now opening up before us. The natives of New
England, the Middle, or the Western States, we
may like as individnale—but the D y—
we hate and loathe—and would prefer any destis
ny to that of being annexed in any way to the
republic.

We trust that war may be averted—that the
Federal (Goyernment may cven yet make those
concessions which justice and prudence demand,
but if war must eove, why, let it come, and the
inhabitants of British America will prove their
loyaltyand patriotism.

A War will not be without its alvantages,— |
it‘will do mare to unite the Proviaces than all |
the politicians could do in an age,~it will arouse
within us a love of countey which ease and pros-

It was not
peace or national prosperity which has elengéd
England to the pesition whichi #he occupies.
Conflict and suffering seem to h@ necessary to
prepare a nation for power or geal prosperity.
Without these, feriility of eoll, abundsénce of
resources, mines of:silver and gold ouly ener-
vate,. We perhaps necd the cosflict which ie
st hand to prepare ws for no mean destiny:

Our American 8 mpathies.

When the rebellion broke out in the United
States, British Americans almost unsvimously
sympathized with the friende of the Union and
Constitution. Our sympathies are however with
themZno longer.

For years past we hﬁ noticed the progress of
events in the United States, and hadl almest
ceased to wonder ‘at the meekness or the mean-
ness “of the North: The destinies of the Great
Republic were swayed by a Southern Oligarchy
—and the yoke was borne with patience. This
power was rapacious, arrogant, ervel and un-|
principled, -not. content with the srea which
slavery occupied—not content with existing” se-
curities for the of the peculiar in-
stitution, it grasped after more territory, seoght
to make slavery a‘national institation, and em-
ployed every means to entail it upon posterity.
It grasped the feirest portions of Mexico, and
encouraged those fillibustering expeditions which
have tended to make the American name odious
to the world.

Before this power Dgpiel Webster, the “ lion
of America,” cowered and retreated. It trans-
formed the free soil of the North into a vast
hunting ground for fugitive slaves. It repealed
the Missouri compromise, and thus imperilled
the future freedom sed prosperity of the Ne-
braska tersitory: Jdt sought by violence and
fraud to fasten slavery upon Kansas, and cons
strained the Government to look om in silence
while Missouri ruffians robbed and murdered at
pleasure. The brutal ‘purishments inflicted on
those at’ the South who were suspetted of favor-
ing emancipation, and the cowardly assavlt on
Sumner in the Senate House, dusplayed the un-
principled and barbarous spirit by which it was
actuated and gave the ie to its boast of genero-
sity and chivalsy.

At length this power was dethromed. 'The
North put forth its strength, and 8 Government
unfavorable not-to the existence but to the exten~
tion of Slavery, was formed. The SBouth rebelled
and procjgimed their separstion from the United

Siates, We behieve that the South are rebels
just as much as we believe that the Colonies,
when they revolted from the Government of Bri-
tain, were rebels. In neither case was there
valid reason to grasp the sword an ‘invoke war
as umpire between the disputan's.

We sympathized with the North, we believed
that the Federaltsts were the defencers of order,
that their cause wasright. True, the Americans
asa people had never exhibited many of those
nations! qualities which gain respect or love,
U y pains was ly teken'to cher-
ish-and manifest a hatred of Great Britain. In
a'l her struggles - American sympsthies were
ever enlisted in bebalf of Englands foes. ~ The
American Government never dtspleyed in any
marked degree either, courtesy, dignity or prin-
ciple. Yet we attributed much of all this 10
Southern influence—to the hatred which the
slaveholder uaturally feels towards the foe of
tyrants and the friend of man. = We anticipated
that the Noith once, delivered from Southern
bondage would cease to exhibit that jealousy,sel-
fishness and arrogance which has hitherto
characterized the conduet of the American Gove
ernment snd people in all their dealings with
Great Britaio. We had no idea but that in-
stinet, it not prudence, weuld have impelled
the North to obtain all possible morsl support
from the aympathies of the English raticn—
and under present circumstances to avoid insult-
ing or outraging a powerful nation. We have
been sadly disappoiuted.

Those who would have been the friends of the |
North have cdstemplated with"sadness the course
which it has chosen to pursue. Very wuipleass
ant is it to feel our sympathies gradually dryiog
up, to give place to indifference, contempt or in-
dignation. We can express no approbation for
those who originated this herrible rebellion,
while we cannot wish well to a pewer which has
proved itself to be alike destitute of prudence
and principle:

The Constitution which has been held up for
the admiration of the world, failed in its first
hour of trial. The safeguards of individual li-
berty have been removed, and the press hes
ceased to be free. When the contest begun the |
world was summoneéd ‘to behold the patriotism
and self sacrifice of the North, and promised
that in a few months ‘the bravery of those my-
riads of citizen soldievs quell the 1ebellion,
and recréate the' United States. Alas for the
magnifieent p! LA ly inactivity, only
interrupted by ‘s few masterly retreats, 1s all that
the Northern legions ean look baek upon. The
priscners of war, the trophies of the battle
field, where are thoy? Away dowa South. Yet
we learn that if the Northern soldiers cannot
conquer they can plunder, and if the government
cannot plan a successful eampaign, it can plan a

The power of Censcience Illustrated.
While moral philosophfrs have sometimes
doubted the existance of a distinct moral faculty.
Poets have not only recognized ils presence in
the soul, but their most sublime efforts have been
delineations of the operations of conscience—its
struggles with the passions—its exultation when
victorious—its moans, when overcome,

The poet; who of all other men, has probably
succeeded best in delineating the strife which
takes place in the breast of man, between conx
science and the besetting sin, is SBhakespeare,
Out of the sacred writings there are no more
truthful, or graphic descriptions of the eperations
of these motive powers than in the tragedy of
Macbeth,

We seethe once honorable Macheth, first giv-
ing ear to the voice of ambition, but the desir-
ed throne can only be obtained by the murder of
the good old Duncan. A crime ot the most hor-
rid nature: - A fearful struggle takes place bes
tween conscience and passion. The former is
on the point.of gaining the day, when the per-
suasions of Lady Macbeth deeide in favour of
the Jatter. Passion gains the victory, but.con-
science.is avenged, and inflicts waspeakable an
guish upgn the guilty pair,

Macbeth’s was a nature.of ordinary depravity,
He tould listen to:the voice of ambiticn, but his
conscienoe was immediately alarmed, and depie-
ted in horrid colors the course to be pursued,
ere the object of his ambition conld be gaiaed.
He says— -

“why do I yield to that snggestion

Whose horrid-image doth urnfix my hair,

And make my scated heart knoek at my ribs,

Agninst the use of pature.”

Lady Macbeth is far more depraved tiian her
husband, - Ambition, the ruling passion silences
the voice of conscience. With apparent tran-
quility she fastens her eye. on the prize. She is
not distugbed by the crime which she o' ediates,
and seems only to be troubled by fears lest her
less depraved husband should prove irresolute.
