BURNED T0 DEATH OR DROWNED.

Blazing Sunday School Picnic
Stcamer in New York Har-
bor---Disaster Morc Ter-

riblc Than

NEW YORK, June 15, = Information
has reached police headquarters that
a large excursion steamer is on fire
in the Hast River, off 188th street. It
is reported that people are jumping
into the river from the boat snd that
a hundred are lost. It reported
that the burning steamer .s the Gen-
eral Slocum, which left today with an
excursion from St. Mark’s church and
while in Hell Gate caught fire.

A telephone message to 'police head-
quarters is that the whole upper por-
tion of the boat is on fire and that the
hurricane deck has caved in. At least
one hundred people have jumped over-
board. The steamer was surrounded
with tugs and was towed to North
Brother Island, where she was beath-
ed. 3

An eye witness who saw much of
what happened to thé boat said: “The
steamer’s whistle was blowing for as-
sistance as she came up the river.
saw sevcral persons jump into the wa-
ter before she was headed for the
northwest shore of North Brother Ie-.
land. Her position made it impossible
for those aboard of her to reach the
land except by swimming. I saw per-
haps fifty or a hundred persons, most-
ly women and children, jump over.
Most of the throng was on the hurri-
cane when we saw plainly a portion
of it collapse. Many must have been
killed instantly.”

When the General Slocum left her
dock this morning, she is sald to have
had about a thousand women and
children aboard. Nearly all belonged
to St. Mark’'s German Lutheran church
Sunday school.

500 BURNED.

The General Slocum had on board
the annual Sunday school excursion
of St. Mark's German Lutheran
church, which is located in Twenty-
gixth street. The steamer was bound
for Locust Grove, beyond Flushing, L.
1., and had.over 1,000 people on board,
mostly children. - The latest report is
that at least 500 have been burned.
Many- were rescued by tugs and other
vessels, which promptly came to the
rescue when the flames broKe out.

PASTOR AND FAMILY LOST.

The pastor of St. Mark’'s church, Rev.
Geo. C. Ephass, was on board with
all of his family, and it was reported
was lost.

The boat caught fire in Hell Gate
and flames had complete control before
any move could be made to check
them. Frightful scenes of panic fol-
lowed. It was impossible to run the
boat ashore because of the Hell Gate
rocks on either side and the captain
kept her headed for North Brother Is-
land. . Nothing could be done in the
way of launching boats and as the
flames advanced the passengers be-

ia

gan to jump overhoard.. They went
into the river by hundreds. The dis-
aster was witnessed by many people
from both shores of the river, and as
possible hundreds of small boats and
launches set out to render assistance.

CAPTAIN STUCK TO HIS POST.

'With the boat burning under his feet,
the captain stuck to his posg in the
pilot house and the engineer remained
at his post below deck until the boat
was beached at the lower end of
North Brother Island, off Port Morris.
Even then the passengers were not-in
a safe position, for they were some
distance from shore and the boat was
a furnace. Hundreds of small boats
which were scattered about picked up
those who jumped overboard as rapid-
ly as possible. )

It is estimated that between 400 and
500 persons sprang into the water,

THE DECK COLLAPSED.

An eye witness said that the great-
est loss of life was due to the collaps-
ing of the heavy upper deck. It fell
with a crash shortly after the fire
started, crushing hundreds of persons
who had gathered on the lower deck.
It was then the greatest panic ensued.
There was a living stream of persons
going over the rail into the water. As
far as eye witnesses can determine,
the flames originated in the forward
part of the boat. Persons who saw
the accident from the shore say that
almost 'immediately those who oeccupi-
ed places on the forward deck began
to jump overbpard. Policemen in the
harbor boats ahd Harlem saw the blaz-
ing boat. coming u,e the river and im-
mediately began to turn in alarms for
ambtriances and fireboats. All the
boats at North Brother Island were
sent to the assistance of the people
in the water.

As fast as they were brought ashore
they were cared for in the pavillons
there.

WATCHBRS DRIVEN INSANE.

The patients in the hospitals on the
island became almost insane from
fright and at the terrible scenes they
had witnessed.: A large part of the
crowd on the doomed steamer were
children and there wae little hope for
them after they had gone overboard.
The current in the East river at that
point is very strong and scores of 1it-
tle ones were sucked in by the whirl-
pools at Hell Gate. One man who
went out in a row boat eaid that he
saw at least 50 children perishing in
these whirlpools before he could reach
them.

