port of the geological survey, just is­
sued, shows that the total value of the 
mineral production of Canada In 1906 
was $80,000,048, as compared with $69,- 
526,170 in 1905, an Increase of $10,474,- 
878, or over 15 per cent. The statistics 
show a very healthy condition of 
growth throughout the mineral indus­
tries of Canada. Increases are shown 
In nearly every item, the only excep­
tions of Importance being gold and 
petroleum. The decrease in the former 
Is due to the continued falling off in 
the output of the Yukon placers, which 
reached a maximum production In 1900, 
while for petroleum the decreased out­
put probably Indicates a tendency to­
wards the working out of some of the 
older fields. Marked Increases are 
shown in the output of silver, nickel, 
copper and Portland cement, 
ver output increased $2,105,322; nickel, 
$1,398,308; copper, $3,496,435; Portland 
cement, $1,251,067; eoft), $2,10^22. The 
output of gold from ‘the Yukon de­
creased $2,727,200; petroleum deefeased 
$94,268. The silver output Increased in 
quantity by 43 per cent, over 1905, and 
In value by 58 per cent.

%LONDON, March 13—During a de­
bate on colonial affairs in the House 
of Commons Jesse Ceilings attacked the 
Government for Its treatment of Gov.

At some later 
period of his youth he is bald to have 
attended the old Queen college or sem­
inary at Charlotte a couple of terms, 
but the time Is not definitely known.

As to education, therefore, It may be 
safely stated that Andrew Jackson 
enjoyed much more than the ordinary 
advantage of a backwoods boys 6f his 
time. At the age of ten he had become 
so good a reader that he was often 
chosen to read the ‘ newspaper to the 
assembled neighbors, and he remem­
bered with pride In after years that he 
had thus had the honor of “reading 
out loud" the Declaration of Indepen­
dence upon Its arrival In the Wax- 
haws. For a lad of ten, this was, In­
deed, some thing to remember with 
honest pride.—Thomas E. Watson In 
Watson's Jeffersonian Magazine.

QUEBEC TN LINE.

The announcement that a system ol 
technical education will In the near 
future bo Established In Nova Kecila, ; 
is followed by a simile.- declaration by : 
Premier Gouln, of Quebec, who like 
Premier Murray, has gone carefully 
into the subject and has presented a 
detailed scheme tor this undertaking 
In his province.

Mr. Gouln’ lârt; w6ek pieced before 
the Quebec legislature his ideas on the 
subject, and stated that three technical 
schools would be at once established, 
two in Montreal and one In Quebec 
city. Upon the success of these In­
stitutions will depend the further ex­
tension of the system, and it is antici­
pated that before very long evety in­
dustrial and commercial centre In the 
province will possess at least one such 
school.

The value of technical education In' 
these days of keen business competi­
tion cannot be overestimated. It is 
desirable that any country should pro­
duce scholars, men capable of taking 
foremost places in science and art, 
but it is imperative that - we should 
also produce many others who are 
qualified to enter the more material 
occupations, men who can produce, who 
can originate and who can add to the 
economic wealth by well directed ef­
forts. Such Is the duty of technical 
schools, and the fact that these In­
stitutions if properly conducted play 
a most important part in the prosperity 
of a nation is evidenced by the some­
what rÿiiarkable success 
countries which have adopted the sys­
tem. The best educated people are the 
leaders today. Germany was the first 
to take up this principle, not by gov­
ernment policy, but by means of 
smaller organisations throughout the 
country. Technical education is now 
general, and Germany’s exports of 
manufactured goods have Increased 71 
percent, during the past fifteen years. 
Belgium was next in order to realize 
the advantages of this form of Instruc­
tion. Belgium's exports in 
years have shown an increase of 57 
percent. Britain was considerably 
later; France is now taking steps to 
make technical education a part of 
the government system. British 
ports have Increased 26 percent., French 
imports 27 percent., in fifteen years. A 
portion of these increases is of course 
due to the natural expansion of inter­
national trade, but it is equally true 
that the countries wElch have adopted 
technical ar.rt commercial training as a 
part of their educational systems have 
captured proportionately the larger 
shares of such increase.

Technical and commercial schools 
provide not laborers, not apprentices, 
but capable men who are qualified to 
,occupy positions as heads of financial 
and industrial establishments, who 
supply the accurate and practical 
knowledge required in all branches of 
commerce, who can direct in the most 
economical manner all branches of in­
dustry, and who by the development 
of the country’s natural wealth add to 
Its general prosperity.

