GENERAL REVIE'W

LONDON, Tuesday, Jan. 30—The war
office announced at midnighit that it
had received nol news from South Af-
rica beyond a message  from ord
Roberts 'declaring ‘the situation was
unchanged, and there is nothing of
importance friom other sources. Every-
body is still in the dark concerning the
Wwhereabouts of Gen. Liyttleton’s bri-
gade and Lord Dundonald’s mounted

not re-cross the Tugela safely, there
is a certain amount of anxiety for
tidings from them. Meanwhile the
only intelligence is thiat conveyed in
the casualty lists. These are yet in-
complete, but they ailready indicate
the probability that Gen. Buller's' at-
tempt to find a way arcund has cost
dearer than his frontal attack upon
the Bo:3rs at Colenso. In the loss of
officers indeed the Colonso action was
far exceeded. 'TThe assault on Spion
Kop cost the death of 27 officers, ex-
clusive of 33 wounded and six mis-
sing, while Gen. Liyttleton prefvibuesly
lost 19 killed or wounded.

Additional accounts of the fighting
on -Spion Kpop, though they do not
confirm the story received yesterda)
from Boer sources, that the peosition
was taken by them by storm, wholly
corroborates the enemy’s -version of
the severity of the fire. ~One report,
from Frere states that the Boers had
the mange of the trenches they had
previously occupied so accurately that
wihile the British held them the guns
of the Burghers often dropped six-
teen shells a minute intio it, while the
whole summit of dhe hill was raked
by machine guns and an appalling rifle
fire delivered from' rifle pits in which
the RBoers were compietely hidden.' It
this account is not exaggerated, the
wonder is that any of the British were
left to ‘‘albamdon’ the position, which
nevertheless they ‘held tenaciously for
24 hours. The latest advises streng-
then the probakility  that the whole
Spion Kop affair was a ruse of the
Boers, who, it might seem, made Gen.
Warren’s seizure of the - position
easy in order to enable them to de-
stroy his men at a marked range.

Gen. Buller has. apparently not re- |

moved his headquarters from Spear-
man’s Cmiap. The latest casualty list
is dated from there.

A despatch to the Times from Kim-
berley, dated Jan. 26, says: “The
bombardment continues, though yes-
terday it was less severe. The firing
was maintained throughout the pre-
vious night. It was mot directed at
the fortification, but at the inhabited
parts of the town One child was
killed and four persons were wound-
ed.”

LONDON, Jan. 30.—A special de-
spatch from Frere Camp, c¢ated Fri-
day, Jan. 26, 9.10 p. m., says:

“I have just ridden in here, having
left .Gen. Buller’s forces in the new
positions south of the Tugela to which
they- retired in consequence of the re-
verse at Spion Kop.

“The fighting, both before andi after
the wccupation of the mountain, was
of a desperate character. On the west-
ern side, opposite the right outposts
of Warren’s forces, it is inaccessibly
steep until the point where -the neck
joins the kop to the main range. Then
there is a gentle slope, which allows
casy eccess to the sminmit.

“The neck was strongly held by the
Boers, wko also occupied a  heavy
spur parallel with the kop, where the
enen;y was concealed in no fewer
ihan 35 rifle pits, and was thus en-
abled to bring to bear upon our men
a damaging cross ﬁre, the .only pos-
sible point for a British attack. being
the southern side, with vintually sheer
precipices on the left a.nd right..

“A narrow foot path admitting men
in single file orly to the summit opens
to a perfectly table land, probably of
300 square sa:rea. upon which the
Boers had ly commenced to make
a transverse trench. Our men were able
to occupy the further end of this table
iand whera the ridge descended to
another flat, which was again suc-
ceeded by around, stony eminence
keld by the Boers in great strength.

“The ridge held by our meh 'was
faced ™ by a number of strong little
kopjes at all angles, whence the Bo2rs

“Gen. Warren’s garrison, I am sorry
to say; I find this morning thad in the
night abandoned Spion Kop.”' .

