If a patient required medicine 
he had to go to a man who did pre­
scribe medicine.

Treatment ef Deceased.
Began to treat late Mrs. MacLauch- 

lan on February 4th, 1909. She had 
stated to him that she had suffered 
from rheumatism. She did not have 
rheumatism and witness did not treat 
her for It. Saw Mrs. MacLauchlan In 
his office on February 4th, Gth and 
6th. Saw her again February 12tii. 
After that whenever necessary until 
March 12th.

On that day about 7.30 p. m. was 
told at his door by a man that Mrs. 
McLauchlln had a bad turn and wit­
ness was wanted to see her.

Witness found Mrs. MacLauchland 
in bed. She was in a normal condition, 
except for shortness of breath and 
a rapid heart. Witness talked to her 
and retired with Mrs. CVW. deForest. 
This discussed the case and witness 
insisted that another doctor be pro­
cured. They returned to the sick 
room. Patient protested against get­
ting another doctor. Witness said a 
friend might give her a little brandy 
but he himself could not without get­
ting into trouble.

Mr. Forbes Lindsay, author of “Pa­
nama: The Isthmus and Canal,” has 
an interesting article on “The Situa­
tion at Panama” In the April Issue of 
'he American Review of Reviews. He 
'>egins by explaining the advisability 
of a lock in preference to a sea level 
f,anal and proceeds:

The French broke down in an at­
tempt to construct a sea level canal. 
After the failure of the original com­
pany, the receiver appointed an inter­
national board to examine the prob­
lem. The Comité Technique, compos­
ed of seven French members and an 
equal number of foreigners, was the 
most talented body that has ever in­
vestigated the subject. It devised a 
elan for a high level canal with locks. 
The present project is an amplifica­
tion of that plan, governed by the 
same principles and repeating many 
of its Important features. Five sepa­
rate bodies of eminently able engin­
eers have passed upon it and have 
viven it their indorsement. The only 
adverse opinion of any considerable 
weight that has been expressed with 
regard to it was that of the major­
ity of the board of consulting engin­
eers. But their chief objection was 
based on doubts as to the safety of 
the large locks proposed, which the 
best authorities of this country 
fidently assert can be built and op­
erated without any danger of failure.

The Chagres River.
All the accepted canal lines run 

through the valley of the Chagres and 
cut the course of that river no fewer 
than twenty-three times in a stretch 
of as many miles. During the dry 
season a small and placid stream, the 
Chagres in the rains becomes a tor­
rent with a volume, of discharge in­
creased one hundred fold, 
trol and disposition of this river Is 
the crucial problem in all canal pro­
jects. The sea-level plan treats' the 
Chagres as a permanent menace, to 
be guarded against by holding the 
bulk of its flood in a huge reservoir 
and receiving the spilt through the 
sluices Into the canal prism. The high- 
level plan converts the river into a 
valuable auxiliary, and disposes of its 
waters to that they shall afford the 
greater part of the means of transpor­
tation. The dread Chagres is made 
to form and feed a vast lake, over the 
surface of which ships could pass with 
speed and freedom. This lake is the 
chief feature of the project, and ils 
creation will be contrived by the 
tion of the Gatun Dam. closing the 
gap in the encircling hills through 
which the Chagres finds Its way to the 
Atlantic Ocean.

Montreal, April 12.—It is understood

The members of 
lthe delegation then went to Quebec 
TUnd delivered Sir Wilfrid’s message 
Fto the Prgfcler of the province, asking 
Sir Lomer Gouin in as many words 
what he was going to do about it. The 
Quebec Premier spilled a bland smile 
and all those present at the Interview 
were convinced that Sir Lomer would 
be quite as firm in the Matter as he 
was in the question of a readjust­

The summit level is maintained 
through the nine-mile stretch of the 
Culebra Cut, in which the bottom 
Width of 300 feet is sufficient to aiiow 
of larger vessels passing one another. 
At Pedro Miguel, the Pacific terminus 
of the cut tue lock will lower the ship 
to a small lake at nfty-flve feet eleva­
tion. At the end of a course, two 
miles in length, through tuts lake, a 
double flight of locks, located at Mira- 
flores, gives upon a sea-level channel, 
four miles In length, running into the 
Pacific Ocean at La Boca.

