With her throat cut, face slashed 
and with blood streaming from the 
wounds over her clothing, Mrs. An­
nie Davidson, who is In the 76th year 
of her age, dragged herself in 
condition from her home In 
Grove a distancé of about 600 yards, 
to the home of James Brothers, and 
on being admitted, fell to the floor 
unconscious.

George Hector, coJored, aged 20 
years, with a previous police record 
of the worst, was the aged woman's 
assailant and is now occupying a cell 
in the central station on the 
charge of attempted murder.

Death Is Expected.
As the result of the murderous as­

sault Mrs. Davidson is not expected 
to live and In that event the young 
colored man will have to fight for 
Ills own life.

The murderous assault took place 
on Wednesday evening about 7.30 o’­
clock and while it Is a fact that the 
police authorities did not start out 
on the case until late yesterday morn­
ing, Deputy Chief Jenkins and Detec­
tive Klllen deserve great credit for 
the able manner In which they work­
ed on the case untiringly and finally 
captured the young black man.

An Awful Crime.
The crime wafc the chief topic about 

the city yesterday and the lynch cry 
was raised by a great many as tho 
proper fate for the wretch who so 
badly

Mrs. Davidson h 
been a resident of 
while in her home Wednesday even­
ing she was visited by Hector.

Hector had been residing at the 
Grove for some time and it is said 
that after gaining an admittance Into 
Mrs. Davidson’s house, he stated that 
lie was leaving for the city in the 
morning and wished to say “Good 
bye.”

There was some conversation, and 
then the lonely old woman was at­
tacked by the black. She had order­
ed him to leave the house and as 
she opened the door for him to de­
part, he attacked her.

A Fearful Struggle.
He grappled with the aged woman 

and attempted to commit a criminal 
assault. Mrs. Davidson, who is 7.» 
years of age struggled hard and vigor­
ously resisted. In the struggle her 
clothing was badly torn, and a lamp 
was upset.

After further struggling in the dark 
Hector drew a knife 
sharp weapon and slashed the unfor­
tunate woman across the throat.

As she fell helplessly to the floor 
the colored assailant made his escape 
from the house.

Weak from the loss of blood and 
with her life ebbing away, Mrs. David­
son struggled from her home to that 
of James Brothers, and after rapping 
at the door, fell exhausted.

The injured woman was placed on 
a bed *Vere she fainted.

Munroe. the former Montreal man al 
leged to have received something like 
$500.000 from Investors in all parts 
of the world for wireless telegraph 
stock which. It is alleged, was never 
delivered. Munroe. who is on trial 
for alleged misuse of the malls, In 
selling stock, represented his Ann as 
American agents for 
Wireless Telegraph Company of Eng­
land. according to testimony which 
has been given. Walter M. Watson, 
Munvoe's former stock transfer clerk 
who was examined in regard to the 
book-keeping entries today, testified 
that at no time did the Munroes have 
more than one thousand shares of 
English Marconi though it Is alleged 
by government officials that the firm 
received money for upwards of fifty 
thousand shares.

Testimony that they had sent money 
to Munroe for wireless stock w’hlch 
was never delivered, was given by 
Robert S. Snoke of South Bend, Ind., 
and Lornie Norris of Methun, Mass.

Money All Gone.
Albert H. Smith, an accountant, who 

had made a apecial examination of 
the Munroes books for the government 
testified that on December 31, 1907, 
just before the Munroes closed shop, 
and fled to Canada, the liabilities of 
the firm over the assets amounted to 
$116,111. There were 12,428 shares 
of stock undelivered, of which 8,190 
were shares of English Marconi Wire­
less. The firm at that date had but 
101 shares of English Marconi. Dur­
ing the year 1907 the books showed 
that the Munroes had delivered 1.011 
shares of Marconi wireless. The 
cash on hand on December 31, 1907. 
including bask accounts, amounted to 
$8.52.

sioner, this morning. Mr. Blue stated 
that all the commissioners had been 
appointed and that the enumerators 
would be appointed shortly.

The work would be commenced on 
June 1st, and it would consume more 
time than the last one owing to the 
large increase in population, and the 
additional ground to be covered. Ac­
cording to Mr. Blue's estimate the 
census will show the total population 
of Canada to be nearly 8.000,000. hi 
1901 it was about 5,371.000. The 
estimate is largely based on the Immi­
gration figures for the past ten years, 
and the natural increase during that 
period. Mr. Blue said that he felt 
that the Maritime provinces would 
show a slight increase. Unfortunate­
ly for these provinces, however, manv 
immigrants who originally Intended 
to settle in some part of them, had 
been lured further west.

Gain In the East.

He thought however, that in spite of 
the small immigration to the east­
ern provinces they would show nu in­
crease over 1901. All the other pro­
vinces of the Dominion would show 
substantial increases. The provinces 
cxf the northwest would particularly 
loom big in the matter of population. 
Mr. Blue thought that they would 
show an Increase of more than 100 
per cent, over the census of 1901.

Northern Ontario has done remark­
ably well during the past few years, 
he said. “Many have been attracted to 
It. by the rich discoveries of gold and 
silver there mid It ought to make a 
splendid showing particularly during 
the next ten years. In addition to 
having rich mining properties, Its agri­

»IS HIM PROSPEROUS ?London,, March 9.—The naval esti­

mates issued tonight provide for the 
expenditure of $221,962,500, an in­
crease of $19.000,000 on the previous 
year. The cost of new construction 
is fixed at $75,319,385. The pro­
gramme includes five dreadnoughts, 
three protected cruisers, one armored 
cruiser, twenty destroyers, six subma­
rines, and an increase In the person­
nel of the navy of 3,000 men.

The naval building proposals have 
caused a good deal of discussion of 
late. According to the reports the 
Admiralty wanted six new dread­
noughts laid down this year. Regi­
nald McKenna, first lord of the admi­
ralty, favored five, but the Radical 
section of the cabinet and Liberal 
party insisted that four would suffice.

Compromise Reached.
Mr. McKenna’s statement shows 

that a compromise has been reached 
between the insistent Radical de­
mands for naval economy and the Ad­
miralty authorities. According to this 
by April 1. the battleship Neptune, 
the armored cruiser Indefatigable and 
five protected cruisers will be avail­
able for service, while the vessels un­
der construction will include ten bat­
tleships. three armored cruisers, se­
ven protected and three unarmouved 
cruisers, thirty-two destroyers and 
twelve submarines.

It Is pointed out that a considerable 
amount of the increased estimates to 
due to increased pay for the better­
ment of the men’s condition and for 
dockyard construction at Portsmouth 
and Rosyth.

The Conservatives criticize the am­
ount devoted to new construction as 
being insufficient to do much with the 
present year on new vessels laid down. 
It to generally expected that a heavy 
new construction programme which 
will include eight Dreadnoughts, is 
projected for next year.

That was formerly the system, but it was modi 
fled by certain changes in the woollen tariff and certain 
other amendments, and finally In 1907 by the measure 
establishing the intermediate tariff. Today Canada has 
three tariff schedules, the general, the intermediate, and 
the preference rate. The three rates are given on each 
article and the percentage preference lias disappeared. 
The difference between the general rate and the prefer 
ence rate now varies from one-third down toward the 
vanishing point.

It goes without saying that any tariff change which 
lowers the general tariff and does not change the prefer­
ential tariff reduces the preference. This is what hap­
pens in the case of the Reciprocity tariff. It lowers 
the duty on certain imports from the United States, 
steel wire for example, it leaves the British preference 
as it is so that the difference between them is made 
smaller.
