Boston, Mass., Dec. 3.—The Are 

which snuffed out the lives of twenty- 
eight homeless men In the Arcadia 
Hotel, a low-priced lodging house In 
tlie South End district, early today, 
had become the subject of eight sep­
arate investigations by nightfall. Some 
of these were aimed at determining 
where lay responsibility for the con­
ditions which made the loss of life so 
large, and others were directed to­
wards dlvislng measures to protect 
hundreds of other men forced by cir­
cumstances to seek shelter in similar 
places.

Most important of the day’s in­
quiries was that begun by the Suffolk 
County grand jury. Directed by Dis­
trict Attorney J. C. Pelletier, the jury­
men paid a visit to the hotel, while 
the ruins were still smouldering. They 
saw the remains of cots laid side by 
side in a general dormitory on the 
fifth floor, and narrow, box-like rooms 

floors below in which privacy was 
obtained by inmates for a few cents 
more than was paid by the dormitory 
occupants.

The cause of the fire was not deter-

4p Plum Coulee, Man., Dec. 3.—H. M. 
Jtieold, manager of the Bank of Mont- 

here, was shot dead at noon lo­
in an attempt to intercept a mask­

ed bandit who got away with packages 
ei money estimated at $10,000. He 
was shot down in the lane in the rear 
of the bank where he had followed 
the robber.

In his hurry the robber dropped one* 
of the packages of money which has 
since been returned to the bank.

The bandit whose whole appearance 
‘ and demeanor showed him to be a 

man of desperate character, first held 
tip the proprietor of the local garage 
•nd forced him at the point of a gun 
to hand over a car. He then pro­
ceeded direct to the bank where a 
large shipment of money had been sent 
from Winnipeg for grain buying pur­
poses.

What happened inside oan only be 
conjectured. How the bank manager 
reached the lane at the back of the 
hank is a mystery.

The bandit is reported to have 
hsaded south at a high rate of speed. 
The car has been recovered and it 'is 
therefore concluded that the robber is 
hiding in the Bluffs nearby.

Amqld’s body was found by the 
Junior clerk on his return from lunch. 
Jie had been shot through the head, 
and a doctor who made the examina­
tion stated that he must have died 
distantly. Prom the position of the 
body there can be little doubt that the 
bandit turned and fired when he saw 
fctméelf pursued. It is likely that 
Arnold threw up his hand, when cov­
ered In the bank and was obliged to 
submit to seeing the money taken from 
the safe -which was open for business.

Sussex, N. B., Dec. 3.—All Sussex 
was shocked today when news was 
wired here that Harry Arnold, mana­
ger of the Plum Coulee, Manitoba, 
branch of the Bank of Montreal, had 
been shot and killed by bank robbers. 
The victim of the affair is a son of 
Major O. R. Afrnold, one of the oldest 
end most respected residents of Sus­
sex. Harry Arnold was a great favor­
ite with all who knew him. He won 
fapld promotion in the Bank of Mont­
real whose service he entered some 
frears ago. He Is survived by his 
wife, father and mother, two brothers. 
Major R. H. of Sussex and R. V., man­
ager of the Bank of Nova Scotia, St. 
George, N. B., and two sisters, Mrs. 
Leonard, California, and Miss Mae, 
Buseèx. Major and Mrs. Arnold have 
every sympathy in their great loss.

Mexico City, Dec. 3—Then enuncia­
tion of Washington's policy appears 
not to alarm President Huerta, espec- 
illy since the long ago abandoned 
hope of anything but opposition from 
the United States. He said today:

“I have no intention of yielding. 
Should this fighting in Mexico contin­
ue for years, I shall continue to do 
my part in it if I am still alive.’’

General Huerta declared that the 
country was self-supporting and that 
forced loans. If made necessary, would 
enable him to resist Indefinitely. So 
long as he was able to obtain Ameri­
can oil, he did not regard the shut­
ting off of native oil from the railways 
as vital.

Juarez, Mexico, Dec. 3.—A new era 
began in Mexico today. It marked 
the peaceful occupation by the rebels 
of the territory abandaned by Huerta's 
federal troops.

