This Is neither a fair nor a true 
presentation of the case, but it Is as 
near to the facts as the Times dares 
to come. If, as that newspaper 
claims. Sir Wilfrid Lgurier has done 
his full share in the master of re­
cruiting; if, after pledging unquestion­
ing support to the Government’s war 
measures, he has not played the 
political game to the exclusion of a\l 
higher things the Times can easily 
demonstrate it. The Standard te 
peats to the Times the challenge 
formerly extended to the Telegraph, 
and so far evaded by that newspaper. 
Let the Times publish the full text 
of Sir Wilfrid’s "recruiting speech” at 
Montreal, and also the speech of 
Rodolphe Lemieux which Laurier 
heard, applauded and endorsed. When 
it finishes with that it might explain, 
on any other ground save that of petty 
partisanship why Laurier refused 1o 
Join in the recruiting appeal issued 
by the Premier. Other Grit Journals, 
more ably conducted than the Times 
have found it discreet to maintain 
silence on the Laurier matter, but 
since our contemporary has spoken 
it would be nice to continue the de 
bate.

Having shown sufficient courage to 
"rush in” where others "fear to tread” 
we trust the Times will pursue the 
subject further. There le much more 
for the Times to say before it clears 
Sir Wilfrid of the suspicion of un­
wise partisanship carried to the point 
of disloyalty.

SIR THOMAS WHITE.
I

It la Intimated In despatches from 
London that sir Thomas White, Cana­
da's Finance Minister, who arrived at 
the capital of Britain on Wed­
nesday will be the recipient of dis­
tinguished consideration in recogni­
tion of his work in behalf of the Em­
pire. Canada’s finances have been 
handled most effectively since Sir 
Thomas White assumed charge of 
that department and this has brought 
most satisfactory results to the pros­
perity of Canada and has as well play­
ed an Important part in the struggle 
for freedom.

When he first came to Ottawa Sir 
Thomas White was a novice in poli­
tics but an expert in matters of fin­
ance. Since his elevation to his pres­
ent high position he has given poli­
tics very little concern, but he has 
enhanced his standing as a master of 
finance many times over. The op­
portunity for good service to the land 
of his birth had a very strong appeal 
for Sic Thomas and he has embraced 
his opportunities and used his time, 
so well that he is today ranked very 
high In the councils of Canada and 
of the Empire.

It was Sir Robert Borden who 
brought the Minister of Finance into 
public life and In that as in so many 
other things the premier displayed 
that depth of wisdom and foresight 
that have proved so beneficial to 
Canada. It has been said of Sir Thom­
as that he had been a Liberal—was 
born that way and, consequently, 
could not help It. But, like many an­
other Liberal in these later days, he 
found it impossible to accept the lead­
ership of the man who would have 
made Canada an "adjunct” of the 
United States. So strongly did Sir 
Thomas resent the reciprocity meas­
ure, and so clearly did he see that it 
would have led Canada away from 
her imperial Interests and into an ul­
timate linking up with the United 
States, that he took the platform 
against it and in the campaign of 1911

Before you could cs/tch 
your breath, your country would be 
overrun, and your liberties blotted out 
forever. You did not believe you 
would ever need an army—you relied 
upon the navy alone. You were 
wrong. France saw the German men­
ace and prepared. Her army saved 
Britain, while the British navy saved 
France. Had Britain had a reason­
ably prepared army, or had all her 
men bad a militia training, the Huns 
would have been kept moving on the 
dash back to the Marne, and could not 
have stopped to dig in until upon 
their own territory. If the fighting 
had for the past few months been go­
ing on in Germany instead of in Bel­
gium and France, think of the moral 
effect upon the German people.

DOMINION IRON VERY
ACYIVE IN MONYREAL.

Montreal, Nov. 3.—Dominion Iron 
was again the most active security.
