FOR EATING HOUSES

The revision of the order-in-council 

applying to eating houses has extend­
ed the application of the regulation to 
eating houses of every description.
Formerly the law applied only to those 
houses that served for pay more than 
twenty-four meals a day. and many 
proprietors did not observe it because 
their trade did not average that 
amount, but the amended ordeHn- 
council is all inclusive, and not only 
boarding houses, but even private fami­
lies taking a few boarders muet meet 
its requirements.

In addition the amended regulation 
applies to public entertainments, such 
as socials, picnics, lunches, tea meet­
ings. or other gatherings, where meals 
or refreshments are served, and to all 
semi-private parties, luncheons, pic­
nics, or dinners where food or refresh­
ment is served to fifteen or more per 
sons. This to tree main new feature in 
the revised regulation.

Another change In the revised order 
worth noting is that permission is 
granted to all eating houses to make 
stews from chucks, briskets, plates, 
flanks, and leftovers of beef and veal 
for any mid-day meal, in this province 
nearly all our hotels serve dinner at 
noon, and the regulation which did 
not allow any serving of veal or beef 
except at the evening meal worked 
considerable hardship. The revision 
affords some relief.

During the past month there has 
been a persistent and widespread de­
mand for legislation to restrict the 
serving of foods at public functions.
The revised eating house regulation 
together with several recent orders of 
the Food Board does much to meet 
the situation. If these orders are pro­
perly administered It will be difficult « 
to have an extravagant use of foods 
either in private or public entertain­
ments. Fudge must disappear, since 
sugar cannot be used in making candy 
for home consumption; no frosted 
cakes, doughnuts, rich fruit or pound 
cakes, fancy aim and macaroons or rich 
marshmallows can be served; no ice 
cream is permitted that contains more 
than ten per cent of butter fats.

George Scott, was submitted and was 
In part as follows:

During the past month I have found 
it necessary to place one little girl 
In the shelter. One case of alleged 
cruelty to a little girl was investigat­
ed. This it was found, waa well 
founded, there being bruises on the 
little one’s body. The father was 
warned of the heavy penalty which 
a repitltion of the complaint would 
render him liable to. Reports receiv­
ed since are more satisfactory. Con­
ditions in some of the cases under 
supervision of the society have Im­
proved somewhat but in others it 
seems to be a hard up hill fight to 
overcome the effects of poverty oi 
shiftlessness. Indeed the longer my 
experience of conditions grows the 
more firmly I am coming to the con­
clusion that it Is necessary in order 
to make any Improvement to take the 
children away from the old surround-

Since last meeting I have been ap­
plied to provide temporary accommo­
dation In the shelter for a number of 
children whose mothers for one rea­
son or another find themselves unable

A great scholar, an eminent lawyer 
and a model cltlsen is lost to New 
Brunswick In the death of Dr. R. F. 
Quigley, K. ti„ D. Ph., who at 12.30 
o’clock yesterday passed away 
at the St. John Infirmary after an ill­
ness lasting but a short time. 
Tuesday evening Dr. Quigley was over- 

’taken by an awyi pain in the abdomen, 
while at the Knights of Columbus 
Hall, and was immediately rushed to 
the Infirmary in an automobile. His 
condition grew worse, and Wednesday 
evening the doctors In attendance held 
but slight hopes for bis recovery. To­
ward midnight a noticeable change 
came over him and he sank rapidly, 
finally dying from an attack of acute 
Indigestion.

Dr. Quigley 
was a practical Catholic and lived up 
to the beliefs and doctrines of hla 
church In a manner commendable in 
the extreme. He was an ardent work­
er in the different societies ot which 
he was a member, and took a very 
active part in the efforts of the 
Knights of Columbus and C. M. B. A. 
His presence In the rooms of the soc 
lety was a source of pleasure to the 
members, as his liberal and polite ed­
ucation, always added to the discuss­
ions of the evening. In this sphere 
he will be greatly missed.

The deceased was born in Newcastle, 
Nt B„ and with the exception of a short 
time spent in travelling, and a short 
period in practising latv in Montreal, 
his entire life was spent in the pro­
vince. From Montreal Dr. Quigley 
came to 8t. John and up until the time 
of his death enjoyed a large clientele. 
He was proficient in the art of Inter­
preting and placing the proper con­
struction upon statutory law. and his 
services were continually sought after 
by the younger members of the legal 
profession. His educational life was 
not confined to Canada and the United 
States alon/. At Paris he attended 
a university, to perfect his study of 
French, preparatory to opening a law 
office in Montreal. While in Paris he 
took up the study of the Code of Nap­
oleon and so Intense was the Interest 
In this desire that in a comparatively 
short time he had gained a remarkable 
knowledge of this comprehensive 
Work. Dr. Quigley was a wonderful 
Latin student and was considered an 
authority on the correct pronunciation 
of Latin words. Whenever there was 
a discussion upon the correct pronun­
ciation of a Latin word, It Invariably 
ended “we’ll refer It to Dr. Quigley.” 
His vast knowledge of church history 
and the clear and unequivocal manner 
in which he pronounced his views 
made him a most welcome visitor 
among the clergymen, not only among 
those of the Catholic faith, but with 
all other denominations. He has been 
known to sit up for hours at night, 
and one instance is stated, where he 
spent practically the entire night In hie 
library, making himself clear on one 
Greek conjunction, which arose during 
the perusal of a Biblical passage. Dr. 
Quigley never married, but occupied a 
suite of rooms in the Ritchie building 
on Princess street. His library is con­
sidered one of the most valuable in 
Canada. Many of the books contained 
therein have ceased to be published, 
and date back as Qir as a hundred

Victim of Paralytic Stroke in 
Union Club About 5.30 
Yesterday Afternoon—Was 
Prominent in City Business 
and Social Life.

