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make the men stale when the time for 
endurance arrives. But the voyage over is 
likely to counteract this. Still, the News 
ie inclined to believe that Oxford will win 
the odd events.

That Anglo-Belgian Agreement.
BERLIN, June 17.—Although the ex­

changes of opinion between Germany and 
the parties to the Anglo-Belgian agreement 
still remain friendly and courteous, there 
is no question that the German Government 
has stiffened considerably in its attitudo to 
the new partition of Africa. The Foreign 
Office has objections to the treaty arrange­
ment as well as to the manner in which it 
was made. The whole affair was sprung 
upon the Berlin Government as an accomp­
lished fact which could not be altered. The 
soreness caused by this surprise has been 
increased by the growing conviction that 
the treaty rights and interests of Germany 
are likely to suffer if the Anglo-Belgian 
agreement goes into effect. With the 
Emperor’s approval, therefore, the Gov­
ernment is now prepared to insist upon 
the restoration of the statu quo in Africa.

Crispi’s Assailant.
ROME, June 17.—Premier Crispi’s assail­

ant is a carpenter named Paul Loga. He is 
30 years old. He came to Rome on Thurs­
day to kill Crispi, and expressed regret 
that he was unsuccessful.

The majority of the European sovereigns 
and statesmen have congratulated Crispi 
on his escape.

Loga is known among his Anarchistcom- 
rades as Marat. When being examined 
before the examining magistrate ho said he 
was a native of Marseilles, and that the first 
Italian city visited by him was Genoa, 
from which he was expelled. More recently 
he had been in France, from where he had 
been connected with the staffs of several 
Anarchist journals. He repeated to the 
magistrate that he came to Rome to kill 
Crispi, and regretted that he had not sue- 
ceeded. “Now, kill me and do it quickly,” 
ho added. "I would rather die now than 
live for 30 years in your prisons."

The Achill Disaster.
LONDON, June 17.—Subscriptions have 

been opened in behalf of the relatives of the 
Achill harvesters who were drowned inthe 
Bay of Clew by the capsizing of their boat 
on Thursday. Achill Island would be one 
of the loveliest resorts for tourists in the 
United Kingdom, but the extreme poverty 
of the inhabitants of the island deters

tion in Hackney encourage them to 
challenge every seat. In each, moreover, 
there may be a more distinct issue on the 
House of Lords than has yet been pre­
sented.

The Deceased Wife’s Sister.
LONDON, June 17.—The rejection of the 

Deceased Wife’s Sister Bill by the House 
of Lords by a majority of nine is chiefly 
important because of the bitterness of the 
resentment felt by the Nonconformists. A 
good many of them are living in a state, 
legally speaking, of concubinage with their 
deceased wives' sisters. The Church of 
England stands between them and the 
legalization of these ties. The Lords 
spirtual, not the Lords temporal, bar the 
way. There is a small majority of lay 
lords for the bill. So the London organ of 
the Dissenters, the Daily News, rails 
against the bishops and especially against 
the Archbishop of Canterbury. The bill 
ought to be passed, but it will hardly be 
helped by threatening the bishops as a 
body, or by describing the archbishop as a 
pitiful figure, a person incapable of under­
standing the controversy, ignorant of the 
ten commandments, and probably insane. 
Nonconformist attack on Lord Rosebery 
has died away, and the winning of the 
Derby is no longer daily denounced as de­
serving damnation. Whether it has done 
him harm or not may bo doubted. The 
leading Nonconformist divines took no part 
in it. There was among all the letter writers 
but one well-known name, and that is 
known by dint of much advertising. The 
whole business became ridiculous when 
these gentlemen seriously complained that 
Lord Rosebery’s speeches were not dull 
enough to suit, and the Prime Minister of 
England indulged in remarks which pro­
voked laughter. Then the public turned 
to other matters.

