For
some reason, howsver, these works were not
Jfully sppreciated at Rome, and in 1845 Mgr,
Pecei was recalied from Brussels and relegated
to the Bishap of Perugia. He remained in o
country town for thicty years,

Gregory XVI. died, and in his place was
elected Cardinal Masta-Ferretti, who became
Pope under the title of Pius IX. In 1853, saven
years later, the Bishop of Perugia was made s
Cardinsal, and in connection with his elevation
a strange story was long current. It was to the
effect that he had been namea as a Cardinsl by
Gregory X V1., but that the actual conlersing of
tha honor had been purposely delayed Ly Pius
IX. Thia story is, however, corrected in
memoranda prepared by the present Pope
himeslf and textually reproduced by Dr.
O'Reilly as follows -—

The honor of the sacred purple had already
baen decreed to bim in the intention of Gregory
X VL., from the moraent that the latter recalled
him from Belyium ; and the proof is that the
Pope before his death said to a revered member
of the Sacred College who enjoyed his confi-
dence—Cardinal Bianchi—that he was so much
pleased by Mgr. Pecci’s prompt acquiescence in
accepting the Bishopric of Berugia that be was
thinlnng of promotiog him in the next consist-
ory. 'This Cardival, on seeing Mgr. Pecci afcer-
ward (in 1847), embruced him affectionately, and
making bim sit down by his side, **The church
has experienced a greas loss,” he said, **in the
death of Gregory XVI. [ am sorry for it for
your szke also, Monsignor, for I can assure you
that were it not for that death you would be
already a Cardinal.,” That was the basis for

he story. .

From 1846 to 1878 the Bishop of Perugia re-
mained in Umbrin, and then he was summoned
to Rome by the ag>d I'ius IX,, to succeed Car-
dinal de Angelis in the nost of Camerlengo.
With the death of Pius IX,, 1t develved upon
the Cardinal Camerlengo to fill the place of the
Pope until the elcction of his successor. 1t was
& trying time; relations between the Church
and the ltalian Governmert were very acute,
and great tact was required on the parb of the
officiating Cardinal. o performed his difficult
part eo well that he plessed both the Church
and the Goverument. Then eame the election,
The recent biography of Pope Leo XIIL. gives
a graphic account of the proceedings.

Of the sixty-four Cardinals who were sum-
moued, Feb. 18, 1878, to choose a new Pope,
four had been created by Gregory XVI., and
the rewsining sixty by Pius 1X. On the first
ballot Cardinal Joachim Pecci was named by
twenty-three Cardinals, po other member of the
conclave recsiving anything like that number of
votes. *‘As the name of the Camerlengo,” says
the writer, “thus comes up with ominous fre-
quency, he is seen to be greatly disturbed, His
pale, intellestual, ascetic countenanca is over-
cast by an exprestion of mingled dismay and

grief.  Still the number twenty-three

is not kalf that of tke eclectors

present, and an  abeolute  &wo-third
majority is neceseary to an election. The fol-

lowing further description is condensed from the
biography :—During the recess which followed
the morning session, each elector had been re-

flecting on the qualities of the man for whom

twenty-three votes had been cast. Inthe after-

noon & secoud ballot was_ taken, and as the

names recorded for his nomination rolled cn to
thirty-eight, ‘‘the trouble, the emotion, the
terror of the bumble-minded Camerlengo be-

came uncontrollable. Cardinal Donnet, whose
gent waa nexy to Cardinal Pecci, has described

what he witnessed at thia stoge of

the procsedinga:—‘I remarked Cardinal

Pecci, hearing his own pame men-

tioned 8o often, and that everything
pointed to him ag the successor of Pius IX,,

