Sydney Smith as President of the
University of Toronto cn November
9. The chairman of the Board of
Governors, Colonel Erie ?Philips
administered the declaration of
office.

Dre. Smith, in his installation add-
ress, emphasized the priority of

Drowns in Attempt |
To Save Boy |

DR. PRIESTMAN

The untimely 4.ath of Dr. Bryan

Priestman who Ilost his life on
November 11 in a gallant attempt
to rescue a little buy from drowning
in the Saint John River, will bring
sorrow to his many friends in
Canada as well as to hig family in
England.

Professor Priestman who, since
1929, has occupied the Chair of
Physics at the University of New
Brunswick, was the only son of the
well-known English artist, Bertram
Priestman, Esg., R.A. He was
edncated at St. Peter’s Schoel, York,
Gt. John's College, Cambridge and
University College, London, before
coming to Canada shortly after the
first World War. After a period as
lecturer in Physics at the Univers-
ity of Saskatchewan, he entered tie
Graduate Schooi at McGill Univers-
ity and graduatea with the degree
of Dector of Philosophy prior to his

It can-
not, however be proud of itz paths.

The MacKenzie-Sears Canal, ai-
though excellent for the purpose of
conducting water has much to be
desired as a footpath. This sunken
path has an ample supply of water
in all but the driest of weather,
Apyone who has walked from the
Arts building towards the Residence
will bear this out.

A branch off the above path is the
bog leading to the Memorial Hall,
This is the only convenient path to
the Memorial Hall from the direc-
tion of the Residence. A path so
much used by so many students
deserves tc »e something more
than a trail leading through mud.

Our roads are, of course, self-
evident. Another path formerly
not so self evident is now, undey
Al Cam~ron's clear lights, quite
revealed. With the advent of lights,
students may now see what they are
stumbling over—for the most part
deep ruts and carefully cencealed
stones.

Other paths more visibie are the
countless trails, which, for the lack
of a recognised path, students are
making across the grass leading to
the Forestry building.

Another trail which, fer want of
a better name, might be called
“Quicide Slope” leads down the hill
from ‘Memorial Hall. This path,
usually mud-rovered is a very speedy
method of reaching University Ave-
nue,

Candidates for the positicn of
president were Vernon Mullen,
George Robinson and CGerry Law-|
qon. Mullen came to office by a
substantial majority leaving his ad-
versaries to share only haif the votes
cast,

Mullen came to U, N. B. this
year fresh out of the R. C. A, F. with
a war record of which he can be
justly proud. Joining the colors in
late '42. he tonk his training and
joined the distinguished 416 Oshawa
spitfive squadron. A Flying Ofticer,
Muilen was stationea in Belgium,
where he flew with his squadron
urtil, while flying “tail end Charlie”,
an American mustang pilot shkot
Lim down by mistake. This took
place over enemy territory. Cap-
tured by the Germans, he spent two

At Jap-Can.
Problem

Last Friday I glanced through the
“Brunswickan”. After classes I
returned (o my room, threw the
paper on the table, and weat out for
the evering. While I was out,
something started to fizz inside me.
(and it was not what you think it
was.)

Returning iater, I went back to
Dr. DeMerton's article on the race
situation. I re-read it.

Two sentences made me decide
to add a few comments to Dr. De-
Merten's remarks. The first was,
(quote), “The Canadian-Jap Gguest-
ion wag brought up, right or wrong.”
(unquote). Although I had nothing
to do with the “bringing up” of the
question, I was glad of the oppoertu-
nity to help debate it, right or
wrong. (The judges thought I was
wrong). Our team was to favour
the forcible ejection of all Jupanese
from Canada. It sounded simple.

‘Yo put a fair bit of thought on

the matter, and some research. The
more we thought, the more we
searched. What we found, was a
bit of a shock to me, and food for a
ot of thought. We debated and
thut was finished. But the thoughts
raised were not.

Merten’s that really struck home

was, (quote) “I wish that the
competent and enthusiastic local
voices would enlarge the scope of
their defence and protect any un-
justly attacked group” (unquotej.
“Unjusily attacked group?”’ Well,
here's ope voice, perhaps not com-
petent, but at least enthusiastic and
iocal. The scope is as large as
when that same voice was heard in
support of a mags deportation of a
minority group by means of force.

Before the quesiion was raised [
knew a louv about it, like a great
many other people. Perhaps the
sources of my “knowledge” were
jingoism and wartime propaganda;

ignorance. Perhaps my present
ideas are incomplete and accurate,
but at least they are based on a
modicum of thought, study, and

Here is what hapoeuned to all my
fine arguments when we tried te
pack thom up by the use of authori-
tativ literature. I write from mem-
ory, and do so intenticnally, for
these are the pointg we raised, and
these are the answers we found, as

(1)—The Japanese ccmpete in
trade with other Caradians by wage-
cutting, maGe vpossible by standards
of living lower, and so less desir-
able, than those of the other Cana-
dians. ANSWER:—There is no
wage-cutting when the Japanese are
protected by minimum wage laws
