Honourable Record

Prepare for Regional Drama Festival Here
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in-One hundred years ago, the study of enginering had its begt 
ning at the University of New Brunswick. In 1854 Prof. McMahon 
Cregan gave lectures in engineering in the present Arts Building; 
at this time the university was still known as King’s College.

The first diploma in engineering was awarded to H. G. C. Ketchum 
in 1861. The present Ketchum Medal was instituted in honor of this 
man.

Civil Engineering was the only branch of engineering studied at 
that time. In 1899 the first degree in Civil Engineering was awarded 
under Prof. Dixon, then head of the Civil Engineering Department. It 

under Prof. Dixon's direction that the Civil Engineering building 
was erected in 1900.

Under the presidency of. Dr. C.-f 
C. Jones, who served from 1907 
to 1940, the degree award was 
changed from Bachelor of Civil 
Engineering to Bachelor of Science 
in Engineering.

The first Electrical Engineeiing 
degree was awarded in 1910! Prof.
John Stiles was Dean of Applied 
Science at this time. Prof. Stiles 
later became Chief Commissioner 
of the Boÿ Scouts of Canada. One 
of the early professors of Electri­
cal Engineering and Physics was 
Dr. McGinnes, afterwards head of 
the Department of Physics at Tem­
ple University. He served from 
1914 to 1920.

In 1919 Earl 0. Turner, now Dr.
Turner, came to UNB as Professor 
of Civil Engineering.

In 1920 Prof. Baird became head 
of the Electrical Department. He 
was afterwards made Dean of Ap­
plied Science from 1945 until his 
retirement in 1951. When 
Baird became Dean of Applied 
Science, Dr. E. O. Turner was 
made Dean of Engineering. On 
Dr. Baird’s retirement in 1951 the 
title "Dean of Applied Science’" 
was done away with. Prof. James 
Dineen became head of the Elec­
trical Department from 1951 to 
date.

Dr. John Stephens, professor of 
Mechanical Engineering, from 1908 
to 1945, became Dean of Applied 
Science from 1920 to 1945. During 
this time Forestry became a 
faculty distinct from Engineering, 
since up to this time it had been 
one of the lesser branches of Civil 
Engineering.

THE MAKING The advent of high altitude commercial flight has brought 
with it an entirely unforseen problem, known as explosive de­
compression. The phenomenon afflicts only females, and, strangely 
enough, only those intent on improving on nature.

4. The effects depend upon the 
initial pressure, Pf.. and It was 
found that the greater the initial 
improvement on nature, the more 
devastating are the results of ex­
plosive decompression

The researchers have also put 
forth several recommendations, 
based on the results of the survey, 
which may be summarized as fol­
lows:

1. Girls planning high altitude 
flights should content themselves 
with the more conventional, if less 
romantic padded types of, uh, cam­
ouflage. Failing this, they should 
familiarize themselves with the 
critical pressure ratio of their pre­
ferred brand.

2. In the event of decompression, 
male passengers should console 
themselves with the thought that 
nobody is perfect, and that the girl 
concerned was only trying to put 
up a good front.

3. Afflicted females should re­
tire at once for emergency repairs. 
A 35c tire patching 
prove of inestimable value at this 
time.

Ponev Truss bridge on display.
An Historical display, featuring 

surveying instruments of 100 years 
ago; actual size and model steam 
engines up to 175 years old; photo­
graphs of student survey camps in 
Sussex and Chipman, just after the 
turn of the century; an early tele­
phone switchboard ; detailed draw­
ings made by students of four 
decades ago.

A display in the Electrical En­
gineering building of radar and 
radio transmission equipment: X- 
ray equipment le operation ; wired 
television, teletype, photo-electric 
devices, constant current trans­
formers, variable speed A.C. motors 
and various electrical equipment 
built by the Electrical students.

In the various laboratories in 
the Electrical, Civil, and Mechani­
cal Engineering departments, tests 
will be carried out and equipment 
shown.
