HE progress which the Toronto Young
T Mens’ Christian Association has made dur
ing the past year, has more than equalled the most
sanguine expectations of its greatest friencs  Com
mencing asa very insignificant organization, in
the city January 1862 holding its mectings in the
basement of the Temperance Hall, it has steadily
and rapidly increased in both membersand wealth,
until it has gained the prominent position it now
occupies among the institutions of the city.

The project of a building had been before the
brethren for some time, but the carrying of it into
execution sprang out of the Indianapolis Conven-
tion Leld in June 1870, one of the delegates was
moved under God to invite to Toronto, Mr. K. A.
Buruell, an earnest association worker, to hold :ll
Layr:an's Institute and advantage taken of the at- [
tenticn to the work of the associatiun . exacted by |
the meetings, to commence a subscription for the |
building fund. The amount subscribed, - payable |

and asked tenders for the work. The design of
Messrs. Smith and Gemmell was approved with
some modifications suggested by experiance, and
the work was commenced in the month of May.
