Reminiscences of anaged Disciple.
PRAYER IN ALL THINGS.

In the rummer of 1834 one of our horses had
strayed when he was much wanted to * set up”
the potato drills, and two of our farm servants
spent nearly 8 fortnight in search of him with-
out success. My husband said to me one fore-
noon,—* | wish you would walk with me to the
brook. I'l take my spy-glass with me and
sscend the hill, and if the horse is anywhere on
the plain, we shall make him out.” I complied,
and, as 1 waiked behind him, lifted up my heart
to the God of heaven to prosper our search.—
When he reached the top of the hill he spied all
round for some time, but had to descend without
seeing the animal. He said,—* we may as well
return home. We'll not go the same way. Let
us walk slong the side of the brook, and go
through the grove to the-westward.” We pro-
ceeded until we came to & narrow path which
led through the thicket to the common. BSud-
denly we heard a rustling among the trees. Our
approach had startled five horses who were there
sheltering themselves from the rays of the sun,
one of them being our runaway. My husband
had s balter with him, ané he drove the beast
out on the common, and with the help of some
men who happened to be there, soon secured
bim. I had given up all hope of succeeding,
sud concluded that the God whom I served had
not sttended to the voice of my prayers, or that
it was presumption in me to trouble Him with
with such a request : but, when-we had the horse
in our possession, I could ssy,—* I know Thou
hearest me.” My simple prayer had sccom-
plished more than the men's search or the spy-
glass.

The following epring, a man with whom I had
been acquainted in my youth as a dealer of my
father's, came to our port to take charge of a
sealer. He was a professor of religion, but
sadly prere to doubt whether his prayers en-
tered into the ear of God. In the course of
converaation I tried to encourage him, and among
other things, related the above incident. He
went to the ice on the seventeenth of March,
and in five weeks returned with five thousand
seals. When he came to see me, he said, he
was out three weeks without seeing a seal, and

Before dawn on
Mcnday morning one of the watch came from
the deck and said, * Skipper, I think we are in
1 bear a noice like dogs barking.”

you told me about the horse ; and now it seemed
as if, during the night, a pilot from beaven had
taken the helm, and steered tbe ship into the
harvest-field.”

The following timely article is from the Watch- ;
man and Reflector :
At a public exhibition of a psnorama of the
Holy Land, & few years ago, as the picture of
Jerusalem was passing before the eyes of the
deeply interested sudience, a voice suddenly
cried out, ** Where ¥s Calvary?” The effect of
the question, even upon that promiscuous assem-
bly, was electrical. A deep solemnity fell upon
all, aud in the dim light, tears could be seen glis-
tening in many eyes. And so, we think, if the
Liord’s Supper should cense to be administered
in the churches, many & loviog soul would cry
out, * Where is Calvary? Show me Calvary P”
But very many seem to undervalue tbis ordi-
nance ; snd to such we appeal,
Are you of this number P
If so0 what excuse can you give?
1. You cannot sy, “ It is not commanded.”
Here is Christ’s own word. ** This do in remem-
brance of Me.” Naver was duty plainer.
2. You cannot say, “It is hard to perform.”
Not oftener than once a month is the Supper
observed. And will you not once ina month
take the trouble to go and see your Lord’s bro-
ken body? Then you cannot care much for
Him.
3. Perhaps you say, ‘He that eateth and
drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh dam-
pation (condemnation) ;” and you feel unworthy.
But this does not refcr to unworthiness of char-
acter, (for all ars unworthy) but was a revuke to
those who perverted the Supper to a scene of
gluitonny and drunkenness. It was an unwor-
thineas of conduct at the Supper.
4. Possibly you eay, * I have hard feelings to-
wards a brother, and cannot fellowship with
him.” But you do not go to commune with your
brother, but with Christ. And sgain, bow im-
proper to show your disapprobation of a brother
by disobeying Christ! See Matt. v. 24.
5. Perhaps you say, “I get no good in go-
ing.” How do you know this? Christ said,
*This do,” and is there no good in obeying
Him ? in examining ourselves® in handling the
sacred elements P in setting awhile in sight of
Calvary ?
6. Perhaps you may say, ‘I have to stay at
home with my family.” But perhsps once, in
your ¢ first love,’ you would not have staid away
for this. Andif so, what does it prove except
that your love to Christ has grown cold ; that
you are a backslider ? And God says, * Return,
O backslidiog daughter,and I will heal thy back-
sliding.”
Time was, when devout Christians, even wo-
men, would walk many miles to be present at the
appointed feast, rather than be once absent. But
now, how sadly, fearfully is it neglecied! What
trifling excuses prevail ! How many forget when
communion day comes! Some are needlessly
absent for months in succession! Some come
not for a whole year! Alas, how great asin!
Has it come to this, that Christians forsake the
assembling of themselves together, even at the
Supper ?
Think of these things, desr brother or sister.
You are wronging Christ, wrongicg your own
soul, setting a bad example before your family
and others, and grieving your bretbren by neg-
lecting the communion. You seem to underva-
lue Christ's death; to care not to meet with
Him ; you care not to think of Him. This keep-
sake, this precious remembrancer, you care not
to see. At Hie farewell be said, ~ Take this and
look upcn it, and let it recall My presence and
My love.” O, who would be faithless to His re-
quest? Who deserves to be remembered if not
He? Who has leved us so much and done so
much for us?
A futber once kept a cancelled bond for his
family to look upon and see how he had paid a
heavy debt, through much self-sacrifice to m:ke
them happy.

Sacred Hymns.

Two great classes of men are aptly but unde-
signedly described by two hymn writers whose
sweet words we often sing. The ore is repre-
sented by a singie verse of Dr. Watts ; the
other by a siogle verse of Charles Wesley.—
Indeed, these verses speak the distinct and pe-
culiar characterictics of these celebrated men
themselves. Watts sings this stanzas :

« Could I but climb where Moses stood,
And view the landscape o’er,
Nor Jordan’s stream nor Death’s cold flood
Should fright me from the shore.”

Ah ! the desponding Dr. Watts ! Theze was
a mountain called * If ” to be climbed, and he
stood looking at its frowning front, humming bis
plaintive doubts, down among the mists of Jor-
dan. He was chill and fearful for need of the
very exercise that mountain-climbing invited. —
See him; he walks up, he looks up, and yet,
undetermined, measuring himself with another
mortal man, and afraid of even that comparison,
be lingers and tremulously sings :

¢ Could I but climb where Moses stood ! ”

Well, he could, if he had tried, and did at lest,
and sings the song of Moses and the Lamb to-
night.

But bark ! Down from a mountain-summit
rings another song, waking echoes in every val-
ley like the notes of a bugle. It sounds higher
and clearer than the sobbing waves of Jurdan,
richer and sweeter than the plaintive psalm of
Dr. Watts. It is Charles Wesley, chanting a
hymp of triumph, warmed and exultant by the
very effort that carried him upward :

“ The promised land from Pisgah’s top
I now exult to see;
My hope is full'(~0'§loyioua hope) !
Of immortality.

My friends, which song do you sing to-night ?
Which is the song of your daily life P Are you
standing still in the valley of indifference, and
trying to praise God in a hymn that your very
shivering prevents you from singing ** with the
spitit and the understanding ; ” or are yourising
up to the clearer atmosphere of mountain sum-
mits, meeting heaven’s light and reaching after
heaven's falling benedictions P—Rev. Alez. Clark.

