EDUCATION AND MISSIONS. 
The Rev. George Patterson, who, by 

permission of the Wesleyan Missionary 
Society, is a professor in the Free 
Church Mission College at Madras, at a 
recent meeting for the recognition of 
returned missionaries, gave an illustra­
tion of the influence of education on 
East India missions :

“ The Free Church,” Mr. Patterson 
laid/’ had taken hold in India of the 
work of education, and the mission was 
at far ahead of other missions in the 
matter of éducation as other missions 
were ahead of it in other respects. The 
college with which he was connected 
was established for those youths who 
hsd gone through the higher olsQs of 
their mission, schools. Ai the peesent 
time they had three colleges—one, this 
Missionary College, and the other two 
secular colleges, and the Christian Col­
lege, which iras founded only seventeen 
years ago, bad more students than both 
the other colleges put together. The> 
had in this college 300 students who 
weie connected with the Madras Uni- 
versity. They were divided into four 
classes, and every class gave the first 
hour of every day, when the mind was 
fresh, to the study of the Word of God. 
No other subjects were entered upon 
until the holy book was read—(cheers) 
—and their Scripture lesson was com­
menced every day in every class with 
prayer. There youths read their Bibles 
st home as well ss college, and they 
were never weary of borrowing or 
buying books bearing upon the Chris­
tian religion ; and he believed that in­
tellectually two-thirds of those who left 
their college were Christians, though 
not so in open profession. He had 
often Heard it askvd, What good are 
you doing in India with your college, 
for in seventeen years not more than a 
half-a-dozen have become Christians 1 
But those who had not been in India 
knew very little what it was to become 
a Christian there. A youth of high 
caste had to give up everything— father, 
mother, brother, sister, and as they 
were married when young, his wife also; 
and he wanted to know how many of 
them would become Christians if they 
had to give up so much ? Although 
they could not boast of many such 
cases, yet they had a few. (Hear, hear. ) 
He held that the very fact that such an 
institution—an institution openly Chris­
tian, whose object was to bring those 
students to Christ, should draw to itself 
the cream of the Hindu youths in Mad­
ras, and should flourish more than the 
secular colleges, wasa proof that the work 
was of God, and not of man, and that 
the good hand of God was upon their 

I work. (Cheers.) He would mention 
one case. A youth spent three years in 

1 their college, and left it about four 
years ago. He had taken his degree,

, and had applied to the Government for 
a post as sub-collector, and secured one 
in a distant district of the Madras Pre­
sidency. There he went, having first 
married a girl who had been for about 
six months a pupil in one of their mis­
sion schools. He had been about three 
years studying the Scriptures, and she 
had read the gospels in her mother 
tongue, and so in the privacy of their 
own home they had studied the word of 
God together. Sometime afterwards a 
young man came to a native minister 
and said, So-and-so wants you to go to 
his house ; his wife is dying.

REV. GEORGE BROWN. 
Severe comments have been passed 

upon the Rev. George Brown, who led 
an armed party against the murderers 
of several Wesleyan native teachers in 
N»w Britain. While the case was un­
der the review of the Australasian Con­
ference, Mr. Brown made 
of the case :

The Rev. G. Brown (New Britain) 
rose in response to the wish of the Con­
ference, and was greeted with applause. 
He commended the faithful spirit of his 
drer father Watsford, and was not sur- 
prired at being criticised, though he 

surprised at being blamed. Many 
had said what he ought not to have 
dofie, but none had told him what he 
should have done under the trying cir­
cumstances alluded <o. The utmost 
that could be said was that it was an 
error in judgment. He could not, on 
hia conscience, admit even that. He 
regasded himself as the protector of the 
widows of the murdered teachers. They 
were in danger of death, or worse than 
death. Messages were sent to him that 
all the teachers, and himself included, 
were to be killed, cooked and eaten ; 
and, as a matter of fact, if the expedi­
tion had been three hours later it would 
have been too late to avert further mur­
ders of defenceless women. The friend­
ly natives urged and had resolved upon 

in self-defence. He prayerfully 
the position. If his breth­

ren had seen the widowed women, and 
heard their cries, and grasped the situa­
tion of general peril, they would keenly 
sympathize with him in his position of 
triai He joined the expedition to pre­
vent unnecessary bloodshed. The tra­
ders supplied the arms. The attack on. ! 
one side of the island resulted in wound­
ing two natives, both of whom recover­
ed. From another point of attack sev­
eral were killed ; the number it was 
difficult to estimate, but Capt. Purvis, 
in his inquiry, found that no man had 
seen more than ten slain bodies, though 
he (Mr. Brown) thought that would be 
a low estimate. A captured woman and 
children were well cared for and return­
ed. He visited the camp of the mur­
derers the next day, perfectly unarmed, 
and gave the natives the history of their 
presence among them, and their desire 
to do them good. The natives replied,
“ With us is the evil ; if you had not 
done this you would have been killed.” 
Presents were exchanged, and some of 
their greatest successes had been seen 
there. He had no alternative course 
open. He would have felt one of the 
meanest of men if he had taken care of 
his own life, but have left the defence­
less widows to perish. It was purely a 
question of self-defence. He had noth­
ing about which to reproach himself. 
His love for the natives did not require 
proof. He had devoted the best year» 
of his life to them ungrudgingly Mr. 
Brown concluded a powerful and con­
vincing address by relating how he kept 
a woman from the hands of her hus­
band when he had left her for dead. 
He wished to take her from the mission 
house to cook and eat her, but Mr. 
Brown offered to give more than her 
marketable worth, and refused at all 
hazards to give her up for such a pur­
pose. The mission house was barricaded

They had got their 
professors of elocution and their profes­
sors of theology ; if these were to be 
turned to a right good account, let 
them put others to take hold of men, 
and shake their hands with all their 
hearts.

It is a 
paying investment, in the complet- 
est significance of the term, to take 
children to the most refined and 
jierfect type oi pleasures and beau­
tiful surroundings.

