Oatmeal Gruel for the Sick.—To make
oatmeal gruel for the sick, put half a
cupful of oatmeal in a small cheesecloth
bag, and wash it out in & quart of tepid
water. Rinse the bag back and forth in
the water until all the flour is washed out
and only the bran remains. Then add
half a teaspoonful of salt to the ocatmeal
water and boil until there will be about a
pint when it is done. If milk or cream
is allowed the patient, a tablespoonful
of cream to a pint of gruel will make it
more appetizing and nutritious. This
will often stay on a weak stomach where
nothing else can be retained, and where
warm drinks nauseate it may be given
eold
