Lords to-day passed the third read­
ing of the Amending Bill.

The Marquis of Crewe indirectly 
promised the attainment of an agree­
ment in regard to elimination of the 
time limit, for^exclusion. He said, 
however, that the excluded area had 
been so greatly enlarged by the 
Unionists, as to make it a critical 
question. They had not explained 
how they proposed to meet objections 
to exclusion by the Nationalists in 
the excluded area. He concluded by 
asking for the exercise of patience 
and forbearance, firmly hoping for a 
successful solution.

Absolutely Necessary
The Marquis of Lansdowne reiter­

ated that nothing short of the Union­
ist amendments could avert the im­
minent peril that was threatening. 
He said this was explanation of his 
demand for the total exclusion of 
Ulster; and complains that the Gov­
ernment had given the Unionists no 
assistance whatever in the task of 
averting civil war.

34 inches to 44 inches atBoston, July 11.—It is a strange 
career that the first yacht to win a 
cup for America has had, and it ifc 
being recalled since it became known 
that the old Amerca, winner of the 
first cup race between England and 
America, more than three score yearfe 
ago, for the Royal Yacht Squadron 
now, now the America’s cup, ,is moor­
ed not far from the South Station, 
Boston. Hundreds of people go by it 
every day, without giving the vessel 
a second glance, but it probably would 
be different were it known that the 
battered old vessel is the same onè 
which went into English waters and 
brought home the blue ribbon of the 
seas, where it has remained ever 
since.

But merely being the winner of 
the first cup brought to this coun­
try not the only history through 
which the gamut of various roles 
from having been a slave trader, sunk 
and captured in the Civil War, used 
by the country in can-ying ammuni­
tion to the Union soldiers in the South 
and finally becoming a pleasure yacht 
for General Butler, whose greatest de 
light was to sail the old cup winner 
around the cup course during other 
races for the cup. She still is pre­
served by the Butier-Ames estatd, 
which intends to keep this relic of the 
battle for the cup.

The old America was built by 
George Steers and won many races 
in English waters after her first vic­
tory off the Isle of wight with a 
crew of Americans. Commodore Philip 
Schuyler, representing the America’s 
owners, gave the cup sue won to the 
New York Yacht Club to be a per­
petual trophy. In 1871, when Eng­
land challenged with the Cambria, 
under the rules of that day the .New 
York Yacht Club sailed a fleet against 
her and the America was one of the 
three boats which beat the English 
one.
