as ever dealt lusty blowg in battle.
Scotsman who knows his
country’s history and he will tell you
that Scotland has never bred a finer
race of fighting men than the Haigs.
There were Haigs who covered them-
selves with blood and glory on Ban-
nockburn field six centuries .ago.
Haigs were among the first to rally to
the standard of the “Bonnie Prince”
when he landed with his handful of
stalwart in the Hebrides in the ’45;
and they fought bravely by the side

B | of the yellow-haired laddie from the

glory of Prestonpans to the tragedy
of Culloden. And through the inter-
vening centuries there was scarcely

Haigs were not in the thickest of the

B fighting.

“Duggy” at Clifton and Oxford.

It was thus fitting that when Dou-
glas wag cradled at Cameronbridge,
Fife, one June day fifty-five years
ago, he wag destined to continue the
family tradition. In his school days
at Clifton, where his father, a Scot-
tish laird, sent . him for education,
Douglas (or “Duggy,” as he was af-
fectionately dubbed) was far more
notable for his achievements on the
playing-fields than in the class-rooms.
At cricket and football he was as
superior to his fellows as any of
them were his superiors in Euclid and
Virgil. “A sturdy, muscular, fresh-

This, however, was by no means
the first or last occasion on which
Sir Douglag Haig has looked death
between the eyes. In: the Soudan, in
the preliminary scouting before the
battle of Atbara, he volunteered to
inspect at close quarters an enemy
zareeba, which blocked the line of
advance. The zareeba was large
enough to conceal an army:; and al-
though there was no sign of life be-
hind it, it wag almost certain death
to approach it.: Although none knew
this better than Captain Haig (as he
was then), he rode to within a couple
of hundred yards of 1t, sat calmly on
his horse, making the necessary ob-
servations, in the midst of a perfec_t
tornado of bullets as cooly as if on the
parade ground, and by a miracle rode
back to our lines untouched.

When Haig returned from South
South Africa at the end of the war he
had established his reputaiion as one
of the ablest and most brilliant sold-
iers in our Army. Despatch after de-
spatch had made his name and fame
known to the world; he was now a
Colonel, a C.B., and A.D.C. to the
King, wore the King's Medal and the
Queen’s Medal with seven clasps, and
was marked out for a big career. But
many years of peace were to follow
before his great op'portunity came
with .the present war—years during
which he did excellent work and con-
firmed his high reputation in a variety
of responsible offices, from Inspector-
General of Indian Cavalry to the com-
mand of the 17th L.ancers. At forty-
three he blossomed into a major-
general, within nineteen years of first
wearing his subaltern’s uniform; gnd
two years later he was Director of
Military Training, an office quickly
followed by that of Director of Staff
Duties at Army Headquarters.

Queen Alexandra as Match-Maker.

Long before this General Haig had
established himself ag a special fav-
ourite of King Edward, who had the
greatest admiration for the clever,
genial Scotsman; and it was, so it is
said, Queen Alexandra, with whom he
was an equal favourite, who played
“match-maker” in the romance which
had its climax when Genera]l Haig
led to the altar the prettiest of her
maids-of-honour—Dorothy, one of the
beautiful twin-daughters of Lord
Vivian, one day in 1905.

And probably never has a marriage
proved more happy, for Sir Douglas
is ‘as devoted to -his charming and
lovely \\1fe as she is to ,the great
soldier her husband. As Queen Alex-
andra wrote at the time to a friend,
“I do not know anything that has
pleased me more than this match, on
which I had set my heart; for they

Probably, however, it does not know
how on several occasions he has had
almost miraculous escapes from death.

On the Haystack.

On one occasion Sir Douglas, with
a member of his staff, mounted a hay-
stack some distance behind our
trencheg near La Bassee to watch the
progress of an action. He had not
been many minutes, however, on his
“bad eminence,” Dbefore a German
shell crashed on to the top of the
haystack. As luck would have it,
it failed to explode. The two officers
had barely recovered from the shock,
to congratulate one another on their
marvellous escape,
shell dropped almost at their feet—
again without exploding. “I think;
sir,” said the aide, “it ig getting a
little too warm for comfort up here.
Don’t you think we had better climb
down?’ “Yes, I think it would be
wiser,” coolly answered Sir Douglas
with a smile, as he prepared to des-
cend to a less conspicuous point of
vantage. On another occasion Sir
Douglas had only just left a barn
near Armentieres where some of his
men were lodged when a shel] crashed
into the building and Kkilled nine of
them. ,

In the Trenches.

