As the result of vthat 
accident the plans for the Britannic 
were almost completely remodelled, 
which accounts for her long stay on 
the stocks. She is a triple screw 
steamer, 900 feet long.

There has been introduced into her 
construction almost every device for 
ensuring safety. A complete inner 
skin extends to a considerable height 
above the load line, the most vulner­
able portion of a vessel. The number 
of bulkheads are increased.

It is the duty of the Government to 
do everything they can to keep up 
the price of fish and they have been 
very negligent in their duty.

Market* Needed
There are markets to-day for good 

fish, but therç are no markets for 
bad, and in spite of this the Govern­
ment scorned our resolutions which 
were drawn up for the sole object 
of increasing the price of fish, so that 
the fishermen of the Colony might 
benefit by it. Thirty years ago nearly 
all our fish was merchantable, but 
to-day owing to the talquai system 
three-quarters ot it is No, 2. How can 
you expect it to be otherwise under 
the present conditions? You have to 
face the fact that unless some *btep 
is taken such as we have suggested, 
the result of the, present system will 
mean a great loss to our people, rt 
is the Government’s duty to give the 
matter their attention, and it is about 
time they thought of doing t.

In speaking of the cull of fish, we 
come to the question of the alteration 
of a quintal Jjo one hundred pounds. 
I do not ktiow if the trade would 
have much objection to this and we 
must be up to date. It would be much 
easier to handle fish if it is made up 
in one hundred pound lots and it 
would be as convenient for the 
chant as for the fishermen.

Cullers for St. John’s.—All Cullers

While conditions are such as to 
permit at any time a repetition of the 
black Fall of 1908, the young men will 
iiot have sufficient confidence in the 
fishery, to continue at it, after enough 
has been made to carry them to Can­
ada or the United States. Make a 
return to 1908 conditions impossible 
by finding markets for one third of 
our present catch. If this is accom­
plished, there need be no apprehen­
sion of seeing another 1908 
therefore beg the Government to lose 
no further time in arranging.for the 
despatch of at least six trade agents.

We would suggest sending business 
men who have spent their years in 
connection with the fish trade.

Nothing Disgraceful
Is there anything disgraceful about 

this resolution? Is there aîtytMng 
wrong in suggesting that half a doz­
en qualified men go* to the different 
markets and make an effort to 
ulate the demand for our fislr? Thé 
Board of Trade has one or two trade 
agents in foreign parts now, but it is
no good for me or anybody else to 
seek information from them.* They 
are not paid by us and, therefore, they 
will not trouble to inform us, but they 
should be paid by the Government and 
all the fishermen should be able to 
obtain information from them. These 
men are doing their work but we have

The Government should give the 
fisheries its first consideration, and 
not give its whole attention to branch 
railways, which do not help the flph- 
ermen to catch fish. Not one quintal 
of fish Tias been added to the* catch 
through the branch railway .policy and 
not one cent has been added to the 
price which the fishermen obtained 
through the expenditure of $6,000,000 
for railways.

I ask the Government to look aftpr 
tne fishermen and do what they 
to keep up the price of fish, for good 
prices mean money coming into the 
Colony and everybody is the better 
off for it. Our fisheries are our 
greatest asset and we seem to allow 
them to go along without any regard 
for the future. We are like the man 
that killed the goose that la: 
golden egg, and if we do not take 
heed to our responsibilities those who 
come after us will suffA* through our 
neglect to protect and develop the 
fisheries.

What we ask is that half a dozen 
men be sent to different places to cre­
ate a demand for our fish. Some good, 
capable men, not political heelers, 
but men who will be worth their saK 
ary. If you do this and pay them 
$2,000 the country will benefit by it 
for they will create a trade worth 
hundreds of thousands of dollars. The 
kind of a man that I refer to is a man 
like Mr. J. D. Lockyer of Herring 
Neck, a first class commercial man 
who thoroughly understands the busi­
ness. If you send - a half dozen such 
men the good results that will follow 
will astonish you.

The great trouble is that the Gov­
ernment does not take any steps at all 
either to improve the cure of fish or 
to find new markets from the Nor­
wegians. Look how they put up their 
fish in the very best way and they 
sell it because people want good fish. 
They are not satisfied with inferior 
fish any more than our people are 
satisfied with inferior flour.

Best Cheapest
When I first dealt in flour out of 

one hundred barrels that I sold fifty 
were No. 2 grade but they have found 
out that it is cheaper to buy the best 
flour and the result is now that out of 
fifteen thousand barrels of flour that 
the Union Stores have* sold since Sep­
tember, practically every barrel wras 
No. 1 flour.

It is necessary for us to be up and 
doing if we hope to compete* success­
fully with the Norwegians, for the 
Portuguese, Spaniard and the Brazil­
ians and other people want their fish 
in first class condition.

I make these statements in the hope 
that the Government will heed them 
and that they will recognize the fact 
that the Union people are in earnest 
in the matter. The Union is a strong 
body and their requests deserve the 
careful consideration of the Govern­
ment.

Loan Bills covering $2,360,000 were 
passed yesterday by the House. Two 
million dollars for another railway 
loan, and $360,000 for public build­
ings, telegraph construction and fog 
alarms, which was all spent last fall 
and . spent without Legislative au­
thority. and is really a deficit in the 
year’s current revenue.

About $500,000 more has been ex­
pended for 1913-14 than the receipts. 
No Government that ever ruled New­
foundland ever made such a miserable 
showing or exhibited such waste and 
extravagance in public expenditure.

The country will be amazed and in­
dignant when it fully learns of the 
financial condition of the Colony. 
$2,000,000 more will have to be raised 
in London for railway canstruction. 
The Premier’s estimate of $4,000,000 
was only $4,000,000 out, and no one 
seems to knoxv how much more will 
be required. No one «believes that 
the proposed loan of $2,000,000 will 
complete the contract.

As Mr. Coaker remarked in the 
House on Wednesday, the Morris 
Government will go down in history 
as the railway building blunderers, 
and financial fanatics. The speech 
ot*Mr. Kent showed that a poor bar- 
gainjwas made when the Government 
arranged the last contract with Reid.

has once again deprived the Govern­
ment of a safe seat by forcing a triia- 
lar contest in Leith Burgs which in 
1910 returned the Rt. Hon. P. C. Mun- 
roe, Ferguson, now Governor-General 
of Australia by a majority of 1785, and 
yesterday elected G. W. Currie, Union­
ist candidate by a majority of "six­
teen. The seat was undoubtedly re­
garded as safe for the Government 
until the last few days, when it be­
came evident that the recent indus­
trial troubles at the local port, com­
bined with the South African deporta­
tions were militating again the Gov­
ernment.

Women’s suffrage societies also 
supported the Unionist.

The successful Unionist candidate 
made Home Rule the chief issue, but 
as the Labor candidate was like the 
Liberal Candidate, a Home Ruler, the 
result can scarcely be claimed as a 
victory on the Irish issue.
