Ottawa, Oct. 29.—The following
communique from the Canadian War
Records Office has been received:

Canadian Corps Headquarters in
France, via London, Oct. 19.—It is

Its
novelty, its charter of change and in-
vention, its bold departure from mil-
itary precedents, is well exemplified
by the famous tanks. Its gigantic
scale is illustrated by the casualties
returns, which represent, however,
but a small fraction of the troops
employed. Its infinite detail may
be seen from a study of the trench

0F GOVERAMENT

Col. Arthur Lynch, Nation-
alist Is Reproved by Lord
Robert Cecil.

By Courier Leased Wire.

London, Oct. 20.—During the late
hours of the session of the House of
Commons last night, Lord Robert
Ceagil, minister of war trade, replied
vigbrously to a speech in which Col.
Arthur Lyneh, Nationalist, had ecriti-
cized the government’s policy in the
Balkans and Greece, Colonel Lynch
asking: ‘“Whether any outside in-
fluence had been allowed to affect
the British policy.”

This reference which apparently
was to the former friendship be-
tween the royal families, provoked
a prompt reply by Lord Robert Cecil.
“It would be impossible at this stage
and under present circumstances,”
said Lord Robert, “to enter into a
diseussion of what we or our allies
have said or are going to say (o
Greece in reference to the present
crisis in European affairs. I do not
understand in the least what the
member wishes to accuse the govern-
ment of. He indulged in a deal of
vague denunciation of Balkan stra-
tegy and in one passage of his speeci
he appeared to hint at some obscure
and disreputable influence having
been brought to bear on the councils
of the government and the councils
of the allies.

«“Ag far as the strategy of the
Balkans is concerned it has been
guided exclusively by the military
considerations, and the only people
who had anything to say in deciding
the' military movements, were the
proper military advisers of the gov-
ernment. The suggestion that any
person, whether strictly a member
of the government or not, had used
any influence to deflect the policy o
this country from the principles of
sound strategy is absolutely baseless
and utterly unworthy of this House.”

| Text cf li.e Lesson, Acts xxvi, 1, 24-32,

Memory Verses, 28, 29—Golden Text,
Acts' xxvi, 19-—Commentary Prepared
by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

With “the king and queen and all
their pompous retinne, and the chief

i captains and principal men of the city
!(xxxu 23), this

was phobably one of
Paul's greatest opportunities to tell to
earth's great ones the wondrous story
of redeeming grace. I'estus, having
had Paul brought in before this great
gathering, said to the king and all
present that, although the Jews were
demanding his life, he lLad not been
able to find that he had committed
anything worthy of death, but that,
having appealed to Caesar, he was go-
ing to send him to Rome, though he
could not signify any crime that he had
been guilty of, but he hoped that after
Agrippa had heard him and esamined
him he might have sometlun" definite
to write,

The king, having given Paul permis-
sign to speak for himself, he began by
saying that he was happy to be per-
mitted to state his case before the
king because he knew him to be ex-
pert - in all customs and questions
among the Jews. He therefore asked
to 'be heard patiently (verses 1-3).
With a word concerning his early life
at Jerusalem and his being brought up
a Pharisee and well known to all the
Jews, he said that the accusation
against him was that he had become a
follower of Jesus, risen from the dead
and coming again to restore the king-
dom to Israel, according to all the
promises made by God through the
prophets to the fathers (verses 4-8).
We hope to consider or refer to some
of these later in this lesson. He then
confessed that, like the Jews who were
now ‘persecuting him, he had himself
been also a persecutor of the followers
of Jesus-of Nazareth, under the au-
thority .of the chief priests and a very
cruel one, even going to distant cities
to arrest them (verses 9-11). Then he
told of his experience on the way to
Damascus and of his commission from
the risen and ascended Christ and of
his subsequent obedience to this com-
misgsion up to that day (verses 12-23).

We may be sure that such an assem-
blage never heard such a testimony be-
fore, and we can only hope that some
of those who heard became followers
of Jesus as Paul prayed that they
might (verse 29). - Festus certainly
heard more about the “One Jesus”
(xxv, 19) than he knew before, but he
had no use for such talk and told Paul
that he was mad and beside himself
(verse 24). It was not pleasant to be

! told so publicly, but this also was fel-

lowship with the Lord Jesus, for théy
said of Him, “He bath a devil and is
mad; why hear ye Him?" (John x,
20.) Long dgo it was said of the sefv-
ants of the Lord, “The prophet is a
fool; the spiritual man is mad" (Hos.
ix, 7)., and the wisdom of this world is
still of the same mind.

It is possible that some in the assem-
bly thought Paul to be more sane than
Festus, and it looks as if the king was
inclined to that opinion (verse 28). The
revised version reads, “With but little
persuasion thou would'st fain make
me a Christian,” and Paul's beart went-
out to God in great desire, that not
only Agrippa, but all who heard him
speak, might become Christians, or, as
he put it, “almost and altogether such
as T am, except these bonds” (verse
29). The king and governor and others
having gone aside to consuit, their de-
cision was that Paul had done nothing
worthy of death or of bonds, and that
if he had not appealed unto Caesar he

30-32). 'But with such fanatical Jews
about, who were determined to kill
him, - liberty would probably have
meant death to him, and we know
from the Lord’s night message that it
was in the plan for him to go to Rome.

Going back in our lesson to Paul's
accouut of his commission by the Lord
Jesus, at the time of his conversion,
which is a little more full here than
in the other two records, note the as-
surance of deliverance from the people
and from the gentiles (verses 16, 17),
and compare Jer. i, 8, 19; Isa., xliii, 2.
Then in lesson verse 18, bhow full
and clear and simple his instructions,
showing that all unsaved people are in
darkness and under the power of Sa-
tan, but that by the gospel they may
obtain light and deliverance, the for-
giveness of sins and an eternal inheri-
tance, the only condition being that
they repent and turn to God:and then
prove the reality of their repentance
by their works (verse 20). Not that
God needs any works of ours to prove
to Him our sincerity, for He reads the
heart, but good works prove to men
the reality of our faith in Christ (Tit.
iii, 8). Paul declared that by the help
of God he had continued to teach the
death and resurrection of Christ that
[Te might be a light to Jews and gen-
tiles, as Moses ‘and the prophets had
testified (verses 22, 23).

Concerning the sufferings and glory
of Christ, of which all the prophets
spake, according to I Pet, i, 11, see
Gen. iii, 15, 21, 24; Ex, xii, Lev. xvi, Ps.
xxii, Isa. lii and others concerning
Christ as the hope of Israel, and the
restoration and salvation of all Israel
eee Jer. xvii, 13; xxiii, 5-8; xxxi, 81-34;
lxxxfl, 41; xxxiil, 14-16, 238-26; Ezek.
xxxvii, 21-28; Dan. ix, 24-27; Mie. vii,

Musgeum and saw the celebrated
Madam Tussauds works and this
morning was up to Greenwich Obser-
vatory where the world gets the time.
1 can’'t start to tell vou what theses
places look like, everything is so old.
The Abbey is' about nine hundred
years old and is one of the most won-
dérful works: of
world. There are
men and kings of long ago, saw
where Chas.

St. Paul’s is also a wonderfu}
place.

Stockholm, Oect. 20.—Great Bri-
tain’s export prohibition on whiskey
has moved Swedish dealers to take
account of their stocks, with the re-
sult that they have found that six
months more will about see the end
of the awailable supply.

In no first-class restaurant in
Stockholin can' whiskey and soda be
had for less than one ecrown, or
about 2814 cents, at the present ex-
change rate. Some places -charge
as much as 1.30 crowns or 36 cents.

High grade liquors—particularly
certain bramds manufactured oy
monks—axre scare and dear. Thre
same is true of French cognac and
French wines, which have increased
wholesale from 25 to 40 per cent.
This is due in part to a scarecity of
bottles, not only in the countries of
origin, butt also in the diminished
capacity of Swedish glassmakers,
since a great part of the liquors and
wines improrted is brought in in Swe-
dish bottles.

Alabama and Florida Suffer
from Storm Causing
$100,000 Loss.

TWO KILLED.

Many Ships Sunk or Wreck-

ed off Coast During
Gale.

Mobile, Ala., Oct. 19.—Southern
Alabama. and Western Florida were
recovering to-day from the hurrican:
which swept out of the gulf across
this coast yesterday, causing two
deaths and rroperty and marine loss.
Although the wind attained a greater
velocity than that which accompan-
jed the storm of last July, both Mo-
bile and Pensacola, the chief cities
in the hurricane’s path, suffered far
less damage. The total loss in the

two cities probably will not exceed
$100,000.
The chief damage here was )

railroad sheds and terminals and 1o
telephone, telegraph and light and
power service. Train service fromn
Pensacola to Jacksonville will be
suspended for a week.

Marine damage was heavy, both in
this harbor and at the Florida port.
Two small vessels here sank, while
four others were driven ashore. In
addition a number of small craft were
destroyed. At Pensacola one steamer
went down, another is missing, with
the fate of the erew undetermined.

Bayonne, N. J.. Oct. 19.—The
Standard Oil Company to-day re-
opened its plant here and several
Liundred men returned to work un-
der police guard.

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VON KLUCK

HAS RETIRED

Hun General, Prominent in

Early Days of the War
Now Quits.
Berlin, Oect. 20.—Field Marshal

Alexander von Kluck who commeo»i-
. emmememe
ed the right wing of the Geru..n
army in its sweep towards Paris in
the fall of 1914, has been placed on
the retired list at his own request.
He had never returned to the front
since he was wounded by shrapnel
fire in Marech, 1915, while inspecting
advaneced positions. The Field Mar-
shal was 70 years of aze last May.

Field Marshal von Kluck and his
army took an important part in the
German advance toward Paris in
September, 1914. His advance halted
about thirty miles from the French
capital and his force with the rest of
the German army, was checked and
driven back in the battle of the
Marne.

Field Marshal von Kluck was born
in Muenster, Germany, May 20, 1846,
and entered the German army as a
Second Lieutenant in 1865. At the
outbreak of the war he was in com-
mand of the army corps at Koenigs-
berg. He fought in the war with
Austria in 1866 and in the Franco-
Prunssian war in 1870.

He is said to have received his
wound «in March. 1915, by recklessly
exposing himself after a stormy in-
terview with Emperor William. Last
August it was renorted he was soon
to take a command on the eastern
front. His son, Lieut. Egon von
Kluck, was reported killed at Middel-
kerke early in 1915.
