CONSTANTINOPLE, Jan. 24 — 
Nazim Pasha, the former War Minis­
ter and commander of the Turkish 
army, was shot dead during the de­
monstration here last night.

Enver Bey and Talaat Bey had 
given explicit orders, that no blood 
should be shed. z But Nabim Pasha’s 
aide-de-camp fired from a window of 
the Porte on Enver Bey and his 
companion, and they returned the 
fire.
Pasha himself, In spite of this tra­
gedy there was no disturbance of 
order elsewhere.

Nazim Pasha stated before 
Grand Council yesterday that 
would like to continue the war, pro­
vided he had the funds to do so. As 
the powers refused to provide any 
money in case of the war being con­
tinued, he yielded to the suggestion 
of the other members of the Council 
and advised the surrender of Adrian- 
ople.

Nazim Pasha has been criticized 
somewhat severely for his conduct of

the operations at Lule Burgas, espec­
ially by the Young Turks’ army ’ 
officers.

Turkey’s Greatest General.
Nazim Pasha, war minister and 

generalissimo of th$ Turkish armies, 
was a man of gi eat physical and 
mental strength. He was close to 66 
years of age, and was characterized 
as the best commander in chief Tur­
key possessed in recent times.

Nazim took supreme command of : 
the forces after Abdullah Pasha suf­
fered defeat around KirkKilissek 
and Adrianople. He was appointed 
Minister of War ih the first Kiamil • 
Cabinet, and later became comman­
der of the First Army Corps.

Nazim Pasha became Minister of 
War again in 1912 in tfo’ç Mukhtar 
Cabinet, and continued to hold office 
when the second Kiamil Cabinet was 
formed in October of that year.

Nazim Pasha was in personal com­
mand of the troops that checked the 
advance of the Bulgarians at the 
Tchatalja lines,

Too much attention can not be 
paid to the effective ventilation of 
sleeping rooms; in too many cases, 
this important matter is entirely ne­
glected; the sleeper retires to a room 
from which every, effort has appar­
ently been made to exclude the outer 
air and the effect is a dull headache, 
irritable nerves and an unrefreshed 
sensation all over.

Thus the top sash, 
should be lowered to allow the im­
pure air to escape, and the lower 
sash raised to admit the fresh air.

The First Use of Chloroform.

A movement is on foot with the 
view of celebrating the centenary of 
the birth of Dr. David Waldie, a na­
tive of Linlithgrow, Scotland, whose 
name is associated with the early 
use of chloroform. Dr. Waldie, after 
numerous experiments, suggested to 
the late Prof. James Y. Simpson, of 
Edinburgh, that he should use chlor­
oform in surgical operations as an 
anaesthetic and undertook to prepare 
some for him.

Photographie Power of Wood.

Experiments recently made at Wash­
ington have shown that a section of a 
tree trunk or of a branch cut across 
the grain possesses the power to Im­
press upon a photographic plate In the 
dark a distinct Image of Itself, plainly 
showing the rings of growth. There to 
a great difference In the ^intensity of 
this power among différait kinds of 
wood. The conifers (pines and firs) 
possess It In high degree. Thé wood Is' 
placed either In contact with thé plate 
or at a short distance from it, and itie 
exposure varies from half an hour to 
eighteen hours. Boards tong exposed 
to the air, an oak box a hundred yean 
old, rotten wood from a stump And 
even bogwood have been found still 
photographically active. — Washington 
Star.

Quaint Tales of the Beautiful Mosque

“But the story goes that when once 
again the mosque of St. Sophia be­
comes a Christian place of worship the 
wai^ will open of its own accord and 

the secret door, out of which the 
aged priest will step forth to conclude 
the celebration of the mass at the altar.

“Another legend, recounted even by 
the Turks themselves, tegls of two 
monumental candles built into the apse 
of the mosque. On every high Chris­
tian festival these candles are super- 
naturally set alight When these can­
dles are quite burned down Into their 
sockets the Turkish domination will be 
over and the mosque of holy wisdom

?? HOCKEY ALUMINIUM GARMENTS.

Yesterday’s Results. Their Wearers Look as Though They 
Had Been Dipped In Silver,

Aluminium, as is well known, la ex­
tracted from clay. It was Napoleon 
who styled It “the silver of day.” For­
merly It was the practice to extract it 
from the clay by means, of retorts. 
More recently the electrical current 
has been employed for this purpose and 
with marked success, the cost of pro­
duction of this valuable and by no 
means fully utilized metal thus having 
been very much reduced. In 1850 a 
pound of aluminium cost about $40; 
nowadays it costs only about 20 cents.

Above all other metals, aluminium 
has the greatest specific lightness with 
the greatest durability and toughness. 
It can be rolled out and drawn exceed­
ingly fine. This has made aluminium 
Valuable and useful In the textile In­
dustries.

The fabrics made from aluminium do 
not require combination with other tex­
tile yarns. Of late the most beautiful 
effects have been obtained Jby employ­
ing aluminium In smooth as well as In 
twisted threads for the warp and for 
the weft silk yarn of any desired color. 
These fabrics are used in the making 
of evening cloaks and of theatrical cos­
tumes. Such a fabric has, It is said, 
the effect of causing its wearer to look 
as if she had been “dipped in stiver."— 
Harper’s Weekly.

The British commercial attache at 

Yokohama reports that considerable ex­
port business is done with Europe and 
America In Japanese “culture” pearls, 
which, although in appearance and na­
ture the same as the natural oyster 
pearl, are obtained from oysters by a 
special process at the Miktmoto pearl 
culture farm in the bay of Ago, a am»" 
bay inside the gulf of Ise. The “cul­
ture” pearl has to be cut off from the 
shell, whereas the natural pearl is 
found free In the oyster. Consequently 
In tne case of the former one part of 
the pearl is inferior in appearance, »Y»d 
this accounts for the large difference In 
value between natural and “culture” 
pearls.
