It is true that the greatest problem
is to secure the co-operation and active
interest of the farmers, who I fear
too generally look upon the matter in
the light of a speculation, in which
they will invest a dollar only when
they see a chance of drawing out five
or ten. This it seems tv me could be
remedied by an enegetic Board of
Duooton. who would hold meetings
in the different achool sections and
place the advantages of supporting the
Township Fair in an intelligent man-
ner before the farmer.

The professional exhibitor is a hard
one to reach, and is in.evidence at
every Fair. To.lnch a0 alarming ex-
tent bave his opératidns been carried,
notably in dairy Jproducts, graip and
Jadies’ work, that it is = imperative
ltopc be taken to shut out thi evil,
which has contributed largerly to the
want of success of the Township Fair.
Last season I judged the same exhibits
in dairy products at three different |*®
Fairs, and upon requesting the exhibi-
tors te sell me a couple of them, was
told: “Oh, I won't be done lhowing
themw for three weeks yot.”

Shaw's Farmer scarcely agrees with
the opinion of Prof. Robertson vela-
tive to the value of cement Im in
dairy barns. ' “For the cresmery,” says
the Farmer, “there seems to be no
question but what the cement floor iy
a decided sucoess ; while for the barn
there are those who have some object:
ions to their use. The cement floors
in the duiry barn at the Madison Ex-
periment Station is not giving the best
of satisfaction, and the portions ofthe

covered with boards. Cement is a
very antive conductor of cold, and
either a board covering or an abum

stock will be afflicted with rheuma-
tism, and the cows become more or
less afflicted with garget. The actual
expense of putting down a good cover-
ing of inch boards where the cows lie
need not cost to exoeed fifty cevts per
cow. This, with the ocement floor,
combines the dvrability and cleanliness
of the cement, and the comfort of the
board floor in one.”

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Strikers Became Riatous

" “One Man

. Montreal despatch: The situation
on the Montreal wharves as the re-
sult of t!c longshoremen’s strike as-
jsumed i scrious aspect to-day. The
Mayor .. s alfternoon calied out the
‘militia’ ., preserve order and to
protect ihe shipping in port. The
regimeuis ordered out are’ the 65th
‘Mount Royal Rifles, the Victoria
Rifles, and the Duke of York's Can-
‘adian Hussars, or all told over 600
men. They gathered at their ar-
mories this afternoon and proceeded
to the scene of the disturphance. As
the result of the longshoremen's
actions operations in the harpor
were completely tied up, and it took
all the eiiorts of the Mounted Po-
lice to prevent a serious ciasi be-
tween the str.kers and the non-union
men, who were empioyed in umoad-
ing the vessels. The strikers proceed-
ed from one vessel to another and
succeeded in enticing many of ihe
men irom work. in one case they
overpowered the police and drove
the men away. They also set fire
to part of a vessel's cargo.
First Blood Shed.

The first bhlood shed during the
strike happened this alternoon,
when Jolen Lavoie, one of ithe strik-
ing longsuoremen, was shot in seli-
derence py William Quinn, paymas-
ter for Messrs. lernes, steveudores.

Mr. Fernce and a gang of non-umon |

men were working on the Alexan-
dria, when a gang of strikers made
an attempt to rush the smp. Mr.
Fernes kept the crowd hack at ihe
point o1 a revolver. Finaily quiet
was resiured. Mc. Ferues, atcom-
panied hy Quinn, started to go up
to the ecity. They had.not gone far
when they were met by a big crowd
of tse sirikers. Words led to blows.
Quinn drew his pistol and shot La-
voie, one o« the crowd, in selt-d-fence.
Quinn shot three times, hut only one
ghot took eifcct. Another moment
and the mob was aiter Quinn.  The
police rescued him and piaced him
under arrest, hringing mim to the
Central Po.ice Station. Lavoie was
taken to the hospital, where his
wouud, which was stated to he not
serious, was dressed. Alfter this af-
fray the str.kers swept on towards
the Carrigan Head, where eighteen
men were at work on , the vessel
The moly attempted to storm . the
gangway, hut here they were metb
Ly the captain and olficers of the
ehip, who,

With Leveled Revolvers.
omiered the mob back. There was
e moment’s hesitation. "Il shoot
the iirsi man who steps on that
gangway,” the captawn thundered
from ine deck. The crowd fell back.
A Vvoley ol stoues whistled across
the deck. The men then fell back.
Duriug he attack one of the men
working on the Carrigan Head, G.
Biloueau, was kno.ked into insensi-
pility by the crowd.

The Lake Champlain, with 150 men
from Liverpool, to replace strikers,
arrived in port this evening. A
lavrge crowd oi strikers gathered
about tie wiharf, bul no demonstras
tion was made. ;

Theve are now scven steamships in
port—the Carrigan Head, Alexandriu,
Monterey, Salciy, Fremoua, Gaspes-
ian, of uttawa, and Cacerbva, and a
opumber of big ocean lLpers are ex-
pected to armve wlthin the uext few

hours. An attempt will be made to,

unload the vesscls by non-uniou el
under. the protection of the troops,
but as the strikers are in an ugly
mood scrous trouble is feared. In the
present temper ol the men it would
take very little to precipitate a ser-
ious riot.
Crowd Grew Noisy.

The scenes on the wharves to-day
wore of a turbulent descriptiou.
There are [ive steamships io the har-
bor waiting to be unloaded—the Head
Liner Currigan lltad, the Leyland
Limer Alexandria, the Thompson
Liner Fremona, the Donaldson
Liner Salicia, aund the C. P> R.
Liner Monterey. Pickets of union men
weore out watching each of these
vessels from early morning. Theie
appeared to be no haste about be-
ginning work on hoard, but between
eight and nine, a few policemen hav-
ing been stationed on each wharf,
operations began in every ship. There
were probably two hundred or two
hundred and fifty men at work alio-
gether on zll the &hips. Towards ten
o'clock the wharl and revetment wall

At this
the crowd broke into a run to race
the policemen, but the latter got
there fjust ahead of the crowd. The
whole whart looked slive with men.
The laborers working 1n the sheds
and ou -he wharves ran on board
the vesbel and down below. ‘- The
shouting of the advancing crowd and
the galloping up of the mounted
Lsguad had given warning to the offi-
cers and crew of the ship, and they
appeared at the gangways. For a
mcment the police managed to hold
the ¢rowd back. Then someone shout-
ed, “There are some of the ‘scabs’
up at the end of the shed!” The
words were repeated and a general
rush made round the little line of
policemen through the sheds. ‘The
crowd surged round towards the aft

gangway, and it looked as though the
men might try to board the ship.

Gave Orders to Shoot.

The officers gathered their men
and gave orders to shoot the first
man who attempted to get'on board.
Meanwhile the police were driving
the crowd back. The police kept their
iemper, and [finally persuaded ‘the
crowd to retreat from the ships.
Then there was another {movement
in the crowd, and the cry was raised,
“To the Monterey !” Theicry took,
the crowd moved off again, the
mounted squad stanted to head them
off, the men broke into a run and
there was another race to the big
C. P. R. steamer, where the scene
which took place alongside the Sali-
cia was enacted over again.

The next move was to the Alex-
andria, where the laborers, as on
tne Salicia and the Monterey, beat
a retreat on board, the police offi-
cer in charge stationing two con-
gtables armed with revolvers on éach
gangway as the crowd approached.
Then a move was made, to the Fre-
mona. But by the time the crowd
reached there a patrol wagoanful of
! policemen had arrived, and the crowd
did rot get near the gangways. The
laborers were, however, withdrawn
within the vessel. =

By this time it wias noon, and the
strikers, having succeeded in their
object in preventing all work on the
steamers, began to disperse. While
there were several minor casualties,
nobody was scriously injured, but
serious trouble was only averted by
the tact and good work of the police.

Deputations representing the ship-
ping men ‘and the stevedores subse-
quently waited on Mayor Cochrane
and demanded adequate protection.
The police authorities said that they
feared that they would be unable to
cope with the strikers, and as the
result of the consultation the Mayor
decided to cdll out the militia, which
was done this afternoon.

Non-union Men Carried Away.

The men employed on the Salicia
and Alexandria worked until about
half-past two this afternoon, when
they were forced to quit. The strik-
ers induced many of them to stop
work by argument, But those who
held out were seized as they came
down the gangways and were car-
ried away from the ships.

Several of the strikers were rath-
er badly injured
by the police this alternoon, and
had to be taken to the hospital [for
repairs. .

Arvson Also.

Some of Lhe stiikcrs to-night set
firc 1o a portion of the cargo of
the Leyland Liner AlcXanuriu, whizh
is lyiig near the big C. P. R. eleva-
tor. A portion of the cargo had been
urloaded and was lyng on the whaof
under cover of the darkness, when
several of the strikers set fire to the
pile, which was soon in a blaze. Had
it not .een for thc prompt action
of the Alexaudria’s crew, a serivus
fire might have resuited, as the
wind was blowing in the direction of
!the C. P. R. elevator. The [lames
| were quickly extinguished by the
{ men ol the Alexandvia. Several of

the strikers were acrested by the
i police.

VIS THE POPE

They are Closeted Together
for Twenty Minutes.

NO ETIQUETTE OBSERVED,

State—His Andience With His Holi-
ness Was Private—The Pontiff
Talked About the Canadian Schools
—A Historic Meeting.

Rome cable: King Edward VIL
of England, wearing the uuniform of a
field marshal, paid bis much-talked-of
visit to the Vatican to-day.

This aiternoon King Edward left
the Britisn Embassy lor the Vatican
in a closed carriage. He was accom-
panied by Col. Lamb, the British mili-
tary attache, -aad was followed by
another carriage conlainlug mem-
bers of his suite. The King wore a
field marshal’s uniform. He had no
escort, except some pol.cemen in
plaw clothes, and no troops lined the
sireets, 1n contrast with what was
done at the time of Emperor Wil-
lizm’s visit 10 the Pope. People lo0k-
ed on with curiosity, but they ub-
stalned from any demounstratiou.

THE' CATASTROPHE.

The Werst Disaster That Ever Oesurred
in Western Cunada.

Frank, NNW.T., May 1.—This place
was visited Wednésday morning by
the worst disaster that has ever
been witnessed in any community. im
western Canada. What was either a
slip of land or rock of such gigantic
magnitude as to be utterly ‘incon-
ceivable to the mind of amy whose
eye has not beheld it, or a slide in-
duced by a
seventy-five persons, destroyed the
plant of the Canadian-American Coal
and Coke Company, did a vast
amount of damage to the mine, and
completely d tated bout ten
square miles of the finest and most
picturesque section of the Crow’s
Nest Pass.

The happening of the catastrophe
came at fifteen minutes past 4

o’clock, when residents of the town !
were awakened by a deafening tu- !
mult and a shaking of buildings,”

which it seemed would rattle them
into complete demolition. Of all
the town inhabitants, numbering

nearly 1,000, no one professes to .

have reached the outside of his do-
main in time to see any part of what
took place, but when day dawned it
was seen that the whole side of Tur-
tle Mountain had fallen away, and
that the country extending from the
eastern edge of the town for two
miles down the pass, and entirely
across the pass, a distance of two
miles or more from the mountain,
lay buried beneath rock and debris
of various kinds for a depth varying
from 25 to 100 feet.

In its sweep the great slide, if
slide it was, or upheaval, if that be
the more proper characterization, de-
molished and carried away the en-
tire operating plant of the coal com-
pany.

The Canadian Pacific Railway is a
heavy loser by the disaster. Two
miles of line were buried from 50 to
100 feet deep, and a new line will
have to be located and built.

‘The day, which in the early morno-
ing had - ‘been clear; was now
clouded, and a raw, northeasterly
wind, carrying a sleety rain, stir-
réd mournfully the branches of the
spruce tops.

THE PLANET JUPFIER. %

How many of you know anything
ahout the planets? I am sure most
of you know very little, except their
names, and yet fthe subject is a most
interesting one. The higness of the

lanets is one of the most interest-
ng things ahout them.

Here are a few facts about Jupiter:
Jupiter is the fifth planet from
the sun, and revolves around it at
a mean distance of 483,000,000 miles.

Its yéar is almost twelve of our
years, or exactly 11 years, 10 months
and 17days. That is to say, it takes
it that long to make a complete re-
volution around the sun.

Its diameter is 88,000 miles.

Its volume is ahout 1,300 times
that of the earth—no wonder it is
called “our hig planetary brother.”

Its day is a little less than ten
hours in length.

It moves on its orhit at the rate of
eight miles a second.

It is 890,0000,000 miles from us
when it and the earth are on the
samel side of the sun. y 354

Its light is sometimes so hrillfant
that it casts a shadow. HIAN T,

would weigh 500 pounds on Jupiter.

A weh of cloth as long as from the
earth to the moon would fall short
of encircling the great planet. It is
flattened at the poles and bulges
at the equator, owing to the speed
of its rotary motion, and if it rotat-
ed a little faster, it could not keep
itsell together, hut would burst and
be spread out on the skies like a
coat of paint.

Its days are so short, on account ot
the rapidity of its rotation, that its
year contains 10,455 of them.

As its axis is vertical, it has no
geasons like ours, the most of its
surface enjoying perpetual spring.

The ¢louds in its thick atmosphere
take the form of immense belts, on
which spots appear, both belts and
spots being plainly visible through
a telescope. The atmgysphere over
the equator moves faster than that
north or esouth of it, producing the
effect of a violent wind constantly
blowing over its equatorial zoneat
a velocily of 250 miles an hour.

Jupiter has five moons. Three of |

them are much larger ghan our moon,
and one i8 larger than the planet

Mercury, haviig a dimater of 8,000,

miles. The nearest is 112,000 miies
from the planet. and ihe farlhest Is
