In the south of England, on the big­
gest poultry farm in the world, an ex­
periment of this nature lias just been 
completed. Of eight hundred chickens in 
two equal groupé, 400 were nurtured oil 
the intensive system—that is, in flat*, 
almost trays, one above the othery One 
group of 400 was treated by this elec­
tric system, and so charged were the 
cnicken* with electricity that the shock 
could be distinctly felt if the finger was 
put to the beak of the chicken. The 
chickens in this gioup grew to re­
markable eize, that is as petits pous­
sin*, in five weeks, and of the 400 only 
six, and those weaklings in the begin­
ning, died off.

Of the other 400 nearly one half 
died, it being late' in the year for 
healthy growth, and the survivors" took 
three months to reach a marketable 
size. Thi* experiment was followed by 
other experiments in which similar, 
though lid? so striking, results were ob­
tained. Trials on a yet larger scale are 
being prepared, and there is at any rate 
reasonable hope that an instrument of 
real value in the intensive production 
of food has been found.

MAKE THE STRAWBERRIES PAY.
The. strawberry crop is an important 

one in this section of the country. This 
berry lias a wide adaptation to soil 
and climate, and may be grown on any 
soil suited to the ordinary farm crops. 
Commercial plantings are generally lo­
cated on a light or sandy soil, which is 
mellow and “quick.” Soils of this na­
ture are chosen on account of their 
earliness and ease of cultivation. For 
special purposes such a soil, even 
though lacking in fertility, may be 
more desirable than a heavier soil of
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I*racl at Mount Sinai- Exod. Ilk, 1.25; 
Heb. 12, 18-24.

Lime is used for many purpoee* on the 
farm. It is the cheapest of all disinfect­
ants, and is very useful when applied as 
whitewash for the disinfection and 
sweetening of cellar*, priviee, barns, 
stables, poultry houses and other build­
ings. Unless it can be kept from the air 
lime wash should be made up fresh be­
fore using. Air-slaked lime is of no 
value as a disinfectant.

1. God's messages Vo the people. The

heart of the desert was a place of bar­
renness, absolute solitude and great 
sublimity. In that sanctuary, secluded 
from ail earthly attraction*, Israel 
waited for the revelation of God. The 
sternness of the environment was itself 
a commentary on the sanctity of the 
law which was to be given. Israel had 
been made free from Egypt that they 
might rise into the fulness of what a 
nation ought to be. Tli*v were called 
out with a view to the ultimate benefit 
of the world. Patiently, strongly, sure­
ly, God v.as bringing Israel to their pro­
mised inheritance.

Locate the patch on the higher lands 

so as to avoid injury from late spring 
frosts. Berries will ripen their crop 
several days earlier if given a southern 
exposure, where they have the full 
benefit of the sun. Likewise, if it In­
comes advantageous to lengthen the 
season, select a northern aspect.

Berries draw heavily upon the «oil 
moisture in maturing a crop of fruit.
Humus is the great reservoir of soil 
moisture, holding water much as a 
sponge. By turning under barnyard 
manure or green crops we eventually 
add humus to the soil. The improve­
ment of the fertility of the soil is cloee- 
ly allied to the problems of drainage 
ard moisture. Humus is quite as im­
portant in bettering the one a* the 
other.

The Purdue Experiment Station ad­
vises to plow the land moderately deep; 
if in grass plow' in the fall and fcdant to 
some clean culture crop the first year.
Sod land is likely to be infested with 
white grubs, which injure and aome- 
tijnes destroy strawberry plants by de­
vouring their roots. The land, after 
plowing and harrowing, should be rolled 
or dragged to icttle and pulverize the. 
soil.

There are two systems of planting in 
vogue—the hill system and the matted 
row. In the hill system the plants are 
set in hills and cultivated both ‘Wavs, 
allowing no runners to develop, 
growth all centres in the original moth­
er plants, causing them to throw out 
numerous lateral crowns at their own 
hi se. This is an intensive system, and 
produces more fancy fruit, being well 
suited to the supplying of a home gar­
den or a special local trade. Varieties 
which make few runners are to be pre­
ferred for this system, as they greatly 
i educe the labor of cutting runners. The 
matted row is the rule among commer­
cial grower* The plant* are set 15 to 
24 inches apart in rows three to four 
feet apart.

Work should be begun In the spring 
as soon as the ground is fit. Plants set 
tmt early before they begin growth will 
sustain less shock in transplanting and 
make a beter start. Shorten the roots 
in to four or five inches, and remove afi 
leaves butjone or two. Set the plants 
so that th$ roots arc well covered and 
the crowns are level with the surface of 
the ground.

Frequent and shallow tillage the first 
season is one of the secrets of *ucce»s- 
ful b?ry growing. Cultivate often en­
ough to keep a continuous dust mulch 
on the surface to conserve the moist­
ure; this will vary with the soil and* 
season, from twice a week to once every 
ten days. Devreaee the cultivated area 
between the rows as the season advanc­
es. allowing the runners to set, making 
a matted row 14 to 26 inches wide. Then 
l eep the runners cut. Of course Imml- 
hoeing will be necessary to keep the 
weeds and surplus runner* down. Blos­
soms should be kept pinched oft. as it is 
desired that the plants put al Itheir en­
ergy into growth this first sesaon.

A mulch of two or three inches of 
some rather fine material, such as clean 
straw or marsh hay. should be applied 
to the pa tell in late fall as a protection 
against alternate thawing and freezing.
In covering a considerable area. the 
manure-spreader is a most economical 
way of applying this mulch. It is advis­
able to leave the mulch undisturbed 
during the frosty spring lo retard 
blooming and thus avoid frost injury.
As growth proceeds the straw can be 
raised in places where it is too heavy 
for the plants to push through, letting 
the mulch remain during the fruiting 
season.

There is no definite rule that can be 
laid down with reference to the time at 
which winged insect peets of the orchard 
deposit their egg*.

The coddling moth ie one of the 
night flying insects, and begins to de­
posit eggs late in the evening, just 
about dusk, and continues most active 
throughout the early part of the night.

In the following paragraph, which 
we take from tbe Rideau Record, ref­
erence is made to the orchard of Mr.

Delta, where Mr W. H. Smith 
and (tis assistants in the local branch 
of thk Department of Agriculture have 
been doing some highly educitive 
work:—

It is often said that in this eastern 
part of Ontario we do not grow good 
apples but the reason is very seldom 
given. It is simply because we do not 
try: Even those who have gone to tbe 
trouble and expense of planting or­
chards do not take proper care of them 
and therefore do not get the results. 
On the Smith’s Falls market yesterday 
there was a man from near Delta whose 
experience proved this. He had a big 
load of fine apples and in conversation 
with the Record he said that last spring 
the Government had taken half his 
orchard for purposes of demonstrating 
the value of spraying and attending to 
apple and other fruit bearing trees. 
The apples he had on the market were 
smooth and clean and were from the 
part of the orchard that had been 
sprayed. In the part of his orchard 
that was not sprayed he said he had no 
apples that were worth picking. No 
stronger proof could be had of the 
necessity of spraying the trees and of 
the profit of doing it. This man will 
have a yaulable crop, which will bring 
him big returns, from the sprayed part 
of his orchard, while from the un­
sprayed portion there will be absolute­
ly nothing. Yesterday he had a load 
that brought Mm forty dollars alone. 
There is proM- >ilv no more profitable 
kind of crop < ,at could be grown than 
apples and farmers are missing a good 
source of rereuae in failing to plant 
orchards and in neglecting them when 
they have planted them. If we do not 
grow apples in this part o f Ontario it 
is only because we do not really try to 
do so.

Big Decline in Cheese Export
The Department of Trade and Com­

merce has received from its agents in 
Great Britain reports issued by Brit­
ish importers sounding a note of alarm 

.over the continued decrease in receipts 
of cheese from Canada. Shipments 
between May 1 and July 15, according 
to one report, showed a shortage of 
5,930, or 26.8 per cent., compared with 
the 1912 period, and 32.1 per cent, 
compared with the 1911 period,

The deficit is steadily increasing, an 
average of 540 tons a week having 
been reached. The fear is expressed 
that the decrease will be much greater 
if the United States duty on Canadian 
cheese is cut down by three cents per 
pound as proposed. It is pointed out 
that Montreal stocks of cheese on July 
18 amounted to 30,000 boxes, as 
against 44,000 boxes on July 18,1912, 
most of it waiting for the American 
market.

In 1904 Canadian Cheese formed 
72.4 per c-rrti'of British imports. It 
has droppe.i to 56.5 per cent.

Not so very long ago about the only 
real use any one bad for sawdust was 
for packing ice. That was wlieu small 
local sawmills were more common, and 
Lite amount of thin form of waste wood 
was, or at any rate appeared, compara­
tively small Now, when the tendency 
is to consolidate these into large mills 
with a capacity of several Hundred 
thousand lect of lumber per day, the 
daily waste iu sawdust ut seen to be 
enormous, and much experimenting is 
being done to discover new methods of 
utilizing iW >•

Perhape the most promising venture 
in sawdust utilization in this country is 
treated with sulphuric acid, under suit­
able conditions, rt*ultiug in the 
tion of augur, which is then fermented 
to produce alcohol. Several plants have 
been erected to produce alcohol from 
wood in this manner, and, though there 
are some difficulties stall to be 
come, the ultimate success of the pro­
cess on a commercial scale is assured.

Sawdust has been sucoeeofuUy manu­
factured into briquets for Nel for a con­
siderable time in Europe -jy a very sim­
ple process. The shavings and sawdust 
are first steam-dried, the water contain­
ed in the wood being thus evaporated 
and the resin almost liquified. The saw­
dust is then compressed under heat into 
briquets of the desired size, the contain­
ed resin acting as a binder. A firm in 
Vancouver is engaged in a similar line 
of manufacture, the sawdust being 
pressed into a cylindrical tube, where it 
it cut into short lengths by a revolving 
knife, emerging in the form of small, 
round briquets. These briquets are clean 
to handle, easy to kindle, and leave 
very little ash.

in England sugar is manufactured on 
a commercial scale by treating sawdust 
in olo»ed retorts with weak sulphurous 
i-.cid, under high pressure. In Austin, 
Texas, also a plant 
manufacture stock f 
by a somewhat similar process. The tar, 
pitch and turpentine are removed from 
the sawdust, leaving only sugar and fi­
bre, to which is added forty per cent, of 
cottonseed meal. The mixture is sold for 
fattening cattle.

Two and one-half parts of clean saw- 
J dust, mixed with two parts sand and 

one part cement, make a warm, long- 
wearing and sound-proof floor, to which 
carpet*, can be tacked with less injury 
than to a lxynrd floor, and which has the 
advantages over a cement floor in being 
more elastic. These qualities should 
an extensive use for this form of floor­
ing. which has the additional advantage 
that it can be stained to harmonize with 
interior finishings bv tlir* addition of 
color to the mixture while in a semi- 
liquid state.

The sawdust of certain kinds of wood 
is used in considerable quantities by 
menufacturers for metal polish, for 
peeking, for meat curing, for making 
safety explosives, and composition nov­
elties, and for fibre and pulp manufae-

To prevent fragile china and glassware 
from breaking and becoming chipped 
while being washed, place a clean Turk­
ish towel in the bottom of the dishpan.

The easiest and quickest way to clean 
jewelry is in a and* of cas tile soap. 
Rinse in diluted, alcohol with a few 
drops of ammonia added and dry with 
soft blotll.

Tea stains can he removed from the 
tablecloth quite easily, if the stained 
part is dipped at once into milk.

To clean white and delicately colored 
plumes not badly soiled, rub them gent­
ly in a pen cf equal parts of sa If and 
flour.

To brighten a carpet sweep it with 
a bmom dampen'd (not wet) in salt 
water. Care should be taken to shake 
the broom well after each dipping.

To clean store stairs and halls boil 
one pound of pipeclay with a quart of 
water and a quart of small beer, and 
put in it a hit of stone-blue. Wash with 
this mixture, and. when dry, rub the 
stone with a flannel and a brush.

To prevent suet from becoming 
atiekv when chopping, sprinkle It 
with flour and chop it in a cold place.

To remove lime deposit from a glass 
pitcher or water bottle, fill the vessel 
with good, strong vinegar or sour milk, 
and let stand over night, or until the 
lime its dissolved or loosened. Then wash 
in the usual way.

Lamps with metal reservoirs are safer 
than those of china or glass, as the for­
mer can be picked up, if upset, and re­
placed before the oil can escape.

Good quality of oil is essential, for a 
bad quality of oil not only clogs the 
wick and burner, but gives off an un­
pleasant and dirty vapor.

Never turn down a wick. It is meant 
to burn with the flame at full height, 
and when it is allowed to smoulder it 
either smoke* or smells,' and it also has 
a source of danger in it.

Place your alcohol lamp in a shallow 
dish, as the alcohol is liable to run on 
the table or dressing table and ignite, or 
ruin varnished surfaces. Never pour 
fresh alcohol into the tank if there is 
burning char on it, for the entire eon- 
tents may burst into flames. Do not 
keep the alcohol bottle near the lighted 
lamp.

A BRAVE ESKIMO. PATH OF THE SUN.'
Gave Up Everything for His 

Christian Faith.
The whole life of the primitive Eskimo 

is governed by precedent. Although out­
wardly the freest and most irresponsible 
being in the world, he is in reality the 
slave of public opinion and the number­
less customs and superstitions of his 
ancestors. The ways of his fathers are 
good -enough for him, and the world of 
the old men and witch doc tore, who 
treasure up ancient precedent like the 
Pharisees of old, is the standard he lives 
and dies by.

For an Eskimo to break one of these 
unwritten laws is to render himself a 
social outcast. Although treated with 
kindness, he is no longer reckoned as 
& member of the tribe. A brother-in- 
law of an Eskimo chief had early em­
braced Christianity, being converted on 
a trip tp Nome by one of the first mie- 
•ionaries. Being a very conscientious 
man, he soon recognized the incompat­
ibility of retaining his faith and con­
forming to the worship of his people. 
The spirit of the Scotch Covenanters 
was in his veins. He refused to gio 
Hhrough the usual rites of his people, 
and prayed to the God of the white 
stranger at home. As a result he was 
forbidden his place in the village kos- 
ga (or meeting place), where every man 
has his recognized station, carefully 
graded according to merit. His son was 
not allowed to dance with the young 
men or witness any of the councils or 
witch doctoring reserved for the men ; 
his daughters could not take part in 
the annual dance of the women, nor 
was any member ef the tribe bold en­
ough to ask them in marriage. They all 
married Siberian strangers and left the 
old man’s hous^ desolate, but he stuck 
to his faith to the last. Always cheer­
ful. always ready to help, living daily 
the faith that was in him. he was one 
of the few of his race who was brave 
enough to withstand the witch-doctor.

How much do you pay for electric 
current? asks Walter V. Woehlke in 
September Technical World magazine.

If you live in a city of two hundred 
thousand inhabitants or more, you 
probably pay at least ten cents a 
kilowatt-hour; if you live in a small 
town, our rate is likely to be consider­
ably loutfr. 
rates should be higner the larger the 
market? That is the fact, though.

Pasadena, yith thirty-five thousand 
inhabitants and nine thousand five 
hundred electricity consumers, pays 
four and five cents per kilowatt-hour 
for lighting current; and all around 
Pasadena a score of little towns gtt 
their current for eight cents. Yet ac­
cording to the latest available reports, 
Chicago, Brooklyn, St. Paul, Phila­
delphia, Spokane, Pittsburg, Portland, 
Providence, Washington, D.C., Rich­
mond, Reading, San Antonio, and a 
number of other large cities are pay­
ing a base rate of ten cents and more 
per kilowatt-hour.
