To Preserve Apples.

A simple and eftective way tolkeep
apples fresh indefinitely is tosulphur
them, gnarter. them and
place in a clean market basket,. Sus-
pend it by a wire from a stick laid on
top of a bottoriless barrel. Slip a pan
of coals pver which 5 cents' worth of
sulphur is sprinkled under the barrel
and cover the top closely. Let stand
all day; then remove the jars with ag
little handling as possible; press down
tightly, tie up, and keep in a dry,
cool place. THey are available for
pies, sauce or mincemeat when want-
ed.. The sulphur kills all wicrobes,
‘bleaches apples beautifully, and is
harmless.. A fine way, tp preserve
summer apples when they are plenti~
ful and the winter apples are known
to be scarce in the orchards.