Persons on tugboats say that several
hundred bodies have been washed
ashore or were towed:or carried in
boats %o the shore of North Brother Is-
land. Almost every other woman
who was taken away was calling for
her child.

" pble to send through the blood drugs

strong enough to Kkill the germs.

Through the use of an instrument,
he injects the medicines directly into
the kidneys in such strength as would
be poisonous and cause certain death
if taken into the stomach. He has |
found his patients safe from harm,|
and also that the action is immediate
and permanent.

The ‘medicines are then forced into
the kidneys. In this way drugs can
be used with safety which"if injected
into the blood would cause certain
death. The drugs used are those in
ordinary use among surgeons as anti-
geptics and are in sufficient strength to
destroy the disease germs.

NAVAL BATTLE RAGING
IN THE KOREAN STRAITS.

Vladivostoek Squadron -' Caughf by
Japanese Fleet—Land Battle
Also Expeected.

(

LONDON, June 15. — A despatch to
the London Central News from To-
kio flled this (Wednesday afternoon)
says an engagement Is now in progress
off Tsushima Island, in the KXorean
Straits, between three Russian cruis-
ers, which escaped from Vladivostok,
and a number of Japanese ships. No
details have yet been received.

The Central News despatch/adds that |
the Viadivostok  squadron was first|
reported June 14 from Oki Island (off:
Kioto, Japan, in the Sea of Japan).!
Later in the day cannonading was|
heard northwest of Negato, on the |
Japanese coast, in the Straits of Ko-,
rea. 'The captain of a Japanese mer-
chiant ship reports this morning that
his ship was fired upon by a Russian:
warship. Heavy cannonading .was |
heard early this morning in the neigh-
borhood of Oki Island, and subsequent-
ly came news of the engagement al-
ready referred to in the Toklo des-
patch.

TOKIO, June 15, 10.30va. m, — The
Vladivostok squadron is reported in
the Korean Straits. . Firing has been
heard on Tsushima, a small island ly-
ing off the southwest of Honshiu Is-
land. It is possible that an engage-
ment is progressing.

NAGASAKI, June 15, 4. p. m. — A
Russian naval squadron was lately
sighted off Okishima Ken and Yama-
guchi Ken, and sounds of firing, it is
now stated, were heard yesterday of
1ki Island.

TOKIO, June 15. — Private advices
have been received here from Katsu-
moto, a town atythe north end of Ikl
Island, in Krusenstern Strait, to the
effect that an engagement was in pro-
grass between Ja.i?nese and Russian
warships.

KUROPATKIN HAS 200,000 MEN.

ST. PETERSBURG, June 16. — The
appointment of Lieut. Gen. Leonidas
Debowski as commander of the fifth
East Siberian army corps, is evidence
that larger reinforcements are to be
placcd at Gen., Kuropatkin's disposal.
The four corps, originally formed of
Siberian troops are mobilized in Man-
churia and other drafts have been
sent:out to the Far East. The or-
ganization of the new corps indepen-
dent of the Russian corps mow order-
ed out from European Russia shows
that Kuropatkin now has almost two
hundred thousand troops, irrespective
of frontier apd railroad \ guards and
that probably he has an effective army
of 160,000 men at Liao Yang,

LONDON, June 14.—The Central
News has recelved a despatch from
its Lino Yang correspondent under to-
day’s date saying that heavy firing be-
tween the Russian and Japanese van-
guards commenced at 1.40 o’clock this
afternoon. The fighting extended along
the entire front, assuming dimensions
of a genéral engagement. The corres-
pondent says that no details are avall-
able, :

ST. PETERSBURG, June 14, — Em-
peror Nicholas has received the fol-
lowing telegram from Lieut.

“A battle began at noon around the
Russian position four and a half miles
south of the station of Wafanhon (Va-
fangow) the enemy making repeated
attempts to dislodge our left flank.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

— s

OTTAWA, June 14.—The budget de-
bate took on an interesting phase this
afternoon, when the leader of the op-
position and Laurier were the two
chief speakers. Holmes, liberal, of
West Huron, who opened the debate,
eulogized Fielding for his successive
years of surpluses, capped this year by
the sum of sixteen and a half millions.

Borden followed in a keen and incis-
ive arraignment of the liberal govern-

ment as compared with that of the
conservatives when they had office. He
showed that, viewed from the stand-
jpoint of the construction of the C. P.
R. and the work on the great canals
carried on by the conservatives, no
local works had been completed by the
Laurier cabinet. Borden scored point
after point as he quoted Sir Richard
Cartwright’s present day utterances
with the langtiage he useéd when he
was not drawing a salary from the
public chest, and gave figures to show
that the country had been more effi-
ciently as well as more economically
ruled by the conservatives than by the
Laurier cabinet.

Five years of liberal rule had result-
ed in an increase of $65,796,049 in taxes
as compared with filve years of conser-
vative administration.

The minister of finance had made a
remarkable admission in his budget
speech. ' He had not referred to the
revenue or expenditure for the coming
year, and what was even more re-
markable, he had not explained why
he made such an important omission.
One would suppose that the mjnister
of finance, speaking of a matter of in-
terest both politically -and from a
business point of view to the whole
country, would be disposed to give a
fair and accurate statement of matters
as they appeared, and not to confine
himself solely to those subjects which
he expected might be of use to the
party in the distribution of campaign
literature. He had dealt at some
length with the increase in Canada’s
trade, but had not made one reference
to the relative trade of this country
with the United States, as compared
with Great Britain. Stranger still,
there was not one word from the min-
ister of trade and commerce upon this
subject, although he had been so glad
to harp upon the tune in years gone
by.

What did all this mean? They were
not making a fair statement of the
condition of the-country. They, were
simply making campaign speechés and
were careful to omit any statement
which might call for criticism from
the business ,people of the country.

The opposition leader closed with the
following amendment:

That all the words after “that” in
the proposed motion be left out and the
following substituted th2refor:: ‘“No
re-adjustment of th2 tariff can be re-
garded as satisfactory which does
not provide such protection to our
labor, agricultural products, wmanu-
factures and industriss as will secure
a Canadian market for the Canadian
people, also |

“That at the present session there
should be a thorough re-adjustment
of the tariff, based on a declared and
stable policy of adequate protection.”

Laurier followed in defence of the
tariff changes, particularly those relat-
ing to burning oil.

OTTAWA, June 14—Late tonight
the government handed to the new
paper correéspondents the full text” of
the order-in-council dismissing Dun-
donald from the command of the Can-
adtan forces. Earlier in the day Lau-
rier had discussed the matter with
the governor general, whereupon his
excellency signed the order-in<council.

BABY'S KISS GIVES
BROTHBR LOCKJAW.

—_—

Physicians of élue Point, L. 1., Believe
Recent Cases There Establish
. Theory of Infection.

(New York Herald).

Two fatal cases of tentanus, which
occurred in one family at Blue Point,
L. I., within a week tend, in the opin-
jon of physicians at that place, to
prove the new theory that 'this dis-
ease is due to a characteristic microbe
present in the soil and may be spread
by infection. The cases have aroused
much discussion among physicians,

Daisy, the four-year-old daughter of
LeRoy $till, of Blue Point, and her
baby brother, six days old, are the
victims of the mealady. Daisy receiv-
ed a slight wound under her right eye
a few weeks ago, It did not trouble
her at the time and no attention was
paid to it by her parents.

The cut became infected, however,
and. soon appeared the characteristic
symptoms of tetanus, such as rigid
spasmodic contraction of the muscles
of the face and upper portion of the
body. The village physicians, who
were summoned, were unable to ar-
rest the progress of the disease, and
the child was taken to the Post-Gra-
duate Hospital, in this city, for treat-
ment. The physicians there found
that the case was beyond medical aid
and the child died after being in the
hospital half a day.

Before she was brought here, Dalisy
asked to see her baby brother. She
patted his cheeks, kissed him and
fondled him for some time. Three
days later the baby was stricken with
tetanus, and after much suffering died
on Wednesday. There is no doubt in
the minds of the attending physicians
but that the germs of tetanus were
communicated to the baby by his lit-
tle sister.