The homesteader is required, to per­
form the conditions connected there­
with under one of the following plana:

(1) At least six months’ residence 
Upon and cultivation of the land to 
each year for three years.

(I) If the father (or mother, if the 
lather is deceased) of the homesteader 
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of 
the land entered for, the requirements 
as to residence may be satisfied by 
such person residing with the father or

(3) It the settler has his permanent 
residence upon farming land owned by 
him in the vicinity of the homestead, 
the requirements as to residence may 
be satisfied by residence upon the eatf 
land.

Six months' notice in writing should 
be given to the Commissioner of 
Dominion Lands at Ottawa of Intention 
to apply tor patent.

Department contains the result of 
series of tests of tomato catshp select­
ed from retail establishments In differ­
ent parts of Canada.

Chief Analyst McFarlane says in 
his report:

I have Inclined to the opinion that 
those samples, in the manufacture of 
which a dye has been used, aro 'adul­
terated according to the Act.’ This 
Judgment would not be based upon the 
injurious nature of the dye, but be­
cause Its use is prohibited by the 
Adulteration Act which provides that 
‘food shall be deemed to be adulterated 
within the meaning of this Act, if it is 
so colouied or coated or polished or 
powdered that damage is concealed, or 
If it is made to appear better or of 
greater value than it really is.’ Accord­
ing to information obtained from man­
ufacturers, the use of a dye is unneces­
sary when the catsup is made from 
fresh tomatoes. It is when the fruit is 
‘out of season' and the pulp has to be 
kept In stock for a considerable time 
that the colour suffers and the use of 
a dye becomes necessary. In such cases 
it might be reasonably inferred that 
they have been coloured to conceal 
damage, or that the dye has been used 
to make the article appear of greater 
value than it really is, and consequently 
that the word ‘adulterated’ should be 
applied. Nevertheless, not being will­
ing to take the responsibility of making 
such inferences, I have inserted the 
remark, 'adulteration doubtful.’ Twen­
ty-three out of the forty-nine samples 
were found to be dyed and consequent­
ly ‘adulterated.’ «

Some of the samples referred to are 
not only dyed but contain preservatives, 
in-nineteen other samples which con­
tained no foreign colouring matter, 
small quantities of preservatives were 
also found. Granting that the latter as 
used are not injurious to health, it 
can of course be maintained that they 
are required for the production of the 
catsup ‘in a state fit for consumption.’ 
But even in that case the law requires 
that they should be ‘distinctly labelled 
as a mixture.' Since this has not been 
done, except in one case, I have stated 
the opinion in the tabulated statement 
that eighteen of the samples referred 
to are ‘adulterated,' giving the reason. 
The remaining seven samples In which 
foreign colouring matter and preserva­
tives were not found, together with the 
one above mentioned, I have character­
ized as unadulterated. The classifica­
tion therefore stands as follows:

LONDON, March 14. — The weekly 
statement of the' Bank of Enlgtand 
shows the following changes:

The reserve increase 8172,000: circu­
lation decreased, 383,000; bullion de­
creased, 8104,057; other securities de­
creased, $1,652,000; other deposits In­
creased, $2,365,000; public deposits in­
creased, $1,251,000; notes reserve in­
creased, $343,000; government securi­
ties unchanged.

The proportion of the bank’s reserve 
to liability this week was 43.49 as com­
pared with 44.07.

DISCOUNT RATE UNCHANGED.
LONDON, March 14.—In the absence 

of any extensive American demands 
for gold, the directors of the Bank of 
England, at their meeting this morn­
ing, decided that no increase in its 
rate of discount was called for and 
consequently it was left unchanged at 
five per cent. The prospect of a fair 
amount of gold coming from Paris was 
also a factor. The markets opened 
weak. Americans on the adjust­
ment to party showed declines of two 
to seven points, but thifcre was little 
business transacted on local account. 
By noon Americans had recovered to 
one point above 
bear covering and possibly some Am­
erican buying. British securities were 
depressed, while foreigners were dull 
on Continental advances. The failure 
of two stockbrokers, not connected with 
any special market, was announced on 
the Stock Exchange, but they were 
not operators of much Importance. 
The bankers here say they know of no 
serious trouble impending.

NEW YORK, March 14.—The local 
stock market opened unsettled and lf- 
regular, despite the buoyancy of the 
London market where Reading showed 
an advantage of over three points. First 
prices varied a point or two either 
way from yesterday’s close.

Atchison, Louisville and Nashville, 
Pennsylvania, St. Paul, Northern 
Pacific, Reading and Anaconda ruled 
from 1 to 114 higher. Prices fluctuated 
feverishly after the opening.