Gen, Buller reports that the British
caswalties Jan. 24 were: mned—om-
cers, 6; mon-commissioned officers and
mwen, 18; wounded—Officers, 1Z; non-
commissioned officers and men, 142;
missing, 31 men.

Gen. Buller's despatch is dated
Spearman’s Camp, Jan. 26, at 1025
a. m., so there has been no delay in
the commiunication passing between
Gen. Bunller and the war office.

The killed include Col. Buchanan
Riddell of the King’s Royal Rifles. He
served in the Niger war of 18381, It'is
not eclear whether the casualties in-
clude those at Spion Xop, or only
those resulting from the fighting prior
to the Spion Ksop engagement.

) :  GENERAL REVIEW

LONDON, Jan. 27, 5 a. m.—In the
complete absence of details.from any
source it is impossible to throw any
light on Gen. Warren's abandonment
of Spion Kop. The critics set forth
alternative explanations, but the ex-
pression . of regret in Gen. Buller's
despatch tinges even the most hope-
ful suggestions, and al comment falis
back on the bare disappointing fact
that what the gemerals appeared to
consider the key of the position is no
longer in PBritish hands, amd is quite
probably in the enemy’s.

Since Gen. Buller's flanking move-
ment began on Jan. 1), his casualties,
according to the officiad retvamns, ap-
pear to have been 60 killed, 689 wound-
ed and 60 missing. The returns, how-
ever, have been somewhat unprecise.
There is again difficulty  with the
cable. ~Gen. Buller's despaich an-
nouncing the abandonment of Spion
Kop is dated Jan. 25, noon. It only
reached the war office at six o'clock
Friday morning. The telegraph com-
pany reports that the cable is inter-
rupted between the mslamd of St
Thomas and St. Paul de Loando, and
the east coast cable therefore is the
only ome that can be used. The silence
on the Boer side is equal to that on
the British side. There are indications,
howewer, that they are putting fresh
energy into their efforts against Lady-
smith, amd the engagement in the
neighborhood of Chieveley, which was
mebéntiened in yesterday's despatches,
though no details have been received,
seems to have been a Boer and not
a Pritish reconnaissance. This re-
miinds the critics here that the Boers
in front of Gen. Warren are as mnear
the British line of retreat to Chieveley
and Estcourt as are the Bntash them-
selves, and that the Boers are able to
move faster than the English.

A despetch to the Chmronicie from
Ladysmith, dated Jan. 21, veports ‘that
the Beer laagers in the neighborhood
of the beleaguered town have not been
removed since Gen. Buller's movement
began, not even those behind the ridge
overlooking the Tugela River.. Pavr-
ties of Boers are continually riding t¥
and fro on the road from Bester's to
Potgieter’s ' Drift.

WAR OFFICE DESPATCHES.

LONDON, Jan. 26.—The Gazette to-
day publishas a number of despatches
from Gen. Buller to the war oflice, en-
closing reports from Gens. White,
Hildyard, Methuen and other generals
regarding their various operations,
but ovntaining nothing later than the
record of occurrences to the middle
of December.

A despatch from Gen. \‘«hxte, dated
Nov. 2, says:

‘I was so greatly impressed with
the expcsed, position of the garrison
of Glencoe that I determined Qct. 11 to
withdraw from there and conceptrate
aill the troops at. Ladysmith. But the
governor represented that this ' step
would involve such grave political re-
sults that I determined to accept the
military risk of holdinz Dundee, as
the lesser of two evils.”

Gen. White then proc:2ds to de-
socribe the subsequent attack by 4,000
‘Boers, of whom about 500 were killed

"Hamiiton = ordered ‘Cease fire,” and
some. of the British moved in the di-
rection of the camp. ¥For a few mo-
ments there was a complete lull. Then
8 shat was heard, followed by a dead-
1y fire from a near-by kopje. The Brit-
ish momentarily fell back, but charged
and recaptured the position.”

Gen. Methuen reports similar white
flag incidents.

Gen. Buller,” commenting on ‘the ac-
tion at Zoutpan’s Drift, Dec. 13, says:

“I suppose the British officers will
learn the walue of scouting in time:

BULLER EXPLAINS.

LONDON, Jan. 28.—The following is
{he text of General Buller's despatch,
gated Spearnwan’s Camp, Jan. 27, 6.10
p. m.: ; 7 :

«On Jan. 20 Warren drove back the
.nemy and obtained possession of the
southern crests of the high table land
cxtending from the line of/ Acton
Holmes and | Honger’'s Poort to the
western Liadysmith hills, From then
{6 Jan. 25 he remained in close contact
‘ith the ememy. :

~The enemy held a strong position
on a range of small kopjes stretching
srom nonthwest to southeast across
the  plateau from Acton Holmes
through Spion Kop to the left bank of
‘he Tugela. The actual position held
was perfectly tenable, but did not len
itself to an advance, as the southern
slope was so Steep that Warren could
not get an effective antillery position,
.nd water supply was a difficulty.

“On Jan. 23 I assented to his attack-
ing Spion' Kop, a large hill, indeed a
nountain, which was evidently the
key of the position, but was more ac-
cossible from the north than from the
south.

“On the nighit of Jan. 23 he attiacked
spion Kop, but fcund it very difficult
{0 hold, as its perimeter was too
jarge and water, which he had been
led to beliave existed, in this exfra-
ordinarily dry season was found very
deficient.

FOUGHT WITH GALLANTRY.

“The crests were held that' day
againgst severe attacks and a heavy
shell fire. Our men fought with great
galantry; would especially menftion
the conductof the Second Cameron-
ians and the Third Xings Rifles

“Accordingly, I decided to withdraw
ihe force to the south of the Tugela.

centrated south of the Tugela without
the loss of 2 man or a pound of stores.

“The fact that the force could with-
draw from actual touch—in some
cases the lines were less than as thou-
sand yards apart—with the ememy in
the manmner it did is, I think, sufficient
evidence of theé momale of the troops,.
and that we were permitted to with-
draw our cumbrous ox and mule
transport across the river, eighty-five
vards broad, with twenty foot em-
binkments and a very swiflt current,
unmolested, is; I think, proof thiat the
enemy has been taught to respect our
soldiers’ fighting qualities."

LONDON COMMENTS.

SPEARMAN'S CAMP, Jam. 26, 6.10
a. m.—On Tuesday night last a force
under Gen. Woodgate attacked Spion
Kop and took the position at the point
of the hayomet. At 1.45 a. m. Wednes-
day the PBritish were half way up to
the summit and the field guns were
puphed forward. Glen.  Liytitleton’s
brigade was extended in the cenftre
opposite Paotgieters Drift. - With tele-
scopes, Boers could be seen beckoriing
o commades who .were: climbing be-
hind the rocks on the west side of the
hill while the British advanced fnom
the east. . There was a tremendous
cross fire from the highest point of the
hill. The troops must have sufflered
heavily while crossing the zone of fire.
The Boer guns were hard to locate,
their positions had been selected with
masterly skill. At 10 a. m. the Boers
began climbing down over the nek,
the naval guns playing lyddite on
them. At 2 p. m. the whole hill up to
the nek was held by the Bafitish ,who
began throwing up entrenchments.

The Third
Kings Royal Rifles and the Second
Cameronians made a magnificent as-
sault upon the most precipitous side

STCRMED THE FOSITION.

: SPEARMAN’S CAMP, Friday, Jan.
26.—About 2 o’clock on the morning of
Jan. 24 (Wednesday), when heavy
clouds rested upon the kopjes, the
miain point of . ths Boer position,
Taban-Yama, was stormed by the
British infantry under Gen. Wood-
gate.

‘KINGSTON, Ja., Jan. 17.—The throne tas

LORD ROBERTS'S LUCK.

Lord Roberts is a living example of
the thazardous nn.tu-re_of the .soldier’s
calling; the number ‘ of narrow . es-.
capes which he has .experienced lead-:

ipg one almost to subpose that. he
bears a: charmed life.

During the fighting before the walls
of Delhi a bullet struck him. cm the
back, passing through a leather pouch
for caps whick he usually .wore in
front near his pistol- holster. . The

mere  accident of this rouch having®

glipped Tound, to his back prevented

Ahe ball from neretrating as deeply as
‘it otherwise would have done.

was, the wound was a rather severe
ane.

In the action at Bulandshar he saw
a Sepoy taking aim at him, and was
unable to get at. ithe man, because of
the crush of soldiers areund: him.
Just, however, as the mutineer fired,
Roberts’s horse reared amnd received
1ha bullet in its head.

A mcenth later, during, the advance
on Lucknow, Roberts amnd another
voung officer rode forward to mark
out his camp, and were cut off from
thé ‘'main body by a large number of
the enemy. Riding &s hard as they
could, under a hot fire, they were at-
tempting to escepe round the enemy’s
flank when Roberts’s borse fell with
bim into a deep nullah. The enemy
gained the edge of the nullah, and
opened fire at close racge, the situa-
tion being

Rendered All the More Perilous
from the fact that Roberts had aeci-
dentally cut his hand with his drawn
sword, and he had some, difficulty dn
remounting.. At length he scrambled
out, and, ducking to avoid the shots,
regained the main body.

During the attack on Lucknow, and
in accordance with Sir Colin Camp-
bell’s orders, Robénts planted a flag on
one of the turrsts of the Moti Mahal
A shower of shot was aimed at it,
and it was knocked down into the
ditch. At great personal nisk Roberts
sgain placed the standard in position,
only tuv see it struck again a shert
time later, the staff being actually
cut in two. A third time the galamnt
young officer raised the flag, after
whiich it suffered no fupnther harm.

On another occasion,. when accom-
panying a bcdy of cavalry in pursuit
of the enemy, Rcberts saw two Se-
roys making off with a standard. Rid-
ing after tha rebels, he cut down one,
amd wrenched  the staff from his grasp;
but while g0 dcing he was unable to
deal with the other man; Wwho, pres-
enting the muzzle of his musket chlose
t0 Roberts's body, pulled the trigger.
Fortunately the piece missed fire.

DEATH OF E. P. FLYNN,

E. P. Flynn, collector of custems for
Arichat, C. B., died on Jan. 25th, He
has been prominent in the politics of
Richmond Co. since confederation. He
was elected to the house of assembly
for Richmond in 1867, and continued
will 1873, when hé resigned, to run for
the house of commons. He was elect-
ed to the fedemal parliament in- 1873,
and reprzsented Richmond from 1873
to 1882, and again from 1882 to 1887. He
was always a consistent liberal, and
was commissioner of crown lands
from 1871 to 1873. He was.a candi-
date- for the commions in 1896, but was
defeated. He was appointed to the
customs April, " 1897. He 1leaves a
widow and a large family of sons and
daughters.

WORKING JOEY CHAMBERILATIN.
The seamen who work “Joey Cham-
berlain’ move about it without dream-
ing of cover. A stock of ammunition
lies around ‘in little shallow pits. The

. wear khalki. The Boers have never
seen it or ‘them. Day by day it has
pitched its shells at them; mever have
‘{hey szen their smiter. Do you want to
i know the reason? The distance from
the nearest Boer trenches is four
niiles, less or more. The invisibility
;of the gun rests upon its distance from
the Boers, its use of smokeless powder,
the neutral shade alike of it and of

engine of destruction, rendered so in-
visible by art so simple, deadly at
ranges so enormous.