In this canal the deptn is every­
where at least forty-five feet, except 
in the locks, and in Limon Bay. Of 
the entire length, fourteen miles, of the 
channel are 1,000 feet in width; 
miles are 800 feet Wide; twenty miles 
500 feet lwde, and less than ten miles, 
300 feet wide at bottom. Along inis 
line are none of the objectionable 
curves which are present in the svu 
level plan. All courses are straight, 
changes of direction being made at 
the intersection of tangents, where ad­
ditional width is allowed. The 
rents which would prove obstructive 
in a tide-leVel channel are absent from 
the multi-lock canal. The passage of 
the latter will be effected by large ves­
sels with a saving of three or four 
hours over the time that would be 
consumed in transit of the alternative 
waterway.

moved. At the present rate of exca­
vation this represents fifty-five 
months’ work, but as the bottom of 
the cunette Is approached progress 
will necessarily be retarded by the in­
ability to apply as many shovels to 
the prism as are now employed. Con­
sidering all the conditions and allow­
ing for slides and other impediments, 
the engineers are confident of reach­
ing the required level before the end 
of 1914. It Is impossible to convey 
a definite idea of the present eleva­
tion, because the excavation is being 
made at a double slope, the apex of 
which is at about elevation 90, while 
the ends are at the ultimate depth.

In respect to physical magnitude, 
the transportation of soil is the 
greatest feature of the work. Every 
shovelful of material taken out of the 
prism has to be carried on an average 
ten miles and deposited in an out of 
the way place. In this task 300 miles 
of construction track and thousands of 
flat cars are employed. From 700 to 800 
dirt trains, each composed of twenty- 
three cars, are kept constantly moving 
during the hours of daylight. The 
amount of spoil transposed during the 
past twelve months aggregated the 
enormous total of 280,000,000 tons.

Organization and Personnel.
The organization of the technical 

force is admirably adapted to the na­
ture of the work. Centralization of 
authority and responsibility is the con­
trolling principle of the system. Three 
departments of engineering corres­
pond to three physical divisions of the 
line. Each is under one head invested 
with full administrative power and 
complete control over his subordinates. 
The Atlantic division, which embraces 
the Gatun dam and locks, is In the 
hands of Major Slbert, who is general­
ly acknowledged to have no superior 
in the field of hydraulics. Major Gail­
lard has charge of the central division 
including the Culebra cut. He has es­
tablished a high record of excavation 
by taking out 1,290,885 cubic yards of 
material in a month of twenty-seven 
eight-hour days. The best achieve­
ment of the French in this direction 
was to excavate 502,350 cubic yards 
in a somewhat greater period. It 
must be remembered, however, that 
our facilities are very much greater 
than those enjoyed by our predeces­
sors. One of our nlnety-flve-ton shov­
els will do five times as much work In 
a given period as the largest French 
excavator could perform. Out con­
struction tracks; locomotives, flat 
cars, and in short, our entire equip­
ment, is much «superior to the best 
that the pioneer cànal builders could 
command.

The labor question may be looked 
Upon as settled, the supply, which con­
sists of Spaniards, Italians, and West 
Indians, being now in excess of the 
requirements. Practically all the la­
borers—called “silver employes,” be­
cause their wages are based on the 
currency of the country—come from 
foreign lands, and are recruited under 
Governments, whose agents on the is­
thmus exercise close supervision of 
their, welfare. Seventy-five per cent, 
of this labor Is drawn from the West 
Indies, but, owing to the discouraging 
attitude of the Jamaican authorities, 
the drafts upon other islands of the 
group are constantly increasing. The 
favorable conditions of employment 
on the canal have become widely 
known, and thousands of negroes in 
excess of the number needed are now 
eager to be engaged. Tne 'JSDld em­
ployes," whose remuneration is cal­
culated in American money, are all se­
cured from the United States. Physi­
cal tests, Civil Service examinations, 
certificates pt character, etc, are pre­
requisites to thêlr employment. They 
number about 6,000, ten per cent, of 
whom are engaged In clerical capaci­
ties and the remainder in the engineer­
ing department and the auxiliary 
branches, such as sanitation and trans­
portation.
Perhaps the most serious latent men 

ace to the progress Of the canal oper­
ation resides in the labor organisa- 

The majority of the skilled 
Workmen, those running stationary 
and traction engines, fitters, moulders 
and cnrpnntnrs, are members of trade 
unions. The steam Shovel men or lo­
comotive drivers hnve it in their pow­
er instantly to tie up the work. They 
are fully iiumrintlvfe of the situation 
as their occasional aggressive attitude 
testifies. There has been one strike 
and other may occur at any time 
Wish n:oie sei ions c< rsequences. Sev­
eral of the labor leaders In the states 
are Itching to strike at the Govern­
ment, and they can hardly fall to see 
in the canàl operation a peculiarly 
vulnerable spot.

All classe» of employes are comfort­
ably housed, under the most health­
ful conditions and provided with all 
the necessities of life, at a minimum 
cost. During the last fiscal year the 
death-rate among an average white 
force of 12,058, was 15.34 per 1,000; 
and among the 6,000 
Ployes 8.14 per 1,000. In the force of 
blacks, averaging 31,000, the martallty 
was 19.48 per 1,000. The last rate Is 

' less than half that which was experi­
enced during the preceding twelve 
months. While Improvement in sani­
tation has undoubtedly been a factor 
In this remarkable decrease, the chief 
cause of It, in the opinion of the local 
medical authorities, is the good and 
sufficient food which the negroes are 
compelled to take under the present 
ration regulations. Before the system 
was Instituted many of the colored 
laborers ate Irregularly and stinted 
themselves In quantity.
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The Gatun Dam.
The Gatun Dam will be an earth 

structure, one mile and a half in 
length along Its face, or lake exposure, 
and one-half mile In depth from front 
to back. It will He between parallel 
rock walls which, together with the 
flanking hills will enclose It, as It 
were, in a box. The hydraulic slutoe 
process is to be employed in the con­
struction. Carefully selected sand and 
clay mixed with water will be pump­
ed Into the space thus shut In, and 
when the water drains off it will 
leave a compact mass. Impervious to 
seepage. The crest of the dam will 
be 110 feet In elevation, or twenty-five 
feet above the normal surface of the 
lake. From this height It will slope 
down to sixty feet at the back. Near 
the centre of the crest line a spillway 
with sluice gates will be placed to re­
gulate the stand of water In the lake.
On the extreme flank of the dam, 
standing upon rocks will be the lock».

This huge mass will exert a pres­
sure upon its foundation of one ton to 
the square foot for every twenty feet 
of its height. Its great weight will 
be an element of safety, provided the 
foundation Is not susceptible to 
latlon. The Gatun Dam Is the key 
to the plan and Its Importance has 
made Its site the centre of the critical 
Investigations to which the plan has 
been subjected continuously since Its 
tnveptlon. Borings Innumerable have 
been made during the past four years, 
and It Is safe to say that our engin­
eers are as familiar with the underly­
ing strata as they are with the sur­
face of the ground. The fund of ap­
plicable data has been enlarged by the 
construction of experimental dams, by 
soil analyses, by water teats, and by 
geological examinations. In short, the 
dam and lock sites at Gatun have been 
explored exhaustively and by every 
possible point of contact. The results 
show conclusively: (1) That the foun­
dations are suitable and perfectly sate 
for the construction of a stable and 
watertight earth dam of such mater­
ial as Is available and near at hand.

That the concrete spillway and 
concrete blocks will rest upon rock 
foundations of the most satisfactory 
description.

The recent occurrence at Gatun, 
which atracted public attention, was

He has great technical ability 
and extensive experience, but his fac­
ulty for administration amounts to 
genius.

Standard Peerles!Full reporte of the navy debate In the British Houso 
of Commona reveal little difference between the Govern- 
ucut and Opposition point of view ae to the seriousness 
of the situation and the necessity of vigorous action. Sir 
Edward Grey, the Foreign Minister, who made the 
speech in reply to the motion, was almost sensational 
in his account of the situation. The whole discussion 
seemed to Ignore other vessels than Dreadnoughts and 
the comparisons were mostly based on ships of that 
class. The situation as presented by the Unionist mover 
was this:—

In April 1911. Germany will have eleven Dreadnoughts 
to Britain’s twtflve, and four or five months later thir­
teen to Britain's fourteen. It is possible that Germany 
may lay down four more this summer. In which case 
Britain would have fewer than Germany in 1912, and 
in case the British Government should lay down four more 
this summer than the present programme calls for, Brit­
ain will, three years from now, have only three more than 
Germany. German capacity for output is equal to that 
of Great Britain and Germany can build equfclly fast. 
Therefore If Germany gets the start, Britain may not be 
able to overtake her.

Sir Edward Grey hardly contradicts these statements. 
Rather he began the substantial part of his Impressive 
speech with the statement that the German programme 
"creates a new situation for this country." Then he 
added these striking words:—“When that programme is 
"completed, Germany, a great country dose to our own 
"shores, will have a fleet of thirty-eight Dreadnoughts. 
"That fleet will be the most powerful which the world 
"has ever seen.” The conclusion was obvious:—"In or- 
"der to meet that fleet, we shall have to build a new 
"fleet of our own, more powerful than we have ever yet 
"built."

IF FF SSir Edward Grey assured the House that the relations 
of Britain with Germany were in every way satisfactory. 
He has the strongest assurance from Berlin that the 
German programme has no reference to England. If 
England built a hundred Dreadnoughts, Germany would 
build no more ships than her programme provided, and 
she would not reduce the programme if Britain stopped 
building. But while accepting this statement, Sir Ed­
ward Grey says plainly:—"Our expenditure is and must 
"be dependent upon the German, though the German is 
“not dependent upon ours." Britain must keep the su­
perior position. That is the law of her defence. It Is 
understood In Germany as well as In England, and Ger­
many Is not supposed to resent it any more than Britain 
resents the vastly larger land fprce of Germany.

Nevertheless the Foreign Minister admits that this 
mutual strengthening of fleets causes great apprehension 
In both countries. These apprehensions might, as he 
thinks, be removed by an arrangement not to continue 
this competition. But Sir Edward points out that any 
such arrangement must always contemplate a superior 
British navy. For if the German navy were equal to 
that of Britain, and the armies remain as they are, the 
Independence and the very existence of Great Britain 
would be at stake. Such is the declaration of the British 
Secretary for Foreign Affairs. The British Government 
has assurances that Germany does not Intend to place 
more than thirteen Dreadnoughts In commission before 
the end of 1912. Sir Edward Grey holds that Britain can 
have twenty-six ships of that class ready by April 1913, 
thus doubling the present German proposition. But it is 
not proposed to go so far unless some emergency arises. 
The demand for disarmament, or at least for a check in 
martial preparations is approved by Sir Edward Grey. He 
went far in gloomy reflections on the present course of 
events, which threatened to bring national bankruptcy 
and "submerged civilisation." The whole of Europe Is 
thus “in the presence of a great danger."

"But," continued the Minister, “no country alone can 
"save that. It we alone among the Great Powers gave 
"up the competition and sank into a position of Inferior­
ity, what good should we do? None whatever. No good 
"to ourselves, because we cannot realize great ideals of 
"social reform at home when we are holding our exis­
tence at the mercy, the caprice if you like, of another 
•nation. That is not feasible. If we fall Into a position 
‘of inferiority our self-respect Is gone, and It removes 
"that enterprise which is essential both to the material 
"success of Industry and to the carrying out of great 
"ideals, and you fall into a state of apathy.

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AT SACKVILLE, REPLACING THOSE BURNED IN 
JULY LAST-MODERN AND COMPLETE STOVE PLANT

The majority of The Standard’s read­
ers are perhaps not aware of the con­
siderable Industrial development that 
la going on in the Maritime province*. 
The fact Is, however, that not only in 
St. John, but at many points through­
out New Brunswick and Nova Scotia, 
new industries are being established 
and old ones extended. Among the 
latter stand out prominently the new 
works of the Enterprise Foundry Co. 
at Sackville, which are now in opera­
tion on an extensive scale.

For many years there existed in 
Sackville a group of buildings which 
embraced the plant of this company, 
whose products are so well and favor­
ably known, not only In the Maritime 
Provinces, but in Quebec, Ontario, and 
the West. On the night of July 29th 
last, a fire caused by lightning wiped 
out the entire plant with the excep­
tion of one brick building whose walls 
were left standing. What made the 
blow most severe was the fact that 
the warehouses were full of goods, 
ready for the fall trade, and the firm 
had many orders on their books.

The Plating Room.
Next comes the plating room, 50x50 

ft., where amid the whirr of wheels 
for cleaning, grinding, polishing and 
buffing, and tanks for the various pro­
cesses of washing and plating, the 
platers take the plain, black castings 
In hind; and after many Immersions 
in the different tanks and baths, pro­
duce that brilliant plated work which 
has done so much to make Enterprise 
stoves recognized among the best pro-

Then the final process of cleaning 
and crating is done in a building 50x26 
ft., before the completed stoves are 
moved to the warehouses to be stored 
until required for shipment, 
warehouses, as will be seen from the 
cut, are two story, to give greater 
capacity for storage.

The plant on the whole is a model 

one, as complete, as compact and mod­
ern as any on the continent, enabling 
the company to procure more and bet­
ter results than evef before ; and as a 
result,they are now turning out stoves 
of the latest design, perfect In work­
manship, finely finished and combin 
Ing the newest ideas in stove construc­
tion.

As to the different buildings, the 
power house, the walls of which stood 
through the fire, is in the centre of 
the group. Adjoining it is the pattern 
shop where the patterns are prepared 
before mey are ready to be taken in 
hand by the moulders. A large staff 
of men have been working here since 
the fire for. thirteen hours a day, pre­
paring patterns for the new and artis­
tic line of stoves, ranges and furnaces 
which the company are now produc-

Immediately after the fire the com­
pany were inundated with appeals to 
locate in different sections from points 
as far we# as Port Arthur, and man. 
inducements were offered ; but after 
careful consideration, and strength­
ened by the earnest desire of the citi­
zens of Sackville to have the industry 
continued at that point, it was deci­
ded to rebuild on the old site.

Plans were then prepared by Mr. H.
H. Mott, architect, and building opera- 
tons begun on September 10th, and 
so rapid was the progress made that 
notwithstanding the magnitude of the 
task, the buildings were roofed in and 
ready for operation at the beginning 
of the year.

When it Is considered that over
I, 000 tons of stone and 653,000 bricks 
were used In the construction and that 
the plant covers an area of an acre 
and a half, some idea can be gained 
of the work which Mr. J. E. Lusby, of 
Amherst, contractor, and the Sackville 
Woodworkers, completed so success­
fully in so short a time.

4 lew days ago one of our represen­
tatives had an opportunity to inspect 
the new premises which are model In 
every respect, and the illustration 
herewith gives an adequate idea of the 
extent of the plant and the ground 
covered.

Much study was given to the plan­
ning of the works In Order to secure 
economy in operation and methodical 
handling o? raw materials and pro­
duct. In fact, before anything was 
done, visits were paid by two mem­
bers of the firm to the largest and 
most perfectly equipped stove foun­
dries throughout Canada and the Uni­
ted States, and the result Justifies the 
time and thought giveü to planning 
and preparation.

The Moulding Shop.

'men comes the moulding shop or 
foundry proper, a building of 200x65 
ft, fitted with the most modem appli­
ances obtainable to lighten labor. The 
art of moulding is perhaps the least 
understood of any of the processes of 
stove making and a description of the 
work carried on in this department 
alone would be most Interesting if 
space permitted. It Is very clearly 
and briefly set forth however, in an 
Illustrated booklet called “The Mak­
ing Of A Stove,” which the company 
Issued some time before the fire and 
which they state they will be glad to 
send to anyone, boy, gin, or “grown­
up,” who is intèrested in learning 
something of the process of chang­
ing unsightly pig-iron into beautiful 
stoves.

Adjoining the moulding shop Is the 
cupola house, 40x20 ft. This is con­
nected with the yard by an Inclined 
railway through which the supplies of 
coal and iron are urawn. The melt­
ing capacity of the cupola is seven 
tons of iron an hour and frequent tests 
of the melt are made by analysis to 
ensure the castings being smooth and 
tough, which means in the finished 
stove beauty and durability, 
rounding the cupola Is the stage or 
charging floor, which is made of re­
inforced concrete.

F. McCurdy, of University College, de­
livered a lecture at Zion church yes- 
today on "War and the Bible," In the 
course of which he declared that Bri­
tain In these later days had been 
most guilty 1 n pursuing an aggres­
sive policy.