With 2,000 rebels, General Villa, en 
route from Juarez to the evacuated 
city of Chihuahua, passed through 
Ahumada, 85 miles south of the 
border, and camped at Montezuma, 
thirty miles further south. Five thou­
sand more rebels will Join him on 
the way, and with a combined force 
of seven thousand men he will enter 
the state capital, there to establish 
what will be the temporary military 
headquarters of the constitutionalists.

The departure of the rebel forces 
was made on four trains, a garrison 
of 1,700 soldiers having been left be­
hind to, guard the border town. As 
far as Ahumada, Villa has restored 
the telegraph. The railroad runs to 
Montezuma, where It is interrupted 
by burned bridges. It is to be recon­
structed within a few days.

Whether General Carranza, the rec­
ognized head of the revolution, also 
will go to Chihuahua, seemed to be in 
doubt, although Villa said he expected 
Carranza's forces to cross from Son­
ora to concentrate the men for oper­
ations further south.

a proposition at the* union meeting 
late today. The ministers proposed 
to obtain a statement of facts from 
the union, and also one from the em­
ployers. These statements the min­
isters said they would have published 
so that the citizens would know the 
cause of the trouble. In this way they 
hoped to bring the team 
teamsters together.

Before the ministers took a hand 
in the situation, it had been expected 
that the union would vote to permit 
drivers, whose employers had signed 
the union agreement, to return to 
work. This was urged by the Cen­
tral .Labor Union, and the teamster’s 
officials, were busy obtaining signa­
tures of employers to tentative agree­
ments. It was said that more than 100 
team owners had signed, but that the 
list did not include any of the large 
employers.

The question of calling 
strike has been put over until a meet­
ing of the Central Labor Union strike 
committee tomorrow night. Most of 
the committee are hopeful of settling 
the teamster’s troubles without the 
necessity of calling all other organized 
labor on a strike.

What few features there were today 
were of the “hit and run” variety. A 
small crowd would collect quickly, at­
tack a wagon and disappear as soon 
as the police came in sight. Only 
one person, Eugene Rutlege, eighteen 
years old, was injured seriously. He 
was shot in the leg by strike breakers 
on' a coal wagon. The five men on 
the wagon were arrested, but later re­
leased when witnesses said shots also 
had been fired from the crowd. Whole­
salers, ice and coal dealers reported 
little trouble in operating their wag-

Mr. Bosworth’s Opinion.
Montreal, Dec. 3.—Speaking of the 

report that the government had order­
ed the transfer of trans-Atlantic mails 
from St. John to Montreal via the 
Intercolonial instead of over the C. 
P. R., as at present, Mr. G. M. Bos­
worth, vice-president of the C. P. R., 
said that the distance from Montreal 
to SL John by the Intercolonial Rail­
way to 741 miles, while over the C. P. 
R., the distance between the two is 
480 miles, covered by the mail trains 
in fifteefi hern .

Mr. Bosworth explained that under 
the new arrangement the mails would 
be landed at West St John, “ten 
miles” from St John City, whence 
they would have to be brought, be­
fore befog placed on the direct line 
for Montreal. The total distance over 
the 1. C. R., Mr. Bosworth said would 
thus be 751 miles, a distance which 
it would take about twenty-two hours 
to accomplish.

The C. P. • R. vice-president stated 
that the new I. C~ R. mail trains would 
be special and that as they had not 
yet been started their exact 
time between Montreal and 
could not be learned.

Local business men assert that the 
new arrangement will result in a de­
lay of at least twenty-four hours in 
the arrival of Christmas packages and 
letters from the old country.

Wreck Commissioner Finds

—Work of Years Undone UNCLE SAM 
HITS BACK

SL Berlin, Dec. 3.—Coming direct from 
Donaueschlngën, where he had a con­
ference with the Emperor on Sunday, 
the German war minister. Major Gen­
eral Erich Von Falkenhayn, deliver­
ed a vigorous speech in the Reichstag 
today on the interpellation regarding 
the disturbed conditions at Zabern in 
Alsace. His speech was devoted al­
most entirely to defending the action 
of the military at that town, where 
the army officers have on several occa­
sions used strong measures to check 
disorders.

General Von Falkenhayn was con­
stantly interrupted by expressions of 
disapproval from all parties in the 
chamber, with the sole exception of 
the Conservatives. He followed the 
Imperial chancellor. Dr. Von Beth- 
mann-Hollweg, who was apparently 
endeavoring to steer a middle course 
between the military and civilian in­
terests. The chancellor’s speech like­
wise was constantly interrupted.

From the Imperial chancellor's re­
marks and General Von Falkenhayn’e 
attitude it was deduced that the Em­
peror supports the conduct of the 
Zabern garrison fully.

Representatives of all the parties, 
except the Conservatives, bitterly at­
tacked the action of the military men.
The clerical, Herr Fehrenberg, declar­
ed it a shame that the efforts of forty 
years towards reconciliation had been 
rendered of naught.

The Alsation National Liberal dele­
gate, Dr. Van Calker, professor of law 
at Strassburg University, declared 
that his work of sixteen years toward 
reconciling the anti-German elements 
had been utterly undone by the gov­
ernment’s attitude.

The Progressives proposed a vote of 
non-approval of the government. This

BOSTON ARRIVALS.

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The rebellion of 1837 had Its begin­
ning In Upper Canada on this date, 
December 4th, when the rebels, who 
had assembled at Montgomery's Tav­
ern, began their march on Toronto. 
William Lyon Mackenzie, the leader 
of the insurrection in thp Upper 
Province, had given wide circulation 
to his doctrines through his 
paper the “Constitution," • 
fiery addresses at some 200 public 
meetings. Over a thousand of his 
followers had engaged in rifle practice 
The purpose of the attack on Toronto 
was to seize the Lleutenant-Gdvernor 
and capture the 4,000 muskets which 
were kept in the City Hall. After 
this had been accomplished, the reb­
els proposed to proclaim a republic, 
with Dr. John Rolph as provisional 
president. The 'army" retreated in 
haste when confronted by a small 
body of volunteers, and awaited rein­
forcements Within a day or two the 
rebel force was Increased to about 
a thousand, although only a part of 
the men were armed with guns, the 
remainder having only pitchforks, 
scythes and axes. Samuel Blount, a 
blacksmith who had received some 
military training from a veteran of 
Napoleon's grand army, was the com­
mander of the force. Col. Moodte, 
a veteran of the Peninsula wars, at­
tempted to ride through the rebel 
lines, and was shot dead. This 
aroused the fury of the citizens of 
Toronto, and from highest to lowest 
they armed themselves for the defence 
of the city. Militia from other cities, 
including the Hamilton "Men of Gore,*

Probably tt will" not be long before 

someone attempts It, although from 
the point of view of er money-making 
effort It does not appear particularly 
Inviting, since It Is estimated that it 
•would cost more than $80,000 to 
build the sort of aeroplane necessary 
to make the flight. That it Is Impos­
sible to build such a craft no expert 
says, but it would have to be In some 
features unlike any aeroplane that has 
been constructed. In fact, It is said 
that a combination of aeroplane and 
power boat is necessary. In a sense 
this Is what a hydroplane Is, but the 
trams-Atlantic flyer would need to be 
twice the size of any aeroplane yet 
constructed. In the first place It will 
be necessary for, the airship to euatalii 
a flight of about'2,000 miles» for though 
by flying from the Azores to New­
foundland it is only 1,200 miles, no one 
but a madman would suppose that on 
a strange courbe for the first time 
he could follow a straight line. Nor 
does Lord Northcltffe contemplate the 
aviator resting quietly on the bosom of 
the Atlantic as long as he desires. 
The flight must be accomplished In 72 
hours.

To build suitable motors would cost 
about $25.000 four In number, each 
of 160 horse-power, two to be used as 
a reserve. The areoplane should be 
capable of flying at a minimum speed 
of fifty miles an hour when loaded, 
and attaining a speed of probably 
ninety miles an hour as she was light­
ened. The total weight of the ship 
■would be about 4,000 pounds, of which 
3,000 pounds would be fuel. To sup­
port such a weight the craft would 
need to haye a wing spread of 120 
feet, and it would have to be a bi­
plane, because a biplane has much 
greater lifting power than 
plane. An aeroplane of 
would be almost twice as big as the 
machine which holds the record for 
carrying seven passengers in a flight 
of nearly two hours duration.

No one man could make the trip. 
There would have to be three, as is 
explained by an expert in the Pitts­
burg Despatch: "Granting that an 
aeroplane can be constructed that can

An entertainment followed by a social 
hour was the programme for the even­
ing.

"So
that schools were finally opened for 
the different sections of the city. It 
later spread throughout New York 
and the eastern states.

"In refernce to the schools as social 
centres Governor Hughes said: “I am 
more Interested In what you are do­
ling and what it stands for than any­
thing else in the world. You are but­
tressing the foundation of democrat- 
cy."

In the large cities of United States 
and many in Canada the schools are 
used as social centres and the agita 
tion which Is beginning to take root 
In St John for t|ie adoption of such 
a plan may so* bring about the un­
dertaking of the movement along lines 
followed by other cities.

Invariably ends with his 
drifting down and landing as best he 
can; for if he becomes at all unnerved 
or befuddled he will be unable to op­
erate the rudders which control the 
ascent and descent In such a way as 
to keep the machine In the air. In 
fact, it has been repeatedly demon­
strated that an aviator cannot fly afV 
er he has once lost his feeling of se­
curity of cbntrol. Consequently, for a 
flight of forty hours it would be nec­
essary to have three pilots, with two 
always on duty, and one resting at 
Interval^ In the cabin. This would In­
sure continuous efficient service at 
the wheel, as well as constant atten­
tion to the motors. Of course, the 
pilots necessary to undertake this 
flight would have to be good navlga- 

- tore as well as good operators of aero­
planes. To secure such men in Ameri­
ca would be somewhat difficult at 
present, unless naval officers were 
employed; but In Europe It would be 
less difficult However, good seamen 
could readily be secured and trained 
to accomplish the flight"

single flights of from 600 to 1,000 miles 
are by no means as uncommon as 
most people suppose. The present 
record Is 1,875 miles, which Is consid­
erably more than the distance sep­
arating Newfoundland and the Azores. 
In fact the building of aeroplanes ap­
pears to resemble in one respect the 
erecting of syscrepers. A man can 
have as high a building as he likes 
so long as he has the necessary money 
and so long as" the foundations can go 
deep enough.

Hon. J. K. Flemming gave an Inter­

esting address on the question of 
Maritime representation, before a 
meeting held under the auspices of 
the Borden Club in their rooms over 
the Victoria alleys last evening. Oth­
er speakers ' were Hon. J. A. Murray, 
Hon. John E. Wilson and H..W. Woods 
of Welsford.'

The vice-president, W. H. Harrison, 
opened the meeting with a brief 
speech.

Maritime Provinces should be reduc­
ed. These three provinces were not 
at the outset favorable to union with 
Quebec and Ontario. Before Confede­
ration representatives of N. 8., N. B. 
and P. E. I. met at Charlottetown to 
discuss the question of Maritime 
union. - At the request of the Upper 
Canadian Provinces this idea was 
abandoned, and the New Brunswick 
and Nova Scotia agreed to Join with 
Quebec and Ontario. They took 
this action on patriotic grounds, 
against their economic interests, their 
trade connections tthen being with 
New England.

The speaker quoted from speeches 
of Sir Alex. Gault and others to show 
that it was never the intention of 
those who framed the compact of con. 
federation that the representation of 
these provinces should be reduced. 
There would have been no doubt 
about the purpose of the British North 
America Act if the courts had not 
ruled that the clause in regard to 
representations which the Fathers of 
Confederation intended to apply to the 
four original provinces, applied to all 
of Canada as It is today. We did not 
always worship the Idea of représenta, 
tlon by population. When Manitoba 
was admitted, she was given four 
members, when she was only entitled 
to one member. British Columbia 
when admitted had about 15,000 white 
pgtple, but was given six members.

P. E. I. with 99,000 people was giv­
en six members. In the admission of 
British Columbia it was provided that 
the representation could be increased 
after each decennial census; in the 
case of P. E. I. it was provided that 
there should be a readjustment. Yet 
everybody at the time felt P. E. I. 
was getting a minimum representa­
tion, the same as British Columbia. 
That was why the Island Province 
held out for six members.

Hon. J. A. Murray, when called upon 
for a speech, said he felt that all 
that he should be required to do was 
to introduce other members of the 
legislature. He said the local govern­
ment was trying to administer the af­
fairs of the province in a sane, busi­
nesslike manner, and the résulté were 
creditable to Its efforts. The terri­
torial revenues have been Increased 
about $200,000. Increases In marriage 
licenses showed a more general pros­
perity. Speaking of the Valley Railway 
Mr. Murray said It was a work of mag­
nitude, and had and was receiving the 
best consideration of the government.

But 
the government would see that the 
VMIley Railway came Into St. John by 
the best practical route.

Referring to the question of Mari­
time representation in the Dominion 
parliament, Mr. Murray said Premier 
Flemming was doing his utmost to 
protect the province, adding that as 
the resources of the provinces were 
developed and the 
their opportunities, there would be 
an Increase In population that would 
probably prevent further reductions of 
our representation.

Continuing Mr. Flemming pointed 
out that the east had assumed the 
burden of building the C. P. R. and 
developing the western country and 
should not be asked to suffer in con­
sequence of its desire to be national 
in. its outlook, and to accomplish a 
great work. Not only had the east 
given its treasurer to- develop the 
west, it had given its men and women.

In order to deal with the problem 
which will arise in future the bonds 
of Canadian unity must be drawn 
closer, and there must be a spirit of 
give and take. If the west said, 
"notwithstanding that you of the east 
gave of your treasure and youth to 
buy and develop the west, still we 
must proceed on a line which will 
reduce your representation,” that 
would be a blow at the Canadian 
spirit in the east.

The Premier said that the question 
should be decided not on its legal 
merits, but as a matter between 
brothers. Not much satisfaction had 
been obtained at the Interprovincial 
Conference, 
taken before parliament, and nothing 
would be left undone to conserve the 
right of the Maritime Provinces.

Population was not everything. 
The eastern provinces In entering the 
confederation gave up their entity, 
made sacrifices for the good of the 
whole. The money of these provinces 
had been used to purchase vast areas 
of land. The eastern provinces had a 
proprietary right in such lands, but 
it had been given to the dther prov­
inces. For that these provinces de­
manded compensation.

Address Appreciated.
W. H. Harrison moved a vote of 

thanks to the Premier, saying that 
those who had heard hie presentation 
of the matter would feel that the case 
for New Brunswick was in safe hands.

The motion was carried by a stand­
ing vote.

Hon. John E. Wilson made a brief 
speech. He said he was absolutely 
confident^ that the Valley Railway 
wàtild be"built in a way that would be 
in the best interests of St. John. Re­
ferring to the work of Hon. J. D. Haz-

In opening his address, Hon. Mr. 
Flemming spoke appreciatively of the 
value of clubs. He discouraged the 
idea that the purpose of a club should 
be the promotion of partizanshlp ; it 
should rather be a place for intelligent 
discussion of political questions.

If young men studied the htyory of 
Canada for the last half century, they 
would become stronger and stronger 
in their Liberal-Conservative faith. 
The men who conceived the Idea of 
making a harmonious whole out of 
the separated colonies In British 
North America, the men who consum­
mated the Confederation of the Pro­
vinces, the men who carried out the 
great projects for the development of 
the new country, were leaders of the 
Liberal Conservative party.

Losing No Time.
Speaking of the Valley Railway, Mr. 

Flemming said the government began 
the project under difficulties. He 
knew the men who outwardly posed 
as in favor of the railway and secret­
ly opposed it. Less than 18 months 
had passed since work was started ;