Dr. T. H. Macdonald, of Meteglian, 
who is interested in shipbuilding at 
that plaCe, arrived in the city yester­
day and registered at the Victoria. 
When seen last night by a Standard 
representative, Dr. Macdonald said the 
revival of wooden shipbuilding had 
meant atgreat deal to the people along 
the St. Mary's Bay, and at the pres­
ent time no less than twenty-four 
sailing ships ranging in size from 300 
to 1,100 tons were under construc­
tion within a radius of twenty miles. 
As an instance of just what this 
meant Dr. Macdonald pointed out that 
these twenty-four vessels called for 
an expenditure of nearly one million 
dollars for labor and materials alone, 
and this money would practically all 
go into the pockets of those residing 
In that section of the country.

Dr. Macdonald, who has asociated 
with him his brother, W. 8. Macdan- 
ald, is now building his fourth vessel 
In his yard at Meteghan, and 
pacts to launch her some time this 
fall. She is 221 feet over all; 40 foot 
beam, and 19 foot hold, and will reg­
ister about 1,100 tons.

The last vessel launched from their 
yard was the Rebecca L. Macdonald 
which was loaded at this port and 
sailed Just a few days ago.

Clarence Jameson, a member of the 
Civil Service Commission, arrived in 
the city last night and while here he 
will take up several matters in< con­
nection witif the reorganization of 
the civil service. Mr. Jameson stated 
that it was the Intention of the gov­
ernment that from now on all promo­
tions, retirements, superannuations 
and transfers will be dealt with solely 
by the Civil Service Commission. 
%nls commission consists of Hoo. Dr. 
W. J. Roche, chairman; Clarence 
Jameson and M. J. Rochelle, who have 
spared no pains in making themselves 
thoroughly acquainted with the many 
details of this branch of government 
service.

Up until recently the commission 
considered and administered matters 
which pertained to the Inside service, 
but the new plan gives them Jurisdic­
tion throughout the Dominion. This 
means that all applications for civil 
service
commission. Mr. Jameson stated that 
it was the government's plan to pro­
mote the members of the different 
staffs, Instead of placing another man 
at the head. This was instanced, he 
said, in a case in Upper Canada, where 
the postmaster retired, and the assist­
ant postmaster was promoted to fill 
the vacancy. Another commendable 
feature in the reorganization is the 
appointment to office, where vacancies 
occur, qualified men who are resident 
of the place, in place of transferring 
or bringing In an outsider. The work 
of reorganization is a gigantic task, 
inasmuch as the commission will have 
fully 65,000 employes to deal with. 
At one time the commission had but 
2,000 members of the civil service to 
come under their jurisdiction.

Referring' to the returned soldiers, 
Mr. Jameson said that providing they 
passed the civil service examination 
they will be given the preference. As 
a concrete example he Instanced that 
where ninety civillaps passed the ex- 
aminations, and ten returned men, 
notwithstanding the marks made by 
the civilians, the returned men 
would be placed at the top of the list, 
providing they made the pass mark, 
and would be the first In line for any 
vacancies that might occur, or where 
additional help was required.

He is advocating a feature in con­
nection with the civil servicq, which 
will meet with the approval of the 
public. In order the# J persons de­
sirous of ascertaining any information 
concerning the service, he expressed 
the necessity, of having in the large 
centres, an information wicket at the 
post office, and the duty of the clerk 
in charge would consist of giving any 
information asked regarding the date 
of examination, etc.

All examinations to be held for the 
civil service are henceforth to be 
competitive and this will Insure that 
the most qualified will be admitted 
to the service. Mr. Jameson will re­
main in the city today and is register­
ed at the Royal Hotel.

The citisene of St John will be 
•hocked to learn "o tthe sudden death 
of John Keeffe, a highly respected citi­
zen, who passed away at the St John 
Infirmary shortly after last midnight. 
Mr. Keeffe, who was about his business 
as usual yesterday was a victim of a 
paralytic stroke at the Union Club 
last evening. He was conveyed to the 
Infirmary and although everything was 
done to sustain life, the end came most 
unexpectedly.

Hie loss ,to the community will be 
deeply- felt, as he took an active part 
in the business and social life of SL 
John. By entegrlty and enterprise he 
won for himself a high place In the 
commercial life of the province and 
his efforts resulted in his promotion 
to the office of manager and director 
of the firm of the James Robertson 
Company limited. This position he 
has held for many years. He was a 
practical Catholic, and the Cathedral 
parish, of which he was a member 
will feel deeply the loss of a good 
member. The deceased was a member 
of Branch 134 C. M. B. A., and also the 
St. John Council Knights of Columbus 
137. He held the presidency of the 
Y. M. C. !.. and during his tenure of 
office the institution made rapid pro­
gress. Owing to the interest he took 
in the Great War Veteran's Associat­
ion he was made an honorary officer.

As a member of the Union Club he 
was very popular.

Besides his wife, who Is a daughter 
of Henry M^her of this city, the de­
ceased leaves two sons and two 
daughters to mourn. The daughters 
are Eileen and Kathleen, and the sons 
are Major George Keeffe and John M. 
Keeffe, all residing at home. Major 
Keeffe saw service at the front with 
the 26th Battalion, and Is now attach 
ed to the 1st Depot Battalion, 
other son, John is employed In the 
passenger department of the C. P. R., 
in, St. John.

It is deemed advisable to re­
quest that the public make 
such provisions as may-' be 
necessary in case the order 
may be given to extinguish the 
electric lights on streets and in 
houses.