Britain and Morocco,
Geo, W. Smalley cables from London: 

"The lively apprehensions to which the 
sudden death of the Sultan of Morocco 
gave rise have not thus far been verified. 
They arose not so much out of expected 
opposition to the accession of his desig­
nated heir, a boy of 14, as from the prob­
ability that a disputed succession and dis­
ordered country might supply a pretext 
for European intervention. It was thought 
there might in that case be a scramble 
between three, or perhaps lour powers, a 
race between warships bound for Tangier, 
landingsof European troops, thencollisions, 
then nobody knew what. Long since it 
was pointed out that peril to the peace of 
Europe might come from Morocco as easily 
as from any other point. Spain and France 
are intensely jealous of any foreign author­
ity but their own at this commanding 
point. England has long been suspected 
of designs on Tangier, as if another Egypt 
at the other end of the Mediterranean were 
a thing Great Britain was likely to covet. 
She has, moreover, an active controversy to 
conduct with France touching the Congo 

j convention, and it is certain she will not 
readily embark in any further adventure 

till some satisfactory end to that dispute is 
in sight.

The tendency is in the other direction— 
perhaps too strongly in the other direction. 
Already a scare has been started on this 
subject. Lord Dufferin has been accused 
of giving assurances to M. Hanotaux that 
England does not mean to interfere in 
Morocco. English critics interpret that as 
a pledge that France shall have a free hand. 
No such pledge has been or will be given. 
It does not follow that because England 
does not want Tangier she would acquiesce 
in the acquisition of it by France. She 
certainly would not acquiesce nor would

Terrible Total.FOOD FOR THOUGHT.
Thoughtful citizens all over the 

Province are beginning to open their 
eyes to the business and moral dangers 
of the wicked character of the cam­
paign for office-at-any-cost now being 
pursued by the Conservative party.

the deep wickedness of his present 
course. It is one thing to-day, an­
other thing to-morrow. Just now he 
shrilly appeals against one section of 
the population—his local organ, with Sir 
John Carling in the city making no public 
protest  — being now filled every day with 
open or covert appeals to sectarian 
bigotry. Yet the Toronto Mail of 
December 8, 1886, reports Mr. Mer­
edith as saying in his London speech:

“An attempt is being made to make 
it appear that I am hostile to the sep­
arate schools. That is a cowardly at­
tempt on the part of the Globe, in the 
face of my address, in which I said I 
am in favor of maintaining the separ­
ate schools and increasing their effici­
ency. The Globe has not the manli­
ness to publish those remarks, but dis­
torts what I have said in order to 
prejudice those who may not have ac­
cess to any other means of information 
than its columns. Who secured the 
passage of the separate school law? 
IT WAS THE CONSERVATIVE

What wonder 
that Principal Grant, a Conservative, 
should declare, Ontario cannot afford 
to dismiss Sir Oliver Mowat? 
The honest, quiet citizen has an im­
perative call to rally to the support of 
Sir Oliver Mowat by supporting those 
candidates who are pledged to support 
him.

Among those who died yesterday was a 
British soldier.

Up to yesterday more than 1,000 persons 
had died of the plague.

The Queen’s Movements.
LONDON, June 17.—The Queen will re­

turn to Windsor on Wednesday. She will 
not remain there, but will go almost im- 
immediately to White Lodge, where she 
will remain with the Duchess of York for 
some time.

Twenty-Six Drowned.
ODESSA, June 17.—News of a collision 

in the Sea of Azov between the Greek 
bark Egyptos and the Russian steamship 
Maroussia, has been received. Both ves­
sels sank. Four of the crew of the Egyp- 
tos and 21 of the crew of the Maroussia, 
including all officers, were drowned.

Steamer Ethiopia Damaged.
LONDON, June 17.—The Anchor line 

steamer Ethiopia, Capt. Wilson, which left 
New York June 2, for Glasgow, passed 
Tory Island, northwest coast of Ireland, 
yesterday with her bow badly stove in. 
The steamer had been in a collision with 
icebergs. Her water-tight bulkheads 
saved her from sinking. All on board are 
well.

Athletic Congress.
PARIS, June 17.—The Internation 

Athletic Congress was opened yesterday at 
the Sorbonne by Baron De Courcel. More 
than 3,000 persons, mostly delegates, were 
present. Baron De Courcel outlined the 
aims ot the congress. The delegates, he 
said, would try to establish international 
athletic championships. They would en­
deavor to reproduce the old Grecian games 
in a modernized form. Prof. Sloane, of 
Princeton, was among the delegates.

Rates of Discount.
LONDON, June 17.—The rates of discount 

last week were % for three months and à for 
30 days. Gold was reecived from America, 
Australia and India. The small quantity 
which was exported went to Argentine. 
Silver was finer under the influence of 
China’s and India’s purchase. Early in the 
week business on the Stock Exchange was 
dull, but at the close a better tone was 
noticeable. Investment securities were 
strong, Lut there was no revival in specu­
lative stocks. Consols rose j. Little was 
doing in American railroad securities.

A Ludicrous Scene.
LONDON, June 17.—The Anglophone and 

Gaulophobe craze has gone to such lengths 
that many persons believe Matchbox will 
be poisoned before the start for the Grand 
Prix. All the famous 3-year-old‘s food is 
sent from England and details of police 
guard it. A ludicrous scene was witnessed 
at Paris on Thursday when a company of 
police headed by an inspector, was seen 
going on a trot toward the track. A 
curious crowd followed expecting that an 
important arrest was to be made. When 
the crowd arrived it was found that the 
police had gone there to protect Matchbox. 
W hen the crowd saw the cause they jeered 
the police unmercifully.
Married Three Times in 24 Hours.

PARIS, June 17.—M. Ugo Gregorini, son 
of Col. Bingham Gregorini, of Bologna, was 
married yesterday afternoon to Miss Grace 
Connolly, of Augusta, Ga., niece of the 
Marchioness of Anglesey. The civil mar- 
riage ceremony was performed Friday. A 
Catholic ceremony was solemnized in the 
Church of St. Pierre de Chaillot at 9:45 
o’clock yesterday morning, and the final 
ceremony, the piece de resistance, took 
place in the American Church (Protestant) 
at 3:30 o’clock yesterday afternoon, the 
Rev. John B. Morgan officiating. The 
bride was given away by lier uncle, Mr. 
Henry King. Count Dion attended the 
groom as best man.

After the ceremony reception was held 
and directly afterward the bridal couple 
started for Bologna. The presents were 
many and costly.

Will Welcome Yale’s Athletes.
LONDON, June 17.—The Oxford-Cam­

bridge and other British athletes are pre­
paring a coraial welcome for the Yale men, 
and are already beginning to compare the 
respective merits of the men who will 
compete in the coming conteste. Oxford’s 
hundred yards representative is likely to 
be Jordan, whose time is 10 35. Luytens 
will be the mile sprinter. His record is 
4:19 45. Oakley, who will be the hurdler, 
has a record of 16 3-5. Hickok (Yale) 
shot putting and hammer throwing quite 
overshadow the Oxford records for similar 
feats, Oxford not having improved in 
putting the shot in the last ten years. The 
record of 41 feet 1 inch made ten years ago 
has never been beaten there. It is thought, 
however, that Frye, of Oxford, will win 
the long jump. The Evening News praises 
Woodbull and Cady highly, but criticises 
their training as too severe, tending to
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tourists front visiting the place. Funds, 
however, are being collected to build a new 
hotel, and this enterprise being started, it 
is hoped to employ more people on the 
island in making roads and opening up 
charming scenery which abounds there.

The Karwin Mine Disaster.
LONDON, June 17.—A Vienna dispatch 

says: During the 10* years in which the 
Karwin mines have been in existence there 
have been many disastrous experiences in 
them. The last was in March, 1885, when 
105 men were killed. The mines are in 
two sections and have an annual output of 
700,000 tons. Most of the coal is con­
sumed in Vienna. All the shafts were 
provided with the most modern ventilation.

Count Von Laroche, owner of the 
mines, was in the village and personally 
superintended the work of rescue. The 
rescue party consisted of several foremen, 
officials and miners, of whom one of the 
two head miners, one official and ten 
miners were killed by ensuing explosions.

Those who escaped from the burning 
mines say the explosion originated through 
dynamite blasting by a miner. Such 
blasting was against the rules, but the 
rules were disobeyed my miners to save 
work.

A dispatch from Karwin, Austrian 
Silesia, where fire broke out in Count 
Labrisch’s coal mines on Thursday night, 
say that when the miners’ pay troll was 
called 204 persons failed to answer to their 
names. One hundred of the victims were 
married.

The number of men who perished in the 
Karwin mines is definitely ascertained to 
be 231.

A Graceful Act.
LONDON, June 17.— The farewell recep­

tion given on board the Chicage on Mon­
day by Admiral Erben was a graceful 
acknowledgment of the hospitalities which 
the admiral and Capt. Mahan and all the 
officers of this American warship have 
accepted during their ever memorable 
visit to London. Gravesend, where the 
ship lay, is an hour’s journey from Lon­
don, and the weather was extremely 
English. So excellent, nevertheless, were 
the arrangements that the distin- 
guished company of guests escaped 
all inconvenience and found themselves 
comfortably on board the ship by 4 o’clock 
in the afternoon. The decorations, the 
welcome, the beauty of the ship and the 
appearance of the crew all delighted her 
British visitors, of whom many were ladies 
and many naval officers of high rank in 
uniform. The reception wound up with a 
dance, and the success of the whole cere­
mony was complete. The Chicago sailed 
on Wednesday for Antwerp to the general 
regret of her friends. The University of 
Cambridge gives Capt. Mahan this week an 
honorary degree, the first on record, it is 
said, to any American naval officer.
Effects of Lord Coleridge’s Death.

London, June 17.—Lord Coleridge’s 
death opens the doors to various promo­
tions and will probably occasion four elec­
tions. No doubt is felt that Lord Russell, 
better known as Sir Charles Russell, lately 
made a lord of appeal, with a life peerage, 
will become Lord Chief Justice. Sir John 
Rigby, Attorney-General, will be offered 
and will probably accept the law lordship 
vacated by Lord Russell. Mr. Reid, the 
new Solicitor-General, will then become 
Attorney-General, a swift promotion, but 
also a popular one. Mr. Haldane is to be 
Solicitor-General if he carts to be. The 
Conservatives are in a fighting mood; and 
their extraordinary gains at the last elec-
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Spain, nor would Italy, nor perhaps Ger-
many, nor yet Russia. Each of those
powers would see with disquietude France 
intrenched as a sentinel at the Atlantic end 
of the Mediterranean. It is not expected 
that elie will in the present circumstances 
make any such effort.

What Lord Rosebery said at the Trinity 
House banquet on Wednesday is open to 
but one interpretation. No prime minister 
ever spoke more strongly for peace. His 
words on Morocco were few, but they de­
clared his conviction that the statesmen of 
Europe were too wise to allow trouble to 
grow out of the death of the Sultan. Not 
less significant than this expression of con­
fidence was the Prime Minister’s warning 
to France and lier Foreign Minister against 
violent methods in dealing with the ques­
tion raised by the Anglo-Belgian conven­
tion. These questions are likely to be long 
at issue. The tone of the French has 
grown perhaps quieter, but is no 
less angry. Lord Rosebery referred 
to them as questions which have 
assumed a fictitious importance from lan­
guage used irresponsibly and capable of 
giving even a graver complexion to current 
events. If M. Hanotaux chooses to take 
that lesson to himself, he will not mistake 
its intended application. He has put him­
self in the wrong to such an extent that 
moderation must now be difficult to him, 
and the correction of his own flagrant 
errors more difficult still and more humili­
ating. The impression left by his language 
on every diplomatic mind in Europe lias 
grown deeper. More experienced and 
wary Ministers are asking themselves how 
he will explain his declaration that the 
Anglo-Belgian convention is to be regarded 
as null and void. If he succeeds in 
covering those words with some diplomatic 
veil how will he account for his amazing 
statement that both Germany and Turkey 
had protested ? There was a foundation 
for the statement about Germany. There 
was none for the assertion about Turkey 
except that the French ambassador had 
telegraphed his chief at Paris that he had 
asked the Porte to protest. No foreign 
minister out of his diplomatic teens would 
have committed himself on that assurance 
as M. Hanotaux did. He has again caused 
it to be announced that the Turkish protest 
had been handed in; it is absolutely certain 
that it has not. M. Hanotaux’s personal 
position is pitiable, and his consciousness 
of his errors is one more source of danger. 
Germany, however, is coming to the relief 
of France, a fact in which the French may 
or may not take pride. The German pro­
test is gathering strength and precision, and 
some pains are taken to make the fact of 
protest and the grounds public. The 
German ambassador has laid the views of 
his Government before Lord Kimberley. 
The Cologne Gazette has laid them before 
Europe. They are in part as was first 
stated—technical; Germany complains that 
the Congo State has been induced by Eng­
land to make concessions in violation of 
treaty rights and of treaties to which Ger­
many was a partner. Germany therefore 
asks for restoration of statu quo.

Mr. Wiman, who occupied cell No. 4 in 

the lower tier of the Tombs prison, was 
one of the busiest and apparently one of 
the happiest of men to be found in the city 
to-day.

Soon 
telegrams began to arrive, three and four 
at a time. The morning mail brought a 
bundle of about 50 letters addressed to 
Mr. Wiman. They came from all parts 
of this country and many from Canada. 
The letters and telegrams ail expressed 
sympathy, confidence, and contained words 
of encouragement and some of them offers 
of material aid. One, from one of the, 
largest contractors in Montreal, reads: 
"Although I have not the honor of your 
personal acquaintance, respectfully tender 
you my sincerest sympathy in a condition 
which I believe to be the result of an 
abominable persecution. Permit me to 
offer any material aid in my power.”

Rev. J. Johnson and P. Johnson, sons of 
the Venerable Archdeacon Johnson, of 
Christ Church in New Brighton, 8. I., and 
the church's quartet camo this afternoon 
to read the evening service and preach and 
sing for Mr. Wiman. Mr. Wiman has 
been connected with the church for 30 
years and is one of its vestrymen. 
The service was read in the body of the 
old prison, and all of the prisoners were 
permitted to hear it. The singing of the 
quartet was more like that of a jubilee 
than condolence. Many friends came from 
Staten Island to visit Mr. Wiman, and 
some of them attended the service in the 
jail. His devoted wife sent many loving 
messages by her sons, William Dwight 
Wiman and Frank P. Wiman.

HERE’S A SUGGESTION, INDEED.

A Tattooed Wedding Ring to Prevent 
Matrimonial Frauds.

(From the London Pall Mall Gazette.)
Dear Sir,—I wish in all earnestness to 

make known a suggestion that would save 
many a broken heart among the sensitive 
and many a breach of promise case among 
the mercantile, and would considerably 
lighten the labors of the police courts and 
law courts. My suggestion is that every 
married man and every married woman 
should have a circle tattooed around the 
third finger of the left hand in place of 
or as well as a wedding ring.

Only those who have sympathy for un­
lawful liberty will demur against the idea 
being realized. I shall be pleased to hear 
from all who approve of my scheme and 
are willing to assist in forming a society to 
influence others in bringing about a custom 
that would help to insure peace, respect 
and happiness to many homes and hearts.

LONDON, June 17.—The North German 

Lloyd steamer Stuttgart, from Bremen for 
Baltimore, with 500 passengers and a cargo 
of cement, went ashore at 6 o’clock this 
morning half a mile east of Start Point, 
coast of Devonshire. There was a dense 
fog and the steamer had been run at half 
speed for hours. The moment land was 
seen ahead the engines were reversed and 
were run full speed astern. Nevertheless 
the vessel grounded heavily on the sandy 
beach between two rocks. After she re­
mained afloat. It was high water, and the 
cargo was shifted aft as rapidly as possible 
for the purpose of lifting her bow off the 
bottom, but she remained fast. Tugs which 
were summoned from Plymouth stood by 
her all day. About midafternoon the 
North German Lloyd steamer Gera was 
signaled and came to the relief of the 
Stuttgart and pulled her off without dam­
age.

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY.

Encouraging Reports From the Colleges 
o: the Denomination.

St. JOHN, N. B., June 16.—This morn­
ing the reports of the colleges were con­
sidered by the assembly. The report of 
the Presbyterian College at Halifax showed 
the attendance of students was 40, and 
appointed Dr. Pellect as principal of the 
college. Morrin College, Quebec, reported 
a donation of at least $120,000 from the 
estate of the late James Ross.

The Presbyterian College, Montreal, 
Knox College, Toronto, Queen’s and Mani­
toba colleges all gave good reports, indicat­
ing progress in nearly every department.

Queen’s proposes that professors shall be 
appointed subject to the vote of the 
assembly, and that no such professor shall 
begin his work until after the assembly 
next following the appointment. This 
was accepted by the assembly, and this 
matter which has caused a good deal of 
discussion in past assemblies is settled.

THE METHODISTS.
(E8TABUSHED 1867.)

Proceedings of the Cenference nt To- 
rente—Education and Literature 

Discussed.
TORONTO, June 17.—Education and 

literature were the topics discussed at the 
Methodist Conference yesterday, when ad­
dresses were made by Rev. Dr. Antliff, of 
the Montreal College, and Rev. E. M. 
Baker, of Albert College, while Rev. Dr. 
Potts reported that Victoria College build­
ing was now free from debt. He read the 
financial report of the college, which was 
very encouraging. The total subscription 
to college federation had been $512,360; 
from the Toronto Conference they had 
received in cash $335,803.

Rev. Dr. Briggs reported that the net 
profits of the publications of the Methodist 
bookroom had enabled them to hand a 
check for $7,000 to the superannuation fund 
of the church. A recommendation to re­
duce the price of the Christian Guardian 
from $2 to $1 50 per annum will be dis­
cussed at the General Conference.

Rev. Dr. Dewart addressed the confer­
ence. As editor of the Guardian be de­
precated the deference paid to new do- 
trines.

Rev. Dr. Withrow presented the report 
of the publications for the Sunday schools, 
which had a splendid circulation. A reso­
lution, moved by Rev. John Hunt, sec­
onded by Mayor Kennedy and supported by 
other gentlemen, expressive of approval by 
the conference of the reports and depart­
ments presided over by these ministers, 
was unanimously adopted. The conference 
will be continued next week.

HOOPER. FOUND GUILTY.

T. BUEGESS,A Dramatic Scene in Court—The Pris­
oner’s Protest.

Montreal, June 17.—A special from 
Three Rivers says: The jury retired at 10 
minutes past four, and 17 minutes later 
returned with a verdict of "guilty." The 
court room was jammed, but there was no 
demonstration. His Honor immediately 
adjourned the court until 2 p.m. on Mon­
day. Then the prisoner said: “Your Lord- 
ship, I wish to again state before 
God, before the court and all the 
people, that I am innocent of any crime 
whatever. I have not had British justice, 
and I hold in my hand the most damaging 
evidence to show that a Queen’s counsel was 
euborned against me. You charge very 
strongly against me, but I believe that you 
did it in what you believed to be British 
justice, but it was not justice to me. God 
is a just God, and he would strike me dead 
if I am not speaking the truth. It is a 
fact that the woman jumped off the train 
before I did."

At the close of the sentence the accused 
raised his voice to an awful pitch, and 
with his hand upraised was an impressive 
scene. He added, “My life is gone, and it 
does not matter to me whether sentence is 
one day or a lifetime.” Before discharging 
the jury Judge Bourges said, “Gentlemen, 
the verdict you have rendered is according 
to the evidence." Hooper will make a 
long speech before sentence is passed on 
Monday.
(Judge Bourgeois said he would pass sen­
tence on the prisoner at 2 o’clock Monday 
afternoon.

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In Toronto it is generally conceded that two 
of the four seats will go to the Liberals, and 
it may be three will be carried by the 
strong candidates running in support of 
Sir Oliver. Coming west to London, the 
citizen candidate will in all likelihood defeat 
Mr. Meredith, who has been six years a 
resident of Toronto, and is now a paid 
officer of that city. Mr. Hobbs is popular, 
energetic, progressive, a leading merchant 
and manufacturer, and devoted to the wel­
fare of the city.

Down east several of the Opposition 
leaders are also in jeopardy of their seats, 
and there is e strong opinion abroad that 
no matter which of the parties triumph 
in that locality, the opposition to Sir 
Oliver is far from strong in Eastern 
Ontario.

In the west there are many counties with, 
out so much as one regular Conservative 
candidate. Liberal nominees who are not 
ashamed of their party name or their 
Liberal principles are in plenty, but the 
recognized Conservative nominees can be 
almost counted on the fingers of one hand. 
Let us briefly show how the western con­
stituencies stand at the time of writing:

In Brant North, W. B. Wood is opposed 
by S. G. Kitchen, P. of I., but Mr. Wood 
will be elected.

In Brant South, after an ineffectual 
attempt to get a Patron to run against 
Hon. A. S. Hardy, the Conservatives had 
finally to fall back upon Mr. Hopkins, a 
Brantford P. P. A. It would be poor 
recognition of statesmanship to listen to 
Mr. Hopkins’ pleadings.

In North Bruce, Mr. McNaughton, who 
has for six months been Patron M.P.P., 
seems to have displeased many who voted 
for him, and he is opposed to Mr. A. Mc­
Connell, a well known farmer and a 
Liberal, who will likely be elected. In 
this riding there are also two other candi­
dates—Mr. Wm. McIntosh, nominee of the 
Conservative Convention, and Mr. D. M, 
Sutherland, a Conservative without con­
vention indorsation.

In South Bruce there is no Conservative 
candidate, and the fight will be between 
Mr. R. Truax (Liberal), and W. Valens, a 
P. of I., who has Conservative support.

In Center Bruce, Mr. Dack, the sitting 
member, will be re-elected if his friends 
get out the full vote. His opponent is Mr. 
J. 8. Macdonald, P. of I.

In East Elgin there are three candidates 
—Mr. Dance (Liberal). Mr, Ford (P. of I.) 
and Mr. Bower (Con). Mr. Dance is the 
favorite, but in a three-cornered contest it 
is hard to prophesy.

In Elgin West, Mr. D. Mannish will 
defeat Mr. McColl, the late member. West 
Elgin will have a good member in Mr. 
Macnish. He is a representative farmer.

In Essex North there are four candidates, 
though one or more may drop out. The 
fight is really between W. J. McKee and 
Sol White, but the candidature of Mr. 
Wintermute (P. of I.) and Boutellier (Cana­
dian Independence) complicates matters. 
Mr. McKee will probably be elected.

In South Essex Mr. Balfour has no 
straight Conservative candidate against 
him, but he has Mr. Dodson (P. of I.) and 
J. A. Buchanan (P. P. A.), who has the 
indorsation of the Conservatives, Mr. 
Balfour will be elected.

In North and Center Grey, there are 
three candidates. Both of the ridings are 
likely to return the Liberal nominees. In 
South Grey, Mr McKechnie, Liberal, is 
opposed by Mr. MeNichol, P. of I.

In Haldimand there is no straight Con­
servative candidate, and the same holds 
good of both divisions of Lambton. All 
three will likely return Liberals.

In all probability the Liberals will hold 
the three divisions of Huron, where they 
have popular men running, as well as East 
Kent, where the veteran Mr. Ferguson is 
again their candidate.

In East and North Middlesex the regular 
Conservative candidate has been scared ont 
of the field, and the contest is between 
Liberal Patrons and Conservative Patrons. 
The Conservative Patrons are P. P. A.s and 
are supported by that secret organization. 
There are good reasons for the belief that 
both Messrs. Taylor and Jackson will be 
elected. Many Conservatives are support­
ing them.

In West Middlesex so far, the fight is a 
triangular one. Whether all three remain 
in the field till election day or not, Hon. G. 
W. Ross will be re-elected.

The opponents of Sir Oliver put up a P. 
P. A. candidate, who is also a Patron, in 
North Oxford, but the Premier will be re- 
elected by a large majority. His friends 
will see that the full vote is polled. In 
South Oxford, Dr. McKay will be re- 
elected.

WINNIPEG, Man., June 16.—The delayed 

passengers on the through express from 
Vancouver held a meeting at Moosejaw yes­
terday morning and adopted resolutions 
highly complimentary to the C. P. R. and 
the management. The resolutions were 
intrusted to Sir Henry Gore Booth to he 
delivered to President Van Horne, and arc 
as follows: At a meeting of the passen- 
gers of the Canadian Pacific train delayed 
by the disastrous floods in British 
Columbia, held in the sleeper Yokohama 
June 14, 1894, Sir Henry Gore Rooth was 
called to the chair and A. Weir, of 
Toronto, was appointed secretary. On 
motion of C. S. Landon, of Toronto, 
Senator Pearce, of Minneapolis, and C. C. 
Landon, of Tonawanda, Penn., were ap­
pointed a committee to draft resolutions 
expressive of the sense of the passengers 
toward the railway and officials. The com­
mittee reported as follows:

‘Whereas, throughout the extraordinary 
conditions prevailing on the line of the C. 
P. R. in British Columbia, the passengers 
on the east-bound train on June 2 have 
passed through an experience well nigh 
unprecedented in railway travel; and 
whereas, what might easily have become 
an unbearable situation has been rendered 
perfectly tolerable, and on occasions 
actually pleasant and enjoyable; therefore

‘‘Resolved that we hereby testify our 
deep sense of obligation to the Canadian 
Pacific Railway Company and its obliging 
officials and employes for the liberality and 
courtesy which have characterized their 
treatment during our two weeks’ imprison­
ment at Vancouver and on the line of tho 
road. Amid the many vexations so likely 
to breed impatience, no act of rudeness or 
discourtesy has been reported. In the 
midst of disaster following disaster the 
thoughtfulness and liberality of the com­
pany has not abated, and instead of a trip 
fraught with hardships and privations the 
journey has been interesting and filled 
with novel experiences which the care be­
fore mentioned has made thoroughly en­
joyable.

“In view of these facts we tender to the 
railway company our undivided thanks and 
express the sincere wish that its prosperity 
may equal its care, courtesy and its liber­
ality.”

In 1883 there were 
6 public school and 81 high school text- 
booksimported, and now there are only two 
imported. I tell you, any Canadian 
may be proud of the progress that 
has been made in our school manage, 
ment within the last ten or fifteen years. 
(Applause.)" Mr. Blake, in discussing the 
fees question, commended the recent action 
of the Legislature in limiting the salaries of 
certain officials, and allowing them only a 
percentage of the returns.