Ennd shook #0 violently that the pen he held
fell to the ground. I picked it up_and gave it
to him, eaying : ‘ Courage! there is no ynestion
here of you; it is the Church and the future of
the worfd that are in question,” e made_ no
reply, only lifting his eyes tn Hesven to im-
plore the Divine assistance.” Althcugh the
thirty-eight votes still fell short of the required
majority, it was probable that the election of
the Cardinal Camerlenge would be assured
abthe session to be held on the following
morning, Another French Cardinal, De
Bonnechose, has given an account of
the candidate’s appearance and bebavior on the
morrow :—** Cardinal Pecci looked, on Wednes-
day morning, pale and frightened. Just before
the voting began he went to one of the most
reverend members of the Sacred Collegs, ‘I
cannot control myself,” be said, ‘I must address
the Sacred College. 1 foor that they are abont
to make a sad mustake, People think I am a
learned man ; they credib me with possessing
wisdom, but I am neither lesrned ner wise.
They supp-se that I have the necessary qusli-
ties for & Pope, I have nothing of the kind.
This is what I want to say to the Caxdinals,’
TFortuately the other said to him:—'As
for your learning, we, pot you, can best
judge of that. As for your qualifications for
the Pontificial office, God knows what they are,
‘Leave all to him.” Cardinal . Pecci obeyed
him.” Then the third ba'lotirg took piace, and

'The
thing Beecher had may be found in a pagan ;
but it does not enable a man to attain a saper-
natural end. If a pagan lives up to his light
he will attain a state of natural happi-
neas, -but he cannot share with the Chris-
tilan believer in supernatural blessedness,
that is, he cannot see Maker face to face. To
reach this state of beautifal bliss we must
believe Chriatlan dootrine—just precizely be-
cause God revealed it, and his divinely-com-
missioned church, theCatholic.Chiiroh feaches
it.

THE PUPE AND ITALY’S KING,.

Contrary to the quite general expectation,
the jobilee New Year's day at Rome does not
serve to bring the Vatican and the Quirinal
nearer together, On the ather hand, unhappy
incidents have come up during the week
which emphasizes their fixity of hostile separ-
ation. The Dnke of Terlonia, who is the
syndie or mayor of Rome, was yesterdsy re-
moved from his office by a personal decree of
the King, made by unanimous consent of hia
Miniaters, for having paid a ceremonious vieit
to Cardinal Parocchi, the vicar of Rome, and
offered the congratulations of the Roman mu-
nicipality on the occasion of the Pope’s jubi-
lee. The reason for this stern resolve can)be
found in the Pope’s refusal to receive the gita
which the King and Queen of Italy had cansed
to be prepared for him. Why the Pontiff did
this, partioclarly at just the time when re-
conoilintion was in the air, it is perhaps not
becoming to iuquire, but it certainly seema
frreconcilable with the general reputation of
the present Pope for shrewdnéss and amia
bility, Whatever be the cause, there is no
doubt that King Humbert is in a bitter state
of rage ot the affront. Not only was the
ponishment of Torfonia reaclved on, but word
was Bent to Amadeus, Princess Clothilde and
all the other members of the house of Savoy
that no present should be offered—an admoni-
tion which was immediately observed, Asa
consequence of this angry attitude of the
royal family there is a wide changing of the
plans in the court circles of Catholio Europe,

USEFUL DOMESTIC RECEIPTS.
Srywep, Oysrers.—For a party of four
add to a quart of hot hoiled mitk twenty-five
oysters, a waluat of batter, a dash of salt
snd cayenne. "Allow the stew to boil up just
once ; then serve,

GrapaM MUFFINS.—-Sift one quart of gra-
bam flour, half a tesspoonful of salt, a table-
spoonful of baking-rowder. Add two cunces
of butter, two well-beaten eggs, wud milk
enough tc make a thin hatter, Hulf fill 1he
greased muffiin rings and lLake in o quick
oven.

Tarrooa CustaRD.-—Weil wash a quarter
of a pcund of tapioca. Add to it a quart of
boiliog milk, half a teaspoonful of gsls, and
boil slowly an bour and a half. Stir fre-
quently, and when thoroughly cooked let it
part'ally cool. Beat up five eggs thoraughly,
add to them three ounces of sugnr, sn once
of butter, and a dash of nutmsg, -Add the
coolked tapioca gradually.  Let the puddirg
comeé to a boiling point and pour it into a
mould or cups,

DreviLiep OvsTers oN ToasT.—ix to-
gether o heaping sultspoonful of dry mus-
tard, half a siltspoonful each of white pep-
per and salt, and the yolk of one egg. Dip
six oysters into the paste, roll them in
oracker or bread-crumbs, and broil them over
a moderate fire, When done arrasgs them
neatly on tosst and equeeze over them a little
lemon jnice. This quanti:y will bo sufficient
for two perroas, as they are culy served to
sharpen up the appetite for what is Lo follow,

Crass DeviLLED,—Pick out tbe meat of
four dozen boiled hard-shell crahs, put it into
s bowl and add a balf-pint of mayonnaize,
Mix carefally with your hand. Wash a
dozen of the shelis, put a little of the mixture
into each, grate o loaf of dry kread, sxnson a
piat of it with salt and pepper; sprinkle it
over the crabs evenly, Muke twelve little
balle of butter nbout the size of hickory nuts,
put ene on top of each crab and buke ina
quizk oven, Crab meat may be had at most
of the fish dealers, and if shells ere no! at
hsnd use small side disher, oyster or clam
shells, or other small utenail which will not
be injared by beating it.

Friep CnickeN, CREAM Savckr.~—Select a
dry-picked chicken and divide it into four
pieces. Puttwo cunces of butter in a frying-
gan, season the chicken with salt and pepper,
and theo dredge the pieces with a little flour
and fry them in the butter, When dopne ar-
range them neatly on a hot dish and kurronnd
them with the following rauce: Dirasive a
tablespeenful of flour ju a zill uf cold millk,
then add it to half a pint of lukewsrm milk,
Put into n small sau-egan au ounze of butter;

dash of cayenne pepper. As it melts whisk :
it and grodusily add the flour and wmilk, !

Torkey Hasn, Spanisa Sryie —\What to
do with cold turkey is often a viry avnoyisg
question to the average housewife. I-is so
asceptable when converted into made dishes
that experts prefer to eat it cooked the seconc
time, Mince the meat fine. Add tva poond
of it one minced zpple snd one green pepper
chopped up. Mix and moisten the hash with
hot water. Put it in a frying.pan and vnok
over a moderate fire long enough to ccok the
vpple. Anocther way is to cut the meatin
inch pieces and warm them in 8 snuce made
ae fellows: Bzown sn onion ina frying-pan
with a little drippiogs; add hslf s piot of
hot water, wnlt and pepper to teste, and a
tatleapoonivl of browned flour. When thick
and smooth add the ment. Thoe onion may
be strained.

Misce TIE--Put in‘o a choppirg bowl
half a pound of lean beiled meat, a quarter of
pound of suet, and three pounds of slized
apples. Chop all togsther. When very fine
take it out of the bowl. Seald and remove
the skins of a pound of shelled almaonds,
Chop them fine with o pound of secded
rafsing, Mix this with the meat. Add aleo
half a poand of well washed currants, half 4
tablespuonful of salt, the juice and rind of
two lemons, o pound and o half of engar, a
tableapoonful of mixed ground epice and o
quarter of a pound of chopped candied orange
pecl. Boil down a yuart of consomine te
two-thirds of u quart and add it to the mix
ture, Put the mince into 2 purcelain-lined
stewpan end simmer gently on the back of
the runge. Add a pint of Culifornin brandy
and put it away in jara to cool. Line the pie
platea with pull pasto as for custurd pie.
Fill them with the mince ment. Put a bnt-
tered paper over the top, and buks. Then
remove from the oven. Put on cach pica
meriogue made of the banten whites of cgas
and powdered sugar, LReturn it totheoven
to slightly color the meringue,

man Hooper's cell in Cork jail, armed with
batons and forclbly stripped him of his
clothes, leaving him only his drawers and
undershirt, and cast npon the foor a suit of
prison clothes. They alao took away his bed
clothes, When the Mayor of Cork, as a vigit-
ing J ustice, came to see him, he found one of
the most respected Aldermen of the city, a
gentlen:an whom even the Conservatives juin
in respecting and eulogizing, sitting almos:
naked and shivering with the cold, The Gov-
eruor and o body of warders emtered Mr.
Sheehys cell on Thursday, attacked him,’
felled him to the ground, tied his hands and
literally ripped and tore his clothes from hia

when he was visited yesterday. Mr, Sheehy
wos sentenced the other day to three months'

THE POSSIBILITIE.S OF WAR,

Russia having been thwarted in diplomacy’
has taken her usual course of making a mili-
tary demoustration sgainst the powers who
have stepped between her and her design of
absorbing the Danubian principalities. Her
idea is that a menace of war will frighten the
allies into acquiescence with her traditioral

is too strong in Earope, and the powers might
as woll fight her now as wait ¢ill she has made
herself supreme on the Danube, when they
would be placed atan immense disadvantsge.
Buasia is determined to seize Constantinople,
and were her power once established
on the Bosphorms, it would not
be long before Greece would sink into 4
Rugsian dependency. and Kurope would be at
hor feet., It hssthns become a question for
the western nations to fix the limits of
Ruesian encroachments in the west. In this
tremendous strogule Austria will have to
besr the first brunt of the attack, but there
can be no doubt whatever ot the war in-
volving Germoany, Italy, Terkey aud Esg-
land. It will be an evil day for France
should she take sides with Russia: In this
corflict, which may begin at any moment,
all friends of liberty muat regard the defeat
of the Russiaraas the most desirable ontcome
of the war.

Apart from all other considerations the
establishment of an autcoratic power so vast
and so inimical to freedom as that of the
Mnuacovite Czars, must be opposed with a
determinaticn equal to the heroism which
turned kack the wave of Tarkish conquest
from the walls of Vienma, A warsuch ae
this would be & great calamity ; but it'would
be leas disastrous, we believe, than to have
Europe dominated by Ruesia,

Nor could wa in Canada hope to escape
unscathed in the conflict. Americans would,
no Goubt, be glad of the chance war would
give for them to moke money by selling
supplies to the combattanis, in which case
thers {8 no knowing whers the complication
would erd. Under these circamatuncea it
would b3 of incalcalable advantage to us to
have our differencer with the Americans
amicably adjusted. It was with this view
probably that the British Government
urianged the Fisheries Commieeion, and, in
order to prepare for possible future events, is
willing to eacrifice Canadian claims, To the
mind of a British atatesman it would appear
quite rentonable that this country should be
willing to make the cacrifice in the intereats
of the empire, and as a poesible less afiliction
than what it might have to bear in the case
of war, should the United States aszrume an
uttitude of hostile neutreality.

All dunger, however, in this regard weuld
venith were a treaty of unrestricted recipro-
city uegotiated between the Republic and the
Dominion. American friendahip would be
secured. No belligerent power would dare
ateail ony portion of this continent, and a
great cause of irritation would be removcad to
bs raplaced by a friendly understanding.
Bat it is greatly to be feared that Tory
stupidity, in refusing to meet the wishea of
the people, will prevent this much de-
sired consurmmmation. The interests of a
few manufactarers in Canada bound vp with
the success of a political cligne may be con-
sidered by the shorteighted men pow in
power aa of greater importance than the wel-
fare of the whole country, Iodeed, we can
foreseo in the wmanner in which the Ottawa
Government ia soting a posaibility that in the
ovent of war tho Americans will tske by
force of arms what they sre now willing to
negotinte for on the broadest terms of re-
ciprocity, Thus the breaking out of war in
Enrope is likely to precipitate eventa in
Ameriea and put a very conclusive period to
a state of affairs which has become almoat
unendarable.

FARMERS AND PROTEOCTION.

The Chicago Herald, a paper that takes
front rznk for ability and enterprise in
American journalizm, has shown up in lively
style how the farmer fares under the protec-
tive system, The arguments it uses suit
Canada aa well as the United States. It ap-
poara that the Gravgers of Wisconsin have
reoently adopted a rosolution to ask ¢ That
Congress shall make the ariff on agricultural
imports equal to that on manufactured goods."
In theory this is sound protection doctrine,
but the United States import no agricultural
producte. As the Herald points out :—

The farmer loads his elnp with wheat, carries
the wheat to Liverpool at a mneb value of 70
cents, end loads his ehlp with’ plow-points at
the Liverpool price for plow-points.. ‘When the
good ship Prategtion arrives at New York down
comes the cmstoms officer appointed by the

MR. WILFRID BLUNT.

Below is the reply tvo Mr. B. J. Cloran’s
letter, sustaining the resolutiona passed at a
public mesting in this city, concerning the
treatment {o which he had been subjected to
at Woodferd, and expressing admiration for
his breve and manly conduct and for the
heroism of Lady Blunt, The letter was ad-
dressed to Mr. Blunt at Galway Jail, which
accounts for the delay in the-receipt of the
reply :—

CrAZBET PAREK, TEREEBRIDGES,
Deo. 5th, 1867,

H.J. Cloran. Esq.:

DEAR S1R.—I beg you to express my sinoere
thenks to those concerned, for the sympathy ¢
shown me at the Montreal meeting.

To Mr. Q'Copnor, M.P., and Sir Thomas
Grattan E.monde, Irish delegates: Gentle-
men,—I regret very much tnat the satate of
my heatth and incesrant occupation at this
time prevent me from attending yonr meet-
ing, but you bave my earnest sympathy in
your work of mercy towards the poor end
oppressed people of Izeland.

Loxpox, Dec. 23.—The topic of the moment
is the announcement of revised judicial rents
made by the Irish Land . Commissioners in laat
niﬁht’u “ Dablin Gazette.”  Last year Mr. Par-,
nell introduced & bill providing.- -among :other
thinga for a revision of rents fixed by the Land
Comminrsioners betfore the sgricultural depress-
ion had become #0 gevere.. The bill was thiown
out, Later on Lord Salisbury declsred that the
Government would not consent to any revision
of judicial rents, which he considered would be
dishopest and inexpedient. . -

This beirg the resolution of the Government
in league with the landlords, the Irish leadera
devisud the plan of campaign for the protection
of the tenants against the extermination war
that ‘was to be waged last winter, The deter
mination of the (Government continued cven
while the present Land Ach was goiog through
the House, but ander the ‘pressure of the plan
of campaign outside and of frightened Liberal-
Unionists inside the House, Liord Salisbury
was obliged to capitulate; and aven while Mr,
Goschen was swearicg that he would die on the
floor sooner than consent to violate the ranctity
of judicial contracts, the Prewier was drawing

{ up & clause to put all the judicial contracts into

the melting-pot.

At firat he propored to give the Land Com.
missions an equitable jurisdiction to reviss the
judicial rents, but when the bill weat to che
House of Lorde he withdrew the equitable juris-
diction and tied the Land Commissioners down
to a hard and fast calculation based strictly
upon the alteration in pris of produce.

Me. Parnell pointed out that thisarrangement
oompletely destroyed the valueof the concession
inasmuch as it forbade the Commissioners
taking into account the quantity of a crop ss
well as the price 1t fetched in the market and
several other circumstancas which affected the
value of & farm, Mr, Pamell and the Irish
party washed ther hands of the bill from that
moment. ]

It ia the revision made according to this ar-
rangement that was announced Jast night. As
was to be expected, it is quite illusory.
Broadly speaking, it takes off from 10 to 12 per
cent. offfthe entire judicial rental in Ireland.
To be nearer the figures demanded by the ne-
ceasities of the case, it should take off at least
50 or 60 per cent, of the rents fixed prior_to
1885. Almost all laudlords who have settled
with their tenants under the Plan of Campaizn,
or voluntarily, have done this, at least during
the post twelve months. They have given
reductiona averaging 25 per cent. on judicial
repta fixed last year, or on rents which the
tenants admicted last year to have been then
more or Irzs fairly reduced. Now upun rents
fixed in?1885 the Land Commissioners practic-
ally make no reduction at ail, and they have no
power to touch the rents of 1886. This fact
when properly weighed will revesl the mon-
strous absurdity of this sham revieion.

To mention an exarple, three weeksago Lord
Hartiogton's father, the buka of Devonshire,
on one of the most fairly man afed and wealthi-
est propérties in the South of Ireland voluntar-
ily reduced last year’s rents by 25 per cent., thess
renta themaelves having been reduced by 20 per
cent, from the rents of 1851 and 1882. But the
Land Commissioncra’ revision of the whole dis-
trict in which this property is situate¢ marks
vo reduction at all for the reats fixed in 1885,
and only from 10 to 11 per cent. for the rents
fixed in 1881-82, Their revision, moreover,
jumbles up the poorest and most rack-rented
estates with the richest and most fairly rented
and applies the same averaga to them all. .

The thing is simply grotesque, nnd it will
have the effeet of driving the tenants all over
Ireland into the Plan of Campaign. Never-
theless, it has driven the landlords wild, be-
cause by a stroke of the pen their own coer-
cionist Government by law cut kome §!,600,000
off their rental. If Lord Salisbury had bad the
statesmanship to doukle this sum ha would xot
hove made the landlords any angrier and le
would have pone a good way toward eatisfying
the tenants, who would be anxions to sacrifics
romothing for the sake of penze. Aa it is, he
hags satisfied nobody and has only jnstified the
Plav of Campaign and given ica huge adver-

tisement.

THE VICTORIAN ERA IN IRELAND,

LITTLE MATERIAL PROGRESS MADE DURING THE
PAST FIFTY YEARS,

Oon Monday evening, Nov. 21st, the Andi-
tor of the Historical Suciety of University
College, Stephen’s Green, Dublin, delivered
the inaugural addres, taking far his subject
*“The Victorian Era in Ircland.” There was
a very large attendance. Thv appearsnce of
Mr. Michael Davitt on the platform was a
signal for Joud applause. The Rev. Dr. De-
lany, Rector, tuck the chair. The Auditor,
in ti:e course of his abls address, said that
during all the changes which those years had
brought thére were two things which they
had failed to brivg to improve the condition
of the people and to slifle their aspiraticns
for nationnl indepentence. Poverty was the
mark of those ity yeara iu Treland, aud discon-
tent followed in poverty’s train.  Ireland never
could be prosperous or contented until her Par-
liament was restored. (Anplause.) The issue
was now koi-, 2nd could oniy end in one way.
It would e for the historian of the future to
tell that Treland recovered libersy, and with it
her happiness and prosperity in Queen Vic-
toria’s reign. (Applnuse.) ..

Mr. Davitt sn'd the suditer’s address, in its
calmness and abrence of prejudics end bitter-
ness, when speaking of political opponents, con-
trasted very favorably with what recently
emanated froxm the Pbiloscphicol Hociety, ritu-
ated between them and thy River Liffey.
Everythivg democratic was wrong and menn
with these super-excellent mortals of Trinity
College. The Land Lengue hasi taught the
peasant that he was no longer a land-
lord’s alave, rebuked the servile tendency
of doffing the hat to every idle loafer
who was encountered in a rsnt oflice or on the
hivhway, and shook to its foundations the sys-
tem of legalized rubbnry by which the landlords
could riot in Iuxury on the enrning: of the poor,
while the earnera themselves had to live in
bovels and subsist upon the mennest food.. But
there waa nothing in thd venewous enmity of
the Trinity mud-slingers half fo disgusting as
the sickening cant with which they speak of '98
and '48 and 67, in order tv ai:parage the men
who follow Mr, Parnell.

Ireland, stroug in hope, stiong in patience, the
people would listen to prudent and wise counsel,
steadfaat 1n their claim for right, and equally
steadtast, despite of provucation or temptation
from within or without, to hold faab by the
weapons of justice or morality, (Applanse.)

DMilk was the
only food of amy kind that the patient could
azgimilate, and finatly he was uuable to take
scarcely a tubeful of that wt onetime. M,
Corbett, during Ins te.rible crdesl, waa fre-
quently attached with fits of choking, duato
the clopging up of the throat by :he big lump
at it: entrance. His powerfu) frnme was re-
duced toa compirative skeleton, and early Fri-
day moroing he diel, ruffering ths most intenca
agiony. His inability to recelve nourishment is
thougbt to huve precipitated his end,

To » New York World reporter Mrs, Crortett,
the widow, said: ‘‘My husband’s sufferings
were heartreuding. I have emyloyed several
physicians and ap-cinliats, but they have not
yet satisfied me as to how Mr. Corbett con-
uracted thisdrendful disea:e. I have repratedly
acked them whether or not they believed smok-
ivg had anything to do with the creation of the
cancer. They tell me it might, But my hus-
band emoked only moderately, and he bad not
drunk liquar in twelve years. T{e wrs six fret
in height, of the sirongest constitution, and was
rarely, if ever, ill, Yrars ago he suffered from
a amall tumor, but I wm told that it had
nothing to do with his death, The discase was
not hereditary. Not one of his re'ntives was
ever afflicted with it so far as I um abls to
pscertain,”

The export ssasor of Canadian live stock,
which has just closed, was the greateat known,
the total numbsr béing aver 65;000. In sheep
the number was onky 35,000, boing the smallest
on record since 1878,

According to a late report Minnesotas snd
Dakotn, with a popnlation of a million and a
balf of people, produce in ooe vear more wheat
thon Great Britain and Ireland with a popula-
tion of thirty-five million.

Waood pulp is taking plece among materials
for the manufacture ol buildiog ornamentatines
formerly made in plaster of paris; the pulpis
valued for ite greater 'ghtness, and it has been
found to be equally as darable-as the plaster.

Tiumber made of brick, or terrn-cotta lumber
and brick-wood, is a modern subatitute for wood,
which is finding quite a market. It is said to be
incombuatible as well ar light and atrong, and
it may be sawed, turned, tongued and grooved
with the eame tools as pine, and can ba nailed.

The waate cuttings of cork are now being
employed in Ergland for making bricks, which
can be used for walls, impervious alike to heat
or domp. The cork cuttings :re reduced to
powder in a8 mortar, and mixed with lime or
clay; and from this composition the bricks are
mads in the usual way,

The St. Johns News gives the tollowing as to
the markets in that town:—Rutter sold from
15c to 18¢; winter made, 2lc to 24c; drepsed
hogs, 6¢ ; oxen, live weight, dc ; chickens, 10c to
12¢; turkeys, 12¢ tvo 150; eggs, 2ic per dozen ;

In 1883, 266 931 quinta's of
cod, and 29,522 barrels of herrings., In 1881,
862,063 quintals of rod, and 23,605 harrels of
herricgs; aleo 65,000 lbs. frozen aalmon and
10.000 1n tine. In 1875 the exports were 244,-
707 quintals of cod and 58,847 barrels of her-
rings, also 8,640 lbe, of salmon in tins, Tuking