Moravian Missions among the
Esquimaux.

During the summer of 1867, the ship Har-
mony made its yearly trip to Labrador. The
missionaries in charge of the Hopedale station
write :

Once sgain we united in praising our God for
His watchful care of our missionary ship, and all
on board.

A review of the closing ship-year calls for
loud thankegiving to the Lord for al! the mer-
cies He has permitted us to epjoy. There has
been abundance of food for our people, for the
unususlly productive seal-hunt more than made
up for the deficient supply of fish caught in the
Jast summer and sutumn. Our garden crops
were also more plentifal than usual, so that we
could afford to eend vegetables to our bretbren
at Zoar.

Early in January several settlers began to
make their appearance, chiefly for trading pur-
poses, but, as they sttend our services and hear
the Gospel truth from us privately, we trust that
they ge hence with profit for their souls. T'bey
gledly receive Bibles and tracts in the English
langusge, for a valuable supply of which we are
most thaokful to the British and Foreign Bible
Society and Tract Society.

Our na'ive helper, Daniel, having for some-
time felt the desire to go atd tell bis heatben
countrymen in the far north of the salvation that
is provided in the blood of Jesus, brought the
matter to the notice of the brethren assembled
in conference at Nain. Another native helper
of the Hebron congregation, Gottlob, bad ex-
pressed a similar earnest wish, and the confer-
ence gladly accepted their proposal. Daniel left
his place on July the 8th with his family, baving
been commended to the Lord’s protection and
guidence at a meeting of the congregation on
the previous evening, on which occasion be ad-
dressed the meeting with great earnestness.—
The whole of cur people assembled on the beach,
and joined in singing & benedictory verse, as the
little company set sail in their boat ; a farewell
of this kind had never yet taken place in this
lsnd. We have great reason to be most thank-
ful for this new movement for we believe that
with God's blessing it will tend to the glory of
His name.

I met him a number of times after he came to
bis village, and urged him to bzcome a Chris:ian, |
and gave bim books to read. He was then|
afraid to leave the religion of his relatives. He
finally made up his mind more than a year ego,
and placed himself under my iustruction. As
be was an intelligent reader, it was eacy for him
to receive instructicn. He bas been instrumen- |
tel in bringing with him three brothers and their
fumilies. He had no sooner joined us than his
oxen were poisoned. I was afterwards able to
keep him in his difficuity, by the kindoees sent
from the Weetern churckes, He is now study-
ing with me, and goes with me to the villages.

Bince my return from the Hills, I have re-
ceived the pledge of twenty-three families in
scven different villages to forsake heathenism or
Romanism ; eleven families in villoges already
under our care, and twelve families in three other ‘
villeges. To-day, I bave just received the pledge
of the Romish catechist of this place. He was
a man of over fifty yeers of sge.

Anarchy in the Church.

What is the ecclesiaetical worid of England
coming to,—the ecclesiastical world, we mean,
as it is recognited by statute, and forms part of
the British Constitution ? In one word, where
are things tending to in the Church of Eng-
land? Our spirit in putting the question is
friendly but we cannot disguise the fact that
the sspect of affairs is startling. The peace
and quiet of the olden time have given place to
a scene of tumult and dissension such as has
not been witnessed in Eagland for two cen-
turies, Better even this than the torpor of irre-
ligious indifference which reigned so long in the
Church ; but we have much mijstaken the nature
of Englishmen if a state of cheotic anarchy will
not be deeply felt by tkem to be an unfit ard
unnatural condition for 8 Church of Christ. It
seems now to be perceived by all parties in the
Church that they cannot exist together on their
present footing, and each party is rushicg to
the courts of law to have it determined whether
all who do not take its shibboleth cannot be
turred out of the Church. Mr. Mackenochie
is being prosecuted in the Court of Arches; a
number of new Colenso cases are looked for;
there is a cry that some one or other of the ad-
vanced Liberal clergy is to be proceeded against ;
and the ritualists, adopting the tactics which
bave so often been tried in war, of carrying hos-
tilities into the enemy’s country, are said to be
about to launch their thunderbolts against some
noted Evangelicals for taking liberties with the
Rubrics—which, if we believe the ritualists, are
as flagrant as any which can be slleged sgainst
themselves. ‘In a word,’ to quote from an
evening cotemporary, ‘ each of the three great
sections of the Church of England appears to
have decided on the expediency of ascertaining
its position so far as it can by appealing unto
Cesar, in the shape of Sir Robert Phillimore to
begin with, with the Judicial Committee of the
Privy Council in the background.’

So far, we completely agree with these liti-
gants, and;think they are in the right. They
cannot act harmonicuslsly together, and they are
bold in declaring, each and ail, that their adver-
saries must be thrust from the Church. The
man who believes that he, as a priest, has a pow-
er of working invisible mirscles and absolving
sins, has an essentially different view of Chris-
tianity from the maa who believes that be, the
minister of a Protestant church is invested with
no mystical power whatever, and is strong and
potent, not from his priestly attributes, but by
virtue of preaching the truth. Nor is there like-
ly to be much unity of sentiment between either
of these and an Ultra-Liberal clergyman like Co-
lenso, who presches eermons to prove that the
narrative of the Temptation has no historical ba-
sis. If these cannot agree Lo differ, they will
agree in grasping fiercely at the wespons of con-
flict, and Evangelicel, Ritualist, and Neologion,
mimmicking the assumption cf tbe French des-
pot, will, as at this moment declare, ‘The Church,
—Iam the Church.! Meanwhile the rough Eng-
lishman out of doors has clear convictions of two
things and two only, first, that the Church es-
tablished by law and maintained by the nation’s
money was not originally, and ought not now to
be, Popish ; secondly, the law talks, ahd debates
interminably, but gives him no tsegible assur-
ance that the Church is not and shall not be Ro-
men Catholic. Firm in his convictioa on these
points, our rough-and-ready friend infers that
there is but one method left for his adoption. It
s man attacks bim in the street, and there is no
policeman to defend him, he knocks his assail-
sotjdown ; il a Church of Eogland minister plays
Papist before his face, and law gives him no re-
dress, he loses patience and makes a row. This

Expanding the Lungs.

Sunday School in Wales.

In Wales, the Sunday.school as an instru-
ment of religious teaching, is held in the great-
est estimation, and has been long deemed a pro-
per substitute for ¢ public religious service. In
Welch towns there are usually two public ser-
vices held on the Sabbath in all the chapels and
churches ; but in rural districts, where the popu-
lation is thin and scattered, and where the mini-
sters are necessarily on this account pluralists,
there is only one sermon delivered on the Bun-
day, and the other parts of the day are devoted
to the Ssbbath SBchool and prayer meetings.—
The ssme people who attend public worship
on the morning of Sunday will be found at
school in the afternoon. In lonely glens, far re-
moved from chapels, which are usually built on
the most central and accessible spots, the far-
mers hold their little school in rotation at each
other’s bouses, where their own servants, with
the iaborers and shepherds of tte neigborhood,
make a poiot of attending with the greatest re-
gularity. Ia fact, the Sunday-school is general-
ly thought quite as much of as public worehip ;
for, with the exception of the Uaitarians, who
communicate secular as well as religious instruc-
tion on the Sunday, the direct aim of the school
is to teach religion.— Sunday at Home.

Died at Lutz Mountair, in the Moncton Cir-
cuit, N. B, on 29:h February last, Robert
Maddison, Esq., in the 60th year of his sge.
He was born in the County of Durham, Eogland,
snd emigrated to this Province about thirty-
seven years since.

Our deceased brother was converted to God
in s powerful revival which took place under the
faitbful ministry of Rev. G. M. Barratt, about
twenty-four years ago, st the old chapel in the
village of Coverdale.

Amidst the various vicissitudes of life, brother
Maddison was ensbled by divine grace to hold
on the even tenor of his way, to the end of bis
earthly pilgrimage. His illneas was lingeriog,
and at times severely painful, but no murmur
escaped his lips ; he was = very patient sufferer,
expressed his resignation to the divine will, and
the possession of peace with God. It was a com-
fort to his pastor to visit bis bedside, to read and
pray with him, and point him to Jesus.

In the last eleven years of his life be held the
position of Justice of the Peace for the County
of Westmorland, and in that office was highly
respected among all classes. He never misused
the power thus conferred, but used it wieely for
the good of others. As a temperance advocate,
be was most assiduous in the promotion of that
grest moral reform, and at the time of his desth
held the office of Provincial Deputy in the order
of British Templars. He would trovel day and
night to advance the interest of the order, and
his strength was often taxed to the uttermost of
his power. His opposition to the use of strong
drink was uncompromisicg, because he had wit-
nessed so much of its baneful influence. The
Jodge of Templars to which he belonged sent a
very kind letter of condolence, on the occasion
of his death, to his bereaved widow and family,
and attended officially in & body when the fune-
ral sermon was preached. He has left a widow
and ten children to mourn his loss.

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Religious Revival.

During the last two or three months brief
notices of gracious revivals in verious parts of
these Provinces have appeared in our columns;
and this week we have a communication from
Guysboro’, furnishing sn account of a very bless-
ed work of grace in that town, in which, we are
bappy otherwise to learn, different churches are
participating, These indications of increased
religious interest in so many different localitiee,
and resulting in the aggregate, in the conver-
sion of 80 very many persons, of every sge axd
class, are gratifying in the extreme. We must

_ oonfess that during some months past we had
svery little expectation of hearing of much of
prosperity in the Church for a good while to
come ; and the principal reason for this appre-
hension of continued spiritual dearth, was the
great amount of rancorous political excitement
prevalent in the Provinces. There is no icflu-
ence more inimical to religious progress, whe-
ther in the individual christisn or in the collec-
tive church, than political strife ; and we greatly
feared that, as one bauneful result of public ex-
citement and party spirit,—the cause of true
veligion would greatly suffer. But it is matter
of devout gratitude that * the Spirit of the Lord
is mot straitened.” It is s happy circumstance
that so many of the watchmen uvpon the wal's of
Ziun, perceived the threatened danger, and sea-
sonably eounded the alarm. The leaders of
God’s Israel have mustered their forces ; there
bas been a call to bumiliation, and prayer, and
united effort ; and we mark the results in the
edification of the Church, and in the translation
of very many from the kingdom of darkness
into the kingdom of God’s dear S>n. What
evidence is efforded that the Lord delights in
seeing Zion arrayed in her robes of holiness and
of joy, and tkat He wails to comfort all her
waste places ; to make her wilderness like Eden,
and ber detert as the garden which He blesseth.
It is however grestly to be boped that these
tokens of blessing sflorded to the churches will
not be restricted to the very limited extent which
they have. already reached ; but that such evi-
dences of God’s good-will—will but prompt His
poopl{ everywhere to eniarged faith and Jabour
to secure the ricker blessing from above, yet so
greatly needed By thei lsrge proportion of the
churches of cur'land, Let the beginnings of
spiritual prosperity be hailed by every christisn,
aod let every hieart with esgerness expect the
more geveral oulpouring of the Holy Spirit,
G :d is no respester of perscns ; nor does He in
His sovereignty sver refuce to snswer prayer, or
ever withbold His blessing, when His church is
in & fit posture to receive it. Let then the signs
of tte coming shower now given, be recognized

in the sppearance of the cloud, even lh,ough'

small as 8 man’s band, and let united, fervent,
affectual prayer otill be offered that the whole
Church may be visited with refreshing, saving

g nie.
As enccursging to faith acd prayer we are
.,jnud to mention that the religious journals in

the United States contain very remarkable snd
cheering accounts of revival seasons in the va-
rious Evangelical churches, —Presbyterian, Con-
iregational, Baptist and Methodist—and these
scenes of revival are noted as cecurriog in nearly
sll the States of the Union, and in several bun-
dreds of instances, resulting in the ingsthering
of mavy theusands cf persons ioto the several
churches.

The N. Y. Observer, which reckons up no less
than three hundred revivals, 1emarks that in the
reports of one hundred instances, estimates of
, conversions have been made, amounting to over
four thousand ; these welcome tidings come from
twenty-three different States.

“ Generally the religious interest dates from the
Week of Prayer, and in many instatces the
work has been carried on by continuing the union
meetings where it bsd originated. In Philadel-
phia, ** with less excitement and probably with
more ¢ffect than in the days of the great revival
at Jayne's Hall, a general revival of religion is
in progress, and churches of every name are
feeling the blessed influence.” In Brooklyn,
elso, the religious interest is gemeral. At one
church 150 conversions have taken place, and
st another, seversl entire families have been led
to profess their faith in Christ. The tbird all-
day prayer meeting was recently held in Cincia-
nati, and the interest ‘u well sustained to the
close. At Westerly, R. L., s powerful revival is
in progress. The Episcopal as well as other
churches share in the blessing. At Newiogton,
Conn., Christians of all names are happily united
in a revival where already more than 100 are
icquiring the way of life—80 have been con-
verted. In New York, at Port Jackson, among
the Reformed, Presbyterian and Methodist
churches, 200 conversions are reported ; and at
Waverley in the same State, through God’s b'ess-
ing on the labors of a devoted Presbyterian
elder, who for years maintained a Sabbath school
a little out of the village, a profound religious
interest is felt. Fifty have been bopefully con-
verted, and the work is carried on without minis-
terial aid by the bappy co-operation of three
laymen, representiog the Presbyterian, Baptist
snd Metbodist churches.”

Revival intelligence is published from sixty-
two Presbyterian churches, and in fifty of these
the number of converts is ome thousand three
hundred snd thirty-five. In lllinois tbe churches
of sixteen d.fferent towns rejoice in the oatpour-
ing of the Holy Spirit. In fifty Baptist churches
one thousand two husdred and thirty-seven
cotiversions are reported, while in thirty-four
more, revivals are in progreas. In thirty-three
Congregational churobes heard from, pewerful
revivals prevail, and six hundred and thirty-five
conversions are reported. In churches where
no special interest had been manifested for thirty
years, the good work is in progress. Thus glo-
riously does the Kiog of Zion ride forth in His
gospel chariot, and His cause'of truth and meek-
ness and righteousness is made to prosper.

Our Methodist exchanges teem with revival
intelligence. It would be strange indeed if Me-
thodism, which hss from the beginniog been
distinguished ss sn earnest form of livirg
christianity, should not now,when other churches
are so greatly blessed,share in that blessing large-
ly. We are glsd to believe that the M. E
Church has lost nothing of its revival spirit, and
that evidences the most convinciog are sfforded,
that God is with her. The following pertinent
remarks on this subject and in relation to re-
vival converts, we copy from the North western :

We are thaokful that for the most part the
Revivals have occurred in connection with the
regular ministration of the word dispensed by
the pastors and their assittants, the local predch-
ers.

It is cheering too, that whilejthe mighty move-
ment has been free from whst many might de-
nominate * fanaticiem,” and has been remark-
able for sobernees, it bas not been wanting in
supernatural power; it has anew demonstrated
that God hears and answers prayer; that we are
under the dispensation of the Spirit.

There are thousands of new discigles to be in-
structed ; young converts to be ‘iuided. The
pastor’s work resliy begins when these children
are born into the Church. They must be shiel-
ded from proselytism that will now be very busy.
It is observeable that while some stand off and
decry Methodist revivals, they are always willing
and ready to accept our converts, snd we
never knew one refused because suddenly con-
verted st *a mourner’s bench.” Itis now the
time to teach them, to give them tke reasons of
the faith, to show them the validity of our or-
dinances, and the Scripturalness of our polity.—
The thioaghness of professed conversion is to
be tested, that none may rest in & balf-done
work. The way of duty is to be indiested. Our
converts cannot live, at least canmot become
religious powers without heaithful activity.—
They are to work in the vineyard ;to %id in
erecting the spiritual temple ; to work for them-
selves end for others. They should be taught
the abszolute necessity of self-denisl, of cross-
beariog, of beivg crucified with Christ.,

We¢ deem it no unimportant lessom that they
be taught to be joyful Chrisiians. Let them
understind that they must serve Ged from prin-
ciple, and at the same time that *“the joy of
their Lcrd is their Strength.” BSet them to
singing our t iumphal songs as well as to the
settling of foundation priociples. The twenty-
third Peslm is as much ours as the Decalogue.
Burden bearing is eseential, but be it ever re-
membered that the * Rsnsomed of the Lord
shall return amd ccms to Z on with songs snd
everlastiog joy upon their beads ; they shall ob-
tain joy aud gladness and sorrow and sighing
thall flee away.” Lead them from the seveanth
into the eighth of Romans,

Let them understand that religion means
dufy. Eaid a man under conviction in this city,
1 bave felt that I ought to be a Christian, but
tbat means a great deal. It means family
prayer, it means prajer in prayer-meeting, it
means helping the poor, it means working in
mission schools—it means work.” 8o it does.

Let them be trained to a true churchly spirit ;
to devation to the branch of the Church which
led them to Carist, to & high regard for its rules,
to the fuithful observance of the same; to re-
spect for its ministers as the messengers of
Christ, as preachers of righteousness as able
ministers of the New Testament, as trae clergy-
men, as Christian gentlemen. In all these
things they should have good resson for their
faith, '

Oue expression bas cocurred very often in
our revival notices: * Many [or moet] of those
were beads of families.,” An uousual propor-
tion seem to be adulte. It gives no more pro.
mise to the future that this is so, but it is »
greater manifestation of saving grace. These
parents - should be taught that their family
should be *the Church in the household;” a
miniature of the Church, holy and without
blame.

Revival in Guysborough.

MR. EviTor,—We commenced special ser-
vices in our Vestry on the third of Februsry.
They were attended by few during the first week ;
the second week we were more encoursged ; the
third week we bad a still better attendauce ;
several persons professed to be converted ; snd
the Cburch was very much blest. During the
fourth week our congregations continued to in-
crease, and every night the Lord gave us tokens
of his power to save. The place became too
strait for us, and we removed to the Church, not
without some opposition on the ground that in
former years, when such services were removed
to the Church, the revivsl died out. This proved
to be a glorious exception ; for on Monday pight
our communion rail was filled with penitent
seekers, and this has been the case every night
since.

During the past week there have been from
thirty to forty every night around the altar for
prayer ; and last night there were above forty.

The congregation has steadily increased ; dur-
ing these meetings no matter how stormy the
weather has been ; and every meeting bas
seemed better than the last. Above one bun-
dred souls bave professed to fiad salvation.—
Daring last week I took into Class forty-four;
the man of seventy years, and the child of seven ;
the honorable Counsellor and the stable boy.

Our meetings are orderly, and without the
excitement which sometimes attends revival
meetings. The testimonies we asre constantly
bearing of the power ef God to save, are pecu-
liarly clear and free from doubt ; and generally
the persons who bave found peace in a meeting
sre enabled there and then. to testify what God
has dome for them. It is delightful to besr even
little children give a reason of the hope that is
within them in unmistakeable terms,

The people from the country are gatheriag in
to share in the commou blessing. A father
brought his unconverted son twelve miles to
meeting, boping the Lord would convert him
On the tkird day bis soul was set at liberty, sud
s clearer witness of the power of God to forgive
sins I never heard. There seems to be a gene-
ral awskening ; in nearly every house some have
been converted ; and one pleasing festure is that
the young are sharing Jargely. In this town two
months sgo, we bad meeting in Class under
twenty-five years of age, but two persons ; now
we have about sixty rejoicing in the Lord ; some
of whom are already doing good service for their
Lord. We have to exclaim, “ What bath God
wrought P ” JaMEs BUrNs.

Bermuda Correspondence.

Mz EpiTorR —We readily acknowledge the
justness and propriety of the explanation given
in relation to the evils of which we spoke in a
former communication. We see that neglecting
to mention the peculiar position of Bermuda as
a Military and Naval station, our statements
were calculated to mislead the readers, who are
not informed in relation to the character of true
Bermudisns as a whole. For this unintentional
wrong we make our best apology, and freely
state that much of the evil of which we made
mention in a former letter, can no doubt be
traced, directly or indirectly, ‘to the transient
population of these Islands. We would not
insinuate that Bermuda is morally worse than
other places similarly situated, or that all who
are not pledged teetotalers participate in the
drinking usuages of society. Nothing of the
kind was ictended by us. There are unques-
tionably in the different Churches in this Colony
hundreds of consistent, virtuous, temperate and
pious men and women, whose large-hearted
liberality in supporting the cause of God and
genuine christian hospitality are too well knowrr
to require eulogy from us. But as the evils of
which we spoke do certainly exist in our midst,
whatever be the source to which they can be
traced, our object was simply to point out what
we believe to be the duty of those hundreds of
Bermudians who are labouring to spread the
Redeemer’s kingdom—to show that if they want
spiritual prosperity they must come up unitedly
to the help of the Lord, and attack the strong
man armed. Bat, dear Christian friends, are
our Churches doing all they can to lessen the
magaitude of these evils? Are they using
every power which God has intrusted to them to
remove temptation out of the path of transcient
visitors to our Island ? Is it right that we are
virtuous and upright ourselves, while there
exist in our midst scores of snares to entrap
and ruin transcient visitors, when we have the
power of remedying, in part at least, the evil ?
Does this satisfy the christian’s ambition or meet
the requirements of God P

Since our last, death has been very busy
among us. Three young men were buried, on
the same day, in the Cemetaries connected with
the town of St. George's, named respectively,
William Brown, Jeremiah Brown, and Henry
Whaite.  William Brownewas for some time a
student in the Wesleyan Academy, at Sackville,
N. B. He was a young man of promise ; but
the fell disease consumption laid upon him its
withering grasp. For months he had been
gradually sinking ; still his friends did not sup-
pote his end so near. The day before his
death he was out for a walk, and epoke of* his
expectation of attending Divine Service the
following day. About two o’clock next morn-
ing bis mother heard him cough, hastened to his
bedside, and found him in the agony of death.
Though his cough was not apparently so se-
vere as what he had been accustomed to for
weeks, he ruptured a b'ood vessel and in a few
minutes passed from time to eternity. May the
many young men who walked hand in hand
with him a few years since, in Sackville’s Aca-
demic Hall, with flattering prospects of long life,
lay s death to heart and prepare to meet
their God ! Jeremiah Brown, cousin to William
was hurried from time in the prime of life by the
same disease. Daring his long and severe afflic-
tion he became very anxious about his soul
He sought, and we have reason 10 believe found,
the Pearl of Great Price. For some time be-
fore death, it was his delight to converse about
the sinner’s Friend, and to urge others to give
their hearts to God and prepare for death.
Henry Whaite fell from a boat and was drown-
ed. Thus suddenly and unexpectedly, in robust
health, did this young man exchange worlds,
leaving a young widow and two children to
mourn their loss. This, however, is not the
darkest feature of the last month's picture ; for
two cases of suicide have taken place in our
Colony,—one a “ transient visitor,” the other a
native. We understand the verdict of the Co-

grace. Oulhoqunmcnhu.,
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roner’s Inquest in each case, was suicide com-
=

mitted while in & state of temporary insanity.
Both were married men. One leaves s wife
and a large family in this Colony, the other
leaves a wife and two children in the United
States.
In addition to these melancholy cecurrences
which have filled many a family with mourn-
ing, one of the most worthy ccnsistent chris-
tian gentlemen of St. George's, W. A. Outer-
bridge, Esq., M. P. was on the 27th ult. severely
afflicted, and bas ever since been lying in a wost
precarious state. His affliction is paralysis,
which came upon him suddenly. The night
before he was taken, he listened to a lecture in
the Wesleyan Lecture Room of St. George's,
and appeared in good health and spirits. Mr.
Outerbridge is deservedly esteemed and loved
by his fellow citizens. For years be bas been
a most exemplary member of‘the W esleyan
Church ; and he now fills the offices of Class
Leader, Trustee and Circuit Steward. For
sterling consistent piety he is invaluable to the
church of his choice ; snd all who love Zion
will pray for his speedy recovery and continued
usefulness. His sudden and mysterious afflic-
tion has cast a dark pall over the mind of many
a one who loves him. ‘Phus are we most con-
stantly reminded of our dance on God,
and the necessity of living ho'y lives to be pre-
pared for sudden death. May our Father in
Heaven sanctify these afllictive dispensations
of His providence to the good of us all, and
raise up in this Colouy men of consistent piety,
zeal ard talent to take the place in the Church
and State of those who are passing away to
the Church above !

Our Children.

Many complaints are made by professing
Christians in regard to their children ; and little
wonder that there should be, under the usual
discipline in Christian families, ** s0 called.”

Men study the variety of soil, season and seed
—the variety of disposition in their customers,
servants and horses, and adapt their movements
in accordance with these peculiarities; but who
studies the peculiar disposition and tastes and
susceptibilities of his child? Where is the pa-
rent that adapts his system of government to
the varied peculiarities of disposition among his
children? We not only find a uniform system
for a whole family of children, suited, perbaps,
to not more than one of that family; but the
system is usually that which is adapted to the

himself. If he be of a stern, forcible disposition,
of a hesitating, yielding disposition, of a hasty,
impulsive disposition, or a p

likes to rule, according to his natural inclinatior.
Parents follow their natural inelination in ruling,
and complain that their ohildren follow theirs in
not being ruled. Oane would think that the child
has as much right to follow nature ss the parent.
We need not be surprised at the number of fail-
ures, when so many children of a stern, self-wil-
led disposition are subjected to a hesitating
yielding discipline ; s0 many of a logical mind
and uniformity of temper are subjected to an
impulsive, impetuous disciplice ; so many of s
sensitive, confiding nature, are subjected to a
cold stern Jiscipline, suited to the parents, but
blighting to the child. It would be as reason-
able to expect the patient to have a keen appe-
tite, and relish his food while subjected to diur-
nal doses of ipecac, as to expect children to love
virtue and the principles of right, under the re-
pulsive and lacerative discipline to which they
are subjected.

Parents profess to be anxious for the piety of
their children, but whet efforts do they make to
secure that object ? How few speak personasily,
affectionately, solemnly and extendedly to their
children on that subject. They urge them to
the proprieties of tosial life, gentiiity in their
persons, frugality in their expenditures, stud’-
ousness in their books. They can even reascn
with them on these subjects, and venture upcn
earnest expostulation. But upon the subject of
personal |iety they are “ dumb dogs that can-
not bark.” Nay, worse than this, some parents
throw the children iuto callings or associations
that are in open hostility to piety. Strange in-
fatustion, remarksble worldliness for professing
Coristians. Some parents pursue such an in-
consistent course, that they never mske any
impression upon their children, and the
children mever realize the piety of their
psrents beyond their mere profession. Not
long since the sged sire held family devo-
tion, and the mext morning his son held fam-
ily devotion, and the mex{ morning the son’s
son, a mere youth, held family devotion. That
is as it should be in all families, the God of the
fathers becoming the God of the children.

Of all tke treasures committed to our keeping,
children ere the most precious and important ;
not mere iutelligent animals, to receive literary
education—social snimals, to obtain high posi-
tions among their fellows—calculsting animals,
to accumulate the precious dust of this world,
but spiritual beings, to be treined for immortal
bliss. How can parents forget this great object
andend of life? And yet many seem so per-
fectly unmindful and indifferent, as not ouly to
observe a silent shyness on this subject, but we
suspect they seldom even pray for the pi'cty of
tbeir children, except when they get sick, and
then it is to be feared their prayers are more
earnest for their bodily recovery than for regen-
eration. Better be childless, then having chil.
dren to treat their eternal interests with such
silence—such indifference.

Many members exprees great solicitude for
the prosperity of the Methodist Church, its api-
ritual, flosncisl and numerical prosperity. But
what do they do towards it ? Where are their
children? In the Church ? Nay; some in
none, and some in other churches. The child-
ren of some of her prominent members are in
other communions. Why is this? Some
worldly ambition connected with their profes-
sion, marriage or social position, is the motive.
Sometimes they are sent to proselyting schools,
with full liberty to bave their denominational
preferences all undermined, and completely
chaaged by sealous religioniats. This they call
religious liberty. Religious liberty, indeed ; to
place s child under the influence of denominati-
onal sealots, with no one present to offer the op-
posing arguments, and when the child comes
home to remsin strangely silent upon the
claims of its own church.

When, in our estimation, our Church ceases

peculiar tastes and disposition of the parent

ive, reasoning
disposition, that is the system of government
for the household, persussive to all, hesitating
to all, impetuous to all, or stern to all alike.—
That is, he rules not accordiog to his judgment
of the peculiarities of the case, but just as be
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t0o. Never will we remain in s communion thet
we cannot recommend to our cbild, unless it is
when sge snd iofirmity admonish us that we
have not time to make s change. But when
parerts encoursge their children to seek other
churches for social, business or matrimonisl pur-
pesee, how dare they plesd that one ebnn.:h h'u
good to be saved io as another? Salvation, in-
deed! Thst does pot enter into the subject,
object or intention. )

It is s cool, calculating subjection of Corist to
Cesar, and they need not be surprised if their
children receive the impression that they care
but little about the sslvation of their souls, s0
tiey get on well in the worid. And he who
cannot get into society, or succeed in business
without the patronage of bigotry, must occupy &
very questionsble social positicn, and possess
very indiff-rent business capacity.

1f you wish your church to prosper, bring in
your children. It you wish your children tu be
saved, mavifest more interest and solicitude in
their piety than you do in their worldly comfort
and position.— Meth. Prot.

False Maxims.

While many important truths are crystallized
in the form cf popular *proverbs, a multitude of
baleful errors | kewise assume the same perma-
nent shape. Even, if we admit with Trench
that proverbs in the main *rage themselves
under the banners of the right and of the truth,’
and that “ very far more are children of light
and of day than of darkness and the night,” we
cannot forget that there are still many of them
whose teaching is injurious to the bes: interests
of the spirit. The danger is greater from the
fact that many have a kind of reverence for
proverbs, seeming to suppose that they are ne-
cessarily embodiments of wisdom, and almost as
binding as the precepts of the Bible. Indeed,
not a few of the old proverbs which bave been
brought down to us by tradition are supposed to
be actual quotations from the Scriptures. A
man who was in the habit of working on the
Sabbarh once said to us in defence of his prac-
tice : “ You know the Bible tells us ¢ Necessity
knows no law.’” And when we assured him we
did not know any such thing, bis countensnce
showed mingled pity for and astonishment at
our ignorance !

The very essenoe of selfishness may be con-
tained in a proverb, ¢ Every man for himself "
is an illustration. How many there are who
act on th's principle! They spend their days in
seeking to enrich themselves, even though it be
at the expense of others. It is not for them to
inquire bow many homes are made misersble,
how many souls degraded, how many hearts
crushed by the business which makes them rich.
The wail of the widow and the cry of the orphan
fall unheeded on their stolid ears. True de-
ecendants of Cain are they. The only reply
they make to the voice of blood which speaks
from the ground is: “ Am [ my brother’s keep-
er?” How different this from the divine law:
“Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.”
Thank God ! the world is not all selfish. There
bave ever been some who bave preferred the
apostolic maxim : * Look not every man on bis
own things, but every man also on the things of
others,” To go no further than our own times,
we might refer to Peabody, whose more than
princely munificence is reckoned by millions.

« Every man has his price” is a favorite max-
im with many, repulsive though it be to every
bonest heart. Evidently, the man who believes
this is himsclt in the market, for sale to the high-
est bidder. It is most gemerally used by such
as a partial palliation of their guilt. How sad
the truth, thaj many high in office give endorse-
ment to this false maxim! On election-days,
men are bought and sold at the polls like sheep
in the shambles. Citizens, Esau-like, do not
hesitate to sell their inestimable political birth-
right for whatever it may bring. Men who pay
for these votes, and are thus elevated to office,
do not hesitate to sell themselves in like manner
to any who may need their official services. Bri-
bery and corruption of every kind have their
influence with many of our public men. In the
legislatures, in our city counci's, there are many
who have their price. Yet there are men who
cannot be bought, and enough of them to place
the brand of falsity on the pernicious maxim re-
ferred to. There are men whom no solicitor of
legislative or judicial favors daré approach save
in an honorable way and for homorable purpo-
ses, They remind usof Socrates, who, when he
was requested by a king to give up discoursing
in the dirly streets of Athens, and live with him
in his splendid court, replied, “ Meal, please
your majesty, is & half-penny a peck at Athecs,
and water I get for nothing.”

Apparently the reverse of this, but in reality
Jjust as selfish, is that specious saying, ** Honesty
is the best policy.” As mno one can deny the truth
of this as a matter of fact, many are led to be-
lieve it to be a safe guide in morals, But can
they not see that a man may be honest because
it is politic, and yet nct be in realty an honest
man? When he thinks his policy indicates a
different course, he will pursue that course. It
will be useless to remind him that, taking lite as
a whole, the proverb will hold good. He prefers
to look at the present, and let the fature take
care of itself. Yesterday an honest course was
politic, and it may be so again. But to-day there
may be a chance to make by a dishonest thing,
and a probability of losing if honesty is strictly
adbered to. What man, governed by such a
shifting principle, would long hesitate as to bhis
¢ policy P Law-honest and policy-honest people
will be found to need a great deal of watching.

Another false mexim, and one, perhaps, more
frequently used thsn almost any other, is:—
“ Charity begins at home.” Now, if the term
charity be understood in its ancient sense of love,
we may find in this proverb a most beautiful
truth, representing te us the love which, und:r
God, begins and centres in one’s family, ard
thence spreads to all mankind. Baut this is n ¢t
the meaning usually attached to the maxim,
The term “ charity ” is employed in its modern
sense of almegiving, and the proverb is freely
used by all sorts of mean and niggardly people
as an excuse for illiberality. If an sppeal is
made for foreign missions, the necessities of the
bome work are pleaded as a resson why they
cannot give. If another asks aid for home mis-
sions, they excuse themselves on the ground of
the needs of their own individual church. When
asked to contribute to the support of the Gospel
there, they plead the necessities of their own
family. “ Charity bogins at home,” is the con-
venient reply, always ready in answer to every
demand, no matter how sacred or how pressing.
Do such people ever inquire if it is true that
“ charity,” in the sense of giving to benevolent
objects, begins at homeP Is it, then, charity
for s man to support his family, charity to sus-
tain the interests of the Church, the blessings of
which he shares in common with otbers? Such
charity has no business in a man’s bome; it
“begins ” just outside his own door.—Meth.

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STATE OF IRELAND.

This letter on Ireland from :he shelved and
eflete Whig, Earl Russell, was expe-red to be
something so novel, startling and revolutionary,
that an ecclesiastic who has lately Leen seek-
ing to revive the Repeal cry assumed that
Lord Russell would propose nothing short of
a * Pariament in College-green.”

It is hard to imagine a spectacle in every res-
pect so unedifying as is preseuted yesr alter year
by the irresolution and weakness of the clerical
debating club, which starts from no premises,
arrives st no conclusione, and performs no other
function than that of diminishing the respect that
is still felt for the clergy in their corporate
capacity. o« . o o o . .

That it can do nothing is not its fault, bat its
misfortune, or possibly its good fortune; but
that, with unrestricted power of talk, it should
not be able to show that if it had full power to
legislate to its heart's content, it could do any-
thing in the least degree worth doing, is a very
serious matter. The true wsy to test the im-

ortaace of this is to suppose for a moment that

onvocation could do as it pleased. What would
itdo? Its first act of course would be to depose
the Bishop of Natal. Its next act would be to
get into an interaecine dispute about Rnnnlpm,
which might probably end in s permanent schism.
Io order to depose the Bishop of Natal upon the
broad merits of the case, it wouid be necessary
to discuss questions and to lay down principles
which would very probably produce a schism in
snother direction. In short, if the Church of
Eogland had s real legislature, it would almost
immediately proceed to split into two, if ot into
three, parts, of which no single one could with
sny propriety claim to be the spiritusl organ of
the whole nation, the Church of England in any
tolerably scourate semse of the words.—Pall
Mall Gazette.

But as a Church difficulty, even the case of
Dr. Colenso pales before that of Rev. C. Voysey,
a clergyman who kolds an incumbency in the
diocese of York. The allegation made against
this gentlemen in s petition presented to Con-
vocation on Wednesday was, that be denies the
fundamental verities of the Christian faith, even
that of the Incarnation itself. The Bishop of
Ely says that Mr. Voysey’s books are outrageous,
and the Bishop of Gloucester declares that they
deserve the severest reprobation, and are even
monstrous. The Bishop of Salisbury adds that
they are 90 wicked that he cannot possibly read
extracts from them in Convocation. What we
wish to point out is that ia a case which, by their
own account, is 80 extreme as thie, the bishops
are going to do nothing. Various reasons are
given for inaction. The true reason, we suspect,
was that given by snother prelate : the publica-
tions bave been referred to a legal authority,
who bas given an opivion that, however objec
tionable they may be, they are within the law.
Thus the Bishop of Oxford’s advice is taken :
Convocation agrees that the best thing it can do
is 10 take no notice of Mr. Voysey, who is left

DEAN ALFORD ON THE UNION OF
CHRISTENDOM.

Amongst recent deliverances, written or.spo-
ken, on the subject of Christian union, by cler-
gymen of the Church of England, nothing more
noticeab.e has appeared than an article in the
current number of the Contemporary Review, by
the Dean of Canterbury, entitied, * The Union
of Christendom in its Home Aspect.” Consi-
dering the ecclesiastical position of the writer,
the repulation he has won as a scholar and di-
vine by his Hulsean Lectures, his Sermons and
especially by his Greek 7Testament, the paper
reterred to 1s sure to attract general attention,
It is a sort of Eirenicon of the Dean’s own, in
which he advocates the union of the Church oL'-
Eogland, not with the foreign—and as we thinkg
tallen—{hurches of R me and the East, bu
with the Nonconformist Churches of the Bri is
Isles. 1t wll be seen, then, at once that the
propositicus of the Dean ot Cant-rbury are at
variance with th- scheme of the notorious cabal
known as the English Church Union, which,
under the leadership of Dr. Puscy, is seeking
to un-Protestantise the National Church, and
bring its members into communion wi h the Pa.
pal and Greek Churches. Unulike the Romani-
sers in the Establishment, Dean Alford in his
definition ot * Christendom " refuses to restrict
the term to the “ agglomeration of Episcopal
Chu-ches throughout the world.” He holds
that it must include “ those bodies of professing
Christians at home whom we cali N. n :onform-
ists ; also those foreiga Churches whose form of
government differs irom our own.” For Eho
pre atical” episcopacy, ot whch Dr. Aliord him-
self may live to be an ornament, he has not that
awful veneration with which it is contemplated
by not a few of his brethren. He has mincd
too long and too deeply 1n the Greek Testament
not to have the conviction forced upon him
“ that "—to use his own words—*' the bishops
of the later New Testament Epistles have bard-
ly anything in common with the Church oflicers
which have since borne that name; but were
merely presbyters.” He maintains further, on
behalf of * the sacred rights ot the Christian
conscience,” that *if any portion of the Church,
in coming out of the corruptions of Rome, ot
out of subsequent corruptions of faith and prec-
tice in any reformed community had reason to
believe that episcopacy in that particular case
had stood in the way of the work of God's
Spirit on mankind, it had a perfeet right to
abandon episcopal for presbyterian government,
and was not thereby removed a whit fur-
ther from the Scripture model of a Church.
In pleading for a diflerent treatment of Non-
conformists at the bands of the Church of Eng-
land to that which they have usually ) recciu'd,
be refers to their gererally blameless lives, phil-
anthropic labours, missionary cﬂ'unf, and to the
iadebtedness of his own denomination to them
for hymns, sermons, and theological works -—
His testimony to their sanctified scholarship,
coming from one who is himself so eminent
critic, is valuable, snd to many will be surpri-
sing : * In sacred learning and biblical exposi-
tion and ecriticism, it may be questioned whe-
ther their present aversge attaioment bs not
above our ewn.” . ¢ * *

The union contemplated by him, as far ss we
understand it, is to be one of brotherly sffection
snd mutual goodwill. * The union,"‘ he says,
«of which we are in search will consist not so
much in outward acts as in the state of feeling
and temper of Christian bodies one towards an-
other.” In addition to this he makes two prac-
tical suggestions : that the members of different
denominations should now and then receive the
Lord’s Supper together ; and that amongst the
ministers an interchange of pulpit should occa-
sionaliy take place, though on this latter point
be speaks with besitancy. To these suggestions
few Methodists, if any, will object. Our pulpits
would be resdily opened, on equal terms, to or-
thodox clergymen of the Established Church, and
our ministers would, we have no doubt, be willing
to.de at home what the Rev. W. O. Simpson
did in Indis, and whet other Methodist mission-
aries bave done in other places abroad—preach
the gospel in pulpits of the Church of England,
No immediate practical result is likely to issue
f.om Dean Alford’s proposals. The time, we
fear, is not very nigh when toe President of the
Conference or the Rev. Newman Hall will be
found in the pulpit of 8t. Paul's Cathedral, and
the Bishop of Lordon in City-road or Surrey-
Chapel. One thing, however, is certain. Be-
fore they can be such an external union as that
which was pleaded for in terms so courteons
and respectful by Archdeacon Hamilton at the
York Convocation, there must be the union of
mutual esteem and effection advocated in the
article in tbe Contemporary RBeview. Mean-

Some essayists can be separated from the pa-
pers they read, but it were vain to describe our
subject except as identified with the themes he
expounds ; indeed, many are attracted by the
dramatic manner and Cbalmers-like vehemence
which._enliven his public treatises, independently
of internal excellence. B

It is remarked of the Earl of Chatham that

his infirmities became, under his omnific genius,
the weapons of his oratory ; and so the dimness
of sight and the egitating tervour, which would
be defects in another, are pressed into service as
agents in eecuring the sttention of restless hear-
ers, and relieving monotony. When the rever-
end gentleman’s spectacles became clouded after
the delivery of s glowing declamatory period,
the inimitable air of satisfaction be exbibits at
having discomfited some literary antagonist—
his beaming look of paternal waggery at tbe
nearest of his audience, as be wipes and re-ad-
justs his organs of vision—or his puzzled aspect
as he searches for the precise point in his manu-
script which he had lett to make some denunci-
atory observation upen & cunnipg skeptic, or to.
illustrate s knotty paradox, must be witnessed
to be appreciated. Holding his place atubberaly,
with forefinger as poiater, and a wax candle heid
within an inch of the paper, to decipher difficult

plause -that greet him, and rushes on like an

It is evident that all through the animal king-
dom below man (may the animals forgive us !)

The equirrel thrives on
nuts which are ready for him, «ne beaver knows
the spot for bhis dam, the ant never misses her
harvest, and the hyena and the worm come in
their appolated turns to the dead flesh.

trouble about a falling off in the statistics of re-
production 7 And has there ever been a Mal-
thusian among them who thought the populstion
too great for the supporting capacity of the
earth? We are of more value than sparrows,
and it is certain that at least as good provision
of room, and work, and food must have been
made for us as for them ; if we do not fiad and
accept ours as readily as they do theirs, it must
be our own fault.

It cannot be that the element of unhappiness
and failure which escaped from Pandora’s box
was a soul ; that simply because we are raised
by that immortal pssession above all other
snimals, we must of necéssity crowd, stumble
aod blunder, and go hungry and naked, while
they are clothed and fed and conteat.

ot une, The ostrich is very silly, and bas less
parental love than any bird : but it would not
do this.

- Hints to Housekeepers.
_ We extrsct the following paragiaph from aa
admirgble little English book entitled, * How I
MANAGED MY HOUSE ON £200 A YEAR:"

Early rising,—Pugctuality,—Despatch.—Du-
ties to be instantly performed, however in them-
selves disagreeable,

In every household, large or small, palace or
cot, there must be a place for everything ; and
the mistress must see that everthing be kept in
its place. This matter is generslly a prolific
source of unplessantness between domestics and
mistress, or housekeeper. There is rarely to be
found any order or plan in untrained servaats.
Everything is put out of hand at the readiest
vacant spot, till confusion everywhere is appar-
ent, unless supervision be exercised day sfter
day; in fact, it is a daily duty, and must be
done, despite the tossings of the bead, or the
thumping of various articles, or the banging of
doors by the enraged dsmsel, wk o tells you that
* no lady would do such things, and, ss I don’t
seem to give satisfacticn, I must go.’ In nine
cases out of ten, this is the result ; but either one
must be subject to one’s servants, or one must
be mistress, It is troublesome to be poking
everywhere at a riek of stirring up a tempest,
but nevertheless, it must be done; and if the
trouble be] met every morning it will soon cease
to worry the mistiess or annoy the servant. To
master this most essential duty, one has to_con-
quer one’s own unwillingness for the task, a8
well as indolence : bence the hardship. Some
mistresses have a peculiar talent for looking
after things; these get well served, and can
never be made to understand the natural timid-
ity and shrinking from en act which.is felt to
be uopleasant; but whether brave or timid,
strong or weak this necessary daily act is one of
the first of housekeeping duties.

Keep a rag-bsg, & papei-bag, and a string
bag, sll conveniently to band ; a small drawer
with nails and tacks, hammer piercer, pincers,
and chigel ; but all these tools, with the addition
of a glue-pot, keep under your own eye, or, like
pins and peedles, they will nowhere; be found
when wanted.

Never allow dilspidations of linen, or articles
of furniture to remain unrepaired; the latter give
an untidy sppearance to the house, and the for-
mer is subversive of all comfort. A pair of
steckings may be mended in a quuarter of an

hour, more or less. This portion of time wiil
scarcely be miesed, while to mend two pair will

| take a longer time than can perhape be spared. |

Four times a year, have the beds and mat-
terasees beat and shaken in the open air; once
a year, if needed, have the Istter re-made. if
the bedstesds or boards of the room contain un-
pleasant intruders, expel them at once by brush-

| ing every crevige; with strong brine, and let it

crystallize on, 8o remain, instead of remo-
ving it. Be'careful in the process to brine the
floors before taking the bedstead to pieces.

Merk all linen with the best marking-ink,
when, if it should be obliterated in washing ;
rest assured that the laundreas hae used chloride
of lime in the operation of cleanivg the clothes,
the use of soda will only make the ink become
blacker,

Let every article be marked so that it becomes
a perpetual register as long as the marks re-
main ; thus—supposing there are six articles, say
towels, of a particular pattern, mark your in-
itials, the number 6 over these, and the indivi-
dual number, with the date, under the initiale,
By thus doing, at any time if you ure in doubt
about the towels, you can be sure you had six
of the particular kind, and you can aleo directly
tell which of the pumbers, from 1 to 6, is
miesing. This manner of registering linen is so
correct on its application, and a loss so readily,
discovered, tbat the method should be one of
universal practice. .

Keep all receipts, and file them. At the end
of each quarter, sew them tbrough the centre
with strong needle and thread, avd tie them;
place of a strip of paper round each packet, with
dete of month snd year. At the end of each,
year, place the four packets in one paper, tie it
up, ard label it with date, etc, etc., and place it
in a drawer or otker convenient place.

Enter in a book all the money you geceive,
alto all you spend, and also for whst it has been
spent, so that at the end of the year you may be
enabled to see for what purposes the money
has gone.

Have no ‘sundries, which in other words
mean * forgets.’

Do not go into debt. Do without even ne-
cessaries, if 80 it must be ; but avoid deht as you
would a mountein that will erush you.

It has sometimes been urged thet although |
the animal eats less and for a time thrives bet- i
ter upon cooked food, yet its tendency is to
weaken the stamina of the system and produce |
premsture decay. We have been able to test |
this theory fairly, aud can now shew as the re- |
sult, cows and horses which have been fed every '
winter upon cooked food for eleven years, and ;
so0 far from showing any ill effects of Lhis way of |
feeding, the cows have never been sick and are '
are now in fine condition and heart, and the |
horses able to do good work,slthough sixteen and
seventeen years old. We have raised many
colts from weaning ege to five years, and never !
saw any want of etamina. The effect of cooked
foo | upon horses with a cough or a sudden cold
is very remarkable, almost uniformly producing
a cure in a few days. It will cure incipient |
beaves, correct costiveness, and materially im- |
prove a founder. In fact, ocur animals have !
been more uniformly healthy since feeding them !
upon cooked food. But it is true that sheep and |
other animals fattened rapidly upon steamed
food will be softer in flesh than if fattened more |
slowly upon unmcooked food. Yet this would
naturally be expected. Grass grown rapidly up. '
on very rich land is not so solid as that grown '
slowly upon poorer land; but who weuld prefer .
the poorer land in consequence? Just before '
animals are ready for the butchers it is weil to -
feed them a few days upon dry uncooked food,
which will correct this softness of flesh. |

The cut bay, straw and hay, or other cut |
feed is moistened with a large watering pot |
(if done by hand) at the rate, of st least, two
gallons of water to five bushels of feed, while it
is being stirred up with a fork, then if bran, meal
or other.feed is used with it, it should be sifted
on and mixed evenly. Two quarts of bran to
the bushei of éraw will render wheat, barley,
oat and pea straw equal to good timothy bay.
A little salt should be added, which will be per-
fectly diffused through the mass. The feed must
always be moistened before steaming, for steam
will not cook dry bay or straw, but only dry it
more. Moisture is required to absorb the steam.
—Rural New Yorker. '