There is a 
subtle influence in these things tiiat 
enters into lile, and enters in a po 
culiar manner to the impressibility 
and tender sensibilities or the ..ature 
of a child. And there is the same 
beautiful power in galleries of art, 
particularly in pictures rather than 
in statuary, as the element of color 
is more readily recognized by a child 
than that of form. The recognition 
of the beautitul in sculpture requires 
greater maturity, aud a sensitive 
child is very liable to be depressed 
and frightened at the cold, white 
figures of sculptured marble. This 
is merely a matte 1 of individual tem­
perament, and can be readily detect­
ed by the mother, or by any one in 
intimate sympathy with the unfold­
ing of the delicate little life. But 
beautiful pictures, oil painting in 
rich colors, are among the finest 
educative influences. There arc no 
immediate results. The influence 
may lie latent for years, but it is 
do less sqre or permanent. Placed 
in an atmosphere of beautiful things 
a child grows beautiful in feature 
and in spirit. It is the true way to 
develop goodness, harmony, moral 
beauty. Mach of the ethical in­
struction administered to children 
is actually harmful and confusing 
in its tendency. In these early 
years goodness is best taught indi­
rectly ; taught by the preservation 
of a harmonious spiritln the family, 
by all swoot words and songs, by 
leading the child to take - pleasure 
in the natural beauty of sunsets, of 
opening flowers, and by introducing 
so far as practicable, the finest 
scenes of art as given in pictures, 
and other ways. These surround­
ings produce the real cultivation. 
Manners are not a matter of veneer­
ing, and adjustment of" later life, but 
the grade d growth into grace and 
harmony.

The CoMMANDMETS. — ExodaS 
20: 12-21.

1 The Fifth.—The first four com­
mandments relate to our duty to God ;
tbe other six to our duty to man. In 
,elation to human beings, our duty to 
our parents must stand first. Our 
parents are, in fact, God's representa­
tives to us ; he has delegated his own 
authority over us to them ; and tbe re- 
epuoaibility rests on them not only to 
ttach us bis commandments, but to en­
force them. This principle was 
brought out in great prominence in 
tbt revelations made to the Israelites 
in tbe wilderness. Again and again 
they are instructed to teach all these 
commandments and ordinances to their 
children,—Dent, 6 : 7 ; 11 ; 10, etc. 
This responsibility necessarily in­
volves tbe obligation to obedience, hon­
or reverence on tbe part of the chil­
dren : and it constitutes the essential 
foundation of the commandment. 
This is made still clearer in the New 
Testament injunctions which are foun­
ded on tbe filth commandment,—Eph. 
6:1-3; Col. 3 : 2U.

This obligation naturally arises ont 
of tbe parental relation. They are 
tbe two human beings to whom we are 
most closely related from uur birth, on 
whom we are absolutely dependent 
doling infancy and childhood, from 
v,lj,ini we receive the tenderest care 
sod affection, and to whom we owe all 
the equipment of physical and mental 
development, education, etc,, with 
which, ultimately, we arc enabled to 
«et up in the world for ourselves. It 
it because of this that it is so gieat a 
calamity to be au orphan. Next to 
that is the calamity of having a bad 
father or mother, who wilfully neglects 
any part of parental duty. And those 
children are also to be pitied who 
have fathers and mothers so mistaken­
ly or carelessly indulgent as not to en­
force obedience either to their own 
commands or God's.

The fourth aud fifth commandments 
are worded diffeiently from the others, 
In all the others we are restrained 
from wrong-doing in the direction in­
dicated bv tbe injunction, * Thon abalt 
not!” but we are to “remember” 
the Sabbath, and to * honor” onr par­
ents. Very plainly there is included 
in the fifth commandment much more 
than the idea of obedience from chil. 
dren to parents totale they arc children. 
It is in after life that tbe opportuni­
ties for honoring them chiefly arise ; 
and base, indeed, is the ingratitude of 
those who neglect or slight them. We 
live in an age in which all this needs 
to be powerfully enforced on the 
minds of children. The terms in which 
young men—and, alas ! young women, 
too—talk about their fathers and mo­
thers, and the contempt with which 
they treat their opinions and their 
wishes, are amongst the painful signs 
of the times.

The promise connected with this 
commandment cannot be restricted to 
the Israelites or their possession of the 
land of promise, because 8t. Paul 
adopts it, and uses it to enforce hie 
own injnuction, evidently understand­
ing it as a promise of long life—Eph. 
6:3. God has thus seeu fit to mark 
his sense of tbe importance of tbe par­
ental relation bv attaching a special 
promise of blessings and favors to be 
manifested in temporal well-being, to 
the due observance of tbe command,—
“ Honor thy father and mother ”—a 
promise which extends to New Testa­
ment times, is continued in force un­
der the new dispensation, and emphat­
ically repeated in tbe New Testa 
mint.

2, The Sixth.—Human life is sacred 
because man is made in the image of 
God. We not only have no right to 
take another’s life by an act of guile oi 
violence, but no right to take our own. 
Not only so, but the essence of the 
crime is contained in the indulgence 
of the malicious or revengeful passion, 
the uncontrolled outburst of which 
leads to tbe commission of the act,— 
Matt. 5 : 21,22 : 1 John 3: 15.

3. The Seventh.—How to deal with 
this commandment must he left to the 
discretion of the teachers.

When heated, sconr the whole of the 
inside of the kettle with it until it 
shines. Do not let yonr preserves or 
anything else stand one moment in it 
after it is withdrawn from tbe fire ; fill 
the emptied kettle instantly with water 
and wash it perfectly clean, although you 
may mean to return tbe syrup to it again 
in five minutes. Use only tbe best su­
gar for nice preserves. Do not hurry 
in tbe process of preserving. Prepare 
your fruit with care and weigh accurate­
ly. Put up preserves in small jars in 
preference to large, and when made, 
keep them in a cool, dark closet that is 
perfectly dry. Examine your shelves 
frequently and thoroughly foi a few 
weeks to see if your preserves are keep­
ing well. If there is tbe least sign of 
fermentation, boil them over, adding 
more sugar.

A NICE PLAN.
The Germans who set so good an ex­

ample to the rest of the world in so 
many ways, make th* culinary art a 
part of a woman’s education. The 
well to-do tradesman, like the mechan­
ic, takes pride in seeing bis daughters 
good hi nisi -keepers. To eff-ct this ob 
ject, the girl, on leaving school, which 
she does when about 14 years of age, 
goes through the ceremony of eonfir- 
mation, and then is placed by her par­
ents with a country gentleman, or in a 
large family, where she remains one or 
two years, filling what also may be call­
ed the post of servant, or doing the 
work of one. This is looked upon as 
an apprenticeship to domestic econo­
my. She d'ffvrs from a servant, how­
ever, in this—she receives no wages 
on the contrary, her parents often pay 
for the care taken of 1er, as well us her 
clothing. This is her first step in her 
education as a housekeeper. She next 
passes, on the same conditions, into 
tbe kitchen of a rich private family, or 
into that of an hotel of good repute 
Here she has control of the expendi­
tures of the servants employed in it, 
and assists personally in the cooking, 
hot is always addressed as Miss, and is 
treated by the family with deference 
and consideration. Many daughters 
of rich families receive similar train 
ing, with this difference, however, that 
they receive it in a princely mansion 
or a royal residence. There is a reign­
ing queen in Germany at tbe present 
time who was trained in this way. Con­
sequently the women in Germany are 
perfect models of economy, and under 
stand tbe art of house-keeping thor 
onghly.

USEFUL HINTS.
Those who wish to keep insects in 

check must hare no procrastination in 
their programme, but most ac* prompt­
ly, as soon as the eggs, chrysalis or 
vermin in any state are seen. Destroy 
tbe first lot, and it ie rare theie is 
nnaa trouble afterwards. *

For a red wash for bricks, melt one 
ounce of glue in a gallon of water 
while hot put in a piece of alum the 
size of an egg, one-half pound of Ve­
netian red, and one pound of Spanish 
brown. After trying upon the bricks, 
if found too dark, add water; if too 
light add red and brown.

For the benefit of those who do not 
understand the significance of the 
figures in regard to pnlae, etc., in the 
official bulletins of President Garfield’s 
condition, it may be well to say that 
the normal pulse of a healthy man is 
from 65 to 70, tbe temperature 984, and 
the breathing from 16 to 18.

When cooking asparagus be sure to 
put salt in the water ; put in almost 
enough to season it with.

The right of the transfer of citizenship 
-for a time or for the “forever” of life 
has its limitations, which are certainly 
not beyond the sphere of courteous dis­
cussion. This is true of men who walk 
in paths deemed by many, and often er­
roneously, as the humbler walks of life. 
Patriotism is not wholly ignored in 
the Gospel, nor are its judicious 
tendencies condemned there, but, to 
jço nd higher, reason seems to in­
dicate that, unless in circumstances of 
special pressure, the land which gave 
» man birth, which protected his child­
hood, and gave him such education as he 
may have received at the public cost, 
has a prior claim which is to be regarded 
from the standpoint of principle and not 
of impulse.

We are not sure that this claim loses 
all its force when applied to the case of 
the minister of that Gospel which to so 
great an extent regards men as one 
great family, and the arrangements of 
which have so little regard to the bound­
ary lines which mark our maps. Who 
will say that there was no tinge of patriot­
ism in the words and tones of the Great 
Teacher as he bade hit disciples to go 
first to the lost sheep pi the house of 
Israel—his kinsmen according to the

Freedom has benefits which may be­
come abuses The Church is bound to 
watch with care the use of each privil­
ege over the possession of which she re­
joices. Every “ sweet” has a “snare" in 
matters sacred as well as in things ma­
terial. It is possible that through the 
aid of memory and voice errors may 
find their way into young hearts, which, 
fixed on a comparatively blank page, 
may never be effaced by future sermon 
or argument.

dential indications, to reconcile their 
action with the dictates of strict jus­
tice.

We are not prepared to say that the 
well-known minister whose removal 
from one of our Provincial cities has 
called forth some comment has taken a 
wrong step. We have spoken of general 
principles, and from the standpoint of 
our own Church economy. The Meth­
odist minister enters the Church to be 
sent whither it may be deemed best. It 
is for the Church to judge when his 
work in any precise locality is done. 
Dr. Waters belongs to the minis­
try of a Church which leaves the 
question of call mainly to the local 
church and that of acceptance to the 
proposed pastor. In this case the min­
ister regards his work as done in his late 
•field, while another church, outside of 
bis own country, calls him. We may 
«egret removal, but can hardly find 
Ault. Rather we pray that his minis­
try elsewhere may be rich in success and j 
comfort.

It may be asked, in conclusion, whe­
ther these convictions of work finished 
in. certain localities, expressed by the 
leading men of other branches of the 
Church, do not point to a time when a 
system of modified itinerancy, present­
ing; the advantages of our present plan, 
with those peculiar to a settled pastor­
ate, may become the rule of the church­
es generally. We are convinced that 
among the ministry and laity of various 
names the idea of a regular change of 
••astors, less frequently, we admit, than 
■♦hat maintained by ourselves, ie gaining 
ground.

i The safety of our youth and the 
: strength of our Church would be pro- 
1 moted by the use of a book prepared un- 
1 der authority and in use from New­
foundland to British Columbia.

It used to be said that the Sunday- 
school was the nursery of the Church. 
In too many cases at present there are 
missing links between the two. There 
is a lack of connection between the 
singing of the Sunday-school and that of 
the sanctuary. The children who sing so 
sweetly in the school are dumb in the 
public worship of the morning aud eve­
ning. They are strangers to the hymns 
and music there ; if their taste'has not 
been in part destroyed by ditties and 
choruses to which alone they have been 
accustomed. The book before us is a 
happy combination of the better class of 
Sunday-school songs and of the hymns 
from our own Hymn-book, Trained in 
it by judicious leaders of song, our chil­
dren will be at once prepared to enter 
with praise into our Sabbath services 
and into our social meetings.

Although the Hymnal has not yet re­
ceived the seal of approval from our 
General Conference, which does not 
meet until the autumn of 1882, 
its use has, we observe, been re­
commended by a hearty and unani­
mous vote of the Toronto Conference, 
by whom it was resolved “That this 
Conference would remind the superin­
tendents of Sunday-schools that the 
only authorized hymn-book for our 
schools is the one just issued by the 
Book Room, and trusts to their connex- 
ional loyalty to substitute it for other 
hymn-books now in use, and also directs 
superintendents of circuits to use their 
best efforts to ensure the speedy circu­
lation of the new book in all our 
schools.’’

Dear Editor,—On returning from 

a tour through Switzerland, I found a 
number of very welcome letters and pa­
pers from home awaiting me, among 
which none were more welcome than 
the Wesleyan. What changes had not 
those three weeks in which we were 
strangers in a strange land brought, 
both in England and at home ! Dean 
Stanley, the hearing of whose weighty 
words were among the pleasant antici­
pations of a return, has himself joined 
the spirits of the illustrious dead, from 
the midst of whose memorials he so 
long preached to the living The in­
fant Land Bill is on its way to the 
House of Lords who all these weeks 
have been “ nursing their wrath to keep 
it warm,” and now show a great deal 
of pettish anger at the child. The Brit­
ish Wesleyan Conference is on the eve 
of separation after a session of great in­
terest and importance, and forwhadow- 
ing to some extent the importance of 
the (Ecumenical Conference. Apropos 
of the occasion, articles have appeared 
in leading papers and reviews on the so­
cial, political and theological aspects of 
Methodism which are stoutly repudiat­
ed by our church organs as being writ­
ten by authors who, however able, 
know not whereof they affirm, and err 
more unconsciously than wilfidly. The 
writer in the Tinuss has dashed off ad 
article in the most cavalierly style, un­
daunted for a moment by his ignorance 
of the subject The daily papers con­
tinue full of sympathy for President 
Garfield in his protracted sufferings, 
and the reciprocated good will of Secre­
tary Blaine’s answer anent the Irish plots 
shows how common ties and a com­
mon destiny are ripening into a common 
sentiment of brotherly kindness between 
England and America.

Meanwhile Irish plots thicken and 
the smell of Milesian dynamite acts as a 
stimulant upon the bellicose bumps of 
Irish radicals the world over and the air 
is full of their shouts and shillalahs, 
Bradlaugh is increasingly anxious to 
play the role of a martyr, and the Gov­
ernment is foolish to afford him the op­
portunity of gaining notoriety so cheap­
ly. Judging from his figure at Madame 
Tussaud’s he is not unlike Henry Ward 
Beecher in personal appearance, though 
we do not wish to draw any inference 
from the resemblance.

A few weeks may be freighted with 
much joy or sorrow to many hearts and 
homes. Our letters brought us tidings 
of heavy trials that had come in the 
Providence of God to some of our dear 
friends at home. We trust that ere this 
thecloudsmay have entirely dispersed,to 
show more brightly the clear shining of 
God’s love. We have missed the pro­
fitable pleasure of being present at any 
of the British Conference sessions or an­
niversaries, but as this was not the ob­
ject of our visit, and the brevity of 
lime forbade any protracted stay in Liv­
erpool if Switzerland and Scotland were 
to be seen, we were obliged to forego 
that treat. Reading of assemblies and 
seeing their proceedings in print is far 
short of being present, but no printer’s 
ink can enable one to breathe the pure 
air of the mountains or convey any ad­
equate conception of the revelations to 
be gained and pleasures received bv ac­
tual sight amidst the scenes of Gods 
great and beauteous works.

Switzerland looks like a very small 
country on the map of Europe—but if 
its mountainous territory were all spread 
out it would require a good extent of 
neighboring kingdoms to hold it Most 
Swiss peasants live,so to speak.in the attic 
story of this our terrestrial home. Run 
your eye where you will up to the lines 
of perpetual snow, all over the appar­
ently inaccessible crags where only the 
wild goats might be supposed to climb, 
there you will find nestling the chat­
eaux of the Swiss peasants. There is 
every contrast of climate and every 
variety ef scenery to be met with in 
this unique little land that seems to 
have been made for tourists, and looks 
like a museum of God’s grandest works 
in our material world.

I shall not, however, attempt any de­
scription of what I have been permitted 
to see and enjoy. Time is needed for 
reflection and arrangement of thought 
At present there is too much crowded 
upon the mind that has »ot assumed an 
orderly arrangement.

London air seems very stuffy and the 
■ streets very dirty after the clear air and 
blight skies and clean ways of the vine 

I clad slopes of the crescent lake of 
Geneva. Yet in returning to London 
these disadvantages are counterbalanced 
by brighter skies and clearer atmosphere 
in the religious and intellectual spheres. 
The museums and art galleries, the lee- I 
tures and sermons, the grand old build­
ings with their historic associations, are 
educational institutions for its millions. 
On Sabbath morning we attended ser­
vice at one of its characteristic benevol­
ent institutions, “ The Foundling Hos­
pital,” and were delighted with the 
singing as rendered by the hundreds of 
picturesquely-dressed little children, 
saved, no doubt, from a life of infamy 
or poverty, or both. In the afternoon 
we heard Canon Liddon m the classic 
sanctuary of old St. Raul’s. How I ad­
mire that gray old pile of stone, looking 
like a venerable patriarch in the midst 
of his busy tribe ! At first I could not 
hear distinctly, on account of the move­
ment of feet on the stone aisles and a 
loud reverberation that causes an echo. 
Gradually, however, I caught his dis­
tinct enunciation and his earnest tones.
It was a sermon for medical men, apro­
pos of the Medical Congress which was 
just drawing to a close. The eloquent 
preacher in rounded sentences and a 
manly style, pleaded for reverence and 
fidelity to man’s spiritual nature in dis­
charging the duties of a profession so 
lofty and sacred. In the evening we 
went to the venerable shrine of Metho­
dism, old City Road Chapel, where the 
preaching as well as the building pre­
sented a striking contrast to the cathe 
dral and service of the afternoon. The 
sermon, the preaching, the building, 
the congregation, were unpretentious, 
but you felt at once you were in our 
Father’s house—the heart was warmed 
and heaven was opened. The venerable 
President of the Australian Conference, 
who occupied Wesley’s old pulpit, 
preached as if the spirit of our vener­
able founder were whispering in his ear 
—“ Remember, you have nothing to do 
but to save souls. "

City Road Chapel since the fire strange­
ly blends the old and new. The modest 
shaft erected to the memory of the 
“ Mother of the Wesleys,” at the en­
trance gate advises you that you are 
treading on sacred ground. As you en­
ter, the monumental marbles suggest a 
Westminster Abbey, and behind the 
altar are read such venerable names as 
Wesley and Fletcher and Coke, yet the 
walls and sittings have a very fresh and 
modem air. The worship of the con­
gregation presents the same mosaic. 
There is healthy congregational sing­
ing to old familiar, lively tunes, there 
are frequent responses to the sentiments 
of the preacher aud the prayers, there is 
warm welcome to God’s house, there 
are old fashioned bonnets and old fash­
ioned class-meetings, but alas there are 
modern innovations which I will not 
mention. Methodism does not grow in 
London in proportion to its growth in 
provincial towns and its rural districts, 
or insuburbs of the city. One of the many 
causes undoubtedly is that the Itinerant 
system is not so well adapted to the 
city work as is the settled pastorate.

In writing you a letter from Paris a 
few weeks ago I did not mention that

EDITORIAL NOTES.

Never perhaps, have the faith and 
patience of our farmers been more se­
verely tested than during the present 
season. Abundant yields, of some kinds, 
has rendered their fingers uneasy, 
while continued wet weather, with 
overflowed marshes in some districts, 
have condemned them to inaction, 
or to witness the loss of crops they 
could not save. Elsewhere the experience 
is of the opposite kind. The Nash ville 
(Tenn. ) Advocate begins its last editorial 
article in this way : “ The current to­
pic in many places is the drought. The 
fields are parched, and the streams run 
low. The farmers watch the coppery 
skies, look out upon their thirsty fields, 
sigh, and say and think many things 
The hot weather enervates and irritates 
As the thermometer goes up, their spir­
its go downward.”

To give counsel is easier than to re­
ceive it. Discouraged friends often 
think as they listen, “ you know noth­
ing about it.” We therefore, instead 
of any words of our own, transfer 
the closing words of the Advocate edito­
rial : “ Do net go moping. That is an 
impeachment of your Master, a practi­
cal confession that your religion has 
failed you when a real test came. It is 
a duty to be cheerful A duty 1 Yes 
it is a duty to trust God, and to be, 
tranquil in his Almighty keeping. What 
ie your religion for, if not for this ? It 
gives songs in thé night ; In the midst 
of the world’s tribulations it gives 
peace in Jesus. Light is sown for the 
righteousness and gladness for the up­
right in heart. If your cheerfulness 
fails when your worldly hopes fail, it is 
a proof that the roots were in the world 
and not in God.

time Provinces, which opened at Monet- 
„n N". !>., on Thursday, August 18th, 

^ otic of the most successful ever 
held. There gathered from all parts of 
the Maritime Provinces to this central 
point about sixty-nine delegates, repro­
ving seven Associations in Nova Sco­
tia. namely—Amherst, Antigonish, Hali­
fax, 'New Glasgow, Pictuu, Tatama- 
ijouche and Truro ; four in New Bruns- 
yiek—CHUipbellton, Fredericton, Monct­
on and St. John ; and one—Charlotte­
town—in F. E. island. The organization 
meeting was held in the Methodist 
Church at 4.30 p. m. of the lôth, at 
which H. Thane Miller, Esq., of Cin­
cinnati, was unanimously elected Presi­
dent ; W. B. McNutt, of Halifax, F. 
\\. Hales, of Charlottetown, Dr. Bots- 
ford, of St. John, James McAllister, of 
Moncton, and C. S. Chapman, of Am­
herst, Vice-Presidents ; and James A. 
Gould, of St John, James N. Shannon, 
of Halifax, and George Dawson, of 
Campbellton, Secretaries. No better 
choice could have been made for the 
important office of President than Mr. 
Miller, whose experience, tact and won­
derful administrative ability were dis­
placed throughout the entire session of 
the Convention. Beside this, his pow­
er of song brought out many a sweet 
note whose beauty and pathos stirred 
the deepest emotions, and preached in a 
way as effective and oftentimes much 
more so than by spoken words.

The welcome meeting was held on 
Thursday evening in the Baptist Church, 
and welcome addresses were delivered 
by Mr. Lindsay on behalf of the 
town council of Moncton, by Rev. G. O 
Gstes on behalf of the clergy,and by Mr. 
Alex. Campbell on behalf of the Monc­
ton Y. M. C. Association. The latter 
speaker referred to the fact that the 
delegates had come to the youngest asso­
ciation in the Maritime Provinces. He 
argued great "things from their presence, 
that they would build up both the Asso­
ciation and themselves. He mentioned 
the difficulties connected with the for­
mation of the Moncton Association and 
stated that at the present moment it had 
paid for its furniture, paid for its read­
ing matter, and was practically out of 
debt.

These addresses were responded to on 
the part of the Convention tint by Rev. 
Dr Burns of Halifax, who wished that 
the delegates should each be baptized 
with a holy fire and zeal in the great 
cause in which they worked. The next 
speaker was Rev. Job Shenton of Sack- 
rille N. B., who said he found many 
among the delegates who were not strict­
ly speaking young men, but he recollect­
ed that a man whose heart is full of love 
to God never grows old. He felt at 
home among Y. M. C. Associations. 
He remembered of being over at the 
Rock Island Depot in Chicago and 
there he found a Y. M. C. A. Reading 
Room for railway men. It would 
pay the Dominion Government, he said, 
by a per centage that cannot be calcu­
lât ed, to provide such a room for their 
railway men.

F. W. Hales, of Charlottetown, read 
an excellent paper on “ The adaptabil­
ity of the Y. M. C. Association to 
the wants of young men.”

At the evening meeting, and it may 
be mentioned that all evening meet­
ings were crowded to the fullest extent 
—the following vote of thanks was pre­
sented by the business committee. 
“ Resolved that the sincere and cordial 
thanks of this convention be conveyed, 
first, to the Moncton Association for the 
Christian welcome it has given to the 
fifteenth annual convention ; secondly, 
to the ministers of the churches for 
their cordial co-operation ; thirdly, to 
trustees for the use of churches for our 
meetings ; fourthly, to the citizens of 
Moncton who have received ns as friends 
and entertained us as brethren ; fifthly, 
to managers of steamboats and railroads 
who have given reduced fares upon 
their lines ; sixthly, to all who have aid­
ed to make this convention successful.” 
This vote of thanks was endorsed by 
the convention by a rising vote. The 
President addressed the convention on 
the work of the Y. M. C. A. among rail­
way men. Thejaddresa was most inter­
esting and most feeling and at the close 
he sang “ Almost persuaded." The re­
maining portion of the evening was de­
voted to tiie hearing of brief testimonies 
from members of the convention as to 
what the Y. M. C. A. had done for them. 
This was a very pleasing service and re­
minded Methodist people of their own 
much prized love feast.

Sunday was looked forward to as the 
great day of the feast, and so it proved 
to all the members of the Convention, 
without exception. The early morning 
meeting was held as usual. A conse-

*,tion meeting was held from ten o’- 
ck till eleven, conducted by F. W. 

Hales of Charlottetown, and was one of 
great spiritual power. The usual ser­
vices were held in the different church­
es. H. Thane Miller preached in the 
morning in the Baptist Church, on be­
ing witnesses for Christ, and in the eve­
ning in the Presbyterian Church from 
the text—“Sirs, we would see Jesus.” 
At each place he sang appropriate 
hymns, both singing alone and lead­
ing the large congregations. One 
feature of this good man’s worth 
is the tact with which he can 
interject a suitable hymn in just 
the right place, and it never fails of ef­
fect. We have seen numbers among 
his audiences with swimming eyes as he 
would sing such pieces as “ The Moth­
er’s Good-bye,” or “ Where is my wan­
dering boy to-night. ” A mass meeting 
of young men was held in Ruddick’s 
Hall, Main Street, at half-past four. 
Every seat was occupied, including 
those on the platform. Clarence Prim- 

t rose, of Pictou, presided. Short and 
| earnest addresses were made by dele­

gates, interspersed with singing and 
prayer. The meeting was a grand suc­
cess, and a large number remained for 
prayer and conference with the dele­
gates, many of them earnestly seeking 
the light and wanting direction. The 
delegates sought out these and took 
them aside to pray with them. After 
the regular evening service the fare­
well meeting took place in the Baptist 
church, and so many began to crowd in, 
that an overflow meeting was held in
the adjoining Methodist church, which 
itself was crowded. W. B. McNutt of 
Halifax took charge of this. The Pre­
sident occupied the chair at the fare­
well meeting, and addresses were deliv­
ered by Revs. Messrs. Kinnie and Hogg, 
and W. A. C. Thompson on behalf of 
Moncton,which were responded toby F. 
W. Hales, Clarence Primrose and the 
President. The meeting, which was 
characterized by a deep spiritual feeling 
was brought to a close by the mem­
bers of the Convention joining hands 
in a circle on and around the plat­
form, singing together “ Blest be the 
tie that binds” and repeating the Lord’s 
Prayer.

An after meeting was held to which 
many remained, ana the church was not 
empty until eleven o’clock.

The convention throughout was most 
successful, and the good that must have 
been done by those wonderful meetings, 
by the opeu air preaching services and 
by the presence of so many followers of 
the Master in the different families the 
members of many whom were careless, 
unconcerned persons previously, can 
never be estimated until the last great day 
when the books are opened and the 
record of men’s lives are read.

OUR OWN CHURCH.

The Amherst Gazette states that the 
Methodist Church, Port G reville, is be­
ing enlarged and improved, and that a 
fine new bell, costing $172, has befen 
placed in the belfry.

Rev. James Crisp, of the Keswick, 
N. B., circuit, writes from Cardigan, 
Aug. 17th :—“ We held a meeting here 
last evening to consider the advisable- 
neaa of erecting a new church building.

Should any 
kindhearted and generous brother or 
sister desire to help us, donations will 
be gladly and thankfully received by 
the superintendent of the circuit, and 
also by the treasurer, John Griffiths, 
Esq., Cardigan. Estimated cost of 
building from $1,000 to $1,200.

HOURS OF LABOR.
The New York Times gives some 

interesting facts tending to elucidate a 
truth which overworked Americans 
would do well to note ; namely, that 
too many hours of labor as surely im­
pair productive industry at too few. 
Massachusetts is the only ten-hour State 
in the Eastern cluster of textile dis­
tricts, but the production there,. per 
loom, per spindle, or per man, is not 
less than in other States, nor are .wages 
less. A number of mills have actually 
reduced to ten, and yet, paying the 
same wages as in the neighboring eleven* 
hour mills, have found their product 
and their profit satisfactory and not re­
duced by the change. A manager whose 
cotton mill was running thirteen hours 
a day, ana producing 90,000 yards of 
cloth a week, persuaded tbe directors to 
allow a reduction to eleven hours, and 
the weekly production rote to 120,000. 
In Switzerland similar results are re­
ported. One mill reduced to ten hours 
and the owners were surprised to find 
tliat the amount of wages paid by the 
piece remained the same as it had been 
under eleven hours. Another added an 
hour to the twelve and the increased

ROWLAND CROCKER, ESQ.

We record in another column, the 
death of one of our most respected in­
habitants—Rowland Crocker Esq., 
who has been a resident of Miramicni 
for over sixty years, coming to this 
county some nine or ten years before the 
great Miramichi Fire. For many years 
the deceased occupied the position of 
Lieut. Colonel of the Reserve Militia of 
Northumberland, which he held until 
the time of hie death. Mr. Crocker held 
the office of Superintendent of roads for 
a number of years previous to Confeder­
ation, and again in the years 1879 and 
1880, resigning only when compelled to 
do so by failing health, a few months 
ago. He was also a Justice of the Peace, 
and in that capacity took an active part 
in the proceedings of the Sessions of the 
Ctrtfnty until the period when the aflairs 
of the County came under the super­
vision of the Municipal Council. Mr. 
Crocker was the pioneer lumberer of 
Northumberland, having commenced 
lumbering in 1816 and followed it up for 
sixty-three years—almost a lifetime. 
The deceased, who was a prominent 
member of the Methodist Church, was 
most highly respected throughout the 
County and wherever known, and 
leaves behind him a record worthy of 
imitation. The funeral obsequies took 
place at Derby yesterday, and were wit­
nessed by a large number of the friends 
and acquaintances of the deceased.— 
Union Advocate 17th.

The loss by the fire at Yale, B. C.,

All the 
best buildings, except a church and 
tbe Hudson Bay Co.’s store and build­
ings and warehouses of the railway, 
are gone. Only one hotel is lett 
standing.

Mr. Boiseonault, formerly in the de­
partment ot Agriculture, has applied 
at Ottawa for letters patent tor a new 
mode ot las toning letters, which he 
claims will render it impossible to tam­
per with them unless they are torn to

fiiooes. The device consists in a pecu­
liar manner of rivetting thorn, instead 

of sealing them.
There are at present nine colleries 

in active operation in Cape Breton, 
giving employment to about 1,000 cut­
ters. The output this year will be the 
largest on record. The total amount 
of coal raised in Nova Scotia in 1880 
was 1,088,710 tons. That ot Old Mines 
Sydney was 110,090 tens. The yield 
this year, it is said, will be about 120,- 
000 tons.

The remains of the late Oapt. Killam, 
of the Lillie Soullard, of Yarmouth, ar­
rived at St. John oo Sunday in the 
Grace E. Cann, Capt. Rogers. The 
LiUie Soullard pat into Belfast, Ireland, 
in June, when Capt. Killam went into 
the htepîttü and died soon alter. Heart 
disease Is said to have been the cause. 
His remains were taken to Yarmouth 
in the steamer Empress.

The wrecked steamer Cortes, toge­
ther with her machinery, boiler, tackle, 
eta, and about 150 tons of bunker 
coals were sold by Messrs, T. K. Jen­
kins A Co., to Mr. R. I. Hart tor tbe 
sum ot $650 The steamer broke up on 
Monday. Tbe upper part of the hull 
drilled over on the Western shore, near 
Ketch Harbor.

ABROAD.
The first Persian ever naturalized in

A Dutch gentleman and two ladies of 
his family were killed by a land-slip ca 
the road to Tele Noire, Switzerland.

The authorities at Washington are 
determined to compel telegraph and 
telephone companies to lay their wires 
under ground.

The Pennsylvania Railroad Company 
is supplying the trainmen with coup­
ling-sticks, so as to prevent, as much 
as possible, accidents in their danger­
ous work ot coupling cars.

The amount of business done by 
tourist agents in the United States is 
enormous. There arc lour firms on 
Broadway, New York, who sell $3,- 
000,000 worth of tickets a year.

Matthew Vassar, treasurer ot Vassar 
College, died recently. It is under­
stood his estate, amounting to $1,- 
000,000, is devised to educational and 
charitable purposes.

Private advices state that the ex­
plorer Stanley is lying dangerously ill 
half way between Stanley Pool and the 
mouth of the Congo. He has so little 
faith in his own recovery that he has 
made his will.

At the instance ot a New York de­
tective who has been following up for 
the past week a clue as to the where­
abouts of A. T. Stewart’s body, the 
workmen have begun excavations in 
Cyprus Hill Cemetery.

The matter of rapid transit is still 
unsettled in Brooklyn. Everybody 
agrees that it is indi«pensable to the 
growth of the city, and all agree (hat it. 
is a magnificent thing if only put in 
front ot the other’s man’s property.

As one result ot the agitation of the 
sanitary question, the proprietors of 
the Metropolitan Hotel, New York, 
have removed the hot and cold water 
fixtures from the sleeping rooms ot the 
hotel, and returned to the old-lashioned 
bowl and pitcher.

A few weeks ago the foundation- 
stone was laid of a huge embankment 
across a Welsh valley, which Is to con­
fine waters destined to supply Liver­
pool. sixty-seven miles distant, with 
52,000,000 gallons a day. The works 
are expected to take ten years.

Captain Graham, of the British 
barque Wildwood, has been fined £100- 
at Limerick, for neglecting to report 
within three days alter the arrival ot 
his vessel from New York, May 16th 
last, that he shipped a quantity of mer­
chandise received from a Norwegian 
vessel he fell in with on the passage.

Switzerland was visited, according 
to tbe statistics collected by the Alpine 
Club of Italy, by 1,400,000 tourists in 
1879. Of these 700,000 came from 
Germany and Austria. 280.000 from 
England, 200,000 from France, and 
60.UX) from the United States. The 
foreign travel is estimated Vo pay the 
Swiss £1,000,000 annually.

Mr. Herbert Gladstone, in his speech 
at the meeting of electors ot Leeds on 
Saturday, said: “ Oneot the most satis­
factory points in the foreign outlook is 
the increasing friendship between Eng­
land and America. If anything is more 
satisfactory than the outburst of British 
sympathy with President Garfield, it 
was the manner in which that outburst 
was received in America.”

Minister Foster at St Petersburg 
writes under date of July 18, that tiie 
Russian wheat crop is likely to be one 
of the largest ever raised in the empire, 
and that the export promises to be 
much greater than usual. It ie staled 
that in the district tributary to the port 
ot Odessa, the yield is likely to be » 
large that formers think they could dis­
pense with harvests lor four years to 
come.

The record ot the late court-martial

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CORRESPONDENCE.

THE WESTERS STATES.
In November, 1879, I left my homo 

in Cumberland Co., for Southern Kin- 
sa*. Some of my friends have been 
writing to rue to know about “ the 
■Wtigt.” I have answered several let­
ters, and have others yet unanswered. 
Will you allow me to reply to them 
through your paper. I can reach 
them in this wav better than by any 
other of which I know.

In Nova Scotia Kansas is known as 
a part of “ the far West," but the geo­
graphical centie of the United Slates 
is found,I believe, very near the centre 
of this State. 1 spent the winter of 
1879 and 1S80 in Kansas and enjoyed it 
very well. We bad no falling weather 
from December till April, except about 
snow enough to whiten the ground 
once or twice. The winter was very 
mild and good. When spring came, 
we had ni ivh wind and heavy saud 
storms. I saw the sand and dirt drift 
there as the snow does in a great 
drifting storm in Nova Scotia. High 
winds and sand storms continued 
on into summer, with but little rain I 
was over two hundred miles west in the 
State. The country is very dry there, 
but not so dry as it is farther west. 
One hundred and fifty miles is far 
enough west in Kansas for crops to 
grow well.

Times are hard in Western Kansas 
and Nebraska : especially in the former 
district. The country is parched with 
drouth. In the North-western part of 
Kansas the people have been on the 
borders of starvation for two or three 
years, and have leceived aid from dif­
ferent quarters. A presiding elder of 
the M. E. Church in that region has 
done much in receiving help for these 
poor people. He wrote last winter in 
our Church paper that it would not be 
wise for any more emigrants to come 
to that part until those who are there 
may be able to live without depending 
on the charity of Eaatern people. 
Dakota ia not quite so dry in many 
parts ; but the settlements are new 
and the people are poor ; the chances 
there are not great save for those 
who have money to make their way 
clear. Many people suffered greatly 
in different parts of Dakota last 
winter. The cold storms were too 
much for them with their meagre 
supply of food, clothing and fuel. 
Many of their houses are mere shells, 
stuck np on the open prairie, and in­
deed it costa something handsome to 
get a good house built and provide 
plenty of fuel away out on these prair. 
ies ao far from forest lands. Lumber, 
wood and coal are very expensive. In 
all this pimirie country the settlers suf­
fer greatly from storms until they get 
an artificial grove. It, of course, takes 
years to accomplish this ; even then 
the changes are ao great and extreme 
they often suffer much. All over these 
Western prairies, even so far south 
as Kansas, in winter we have what 
westei n people term “ blizzards great 
snow storir >- accompanied with high 
winds. It is nothing uncommon for 
people to perish.in these storms if they 
are not sufficiently fixed to protect 
themselves from their force. In sum­
mer thunder, lightning and bail storms 
are frequent We sea' cely have rain 
storms in summer without tbuuder and 
lightning ; and farmers are always in 
dread of hail storms when their crops 
are growing. Hail is said to fall some­
times as large aa hen’s eggs. It will 
kill boises and cattle. Ot cmrse peo­
ple will hide away from it, and protect 
their animals wherever they can. You 
will understand that these bad hail 
stoi ms do not often occur, and when 
they do,they go in nair^w veins through 
the country. If you want to witness 
a grand but awful scene, come near ose 
of these worst storms we have “in the 
West,” but try and occupy some safe 
spot of ground in the meantime. I 
think that if Byron had been familiar 
with the worst thunder storms in Kan­
sas and Nebraska, be would not have 
-bought much of his “Thunder Storm 
among the Alps.” We are not without 
an occatkn.il ton ado oi cyclone.

I did not like the high and constant 
winds, sand and drouth of Kansas, but 
its red-hot summer sun with the thei- 
mometer np to 110 ° ,112 ° and 115 - in 
the shade, I could not bea ,and I start­
ed in the latter part of the summer for 
the more bracing air of the North. I 
crossed over into the Missouri from 
Atchison, and went up through the 
western part of Iowa.nearthe Missouri 
Hiver, till I reached Dakota. I tarried 
for a short time in the south-eastern 
part of this territory. I saw on ruy 
way some of that region of the Mis­
souri liver bottom, where the waters 
made such havoc this spring. This is 
a beautiful piece of country, and the 
and is good, but too much exposed to 

the uncontrollable waters of this 
mighty river and its nearest neighbor 
of any importance—the Big Sioux. 
Early in the winter I reached Minne­
sota. Here I found a resting place, 
or rather a good working place. My 
health, somewhat impaired since 
leaving home, has greatly improv­
ed in this State. I am very well 
now ; feel settled and at home. This 
is about the same latitude I was in 
when in Nova Scotia.

Were I to advise Eastern friends 
about going to Kansas or Nebraska, 1 
should caution them to stop in the 
Eastern part of these States. Land is 
dearer, of course, but the country is 
not burnt np with drouth, and they 
will not be located away out in some 
onely part of the prairie, to struggle 
or years to keep life in. The Eastern 

part of these States is good. There 
i re bad storms and even cyclones, but 
I erhaps their chance in these particn- 
are is as good as it ia in States farther 

East. Dakota is not without fair 
• pots for settlers, but I do not advise 
i>ny one to go there just now. Possibly 
' hey might do well enough with capital 
u> start out with. I should not, now-!

ever, advke them to try the experi­
ment.- I do not pretend to say what 
Western Kansas, Western Nebraska 
and the greater part of Dakota, will 
become in time, but so far as my infor­
mation goes, they furnish any but the 
wealthy a slim chance for a living 
now. Indeed, I know men of wealth 
who came to Western Kansas and 
opened up farms in the dry regions 
and worked away till they expended 
nearly all their money without raisins 
any crops worth speaking about. They 
undertook farming on a large scale, look­
ing for rain and better days to come, 
but they looked iu va: n till poverty filled 
their eyes like smoke. And yet there 
are people settled nearly all over these 
parts against which we raise such ob­
jections, and more ai ashing iu there 
as well as into every course of 1 he West, 
They are struggling away and trying to 
live in the midst of the many privations 
and hardships with which they contend. 
1 like Minnesota, but there arc some 
poor corners in it where some new set­
tlements are now being founded.

I think the seasons and climate are 
more i egular here than in any of those 
paits noticed above. The country is 
older and crops are more certain. This 
spring was later than common aud rath­
er wet. The wet ran on into the open­
ing of tu inner a id was then loth to 
leave us It injured the crops on the 
low lands and yet they promise to be 
good so far as I know. 1 consider my 
friends had better stop where they now 
are, so far as I understand matters. It 
would be quite au experiment for any 
O'' those who have written me to leave 
all they would have to leave behind to 
come out here to better teeir case. I 
do not advise them to play at any such 
game of ebanoe. Still if any of them 
nave the the “Western fever” so bad ly 
that nothing will do but a trip “ ont 
West,” I say to get np and start and 
learn by experience bow this thing is. If 
I were their physician and no medicine 
would do but this I would certainly 
give them a dose of it, for of coarse in 
extreme cases we would resort to an 
extreme remedy. But it is their’s to 
do in this matter ; I only represent 
things as I understand them, only give 
advice, do not say what they are to do.

Perhaps I have looked more at the 
dark side of this olond than I ought to 
have done. I said very little of the 
good things that belong to the West. 
It has some good features in its favor. 
It is a wonderful country for hay and 
for the generality of orops that are 
raised in Nova Scotia, as well as for 
some others, when we have rain enough 
and escape the storms, sun blight 
and insects. This prairie land is fer­
tile and easy to work. The trouble 
arises chiefly from the many counter­
acting influences brought to bear 
upon the soil so fertile and so easily 
worked. Railroad men, land specula­
tors, -fcc., cover np the disadvantages 
by their continual puffing and exag* 
gerating on the good side of the 
question. They have an axe to 
grind, and it is not right that we 
should be overpersuaded to blister 
our bands in turning for them and then 
endure the conséquences while-tbey 
look on delighting in having outwitted 
us, as well as in the spoils they have 
won in the act.

I came ont West to preach the Gos­
pel, and have found room for my work 
everywhere I went, but the ohanoes for 
a good support are not the best in some 
places. Kansas climate did not anit 
me or I should have stopped there ; for

IMPROVEMENT OF HEALTH.
We hope that some of tbe very able 

men who are next won’.h to attend tbe 
Medical Congress in London will tell 
us tbe facts about the modern improve­
ment in human health in a somewhat 
new way. We all know that whatever 
be the truth throughout the world the 
“ expectation of life,” that is, the 
chance of longevity, has, in the well- 
drained and carefnily-fed cities of the 
West, increased to a perceptible de­
gree. It is indeed stated that in Lon­
don it has risen a whole year within 
the last decade. In the absence of epi­
demics, the death-rate tende in such 
places distinctly to decline, till tbe dif­
ference between the chance of death in 
a “ healthy” town and an unhealthy 
town sometimes amounts to a clear 
third. But we want to know accurate­
ly a little more, and that is the kind of 
life which is increasing, whether it is 
young life or mature life, or aged life 
which is being enlarged. Are we young 
longer, or mature longer, or old long­
er P Or, in other words, do we gain, 
from all onr costly and troublesome 
hygienic devices, a longer period dar­
ing which we retain the fall energy of 
youth,or a longer duration of tbe peri­
od of wisdom—such as wisdom is—or 
a greater stretch of old age P Do we 
live longer, in fact, or are we only a 
little slower in dying P The difference 
is very great, and so far as wo know, 
nothing in the way of trustworthy da-

A correspondent of the IFafcftinan 
writes from Jamaica : The present 

, Governor of Jamaica, Sir Anthony 
Musgrave.has shown a great deal of in­
terest in matters pertaining to the well 
being of the island, and in no depart­
ment has be more commended himself 
to popular favor than in his desire to 
stimulate the higher education of tbe 

i country. Early last year he introduc­
ed a bill to provide for a Jamaica 
Scholarship of the annual value of 
£200, tenable for three years, and to be 
competed for annually. Tbe standard 
selected for award is the Matricula­
tion Examination held in January of 
each year, provided he matriculates. 
Tbe sum of £200 per annum is intend­
ed to defray tbe expense of a course at 
some British University, such Univer­
sity to be selected by tbe c mdidate 
himself and approved by the Secretary 
of State for the Colonies. Tbe success­
ful candidate is to enter upon bis Uni­
versity course no later than Michael­
mas term.

When the standard was published 
in the Jamaica Gazette by authority a 
general opinion was expressed that it 
was much too high, and it was pretty 
confidently predicted that the £200 per 
annum would remain as an appropriat­
ed sum in the Governmental budget. 
The older schools in tbe colony, with 
one exception, would not risk tbe ex­
amination. Our Yoik Castle tutors 
ventured to send a candidate, and, as 
a proof of the kind of work which onr 
High School is doing, Mr. Tuomas W. 
Halliday, our candidate, has won the 
first Jamaica scholarship. This result 
has surprised many who knew nothing 
of the earnest and enlightened method 
of instruction which obtains in our 
High School, and it is a source of 
high gratification to the Methodists 
of this island that their high School, 
the youngest of all the institutions for 
higher education has taken the first 
Jamaica scholarship.