But such risks as these are “all in
the day’s work,” and Sir Douglas
faces them with a smile and without
a tremor, for he does not know what
fear is. Nor does he expect his men
to face any danger which he ig not
ready to share with them. Probably
no general has ever spent more time
than he in the trenches, cheerfully
risking his life in order to cheer his
men in the same venture. And cer-
tainly no general was ever more be-
loved by his men, not only for his
courage, but for his simple friendli-
ness and unaffected geniality. “’E’s
just like one of us,” one enthusiastic
Tommy said to the writer a year or
so ago. “You should just see ’im
popping up in the trenches with a
smile on ’'is face and a cheery ‘Well
boys, ’'ow are you getting on? It
there anythink I can do for vyou?
Why, we feel as if we could just ’ug
him; and there’s nothing he could
ask us to do thgt we wouldn’t do, even
to chucking our lives away.”

And thig admiration jgs mutual, as is
proved by the following extract from
a letter sent by Sir Douglas to a
friend from the front. ‘“We have had
hardish times,” he wrote many
months ago; “but nothing in our his-
tory has surpassed the fine soldierly
qualities displayed by the troops

supported hardshipgs in the trenches
—heat and wet and frost—in a man-
ner beyond all praise.”

And by his officers, from the Brig-
adier to the youngest Sub, he is equal-
ly beloved and respected. There is
not one of them all who has not the
most implicit and unbounded faith in
him, and who is not assured that.
when the time comes, Douglag Haig
will certainly lead them to victory.
The world will then. know why the
Commander-in-Chief of our armieg in
France has been dubbed “the
Thruster.”

The Rev. Lauchlan Maclean Watt,
the well-known poet-preacher of Ed-
inburgh, send to the Scotsman a sing-
ularly interesting letter concerning
some of his experiences at theé" front:

Just a weeky ago (Mr. vWat.t
writes), in a tent where: -the
wounded lay, I was beside the
bed of a fine young Scottish sol-
dier, stricken down in the prime
of his manhood, yet full of hope.
The thought of the fckces far
away was always with him up-
holdingly. In fact, the tent
seemed vibrant with the expecta-
tion of the journey across the
strip of blue which sunders us
from home. This Scottish youth
had been talking, and it was all
about what to-morrow held for
him. His mother and the girl
that was to share life with him—
these were foremost in his
thought.” His face shone as he
whispered, ‘I'm going home soon.’
Everything would be all right
then. What a welcome would be
his, what stories would be told by
the fircside in the summer even-
ings! But he made the greater
journey that very night.

“We buried him two days later,”
adds Mr. Watt. “We got the pipe-
major of a famous H.ghland regiment
to come over; and when the brave
dust was lowered, while a little group
»of brenzed and Kkilted men stood
around the grave, he played the old
wail of the sorrow of .our people,
Lochaber, no more.””

One day those who were able were
outside the hospital and a gramaphone
was throatly grinding the melody out
of familiar tunes, with a peculiarly
mesmeric affect. Sudden]y the record
was changed to ‘Maryv of Argyle.” The
Scotchman by whose bed Mr. Wat!{ was
standing, said, ‘Wheest! D’'ye hear
that? Man, is it no fine? And: the
tears ran down his cheeks as he lis-
tened. It was a poor encugh record.
In ordinary times he would have
shouted his Condemnation of it. Dut
he was now in a “Tand—a
stricken, suffering man. Axxd it made
him think of some woman far away
beside the Forth, where he came {rom
and his hearer asked no further ques-
tion.

“You're looking grand to-day,”
said I to a young fellow. And he
replied, “is there any wonder, sir,
wid that scrap o' paper there?”
For it was the order for home on
the first available opportunity.
“Sure, wont the ould mother be
glad to see me?’ he continued.
‘The sunshine here is beautiful,
but sunshine in the ould country
is worth the world.” °‘Good bye
sir,’ they sometimes cry, ‘I'll be
away when you come round
again.’ But perhaps next time a
sad face looks up at you, for the
day so eagerly anticipated has
been gain postponed.

It is always home, and what the
dear ones there are like, and
what they will be thinking yon-
der, that fills up the quiet hours
towards restoration, it
strengthened the heart and arm of
the brave in the hour of terrible
conflict.

Of one beautiful experience Mr.
Maclean Watt tells. He accompanied
a party on the search for a man when
he was brought into contract with a
real bit of wonder:
